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Council Adopts $10.7 Million Budget 
Adds 3 Police, Part Time Recycler

City Council, at its May 

26 regular meeting, gave fi­
nal approwl to Greenbelt's 
budget for fisc.al year 1993 
(FY93), which begms July 
1. 'Dhere will be no changes 
to the CJiity's property tax 
rate, although increased as-­
sessments will raise many 
citizens tax payments. 

grant, will concentrate on nar­
cotics enforcement. Two others 
will operate out of a substation

The budget also provides for 
increases in pension contribu­
tions for newer employees, ex­
cept police officers, to reduce 
inequalities between the various 
employee retirement plans. 

Contributions 
Council increased the city's 

contributions to rec re at i on 
groups by $7,400 over the $31,-
000 recommended by Hobbs. 

At the final budget work ses­
sion on May 20, City Manager 
Dan Hobbs greeted council with 
the news that he now expects 
city revenues to total $10,774 
million, up $110,900 from the 
initial budget estimate. By the 
end of the night, council had 
spent all but $1,000 of that 
amcunt, with expenditures to­
taling $10,773 million. 

Another position added by 
council was a part-time adminis­
trative assistant for the public 
works department. At the public 
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The additional money will fund 
a part-itime administrative as­
sistant for recycling, additional 
contributions to re c re a t i o n 
groups and Greenbelt Access 
Television; three additional po­
lice officers, additional consult­
ing services and Greenbelt

Schrom Hills Park, and a raise 
for the city manager. 

Expenditures 
The budgeted expenditures of 

$10,773 million represent a 6.6% 
increase over estimated expen­
ditures in the current fiscal year 
(4.4% more than the originally 
budgeted expenditures for FY -
9.2). Other than funding some 
pre.viously unfunded requests 
with the increased revenue esti­
ma.tes, council made very few 
changes to the firs·t budget pro­
posed by City Manager Daniel 
Hobbs. 

Personnel . 
The new hires proposed by 

Hobbs were included in the ap­
proved budget. These include 
filling the fulltime CARES po­
sition, and hiring additional part-­
time recreation staff for the in­
door pool and the self-supporting 
p:i:ograms.

the current or previous recycl­
ing committees, asked council to 
fill this position. At the budget 
work session, HO'bbs argued for 
"doing it right," filling the full­
time administra.tive assistant po­
sition, left vacant for budget 
reasons, with this person spend­
ing one.-thil'd to one-half of the 
work week on recycling. 

The council members, how­
ever, wanted someone whose 
only responsibility would be re­
cycling with most council mem­
bers going so far as to chide 
Hobbs at the final adoption 
when he referred to this per­
son's responsibilities being "al­
most" exclusively related to re­
cycling. 

Pay 
City employees will receive a 

2.75% cost of living adiustment 
in Januuy, provided that the 
city's revenues do not fall be­
low projections. Hobbs, whose 
pay is set separately by council, 

creases went to the Boy and 
Girls Club ($13,000, up from 
$7,200 in FY92), to pay for new 
uniforms and transportation to 
games, and $4,000 to fund the 
Greenbelt Double Dutch Club's 
trip to the National Champion­
ships in Ohio.

Originally, the city expected

an important area! Greenbelt's 
housing stock is growing older. 
Seventy-two percent of all of the 
housing units are over 20 years 
old- These are the units at great­
est risk of deterioration because 
of the increased requirements 
for upkeep.

Greenbelt has another chal­
lenge. Over 50% of all housing 
units in the city are renter oc­
cupied. It is unfortunate, but 
generally true, that it is these 
units that would fint suffer 
from pool maintenance and would 
be more likely to decline in qual­
ity. The city must make sure 
that it is able to bold absentee 
property ownen to the same 
standards of maintenance that 
resident owners proodly and vol­
untarily uphold. 

Under a city code enfo:rcement 
program, there would also be 
greater control over the quality 
of commen:ial property. The 
community should expect all of 
the commercial areas in the city 
to reflect well on Greenbelt. 

The timing for this program 
couldn't be better. 'nie cour;ity 
government is downsizing and 
reducing its manpower drasti­
cally. The city has been informed 
that starting this spring, field 
inspectors will not be available 
to perform their routine en­
forcement duties in Greenbelt.

discovered that the county was 
not credllting Greenbelt with the 
Greenspring subdivision. How­
ever, because an unusually large 
number of property owners, in­
cluding all large commercial 
property owners, are appealing 
their assessment increases, Hobbs 
set aside $66,500 as an allow­
ance for any assessment reduc­
tions. Business and income tax­
es were down a combined total 
of $66,000, while cable television 
franchise fees are now expected 
to bring in $2,000 more than 
originally estimated . 

.Several actions taken by the 
state government in solving its 
budget crisis will increase city 
revenues. The city's share of the 
recent increase in the state fas 
tax is estimated at $40,000. The 
state also found money to con­
tribute $156,800 towards Gre?n­
belt CAIRES and to contribute 
$37,500 in grant funds towards 
the hiring of a narcotics officer, 
although the state aid for poli::r 
was reduced by $50,000. 

would receive $182,000 in addi­
tional revenue. However, at t.ha 
time of budget approval, county 
council had not approved it.i 
budget, so the city could not be 
sure what it will receive. 

Other revenue increase5 in­
clude $4,600 more in the manage• 
ment fee for Green Ridge House,
