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Celia Wilson Brings Distinction
To Greenbelt’s Planning Process

In a surprise presentation
at the May 11 City Couneil
meeting, City Manager Dan-
iel G. Hobbs presented a
“special City of Greenbelt
wateh” to Celia Wilson. Wil-
son, who is the city’s Diree-
tor of Planning and Devel-
opment, received a watch
bearing a city logo upon it
“in recognition of consistent
high level performance on
projects critical to the city.”
According to Hobbs, “Celia is
continually having to handle
a full agenda of major criti-
cal projects of the city. She
does a marvelous job of
handling those competing
demands in a timely fashion
and putting up with the de-

- mands of her boss in that

same respect.”

Speaking on behalf of the
council, Mayor Gil Weidenfeld
commented, “We certainly want
to compliment Celia and we are
very pleased that we have some-
one of her caliber working for
the city. We are fortunate to
have her.”

This is the fifth ocecasion upon
which Wilson has been publicly
recognized for her work perform-
ance by a city manager. Former
manager James Giese presented
her with awards for her work
on the city’s Maryland Municipal
League Conference Planning
Committee which planned the
conference social events amd =
city tour when Greenbelt served
as host during the city’s 50th
anniversary celebration, for re-
vising the entry map of Green-
belt located on Southway and for
her involvement in the super-
vision of design and construction
of the Greenbelt Police Facility.
Hobbs recognized her last Sep-
tember for her involvement in
the supervision of design and
construction of the new indoor
pool at the Greenbelt Aquatie
and Fitness Center.,

First Planning Coordinator

Wilson first came to work for
the city in February, 1986 as
its first Planning and Develop-
ment Coordinator. The work in-
volved supervising the inspee-
tion of all city road and storm
drain construction taking place
in new developments and review-
ing all development plans and
zoning proposals for land within
and adjacent to the city. Her
regponsibilities also included su-
pervising the work of architects,
engineers and contractors em-
ployed by the city to build the
new facilities constructed under
its capital improvements pro-
gram. She also provides the

council and manager with advice
on planning matters.
" 'Wilson had obtained her Mas-
ter’'s Degree in Urban Studies
from the University of Maryland
in 1082. She worked for three
years with the City of Laurel
Planning Department and one
year with the Montgomery Coun-
ty Department of Environmen-
tal Planning while obtaining her
degree, She then took a job as
planner with the Anne Arundel
County Office of Planning and
Zoning, where she analyzed cen-
sus data and worked on the
county’s general plan and var-
ious zoning map amendments.
Wilson, who came to Green-
belt because she wanted to work
at the municipal level, where
she would have a greater range
of responsibilities and be in
closer contact with the public,
faced a number of challenges.
Because the city is within the
regional planning district of the
Maryland-National Capital Park
and Planning Commission (M-
NCPPC), Greenbelt lacks zoning
and planning authority. Instead
of making its own decisions, the
city can only advise and influ-
ence; thus Wilson’s job was and
is to reflect the views of the
city couneil to developers and
their planners, engineers and at-
torneys, as well as to the M-
NOPPC and the county council
and their staffs. As a young
professional, Wilson had to de-
velop these avenues of communi-
cations with persons, many of
whom had extensive years of
experience and were successfully
established in their fields of en-
deavor,

When it came to city projects,
Wilson had to deal with archi-
tects, engineers and construction
workers who again had greater
experience and knowledge in
their fields than she did. Often
she had to deal with them on
their own turf. It was and is
common for Wilson to be meet-

ing with developers and attor-
neys dressed in professional at-
tire in the morning and to be
out walking a construction site
in boots and a safety helmet in
the afternoon.

Although the situation is grad-
uvally changing, Wilson also had
to establish relationships with
professionals in fields tradition-
ally considered reserved for men.
Yet, except for one circumstance,
Wilson does not feel that she
has had a problem with people
dealing with her as a woman.
“l never felt that I was not
able to hold my own in whatever
world I was in. I learned that
if I didn't stand up for the city's
best interests, then these inter-
ests weren't being well served.”
Perspective on Planning Changes

Wilson, who appears regularly
before the city council to explain
development issues and also
serves as staff support to the
Advisory Planning Board, be-
lieves that her job has changed
over the past six years. In its
initial phase a lot of private
development was going on and
she dealt with the review of site
and development plans and the
inspection of construction.

In the next phase, Wilson be-
came involved with the under-
taking of the city's capital pro-
jects. These included the new
police facility, the indoor swim-
ming pool, the development of
Schrom Hills Park and the re-
construction of Centerway. Now
that phase is closing.

In the third and latest phase,
Wilson is “paying more and more
attention to how we are going
to better control our future. We
are entering more of a pure
planning phase.” In that respect,
Wilson has been working on the
city’s initiating its own code en-
forcement and building inspec-

Local Police Go Big Time

With Arrest, Heroic Rescue

While responding to a call for assistance from another
police officer around 12:20 a.m. on July 1, Greenbelt K-9
Officer Mike Lanier spotted a 1992 Acura Legend that had
just been carjacked in Montgomery County ; indeed, accord-
ing to Pfec. George Matthews, spokesperson for the Green-
belt Police Department, the Acura nearly hit Lanier’s
cruiser as it ran the traffic light at the crossover from the
Beltway's inner loop ramp to northbound Kenilworth Ave.
Officer Lanier then saw the car run the light at the outer
loops crossover to southbound Kenilworth Ave., where it
collided with a 1987 Chevrolet S-10 pick-up truck. The dri-
ver of the Acura then ran away. As Officer Lanier was get-
ting out of his cruiser to pursue that man, he noticed that
the pickup truck was on fire and that the driver was still

trapped inside.

According to Lt. John Lann,
because flames were coming out
of the windshield, Officer La-
nier broke through the passenger
side window of the truck to try
to pull the trapped man to
safety.

By this time Greenbelt Officer
Richard Sullivan, and members
of the Montgomery County Po-
lice Depdrtment arrived and as-
sisted Officer Lanier. Then the
Fire Department arrived and got
the man from the wreckage.

A 49-year-old nonresident, the
man was taken to Doctors Com-
munity Hospital by Maryland
State Police helicopter; he is
listed in guarded condition.with
internal injuries. Meanwhile, Of-
ficer Sullivan apprehended the
driver of the Acura in the 6300
block of Ivy Lane after a short
foot chase. An 18-year-old non-
resident, he was released to the
custody of the Montgomery
County Police Department for
armed robbery (car-jacking).

Council OKs Annexing
The Courthouse by 4-1

Councilmember Rodney Rob-
erts was the lone member of
council who responded nega-
tively to a staff recommendation
that a resolution be prepared
permitting annexation of the
courthouse property by the ecity.
The General Services Adminis-
tration has submitted a petition,
Director of Planning & Develop-
ment Celia Wilson indicated, re-
questing annexation.

In the accompanying discus-
sion at the June 22 council meet-
ing council member Antoinette
Bram wondered whether annex-
ation of the property would not
improve the city’'s assessable
base. In response city attorney
Robert Manzi said that “in some
cases it does—for bonding pur-

_ pcses.”” The city would be re-

sponsible for maintaining the
roads, in any case,

Bram said she felt the effect
of the courthouse on the adja-
cent Capital Office Park would
be “unmeasurable—that it would
make it more viable.”

Mayor Gil Weidenfeld agreed.
It would give the city “a posi-
tive image,” he said. The amount
of city services to be provided
would be “minimal,” he said—and
would have to be provided wheth-
er or not the courthouse was
annexed.

Council member Tom White,
to general laughter, said he saw
“one disadvantage — that the
population of lawyers in the city
would skyrocket.”

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A Sparkling Fourth

Wasn't it a wonderful Fourth! Everywhere we heard
friends, bystanders — just plain folks around the town —
making that claim. The gods smiled on us, as they used
to say. Could you imagine better weather?

People began gathering at the lake park early Satur-
day morning, staking out picnic tables for family gather-
ings or group parties, The fireworks team were yet to ap-
pear, but the large clear area beside the dam where they
would set off the display was staked out with yellow secur-
ity tape. The lake path had been repaired. Already a
mood of anticipation was in the air.

By evening that emotion was swelling into a crescendo.
More and more cars were coming into town, their drivers
locating places to park along streets within walking dis-
tance of the lake. Infants in strollers or carriers, frequent
travelers within the groups, would be seeing their first won-
drous view of the exploding colors. Older children, already
practiced in these seasonal mysteries, were hurrying their
folks along. Like a great tide, all these walkers were mov-
ing towards the lake. Their indiv'dual initiatives separat-
ed them, as they fanned out, finding clear vantage points
along the shore, on the peninsula or in the picnic area
around the band shell. Special concessions catered to — or
no doubt created — desires for food and drink. Over it all,
strains of music from the concert band provided a pleasant
ambience,

From where we sat, we could see two special families
who came to share the general pleasures — a small brown
mother duck with seven tiny followers, creating their own
parade on the water’s surface, and a little further off, a
large wh'te mother duck, also with a shorter trail of little
ones. As the light in the sky began to dim, we saw three
rrien launch a boat to move out closer to the fireworks dis-
play.

That, of course, is what everyone was waiting for. At
the moment it began, the noisy and over-active toddlers
stilled, awestruck, as we were, at the spectacular stars and
shooting l'ghts. There were the usual onhs and ahs and
other sounds of pleasure. Ome burst of light was new to
us this vear — like a shimmerine cloth of silver lame,
edged with purple stars. But like them all, this too was
evanescent, '

We are told by someone who watched high up from a
vantage point atop the Marriott Hotel where displays
from New Carrollton, College Park and the Washington
Monument could also be seen, that Greenbelt’s fireworks
went off faster, with shorter spaces in between. With long
vears of practice and with the direction of Superintendent
of Operations Ken Hall, perhaps our erew is most efficient.
As usual, the fiinale was spectacular. But we were sur-
prised when it was followed by another group of bursts —
what in music might be called a coda. We learned later
that not all the finale display had lighted and the team had
to go back to get off the rest of the conflagration,

After the Fourth there is always the aftermath, when
strollers on the lake path the next morning confront the
mountains of debris and general dishevelment in the park.
The day-after this year was on Sunday. Would we have to
wait, we wondered, till Monday when the city crew came on
the scene?

But here we found the other miracle. A special team
had come on duty at 7:30 the following morning. Wuthin
two hours the park was pristine, green and glowing in the
morning light. Already folks were arriving to stake out
picnic tables for the quieter pleasures of a usual Sunday in
the park. Everywhere around we noticed lots of extra
trash cans, now emptied — most painted orange, some
marked with special signs for recycling bottles and soda
cans. We hope they helped to lighten the efforts of the
very accomplished clean-up crew.

Somehow we couldn’t help thinking of Buddy Attick,
who through the years when he directed the Department
of Public Works, personally set off the fireworks display
and whose staff managed the after-the-event clean-up. The
Fourth of July celebration is a major challenge for the
Public Works team — maybe the biggest of the year. This
year under new Director Carl Hirsch they really made us
proud. It was as though the benign spirit of a man most
of them never knew was still presiding over this year’s
commemoration of Independence Day in the city park that
rightly bears his name.
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Letters to
Fish Kills Hurt

At the June 17 Park and Rec-
reation Advisory Board meeting,
I presented my concern that
“preserving wildlife habitat” at
Greenbelt Lake does not include
the fish (Buddy Attick Park
Master Plan draft 6-2-92).

Dr. Frank Hurd, marine bio-
logist, says it is a “convenient
excuse to think that fish do not
feel pain.” Fish, like all animals,
are sensitive beings. They have
rich innervations, or pain recep-
tors, in their mouths, lips and
tongues, When a hook punctures
these receptors, a fish exper-
iences extreme pain, at the same
time she/he suffocating to death.
This is why a fish flails about
when jerked from the water. The
pain is increased and prolonged
when “played” with by his/her
tormenter,

Space doesn’t allow me to cite
the growing number of cases on
the adverse effects of our insen-
sitivity to children who are
forced to perform acts which
betray their feelings. As a re-
search-writer on this subject, I
can assure you the cases are
very disturbing, They include 4-H
members taught to love and nur-
ture animals, then sell them to
be killed, “eal your meat” after
learning that a hamburger is a
“ground cow,” a hot dog is mot
made by Oscar Mayer, and a
chicken’s leg, breast or wing is
just that. _

If your response to killing fish
is that people are licensed to
kill fish, or that it is tradition,
or that some people eat the fish
they kill (all antiquated reasons),
I doubt if the fish in pain and
struggling for his/her only life,
cares about a piece of paper,
tradition or one’s food choice.
Judging from the fish's obvious
pain and struggling for life,
she/he just wants relief from
pain and to live—just as you
and I do.

If you would like to start a
tradition of respect for, and pro-
tection of, all life at Greenbelt
Lake, including the fish, you may
ask City Hall to do just that by
signing a petition at these lo-
cations, starting July 10: Green-
belt Post Office, Greenbelt
Cleaners, and High’s.

Parenthood in Prince Georges
County.

Herron spoke about the efforts
of OWL to inform women about
the need to look at the relation-
ship between their current sala-
ries and the benehts to be deriv-
ed in the future from Social Se-
curity and other possible retire-
ment plans, Women of all ages
and professions are encouraged
to seek answers to the best me-
thods of providing for comfort-
able retirement living. They also
need to learn all they can about
family financial matters.

Rogers described the eclinie
services provided by Planned
Parenthood in Landover Mall for
both women and men. A nominal
sum is charged based on ability
to pay.

Because of the “gag rule”

which prohibits Title X money
funding for abortion counseling
or its options, Planned Parent-
hood decided not to accept pub-
lic monies.

As g result of the cutback of
funds, only pre-natal care for
those unable to pay is available
in Prince Georges County. There-
fore Planned Parenthood is at-
tempting to fill the gap by coun-
seling patients with serious
health problems and those seek-
ing family planning information.

Through Planned Parenthood
Rogers is exploring ways to start
a program for a teen-aged popu-
tation. Any citizen of Greenbelt,
including senior -citizens, wish-
ing to participate as a trained
volunteer/mentor counselor is in-
vited to call Sharon Rogers at

50 YEARS AGO

Blackout a Success
by James Giese
March, 1942—Prince Georges
County conducted a blackout
drill on March 3 for a 180-
square-mile area -of the 500-
square-mile county, the metro-
politan area extending from
Berwyn to Oxon Hill within wkich
70,000 of the 100,000 county

residents live.

Greenbelt won the approbation
of town and county defense of-
ficials in its first all-night black-
out as 100 per cent of the city
was blacked out, except for street
lights and occasional car head
lights. Safety Director George
Panagoulis advised that only a
few warnings of minor infrac-
tions were necessary, and that no
evidence of gross negligence was
apparent. Twenty firemen, 20
policemen and approximately 75
air-raid wardens posted through-
out the town kept Greenbelt un-
der observance through the 10-
hour period.

Another drill was held on
March 13, postponing the *“All
Greenbelt Night” festivities for
one week. By this time, the Town
Council had adopted a tough new
blackout ordinance with fines of
from $2 to $100 and imprison-
ment from 10 to 90 days. Regu-
lar and auxiliary police could
arrest violators of a blackout
while air-raid wardens could
swear out warrants.

Panagoulis advised residents
to provide blackout curtains
rather than just turn off the
lights. “With the possibility of
blackouts as often as two or
more times a week in view,” he
announced, “it will be necessary
for everyone to make some sort
of preparations for darkening
windows, rather than turning off
lights, in order to continue ac-
tivities in a normal way.” The
drug store announced it will re-
main open during blackouts as
soon as materia] can be procured
for the windows, as would the
beauty salon and the theater.
But other stores would probably
close during blackouts.

Museum Update

Special tours of the Green-
belt Museum were arranged in
May for 30 planners attending
the national American Planning
Association meeting. After tour-
ing the museum, one planner re-
marked that new towns with
inner walkway systems were be-
ing built in her area of Cali-
fornia. “We thought we had a
new idea,” she commented wry-
ly.

Approximately 100 local kin-
dergarten and first grade stu-
dents also toured the museum
in May, as well as students
studying urban values from the
New Jersey School of Architec-
ture and city planning students
from the University of Mary-
land.

Board president of the Friends
of the Greenbelt Museum, Mary
Linstrom, is researching the fed-
eral government’s original spe-
cifications for interior painting
as part of FOGM’s plan to re-
paint the museum. On delving
into records held by Greenbelt
Homes Ine., she discovered that
the living rooms were originally
painted beige, the ceiling a
lighter shade of beige, the bath-
room blue and each of the bed-
rooms either green or grey. Cur-
rently all rooms in the museum
are painted beige. A represen-
tative from Duron has agreed to
match the government’s specifi-
cations as closely as possible,
using sample paint chips minus
one historical element—Ilead, a
common component of paint In
the 1930s.

The federal government also
had recommendations on types
of plant material recommended
for use in individual yards. These
included some varieties of rho-
dodendrons and azaleas. FOGM
hopes that similar plant species
will be used in the beds along
the new handicapped walkway.

An 80-year-old couple visiting
the museum one Sunday ecom-
mented to the docents that they
had been denied housing in
Greenbelt in 1936 when they first
applied because their income
was $200 over the maximum
which the government allowed.
(Annual incomes ranged from
2800 to $2,000 in the first years
after Greenbelt was construet-
ed.) Visiting their granddaughter
who is a new city resident, they
said they always maintained
their interest in Greenbelt—and
were pleased that a member of
the third generation finally had
made it in.

As the plane lifted, I checked
ingside my carry-on again. Pick-
ed and packed with intense care,
my precious cargo was going to
arrive home in Greenbelt un-
damaged. My husband roiled his
eyes. The flight attendant
smirked. Let them think what
they will, I clutched my heart's
desire: eleven pounds of tomatoes
plucked off their vines that
morning in Naples, Florida.

Just the thought of slicing
into their red juiciness for lunch-
es and dinners the next week
was like an aphrodisiac. It was
January and none of the grocery
stores were selling what 1 was
smuggling into town: vine-rip-
ened tomatoes.

My tomatoes didn't last the
week: we O'Boyles are a greedy
lot. And I suspect we are not
so unusual, at least in this one
trait. For there is something
about a ripe tomato — obtain-
ing one and eating it — that
food lovers share. Even with the
exotic fruits and vegetables now
available to us year round (for
a price), it is still a glorious day
when we buy fresh local toma-
toes,

Like a hunter after wild prey,
I begin stalking the ripe tomato
in late May. I should wait until
July, or at least call, before tra-.
velling out to Spicknall’'s Farm
on Old Gunpowder Road or to
Lone Cedar Farm on Adelphi
Road. But I don't. It's like a
personal safari, my overland ex-
pedition to hunt down that juicr
species. Through the humidity
of the Maryland forest I go,
sticky and hot I arrive. Cau-
tiously, T prow! the aisles and
target each bin of produce. My
heart pounds, wondering if there
will be any for dinner tonight.
Then, bang! I spot them and rush
over to capture those ripe to-
matoes.

Successful hunting trips are
obvious to my husband as he
opens the front door. Each ten-
der trophy is proudly display-d
in rows along the window sill,

in trays on the dining room -

table and buffet, on coockie sheets
covering the kitchen countertops.
Simmering on the stove is toma-
to sauce enough to feed the
Greenbelt National Guard.

It shouldn’t be long now. Any
day it could happen: Some local
farmer will succeed and share
his tomato bounty. I will be
among the first to pounce!

that her office became a city
department in July 1990 and she
became its head. Small in size,
the Department of Planning and
Development consists of a full
time construction inspector,
James Sterling, and a part fime
planning intern. In view of the
recession, might her department,
small as it is, be too large? Wil-
son believes that not to be the
case and that the department is
of the right size now. “We have
enough work to do. Even now,
there are times when we could
use more people.”

Wilson, who became a certified
planner in 1989, particularly
likes the broad range of duties
and different kinds of projects
that she has been able to work
on, While there is “really noth-
ing that I don't like or would
want to change about my job,”
Wilson says she becomes unhap-
py at those times when there is
more work to do than she can
get done. “I want to be on top
of my work,"”

Wilson grew up in Laurel,
where her father, Leo, was once
the city’s Mayor. She still lives
in the Laurel area but is now
a resident of north Laurel in
Howard County. She is an avid
sportswoman, playing league
softball in the summer and vol-
leyball in the winter. With fre-
quent night meetings with the
city council and Advisory Plan-
ning Board to attend, Wilson
often has to dash between her
ball games and her meetings.

As to the future, Wilson enjoys
working for Greenbelt and would
be happy to continue doing that.
Although she could probably
make more money working for
a developer, she says she would
never do it- “I don’t want to be
in a position where I have to
advocate a position because I'm
paid to do it. Private develop-
ment planners are very useful
and there are many pood and
talented people. But that’s not
for me.”

“In the big picture, I have
learned an awful lot in this job.
I've benefited from my work ex-
periences and from the people I
have worked with. Sometimes I
feel that I have gotten more out
of the job than I've given to it."”

just another Tex-Mex restaurant. Rather, it is a pleasing
alternative to the chain Mexican restaurants, offering low
to moderate prices and an array of both typical and unusual

Spanish dishes.
Unusual Entrees

Chef Gilberto Cortes, who for-
merly worked at La Plata Grande
in Calverton and Kangaroo Ka-
tie’s in Greenbelt, explained that
pasta dishes are characteristic
of southern Mexico. The Cama-
rones Al Kahlua consisted of
plump sauteed shrimp bathed in
a mild creamy tomato sauce
and served over angel hair pas-
ta, The faint Kahlua flavoring
added interest without overpow-
ering the delicate shrimp. An-
other shrimp dish, Camarones
mojo, is sauteed in garlic butter
and served over pasta as well.

about the menu is the number
of vegetarian dishes. Enchiladas
blancas is a corn tortilla stuffed
with monterey jack cheese and
topped with sour cream. There
is a vegetable platter consisting
of a vegetable burrito, cheese
enchilada and bean taco with
Mexican rice. The broeeoli bur-
rito incorporates steamed flow-
erettes topped with a cheese and
ranchero sauce. The broecoli was
perfectly prepared, and was ac-
companied by the standard re-
fried beans and rice.

Appetizers

Appetizers range from onion
rings and potato skins to Mexi-
can pizza. The Haeienda Combo
is a sampler that includes mini
flautas crispy tortillas stuffed
with chicken, jalapeno peppers
stuffed with chicken, barbecued
chicken wings and cheese quesa-
dillas. Only the mildly flavored
quesadillas, a tortilla stuffed with
melted cheese, and the chicken
wings lacked character. The
flautas and the jalapeno peppers
had more =zest though neither
was highly spiced.

Other Choices

The dinner flauta is stuffed
with chunks of chicken and top-
ped with sour eream, cheese-and
guacamole, accompanied by Mex-
ican rice and beans. The rice
was _somewhat dry, but the flau-
ff.a]wau well-prepared and flavor-
ul.

There are a number of salads’
on the menu ineluding a fajita
salad, chili salad and a chicken
caesar salad. Chef Gilberto is
proud of his chili and corn bread,
which is the principal American
Indian dish served.

Other menu hoices include
tacos, burritos, chimichangas
and enchiladas. The chicken,
steak or shrimp (or a combina-
tion of all three) fajitas are
brought to the table on a sizzling
platter, making an impressive
entry. Those who ordered this
dish found it satisfying.

The restaurant also caters to
guests who disdain the piquant
Tex-Mex flavors. There are quite
a few choices available, inelud-
ing grilled rainbow trout, ham-
burgers, barbecue ribs, steak and
french fries.

Desserts include fried ice
cream and mud pie. The latter
is a generous wedge of three
flavors of ice cream — mocha,
chocolate chip and butter peean
—served in a chocolate cookie
crust with a chocolate candy
topping.

La Hacienda is open every day
for lunch and dinner. Lunch is
served from 11 am. to 3 pm,
and a number of specials are
available. Sunday brunch offers
a variety of Mexican and tradi-
tional American specialties. The
