ings shorter, you can. You just 
don't want to." Hogensen laughs 
heartily• But her expression 
says, "It is funny and, then 
again, it is not so funny." 

"One of the reasons GHI has 
lasted so Jong," she states, "is 
that when there is a problem, 
we say 'Let's fix it .. .' But we 
frequently disagree on what the 
problem is." She laughs again. 

Another reason Hogensen be­
lieves that GHI has lasted as a 
cooperative for more than 40 
years is that "management has 
transformed GHI into a business. 
We hav'e ~better management 
techniques now than in the past . 
. . . What causes co-ops to fail," 
she affirmed, "is that they for­
get they're running a business. 
You have to take in enough 
money to pay your expenses." 

Hogensen praises the manage­
ment abilities of Ron Colton, 
who recently resigned as general 
manager. "I am very sorry to 
see him leave. He was doing 
an awfully good job. (His de­
parture) is a great loss to GHI." 

In retrospect, Hogensen chas­
tises the former board for not 
being more sensitive to the sal­
ary issues and how it reflected 
upon Colton. "It will be a chal­
lenge to find a good new man­
ager who is willing to 
work in this community." she 
reflects• "The new board needs 
to work together to make GHI 
a cohesive whole. They need to 
respect differences of opinions 
without acrimony," she counsels. 

Hogensen herself has always 
championed diversity. She pre­
fers "guidelines" to rules. She 
believes members ought to have 
the greatest amoun~ of f lexibil­
ity in the design of additions. 
sheds and yards. She has been 
challenged in this belief by those 
who have implored the board to 
create uniform design standards 
in keeping with the historic 
character of the buildings, and 
to enforce their own rules. It

Further, the costs of main­
taining the gatehouse is a very 
small part of the community's 
budget. 

In addition to the right-of-way 
issue, the developer will also 
need approval for several var­
iances from county standards, 
mostly for required distances be­
tween buildings and from prop­
erty lines. If the county grants 
the necessary approvals, Tolmie 
plans to start grading in the 
fall, and construction in the win­
ter, with the first residents mov­
ing in by early fall 1994. 

Other Actions 
Council authorized acceptance 

of a $77,517 bid for equipment 
for the exercise facility. This is 
$7.817 more than the $69,700 
hudget allocation for equipment. 
Approximately $7.250 of this 
overage reflects the purchase of 
additional equipment to allow 
service to mere cu5tomers. 

On a moticn by Roberts, coun­
c-il directed staff to seek federal 
funds for a study of three pro­
posed pedestrian overpasses. Two 
would span Greenbelt Road -
at Greenbelt :\1iddle School and 
at Eleanor Roosevelt. The third 
would provide safe passage over 
Kenilworth ' Avenue in the vi­
cinity of Ivy and Cherrywood. 

Council agreed to submit re­
quests to the state legislative 
delegation for bills to allow mu­
nicipalities to levy hotel/motel 
taxes, to give cities a share of 
revenues from tickets for mov­
ing violations and to give Green­
belt planning and zoning author­
ity. 

The resignation of David Ja­
strab from the Cr ime Prevent ion 
Committee was accepted.
