Overage Through Different Eyes

Attitudes of Council mem­

bers took a pivotal turn re­
garding Community Center 
cost estimates at the Sep­
tember 29 work session. New 
insights provided by Steve 
Wilczynski, Task Foree 
member and architect, per­
suaded Council to approach 
the contract bidding process 
aggressively and with confi­
dence for a total savings of 
$700,000 from the Septem­
ber estimate of $5.7 miJilion. 

With calm voices and pointed 
questions, members of the coun­
cil, the city's hired architectural 
firm. Florance Eic~baum Eso­
coff King (FEEK). and Wilczyn­
ski ironed out a cost estimate 
plan designed to keep costs down, 
yet 1·efrain from early deductions 
of key elements in the restoration 
project. 

Add-Ons 
The results of the evening 

grew out of Wilczynski's add-on 
suggestions. Add-ons are items 
which are saved until after the 
bids from the contractor& have 
been established for the entire 
project. Then. the items re­
served as add-ons can be added 
to the overall project. thus 
adjusting the final cost based 
on funds available to the city, 
rather than by deducting items 
in haste to reduce the final cost. 

The compatability of the city's 
'budget and the bids wil) deter­
mine if items such as the com­
plete replacement of all windows 
and roof of Center School will 
be possible. 

Council decided to hold public 
hearings some time after the 
bids are received to give the 
community an opportunity to 
voice its opinion of "real bids 
for a real project."

"Bare Bones" 
FEEK presented a $4.8 mil­

lion package reduced to the 
"bare bones". as Russell Perry, 
one of the architects put it. Not 
only were some of the deduc­
tions from the September 7 
meeting part of the plan. but 
there were nine additional areas 
slated for both minor and major 
cost alternatives. 

The largest cost savings in 
the FEEK plan, at $20,662, was 
the lack of renovation to the 
second floor of the 1967 build­
ing. The only wol'k on this sec­
tion would be work to bring 
it up to code. This includes add­
ing a sprinkler system. and fit­
ting the area mechanically for 
future air conditioning. Also, a 
handicap accessi.ble 'bathroom 
would be added. There will be 
no paint, no finishings and no 
upgrades to either the lighting 
or the floor tiles. 

Marie Tousignant and Barbara 
Simon. both representing the arts 
on the Task Force. supported 
FEEK's second floor proposals 
if necessary. Tousignant said it 
didn't matter whether or not 

Additional savings of $12,733 
fell under the heading "base 
condition"-those costs that were 
necessary to bring the building 
up to code. 

Sprinkler System 
Each part of the building will 

be treated differently for the 
project as a whole. but one of 
the mandatol'y code items slated 
for additional construction is 
a sprinkler system. 

In order to preserve the his­
toric image of the buildings as 
much as possible. as welt as 
reduce the overall cos.t at the 
same time, FEEK's plan addt>J 
suspended ceiling~ to the main 
corridors to hide the new spr,rk­
Ier system. 

The gym and ground floc,r of 
the 1967 building would also 
receive new ceilings, thus cov­
ering the sprinklers. The savi:igs 
came primarily from the class­
rcoms because in these a1·eas 
sprinklers would remain ex­
posed. 

Candidates Respond 

Karl Riedel, one of FEEK's 
architects. explained that once 
the decision to embrace exposed 
S'J)rinklers had been ma-de, coun­
cil would probably never go 
ba·ck to a dropped ceiling ( one 
See COMMUNITY CENTER. p.6

How much are we going to in­
sure our members' belongings: 
$50,000? $30,000? $10,000 '! The 
cost of H0-6 insurance is depend­
ent on the value of the indiviJ­
ual memibers furnishings and 
belong,ings. l'f GIHI adds the 
v1alue of H0-6 insurance to th<! 
monthly co-op fee, at the least 
our fees would go up by $10 a 
month. And what about the 
member who already has HO-6 
insul'ance, what are we going 
to do about them? 

We may be better off plan­
ning to rewire our houses. The 
insulation around the wiring is 
50 plus years old and some cf 
it has decayed. This would in. 
sure proper wiring for the hard 
wire smoke detectors which the 
Board is considering installing. 
Our reserves are slightly under 
$625 per member and that may 
help pay fo r the rewiring. Hard 
wiring will be an additional ex­
pense but may be afford-able ;f 
we do not also pay for HO-6 
insurance. As long as we have 
a system for checking on the 
ba-ck-up baUety, used if the 
electricity goes off, we may pro­
vide better protection for our 
members.

Let's Reject 
"Us vs Them" 

I have in my hands a flier 
addressed to "Dear Greer-belt 
East Residents" and signeJ by 
Timothy s. Sechris't, President, 
Greenbelt East Advisory Com• 
mittee. On the face of it, this 
flyer exhorts the residents to 

register. a very laudable goa,. 
Unfortunately, the flyer contains 
the following paragraph, w!1ich 
greatly disturbs me: "Greenbelt 
East . . . currently proviJes 
near1y one-half of the property 
taxes . . . for the eity. Bu't 
there is currently only one mem­
ber of the City Council who lives 
in Greenbelt East. As well, .. . 
most of the prcjects and ameni­
ties funded by our tax dollars 
are not ending u•p in Greenbelt 
E'1st and are not •benefitting those 
who are paying for them. High 
taxes with little if anythin~ tJ 
show for them are one thing, 
but the t:·uth is that the thou­
sands of people in Greeubelt 
East deserve greater and better 
representation in our City gov­
ernment. .. " 

If it was not so sad and po­
tentially dangerous, the above 
borders on the comical, lik~ writ­
ten from another planet. Any­
way, let us do our homework 
and proceed with some Reality 
Checks: 

Reality Check No. 1: Using 
the breakdown of the City Tax 
Base. prepared by the Ci~y frr 
January 1990. (later figures are 
not available) I come to these 
approximate conclusions: In fis­
cal 1990 the total General Fund 
Revenues were $8.80 million, of 
which $4,14 million (or about 
477c) were derived from Real 
Property. Of this Real PrJ1,Jerty, 
a little over 62% is ResiJ'!11t,al 
Property. the rest is Comme1·dal. 
Of all the Residential Property, 
about 45% is located in Green­
belt East. After performing the 
proper calculations, the Nimh is 
that Greenbelt East property 
taxes yielded about 13% of the 
1990 General Fund Revenues. 

Reality Check No. 2: Acc'>rding 
to the June 29, 1989 News Re­
view: "Greenbelt East, a!c,ng 
with the absentee ballots. pro­
vided the margin of victory as 
the $3 million band ordinance 
for a community center was ap­
proved." 

Indeed, it was the majority of 
the voters in Greenbelt East 
(58.6%) who wanted to c.ppt'O• 
priate the monies for the Com­
munity Center to be built (and 
not in Greenbelt East!) It was 
a minority of the voters in "old" 
Greenbelt (49.0%) who wanted 
the same. even though it would 
be built in "their" territory. 

And how about building the 
"cheaper" center (North End) 
rather than one in Center 
School? Again, the majority of 
Greenbelt East voters ( 58.3'1,) 
voted for the more exnensive 
Center Joc-ation, compared with 
( 48.5%) of the voters in the 
"old" part of town.

which would cover the sprink­
lers) 'b~ause the entire ceiling 
would have to be redesigned, a!'I 
extremely costly procedure. 

Other notable changes with 
the bare~bones FEEK plan ,.ere 
using PVC pipe instead of cast 
iron for the plumbing work, sub­
stituting aluminum for copper 
electrical wiring and using :ess 
ornamental lighting fixtures. 

Both Tom White and Rodney 
Roberts expressed concern over 
reducing the quality of mater­
ials for savings of $7,424 in a 
five million dollar-plus project. 

Alternative Plan 
Because the Task Force cori­

sidered FEEK's plan "too con­
servative," according to Bill 
Stratton, Task Force president, 
they wished to present an alt~r­
native to council members f, ,r 
consideration. Wilczynski pre­
sented the alternative. His esti­
mates worked out to a 23 to 34 
percent reduction in cost from 
FEEK's original plan. He c<>m­
pared FEEK's earlier estimates 
wi,th actual bids on two similar 
projects in the area on which 
he personally worked. 

These two renovation proje::t~ 
were Buck Lodge Middle Srh:io: 
and Forestville High S::hMI. 
Buck Llodge, Adelphi. a 195-1 
building cost $58.17 per square 
foot in 1992 to complete. For­
estville, dating from 1966 cost 
an average of $68.31 per square 
fqot in 1993. In comparison. 
FEEK's bare-bones cost esti­
mates were $74 per square foot, 
and the September 7 costs were 
$89. 

Interested in Wilczynski's pro­
posal ,to set estimates lower and 
approach the ,bidding process 
more aggr2ssively, Perry ad­
mitted Wilczynski utilized "data 
he did not have available." How­
ever, Perry added that be bad 
an independent third party lcok 
a.t the drawings who came vp 
with "effectively the same fig­
ures within $34.000" as FEEK 
did. 

The council, FEEK and Wil­
czynski agreed it would be !Jest 
to attract contrac.t:ors with both 
historical preservation back­
grounds, as well as those who 
were familiar with Prince Geor­
ges County schools. 

After brief discussion on this 
topie, council closed the meeting 
by referring to staff the task 
of drawing up specifications for 
the bidding process.

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Former Mayor Recalls Tough Issues 
Of Earlier Greenbelt Years 

by James Giese 
(This is the second of two 

articles based up an inter­
vie~ with former Mayor 
Richard Pilski. Pilski was 
honored on September 18 by 
his friends and the City 
Council at a testimonial din­
ner at the American Legion 
Post Home.) 

Afiter first being elected to 
the city council by only one 
vot-e, Richard Pilski was re­
elected every two years for 
the next 20. Eventually be­
coming top vote-getter, he 
was elected mayor by the 
council for three two-yea,r 
terms and part of another. 

''They_ weren't easy elections," 
Pilski relates. "We had so many 
controversial issues. There was 
the gun referendum. One of the 
big controversies was the open­
ing of Cherrywood Lane through 
the Beltway Plaza. It was a -big 
campaign issue. Springhill Lake 
ran its own ticket. There was the 
controversy over the sewage 
treatment plant for Greenbriar. 
Vietnam was an issue, too. Those 
were tough eampaigns and some­
times dirty." 

Sign War 
The infamous sign incident 

occurred in the 1969 campaign 
when Joel Katz, a Springhill 
Lake resi.dent, ran on a slate 
with Francis White and Eliza­
beth Maffay. "We had all these 
signs," Pilski recalls. We put 
them up. They were taking them 
dawn just as qurek. One night 
we put up a sign at the back 
of the school (Greenbelt Middle 
School, facing Breezewood Drive 
in Springhill Lake). We climbed 
trees in order to put it up. Then 
we waited. 

"Along came two people. One 
was earrying a large broom stick 
with a hook on the end, the 
other earried a long-handled tree 
pruner. I still have the stick with 
the hook. Our sign was really 
strung tight between the trees, 
so tight that when they broke 
the rope it caused the two of 
them to fall down." 

IPilski called the police and 
swore out warrants against the 
two, one of whom was candidate 
Joel Katz. Howard Chasanow, 
who was then with the State's 
Attorney's office, called him lat­
er and asked him to withdraw 
the charges. "For Howie I pulled 
back," Pilski recalls. 

' 4Perhaps you shouldn't write 
about this," Pilski commented. 
•~1 don't want to ,bring up old 
wounds. Joel apologized to me 
and we got along fine together. 
I still see him at the center every 
now and then. He still has a 
post office box here." 

Mayor Pilski 
In the 1969 election, Francis 

White, with the aid of Springhill 
Lake votes, '.beat out biennial 
vote leader Edgar Smith, becom­
ing mayor for the first time 
since his defeat in 1963. How­
ever, when the county adopted 
its charter, White ran for the 
county couneil, got elected, and 
resigned from the eity council. 

Smith again ibecame mayor, 
but was appointed a judge of the 
Maryland District Court shortly 
after that and resigned from the 
council. Pilski was then elected 
mayor ,by the eouncil. In 1971 
he received t he most votes in 
the election and was again 
1::lected mayor for the :fir!fv of 
three full terms. 

•In 1.975, Gil W eide-nfeld out-

polled Pilski for the first ti~e 
and served his first term as 
mayor. At the following ?lection. 
however, Pilski beat out Weiden­
feld and was reelected mayor. 
Then in 1979 W eidenfeld again 
beat Pilski. The next election 
surprised many people, as both 
Weidenfeld and Pilski lost to 
Richard Castaldi. Pilski never 
regained the office of mayor. 
He continued to serve on the 
council until 1985, when he w.,.s 
defeated by newcomer Joseph 
Isaacs. 

and the people wanted," Pilski 
declared. "We have no industrial, 
only quality development." 

Be thinks that he influenced 
a crucial State Senate vote need­
ed for the construction of the 
Greenbelt Library. He fought 
the effort of the National Park 
Service to swap Greenbelt Re­
gional Park for an amusement 
park across the Potomac River 
from Mount Vernon. 

""I Drank the Water" 

Accomplishments 
Pilski enjoyed serving on the 

council and as mayor. "It's an 
honor to serve the people a!ld 
to represent them," he stated. 
"It gives you prestige. People 
know who you are." 

Pilski supported the contro­
versial temporary sewage treat­
ment plant for Greenbriar that 
was needed because the capacity 
of the Western Branch sewage 
treatment plant was inadequate 
at the time. After years of con. 
trovers:r and governmental re­
view, the plant was built. It OP­
erated only a short time, how­
ever, before the expansion of 
the Western Branch facility was 
rompleted. 

Richard PiJski enjoys working in the garden. 

He is particularly proud of how 
his efforts affected many af the 
things that did or did not hap­
pen during those 20 years, be­
ginning with his deciding vote 
on the Stidham property. "I was 
also the deciding vote on not 
rezoning Parcels 1 and 2 to the 
R-30 zone," he remembers. 

He also noted his continuing 
support for leaving Parcel 7 next 
to Boxwood as passive parkland 
and not developing it with ball­
fields. Pilski first proposed an­
nexing Greenway Center. He be­
lieves that his efforts helped 
convince the owners, as well ag 

Coakley and Williams. the own­
ers of the Maryland Trade Cen­
ter. to request annexation. 

"There is not one vote that 
I have taken that has gone 

· against what the Planning Board 

'"The water (effluent) from it 
was cleaner than the W.S.S.C. 
drinking water. I drank it." he 
declared. "There was a 4 to 1 
vote on the council for the plant 
until the News Re,·iew camie 
out against it in an editorial." 
Pilski still believes in the con­
struction of small treatment 
plants for individual communi­
ties and believes that it is the 
way of the future. 

Always deeply religious and 
strongly patriotic. Pilski noted 
that he got the council to open 
each meeting with a prayer and 
the Pledge of Allegiance to the 
Flag. Although he had reserva­
tions at first. when he became 

convinced that it was feasible for 
the city to 1build senior housing 
at Green Ridge House, Pilski 
worked hard for passage of the 
necessary referendum for the city 
to take out a mortgage with the 
State and lobbied with the peo­
ple at the State for their sup­
port. 

Disa1>pointments 
Pilski's biggest disappointment 

on the council was that he never 
had the opportunity to fulfill 
the annexation of the Goddard 
Space Flight Center. He also be­
lieves it was a mistake for the 
council to have opposed con­
structing I-95 through the Dis­
trict of Columbia. "Now we have 
it in Greenbelt," he notes. "I 
was the only one to support it." 

As a councilmember, Pilski 
often complained a bout unneces­
sary meetings and failure to 
make decisions. "There was too 
much discussion on things that 
could have been settled in less

time. The agendas became repe­
titious. There were unnecessary 
delays when the councilmembers 
had already made up their 
minds. There were worksessions 
upon worksessions on the same 
subject. Boards were making 
recommendations and we were 
not acting upon them." 

"I was getting kind of tired 
of being on the council," Pilski 
admits. "There was an incident 
where we heard the same story 
I had heard 20 years ago. It was 
the son of the original person 
who came before the council. The 
time comes for everyone. 

"I was disappointed when I 
was defeated, of .course. I would 
have liked to have served on the 
council for the Fiftieth Anniver­
sary. I don't feel I was defeated 
because of ability. It was due 
to cireumstances beyond my con-:. 
trol."

ed candidates quickly become 
nonenities. Pilski received little 
recognition at the time of his 
-departure from the council. The 
city even failed to give him his 
20 Year Pin for the 20 years 
he served on the Council. 

For the next three years, Pil­
ski kept ·busy with a state ap­
pointment with MlARC, th e 
Maryland commuter rail system, 
doing primarily public relations 
work. In 1988 he fully retired, 
except for trying to sell a little 
real estate. 

Pilski enjoys retired life with 
Claire at their home in Green­
briar Condominiums. Having just 
celebrated their fortieth wedding 
anniversary in August, Pilski 
ascribes their marital success to 
the fact that they still holid 
hands. Their union resulted in 
three children, Richard Jr., Nan­
cy Grill and Christine Weaver. 
They are particularly proud of 
their two grandchildren, Erica 
and Melanie Weaver, ages seven 
and four, whom they have helped 
care for during the past four 
years. 

Living in a ground level uni+, 
Pilski enjoys maintaining a 
small garden next to the build­
ing without assuming the re­
sponsibilities that come with a 
large yard. He also keeps busy 
with a variety of activities. Daily 
he collects food from a local 
supermarket and delivers it to 
needy homeless persons and sen­
ior citizens. He also collects 
clothes for the needy. Pilski 
serves on the Maryland Medical 
Arbitration Board as the one 
,board member who is neither a 
medical practitioner or an offi­
cial. The board considers medical 
malpractice complaints. He con­
tinues to be active in the Ameri­
can Legion and St. Hugh's 
Church. 

In spite of all these activities, 
Pilski still finds time to take 
Claire on trips to Atlantic City. 

As to the testimonial dinner 
held for him, Pilski commented. 
"It makes you feel good that 
people are getting together. It 
is very thoughtful of my friends 
to do it. It's good to know that 
you are not forgotten ."

Pilski Honored at Dinner 
Friends, family, looal politicians, Legionnaires and 

other well wishers filled .the banquet hall ·art; the Greenbelt 
Post 136 American Legion on September 18 .to honor former 
Mayor and City Councilmember Richard R. "Dick" Pilski. 
Dinner co-chair, friend, Legionnaire and f eHow Greenbelter 
Eugene Kellaher served as Master of Ceremonies. The 
testimonial dinner was sponsored by the Greenbelt City 
Council and the Legion Post. 

With all members of Council 
present, Mayor Gil Weidenfeld 
presented to Pilski a resolution 
adopted at a special meeting and 
signed by the entire council. It 
recognized his more than 20 
years on the council and listed 
the many significant achieve­
ments of the city during that 
period. Weidenfeld noted that 
both he and Pilski had set rec­
ords for length of service on 
council and as Mayor and that 
they had worked together for 16 
years. 

For ten of those years .:e 
noted, all five members of coun­
cil had remained the same. Be­
sides W eidenfeld and Pilski, two 
other members of that council 
were present that evening -
Thomas X. White and Richard 
Castaldi. The fifth member had 
been the late Charles F. Schwan 

Expressing his pleasure in 
paying homage to Pilski on this 
occasion, Weidenfeld noted that 
"Dick has been there for a Jot 
of the significant things that 
came about on council." He sin­
gled out Pilski's support for 
the construction of Green Ridge 
House, Greenbelt's apartment 
building for senior citizens, and 
his support of the city's first 
multimillion dollar bond issue. 
The construetion of a new po­
lice station, the renovation of 
the outdoor swimming pool, the 
construction of the indoor pool 
and the purchase of green space 
by the city were made possible 
as a result of the sale of those 
bonds, he noted. 

County council member and 
former city mayor and council 
member Richard Castaldi pre­
sented Pilski with a Proclamation 
of the county council and ex­
pressed his congratulations fo 
Pilski and his wife Claire. Cas­
taldi declared "I got my start 

in politics because of Dick and 
I owe it al! to Dick." 

Controversy? 
Castaldi took particular note 

of the many-year controversy 
over the construction of a tem­
porary sewage treatment plant 
to enable construction of the 
Greenbriar condominium devel­
opment at a time when pu:ilic 
sewer service was not availabie. 

He had been caught in the 
middle between Pilski, a sup­
porter of the project, and White, 
a strong opponent. Castaldi jok­
ingly claimed that he had de­
cided to go along with White 
after Pilski had advised him that 
if he supported the project, he 
would have to drnk the sewage 
plant's effluent. (When the plant 
had frst opened- Pilski drank 
some of the effluent that the 
plant technicians claimed to !be 
purer than the drinking water 
in Greenbelt. After a brief per­
iod of operation, the plant was 
closed and dismantled because 
Greenbriar was connected to the 
W.S.S..C. system). 

Political Help 
State Senator Leo Green, and 

State Delegates Joan Pitkin, 
Mary Conroy and James Hub­
bard also recognized Pilski. Each 
noted the political help Pilski 
had given to them. Conroy, who 
had been the wife of a politician 
for many years before she first 
ran for elective office, gave spe­
cial recognition to the contribu­
tions of Pilski's wife, Claire. 

George Cherepes, Chief de 
Gore, of the Greenbelt 40 & 8 
chapter presented Pilski with the 
organization's first Citizen of the 
Year Award. American Legion 
Post Commander Joseph Red­
mon. together wi.th other past 
C'ommander's, recognized Pilski 
"for the good humanitarian !hat 
he is." 
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Pilski's last term 'on city council followed the 1983 election. 
Mayor Gil Weidenfeld (right) administered the oath of of­
fice to Pilski (center) and other members, (1-r) Thomas 
White, Edward Putens and Antioinette Bram. 

Citation

co-chair Lawrence White, pre­
sented Pilski with a citation 
printed upon a city map that 
had been oversigned by all the 
attendees to the dinner.
