Next TuesdaY, the Green­

be1t City Council will take 
another step in the lengthy 
process of adopting a plan 
for pedestrian and bicrcle 
trails by holding a public 
hearing on the proposed 
plan. The public hearing 
will be held at 8 p.m. at the 
Hunting Ridge Community 
Building. 

11he hearing will be videotaped 
for later broa.deast. Although the 
oouncil called for holding two 
public hearings on the subjeet, 
one in Greenibelt East and one 
in the .core of Greenbelt, council 
agreed at its De<:Emiber 13 regu­
lar meeting to wait unti-1 after 
this hearing to decide whether 
to hold a .second. 

A joint sUJbcommittee of the 
Advisory Planning Board and 
the Park and Re:creiation Advis­
ory 13-0aro prepiared tlhe plan. 
Council first reviewed this plian 
at a work session in December 
1992. The plan wa'S rrot con.sid-

ered by council at a regular 
meeting until ,last Decem1ber, 
when it a.greed to hold the two 
pu.blic hearings. After the public 
hearings, council may change the 
plan proposal as it sees lfit. 

Even if adopted, there wHI be 
serious illJJJ)ediments to carrying 
out the pltan. One is the city's 
tight ,budget situation. The oth­
er is that some tmtl proposals 
cross private property and tihere­
fore require owner SUP'J)ort. 

According to the plan report, 
the purpose of the Trails Plan is 
to promote the existing trails 
network as a transportation a·nd 
recreation resource, and to pro­
vide guidance for the planning, 
desiign and constru.ction of ad­
ditions to the trails system and 
related su,pport facilities. It •s 
intended to provide direct and 
safe routes between and among 
aU parts of the city, and in 
partioular to pubLic transporta­
tion. recreation, education and 
commercial facilities. It also is 
intended to provide stufe, scenic 
and varied pedestrian and bicy­
c,le .routes to provide recreational 
opportunities to people of all

Overpasses 
Induded for consideration are 

three locations for pedestrian/ 
bky:cle overpasses. One would 
cros·s Greenlbelt Road near Elea­
nor Roosevelt High School at 
Frankfort Drive. The second 
overpass would cross Kenilworth 
Avenue near Crescent Road and 
Ivy Lane to provide better acceas 
to Metro. 

Council has proposed joint 
funding of a feasibility study 
for those two overpasses, plus 
one crossing Greenbelt Road near 
Greenlbelt Middle School. As a 
reeent .meeting w.itih GEAC, 
Mayor Antoinette Bram reported 
that County Executive Parris 
Glendening has pledged $4,000 in 
county fund-s to the study and 
that the Maryland State High­
way Administration and the city 
would a,l,so parti'Ciipate. The Board 
Olf Eduoation, however, refused 
to commdt funds to tlhe study 
and the city has yet to hear 
from he Town of Berwyn 
Heights, which would primarily 
benefit from an ovei,pass at the 
Middle S'Chool. 

Altlhough not greatly discussed, 
a fourth overpass proposed in 
the plan would cross the Capital 
Beltway to connect Greelllbelt 
East to Greelllbelt Plark. On the 
east side, the overpass wou.ld be 
located on city property next; 
to the Green1belt Holiday Inn at 
the end of Hanover Drive. On 
t-he west side a park trail would 
have to be constructed from tlhe 
overpas·s to existing park trails. 

Aceess to Metro 
To be considered along with 

the trail plan proposals is a pe­
tition of the Greenbelt Bicycle 
Coalition for some specific access 
improvements to the Greenbelt 
Metro 1Station. The coalition 
seeks marked bicyde lanes on 
Cherry,wood Lane and Ivy Lane 
west of Kenilworth Avenue, a

The play opens whh 
his camping out at bis wi!e's 
grave (he's camping out because 
he doesn't have a home and he 
can't talce care· of himself since 
he depended so much on her). 

He's also planning a birth~.1y 
party for her (something he 
prO'bably never did for her when 
she was alive since lhe's so 
chea,p). Cox is believable as the 
insensitive husband because he 
infuses his charaeter with so 
much exuberance you immediate­
ly sense 1his arrogance and over­
bearing nature, and realize his 
wife's death wa,s probaibly a 
blessing beeause it meant free­
dom from him. Never is his per­
sonality more pronoun'Ced as 
when it is humorously contrasted 
with the meek nature of the 
female news reporter, Helen 
Thom,pson, nicely played by Jo 
Blais. 

There are other male charac­
ters 'he meets t'hat are as .funny 
and chauvinistic as he, but none 
so much as the sexton, convinc­
ingly played by BOlb Thompson, 
who steals the scene at the end 
when he ta1ks aibout his wife's' 
suicide-she refused to acee:pt 
his discipline, according to him. 

'Ilhompson"s character i,s every 
woman's nightmare, and at the 
same time he's entertaining be­
cause he's the male chauvinist 
you just love to hiate. Tho~son's

Flooding 

EnVlironmental folly a,lw.ya 
oosts the tax.payer more. Abou,t 
25 years ago, a wet and m1udcy, 
wooded, and frequently flooded 
parcel was converted to a half­
sized gciH course by Springhill 
Lake. Su'bsequently, bile City 
CouncH purchased that gQll 
course. 

The construction of the gol:f 
course a •~tered a floodplain in 
the lndilan Creek/ Anacostia Riv­
er watershed. Maintenance was 
eXJ>ensive - even for a gollf 
cours~because the ground stull>­
bornly remained dla·J1'P· N o w 
comes a County tax bill for the 
s·a.me pareel, and to create what? 
A wet anld mucky, wooded f.lood­
plain (to paraphrase the Green­
belt News Review c1f January 6, 
1994) . 

:Sure, restore the flood.plain to 
the Anacostia watershed so that 
eeologi-ool and humen communi­
ties in the region can realize the 
beloated .benefiits. Just stop mow­
ing the parcel, and it wil,l begin 
to serve its natural camng. No 
need to throw more pu.blic money 
at it; we ,have already paid for 
thes,e errors. We have paid in 
more extensive Fedeml flood 
controls than would otherwise 
ht!lve been underta.ken in Berwyn 
Heights and downstream-lb o tb 
predating and during the Metro 
Green Line construction. 

However, righting a wron,g at 
SpringhiH Lake in the Anacostia 
watershed will not a,lso mitigate 
wetLands destruction at Schrom 
Hills, whicth is in the Western 
Branchl'Patuxent River wa,ter­
shed. 'Ilhat will do not-hing toward 
alleviating downstream flooding 
i:n the Patuxent watershed. His­
tory teaches: future restoration 
costs accrue if we ignore wet­
lands anid floodplains. In environ­
ment.a•! protection, as in m,any 
other human pursuits, it is more 
eteonomieal to do it rnght the 
first time. 

The CouncH should reconsider 
and designate two acres in the 
Patuxent watershed for wetland,s 
mitigation. Better to learn from 
history than to consign tax.payers 
to pay repeatedly for environ­
mental folly. By the way, what 
is the City Coundl's stand on 
the proposal for a sbadiwn in 
Laurel?

,C1f Greenbe1t's decision in 19P-8 
,to revise its policy on leaf col­
lection to no longer permit GHI

Alt'bough there were sev­
t?r'al factors that c:aused this 
policy change, the fact remains 
lthat it is the City that requires 
IGHI members to bag their leaves, 
,not GH-1. GHI merely reinforcu 
•the City's policy in this regard 
to ensure that our members fully 
understand how they are to h:in­
t11e fallen leaves for di$l>OJal.

saife crossing of KenHJWorth and 
paving botlh shoulders of Cres­
cent ,betiween St. Hugh's and 
Kenilworth. The trails plan pro­
po·ses use oo sidewalks on Cher­
rywood Lane. and Ivy Lane and 
does not propose paving Crescent 
Road shoulders. (Note: couneil 
has already passed a resolution 
to construct bike J.anes on Ivy 
Lane). The plan notes that a 
connecting platlh from the State 
•Highiway Administration en­
trance opposite Crescent Road 
to sitlewalk:s on a service road 
that connects to Ivy Lane bas 
been constructed, and that the 
State Higb'Wllly Administration 
is considering marking a cross­
walk at KeniLworth and Cres­
cent. For Cresicent Road, the plan 
proposes a sidewalk extension 
along the nortlh side betweim 
Ridge Road and Kenilworth. 

The trails plan includes two 
other Metro access proposals. 
One is for the construction of 
a direct pedestrian/ bicycle path 
across Imtian Creek and adjacent 
flood •plains on privately owned 
property, That two-tenths of a 
mile path would provide a direct 
route from Spring4hill Drive at 
Cherry,wood Lane in Springhill 
Lake to the station. Currently, 
Sjrringhill Lake res,idents must 
go some distance to the north 
to re-aeh the a,c,cess road anJ 
then teiad baek to the south 
a'CToss the station parking Jot, 
to reaeh the station proper. The 
second proposal is to extend the 
Indian Creek hiker~biker tra:l 
through College Park and Ber­
wyn Heigihts. which now ends at 
Green.'belt Road. northward tJ 
the Metro Station. The ap.proxi­
mately one mile extension would 
have to cross private property 
in the Branc-hviJ.le industrial 
tract. 

Controversial Trails 
The perimeter trail was once 

a major conceipt plan of the city 
that was proposed to O'btain a 
federal open space grant for the 
acquisition of J.and in Parcel l. 
Although the grant and the land 
were obtained many years a,go, 
the perimeter tmil was never 
built. The prO'POSed trail plan 
reduces the perimeter trail to a 
minima·! improvement of existing 
foot trails with possibly tree 
blazes to mark the trail. Ac­
cording to tlhe pl-an text, it is 
proposed that "sta.f;f and quali­
fied community memlbers" work 
together to put these trails on 
the map and determine the im­
provements needed· to make them 
"user friendly" to the casual ob­
server. 

Another trail opposed by some, 
is an extension to the paved 
trail tlhat runs from Grescent 
Roa-d at St. Hugh's through the 
Lakewood stream valley park 
and through an underpass to 
Hillside Road. The plan proposed 
extending the path norbhward 
across Greenbelt Homes, Inc. 
(GHI) propery to Ridge Road 
opposite the new Greenbelt Ele­
ment,ary Schoo.J. City staff has 
rec0m1rnended a council decision 
on whether or not the path 's 
needed and, if not, to delete 't 
from tlhe ,plan, and i·f so, to seek 
an easement froon GHI. 

Central Greenbelt Traila 
In central Greenbelt, sevei,al 

other trails are proposed. Two 
<l'f them woultl connect the new 
Belle Pointe townlhouse and com• 
mercial office development with 
the Green'belt Lake trail. One 
would follow the exisbing WSISC 
right.oi-'Wllly tfrom the town­
houses to the lake trail. '!The oth­
er would connect tlhe northern-

most commercial office parking 
lot with the l'ake trail. 

A dirt path through the buftfe,: 
strip of parkland between Box­
wood and Lakewood Subdivisions 
would be miniDllally improved t~ 
make the pa1lh easier to follow. 
A proposed new path would go 
from Hillside Road between the 
9 and 11 cour!Js to connect .o 
the existing stream v>alley trail 
be.ween Lakewood and Wood­
land Hills su'bz.division. 

Greenbelt East 'frails 
•Four other trail proposals are 

included for Greenbelt East. A 
path is proposed to run along 
the east ( Greenwood Village) 
side of the Eleanor Roosevelt 
High S<mool parking lot to con­
nect the existing fitness trail in 
Greenioriar Park to Greenbelt 
Road. At the end of the existing 
sidewalk on the east side of Han­
over Parkway south of Green­
brook Drive, a bicycle--pedestrian 
path is planned along the crest 
of the hillside beside Hanover 
Parlcway in S'chrom Hills P.ark. 
It will connect. to existing park 
tr,ails. A st•airway is proposed be­
tween this trail and Hanover 
Farkway opposite the entrance to 
Hunting Ridge. A connecting 
path circling the proposed Green­
brook Lake al-so is proposed. 

The last .plan proposal is for 
a hiker-'biker path to follow a 
Pepco rig,ht-of-way for a power 
line. This trail woul-d extend .from 
the end of Mandan Road to Han­
over Parkway near Good Luck 
Road. The plan re.port notes · 
that Pepco is "notoriously un­
willing to allow trails in their 
right-of-way, and has so re­
s.ponded to previous inquiries.''
