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Path to Serve Handicapped
Will Be Built at the Lake

A new path will be created at Buddy Attick Park fol-
lowing a 4-1 vote at the April 11 regular meeting of the
Greenbelt City Council. The trail will provide handicapped
access to the portable restrooms at the park, as required by
the Americans with Disabilities Act.

Construction of the path was
proposed by the city’s Americans
with Disabilities Task Force. It
would run from the parking lot
through the playground to the
portable restrooms. According to
the manufacturer, the recom-
mended “Fibar"” surface provides
a sufficiently firm surface for
wheelchair use, even after heavy
rain. The material would be con-
tained within edging boards and
look gimilar to a wood chip path.

The Parks and Recreation Ad-
visory Board (PRAB) had “re-
luctantly” recommended approv-
al. One major concern was that
the path was not included in the
lake park master plan. The plan
was finally adopted in 1992 after
at least 26 years of off and on
debate, The members were con-
cerned that this path would set
a precedent for “piecemeal ex-
ceptions” to the master plan.
PIRaA'B’s preferred solution was
that the permanent restrooms
provided for in the plan be con-
structed as soon as possible,

PRAB was also concerned that
the path only provides access
between the parking lot and the
restrooms. While this meets the
January 1996 ADA reguirements,
it does not make the park itself
accessible, PRAB notes. Chair
Lola Skolnik doubted that peo-
ple go to the park to go to the
portable restrooms.

Limitations

Acknowledging that she was
one of the two members to vote
against the PRAB recommenda-
tion, Skolnik emphasized some
of the additional limitations of
the proposed path. Not all dis-
abled people are in wheelchairs,
she said; people with limited
mobility would have difficulty
using such a long path, Skolnik
argued that the major problem
was the location of the restrooms.
In addition, she guestioned the
suitability of the Fibar surface,
citing a state park that she said
would be removing their Fibar.

City Manager Daniel Hobbs
offered to consider other options,
but so far, he said, he had not
heard a solution that works bet-
ter than the current proposal.
While permanent restrooms may

be preferable, they would cost
roughly $160,000, Relocating the
restrooms is also difficult, since
they must be out of the sun (to
minimize odor) and accessible to
the truck that pumps them out.

Public Works Director Carl
Hirsch said that Skolnik’s pro-
posal to put them on the black-
top surface near the recycling
center is not workable. The
structures would be in direct sun
and would interfere with the pick-
up of the recycling containers.
The proposal is also unsafe,
Hirsch said. It would force wheel-
chair users to use the traffic
lane, which is dangerous and
not of an appropriate grade.

In voting to approve the path,
council members made clear that
they recognized the new path
as a temporary solution, Mayor
Antoinette Bram asked for a
work session to discuss the issue
in more detail. She voted against
the path, she said, because there
had not been adequate time to
make an informed decision based
upon the information provided.

One City Budget is Lower

by Diane Oberg
The only account in the proposed city budget for fiscal
year 1995 for which expenditures are decreasing is general
government. This account covers the costs of the city coun-
cil and the city management including the city manager’s
office, finance and community promotion. The decrease is
small and could disappear by the time the budget is ap-

proved.

The overall budget for this
department is proposed to de-
crease by 0.1% to $1.216 million.
The total number of employees
will remain nearly constant al-
though the mix of employees
will change slightly.

Pant of the decrease is due
to this not being a council elec-
tion year. Election and registra-
tion expenses drop $5,100 to just
$100 and some increases in the
city council’'s expenses are off-
set by the fact that last year
the city ordered two years’ worth
of council letterhead,

Overall the ecity council ac-
count is proposed to decrease by
$5,000. While there were many
offsetting changes, the biggest
change was the fact that Hobbs
did not fund a council retreat.
Last year's retreat cost $5,000.

Finance and administrative ser-
vices expenses are proposed to
drop by $6,000. This is largely
the result of a change in the
composition of the staff with the
retirement of a senior staff mem-
ber.

The community promotion and
municipal building maintenance
accounts are each proposed to

increase by roughly $6.300 with
personne] expenses accounting
for much of the increase.

At the April 12 worksession,
Councilmember Edward Putens
pushed for inelusion of executive
training for two of the city’s
department heads, He suggested
that the city start training a
couple of department heads a
yvear to improve the quality of
departmenta] management.

Council member Thomas White
asked for funding for the city
to participate with local schools
in Maryland Municipal Week
next year

Unmet Needs

Not all expenditures request-
ed by the staff were funded, even
though the department head
makes the budget proposal
Among the “unmet needs” are
a $10,000-$16,000 telephone in-
formation system, training and
a computer intern for finance
and administrative services, $7,-
100, and $4/500 for special equip-
ment for the community promo-
tion staff (some video -equip-
ment will be purchased from the
replacement fund),

Medevac Helicopter Flies
Good Samaritan to Hospital

A Bladensburg auto mechanic whose thumb was cut
off in a repair mishap was flown by Medevac helicopter to
a hospital in Baltimore on Tuesday evening, April 19. The
thumb was suceessfully reattached.

The incident began as a Good
Samaritan gesture,

The victim, Scott Darby, 32,
had just gotten off work. He
noticed a man working on a
pickup truck in the Co-op Su-
permarket parking lot and went
over to help,

*I did a few system checks,”
said Darby. “I spun the electrie
fan to make sure it hadn't froz-
en up. My attention wandered
for a second and my thumb
snagged on the alternator belt
and was thrown intc the alter-
nator pulley. It didn’t ecut it off
so much as rip it off. I said,
“Oh, goddam, I cut my thumb
ﬂff.'“

Darby said he felt little or no
pain at first and surmised he
was in shock. “I didn't do any-
thing normally. I picked up my
thumb and put it back on. Then
I picked up my coffee. I wasn't

ing it on. It was twisted around
backward, I twisted it back into
position.” (It turned out that
the bone, although severely frac-
tured, had not actually been sev-
ered.)

Prince Georges County Fire
Department paramedics arrived
at the scene shortly after the
accident, which Darby said took
place at 7:30 p.m. They ecalled
for a Medevac helicopter because
of the nature and seriousness
of the injury.

Darby was transported to the
Raymond M. Curtis Hand Cen-
ter at Union Memorial Hospital
in northern Baltimore city. The
center specializes in treatment
of hand injuries and reattach-
ment of such limbs as fingers,
toes, and arms, according to Pa-
tricia Fuller, an administrative
coordinator there. She said that
such reattachments are performed
there every day. “We get people

flown in here from all over the
East Ccast” she said,

The flight took [ess than 15
minutes, said Darby.

Darby said that his thumb was
reexamined on April 26 and is
healing normally. He won't know,
however, whether he will regain
ful]l use of the thumb until the
healing process is complete, which
should take another five weeks,
he said.

SCAC members wish to support
the implementation of such a
program if there appears to be
a real need for it. A wide
spectrum of input will be critical
to designing an arrangement that
will work for Greenbelt.

Aware that many
residents have needs met by both
formal and informal arrange-
ments with relatives, neighbors,
church groups. or service organi-
zations, the committee seeks to
know how the “graying of Green-
belt” might increase the need
for a community-wide pool of vol-
unteers to improve the ability
to respond, Letters have been sent
to some 30 groups to ask for
‘both advice and participation.

The service exchange concept
(explained in Edgar Cahn’s book
“Time Dollars”) is presently in
existence in several area juris-
dictions under the auspices of
the Cooperative Caring Network.
Basically, a pool of volunteers
of all ages provides a variety of
services (transportation, shop-
ping, yard work, household
chores) to those who request
them. and each service provider
receives a time credit which ean
be used to receive a service in
return, banked for future use,
or donated to an individual or
group. Generally, the requests
come from the elderly, house-
bound, or disabled, and a coordi-
nator matches them with a train-
ed volunteer

Planning and Development
Expenditures to Rise in City

_Expendrtures for the department of planning and com-
munity development are scheduled to increase by 13 per-
cent over 1993-1994 expenditures in the fiscal year 1995
budget proposed by City Manager Daniel Hobbs. Even in
this budget, the effect of the community center is an im-

portant influence.

Roughly $38,000 of the $43,000
increase in department expendi-
tures is for professional services.
Part of this increase is for sec-
retarial help and legal fees for
when those cited for code viola-
tions appeal. However, part of
the increase is to transfer re-
sponsibility for street construe-
tion and sediment control inspec-
tions to a consultant. This will
free the city’s Supervisory In-
spector for day-to-day inspection
duties on the community center
project,

Other factors in the increased
expenditure are upgrading of the
intern's position, reflecting the
Director Celin Wilson’s evalua-
tion of the guality of the dut-
ies performed, and training ex-
penses for department staff.
Even with the proposed increases,
revenues from street permits and
license and permit fees are ex-
pected to cover all but $300 of
departmental operating expenses,

Additional Responsibilities

Wilson would like to see the
department assume two new re-
sponsibilities, neither one was
funded by Hobbs in the budget.
During an April 12 work session
he said the city would study
these proposals over the next
vear,

The first proposed addition is
a parking enforcement officer,
a position for which Wilson had
requested an additional $82,000.
Although she estimates that the
officer would generate $48,000
in revenues, $35,000 of that is
already anticipated in the police
budget. At the work session, Wil-
son argued that allowing a code
enforcement officer to issue
parking tickets would free up
officers for “what they're paid
'w do.ll

Hobbs was concerned that of-
ficers would stop writing tickets.
He expressed disappointment
that ticket writing has been de-
creasing over the last few years.
In response to council complaints
about handicapped space and fire
lane violations in a local shopping
center, he said the city is work-
ing with the property owner and
will soon be undertaking strict
enforcement.

The city is also studying the
possibility of assuming the re-
sponsibility for licensing burglar
alarms from the county govern-
ment. Wilson said that currently

the county gets the annual Ii-
cenging fees and any fines for
excessive false alarms, However,
it is the city police who must
respond to those false alarms.
If the city assumes the licensing
responsibility it will get the fine
and fee revenues. She estimated
that the city would generate $15,- -
000 in revenues by assuming this
funection.

Aside from the cost of re-
sponding to these alarms, Wilson
argued that excessive false
alarms pose a safety hazard to
city officers. She worried that
officers would not take alarms
seriously at locations with many
false alarms, If there really were
a problem at the gite, that com-
placency could put the officers
at risk.

Council member Edward Pu-
tens questioned how the ecity
could distinguish between a false
alarm and a situation where the
alarm scared off the intruder.
Even if the city simply follows
current county procedures, as-
suming responsibility for licen-
sing alarms is a matter of loeal
control, Wilson responded

SOLAR ECLIPSE MAY 10
CAN DAMAGE EYESIGHT

Doctors of optometry across
Maryland are warning their pa-
tients not to look directly at the
sun during the Tuesday, May 10
solar eclipse which will be visible
to most of North America,

A solar eclipse oceurs when
the moon passes between the sun
and the Earth, When the moon
partly covers the sun, people mis-
takenly assume they can watch
the eclipse unaware that rays
from the parts of the sun still
in view can burn the retina of
the eyes and cause irreversible
vision loss,

Viewing the sun directly — in-
cluding viewing the various stag-
ez of an eclipse — can cause
damage to the eyes that may re-
sult in vision loss and even blind-
ness, “The best way to see the
eclipse safely is not to look at
it directly,” says Dr. Elliott
Klonsky, a private optometrist
in Crofton and the president of
the Maryland Optometric Asso-
ciation.

“Do not try to view an eclipse
of the sun through smoked glass,
sunglasses, photographic film,
welder’s goggles or photographic
filters,” emphasizes Dr. Klonsky.
“All are unsafe. Viewing an
eclipse directly through binocu-
lars or a telescope is even worse,
as they magnify and intensify the
sun’s rays. People can make a
simple viewing device out of a
box that will allow them to watch
the eclipse safely,

To Build a Sunscope:

1. Fasten a piece of white pa-
per over the inside of the small
end of an oblong box, about 1’ x
2rx: g%

2. Cut a one-inch-square hole
in the opposite small end and
cover the hole with aluminum
foil.

3. Make a pinhole in the foil.

4. Cut a hole somewhat larger
than your head in the bottom of
the box, so that you can slip
the box over your head,

5. Seal light leaks with black
tape or paper,

6, To use the “sunscope” for
viewing, stand with your back to
the sun, the box over your
head, and look at the image pro-
jected through the pinhole onto
the white paper.
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To See the Eclipse
Place liead in Box

Fclks, here comes another
solar eclipse, at least according
to the members of the Maryland
Optomsetric Association, who are
“warning” the citizenry about it.
Supposedly it will be visible to
most of North America, but don’t
think it's going to be anything
like interesting or fun, because
all the neat stuff that appeals to
the caveman in us has gone the
way of T-bone steaks, Ben and
Jerry’s Chunky Monkey ice
cream, lyinz around watching re-
runs of “The Attack of the Killer
Tomz.oes,” and everything else
that makes life worthwhile, Ae-
coruing to Dr. Ellcit Klonsky, an
optometrist in Crofton, eclipses
are terrible for you.

You have my sympathy, It's a
big nono, unless you're prepared
to risk what Dr. Klonsky cheerily
describes as “damage to the eyes
that may result in vision loss
and even blindness.”

This is nothing to fool around
with and, kids, I'm very, very
serious. Forget sunglasses, weld-
er's goggles, photographic film,
and any other bright ideas that
may oceur to you. Dr. Klonsky
says they're not good enough.
And remember, we only get one
pair of eyes, (No, this is not the
moment to tell me about your
after-death body parts donor
card.)

However, since the good doctor
doesn’t want to be a spoilsport,
he’s come up with a way to view
the eclipse safely. It’s simple.
and I don’t see why it wouldnt
work. You simply stand with your
back to the eclipse and stick
your head in a box. Sound en-
joyable? I'm perfectly serious.
On May 10 all of Greenbelt can
meet in the Center, if we can
find our way there with boxes
over our heads. Personally, I plan
to stay home and watech the
sclipse, or more likely the clouds,
on TV,

But if you're gung-ho, direc-
tions for making your box are to
be found elsewhere in this issue
of the News Review. I can’t bring
myself to explain them to you.
It sounds like a nice project for
a cloudy day, but I cant drum
up any excitement about it.

The soil and night time tem-
peratures are warming up so
that the next two weeks are the
prime time for planting plants
you want to enjoy this summer,
such as flowers, vegetables, and
herbs, You can buy plants and
pop them into the soil or start
them from seed, Please, prepare
the soil before planting. And it
is a good idea to plant before
a rain storm to water them and
get them off to a good start.

Zinnias, marigolds, cleome, and
cosmos are easy to start from
seed.- Tomatoes @mnd peppers
should be planted now as plants,
not started from seed. Vegetables
that can be started now from
seed are: carrots, turnips, par-
snips, beans, cucumbers, squash,
and melons, They need plenty of
sun.

This past week or so we have
been treated with the most beau-
tiful part of springtime in our
region: when the dogwood trees
and azaleas bloom. They are easy
to grow and the white or pink
dogwood flowers look so good
with the brightly colored azaleas,

The dogwood trees amd wild
light pink azaleas are blooming

in the wooded parts of our parks.
The white dogwood flowers seem
to float in a sea of bright, young,
green leaves, Fine groves of dog-
woods can be seen along Cres-
cent Road in the lake park and
north of Northway extended in
the stream walley in Parcel 1.

Several other beautiful shrubs
and trees are now in bloom. For
great fragrance notice lilac, (most
are purple or white) or viburnum
(two good types are “Mohawk”
and “Carlessii”). Two small trees
that I think are not planted
enough by gardeners are red-
bud and hawthorn. The purplish
trees recently in bloom near city
hall are redbuds. Hawthorns are
welcome in the garden both for
their white flowers that come
as many spring flowering trees
are fading and for their bright
berries in the fall Fine examples
are on Parkway near the Co-op
parking lot entrance and at Ridge
Road and Eastway,

Wisteria lovers should go and
see the biggest pateh of wisteria
in the city. Whole trees are cov-
ered with this beautiful vine near
an cld farm near Hamilton Place
extended. A word to the wise,
walk, don't drive down the dirt
road off the end of Hamilton
Place, Many are towed and few
get through unscathed,

Huntzinger had to undergo the
Pasteur treatment. On that same
day, four boys brought to the
police station a dead fox, which
the University of Maryland lab-
oratory found to be rabid.

Belton then became concerned
about the dead fox that the
Silver Fox Patrol had skinned
and tanned. It, too, might have
been rabid. The pelt was taken
for examination but found to be
too decomposed for a definite test
to be made. To be on the safe
side, the ten Scouts who
handled the dead fox and its
pelt underwent the Pasteur treat-
ment for the prevention of hy-
drophobia, a process involving
innoculation 21 times with vae-
cine.

One of the Scouts, Joe LofTtus,
suffered further. Just after re-
covering from the Pasteur treat-
ment, Joe was bitten in the leg
by a dog as he bicycled home
from the Holy Redeemer School
in Berwyn. Fortunately. the dog
was not rabid.

High-Tech Dairy Barn
Dedicated at BARC

U.S. Representative Steny
Hoyer was among a group in-
cluding U.S, Department of Agri-
culture officials and scientists,
who were introduced to the non-
polluting, neighbor-friendly dairy
barn of the future. They gathered
to dedicate a new dairy research
facility at the Beltsville Agri-
cultural Research Center (BARC)
on Monday, April 25. At the
dairy barn, a new commercially-
made digester turns manure into
an almost odor-free material use-
ful as a soil amendment or fer-
tilizer suitable for farms, gar-
dens and landscaping, according
to K. Darwin Murrell, director of
BARC,

Such wuses are designed to
eliminate ground water pollution
from raw manure and liguid
waste run-off. Murrell said. After
processing, the manure will be
held in a 1.3 million gallon stor-
age tank until it is used on the
research center’s cropland. “We
will be recycling this farm re-
source as a practice in sustain-
&ble agriculture,” Murrell sald
