that all comments must be fo­
cused on them. Each speaker 
could have a maximum of three 
minutes and could not speak again 
until all others had had a 
chance to speak. Sherry Garten, 
a signer of the petitions, ques­
tioned whether the maker of the 
motion should have more time 
to describe and discuss it. After 
consulting the parliamentarian, 
Levin indicated that she (Levin) 
would be placing each motion on 
the floor and that Garten would 
have the same amount of time 
as all speakers. 

The First Motion 

Levin read the first motion -
"That the 1995 membership fee 
be kept at or below the total 
1994 membership fees." Garten 
was first in line to speak and due 
to the 3-minu.te time limit, spoke 

nm­
ber of questions of the board. 
Although her comments were 
difficult to understand, they con­
tained referenl'es to reducing 
day-to-day expenses; protecting 
the members against electrical 
and other work undertaken by 
members without approval/per­
mits; cutting GHI staff; and the 
fact that the 1995 budget had 
been reduced after the petition 
was received. 

Aithough the board is not re­
quired to respond to questions of 
this type, Vonda Henry, GHI 
Treasurer, chose to respond to 
the las,t; question. Henry indi­
cated that the budget is discuss­
ed and refined several times be­
fore it is finalized. The petition 
was received during the period 
when changes were still taking 
place. 

The next several speakers were 
against the motion indicating 
that they trusted the board and 
its budget. One member from 
Laurel Hill Road, Marty Scheel, 
asked those who had signed the 
petition to raise their hand and 
indicate if they had attended any 
of the budget meetings. No hands 
were raised although Scheel 
asked Garten if she had signed 
and Garten then raised her hand. 
Levin indicated that this type of 
speech might not be appropriate 
and that all comments were to 
be addressed to the chairman of 
the meeting, not to the audience. 

Norman W eyel, a former board 
member, indicated that he had 
helped prepare 16 budgets in his 
16 years on the board and felt 
that this was a bare-bones bud­
get. He called the question, 
which means that if passed de­
bate is cut off immediately. A 
vote is taken and, if 2/3 of the 
members agree, debate ends and 
the motion is voted on. The mo-

Sometimes the lines were de­
livered with less than total con­
fidence. Timing, especially of 
humor, is difficult, but open­
ing night .jitters-could account 
for that and as they warm up 
and get into their run, the actors 
may begin to work off' each other 
a little more comfortably. 

The small stage prob-
ably adds to the feel-
ing of having to be extra care­
ful, in movement and speech. 
Now, however, the small size of 
the stage and having seats on 
three sides means directors 
should be especially careful a­
bout blocking and backs to the 
audience. Lighting was profes­
sional and especially well done 
during the first cemetery scene. 

All in all, since the last couple 
of performances I've seen at the 
Greenbelt Arts Center, the level 
of professionalism is definitely 
up.
