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Primary Election Is Tuesday

Hey, Greenbelters, did you 
know that there is a primary 
election on Tuesday, March 
5? Although the election and 
the candidates have received 
little publicity, it is still an 
important one. Better make 
plans to bone up on the can­
didates and vote on Tuesday. 

This will be a primary 
election to select delegates 
(see boxes) to the Democratic 
and Republican ational Con­
ventions and to choose a 
party candidate for the office 
of the President and the U.S. 
Congress. The primary is 
open only to voters registered 
with the two parties. 
Greenbelt independents, 
called "declines" by the elec­
tion office, will not be able 
lo vote at this election, al­
though in other areas they 
will be able to vote in school 
board elections. (Suzanne 
Plagman, this area's represen­
tative lo the school board is 
not up for reelection this 
year.) 

Republican and Democratic 
party members will also be 
choosing Jud es of the Cir­
cuit Court for the Seventh Ju­
dicial District. There are five 
incumbents and three chal­
lengers running for the five 
judicial offices. All eight 
candidates have cross-filed in 
both party primaries and are 
running as nonpartisan. If 
both parties nominate the 
same five, those candidates 
will not be subjected to a 
contested election in Novem­
ber and, in effect, will have 
been elected to office. But if 
one party chooses different 
candidates from the other, 
voters will have choices to 
make in November. 

Presidential Election 

Although there has been 

little campaigning in Mary­
land, the selection of a Re­
publican presidential candi­
date has drawn the most na­
tional interest. Maryland will 
be one of eight states select­
ing delegates on what has 
been billed "mini Super Tues­
day." There will be a prefer­
ential ballot listing the names 
of all nine Republican candi­
dates including U. S. Senator 
Phil Gramm who dropped out 
of the contest after a poor 
showing in Iowa. Republican 
voters will also choose three 
delegates to the convention 
from a field of 20. Of those, 
three each are committed to 
former Tennessee governor 
Lamar Alexander, television 
commentator Patrick 
Buchanan, U. S. Senator Bob 
Dole, and Gramm. Maryland 
Presidential Candidate Alan 
Keyes has one pledged del­
egate candidate on the ballot. 
The other seven candidates 
for delegate are uncommitted. 
Also running for president are 
Robert K. Dornan, Richard 
Lugar and Maurice Taylor. 

On the Democratic side, 
President Bill Clinton is be­
ing challenged in the popular­
ity contest and for delegates 
by perennial candidate 
Lyndon H. LaRouche, Jr. 
Voters are to select three fe­
m a I e and three male del­
egates. Clinton has full 
slates of three for both sexes. 
LaRouche has one female and 
two male delegate candidates 
pledged to him. One is a 
Greenbelter, Hans Egon 
Hopp. Also running are one 
uncommitted female and two 
uncommitted male delegate 
candidates. 

For Congress 

Long time incumbent Steny 
Hoyer, now a resident of St. 
Mary's County, is being cha)-

lenged in the Fifth Congres­
sional District by a Democrat. 
The winner will face one of 
four Republican challengers 
in the November election. 
The district includes only a 
part of Prince George's 
County, primarily areas out­
side the beltway, the sotilhern 
part of Anne Arundel County, 
and all of Charles, St. Mary's 
and Calvert Counties. 

Hoyer, 56, an attorney, has 
been representing the Fifth 
District since 1981. How­
ever, the boundaries for the 
district were greatly changed 
as a result of the 1990 census 
and the district is now con­
sidered more conservative 
than it was before redistrict­
ing. Hoyer has reached the 
fourth highest position in the 
Democratic leadership in the 
House, but his influence has 
sharply declined since Repub­
licans took control over Con­
gress. 

Hoyer is opposed by Tho­
mas W. Defibaugh, Sr., 43, an 
animal control officer for 
Anne Arundel County. 
Defibaugh is not raising cam­
paign funds, but is instead 
asking supporters to contrib­
ute to the poor. Hoyer is re­
ported to h~ve had $300,000 
in campaign money on hand 
as of January l. 

On the Republican side, 
Maryland delegate John S. 
Morgan, 32, of Laurel has the 
best financed campaign with 
reported funds raised totaling 
$23,000. Morgan is a physi­
cist holding a doctorate de­
gree from Johns Hopkins Uni­
versity. Republican pundits 
expect Morgan to be the 
party's candidate in the gen­
eral election. 

Of the other candidates, 
James J. Inabinett, Jr., 37, of 
College Park, is a real estate 
attorney. This is his first at-

Fire Department Needs 
Help in Helping Greenbelt

Greenbelters depend on the 

Greenbelt Volunteer Fire De­
partment (GVFD) when a fire 
or medical emergency requires 
the department's expertise and 
assistance. What would happen 
if someone's call for help re­
mained unanswered? There 
may be a day when the depart­
ment might not be able to re­
spond because there is a short­
age of emergency medical tech­
nicians and firefighters. 

Volunteers needed now 
According to Jay Remenick, 

"If you're looking to be a 
hero, It's not that way, "

President of the GVFD, "Be­
coming a firefighter is not for 
everyone; however, the depart­
ment needs people to join that 
are willing to focus themselves 
on achievement rather than 
hanging out on the street." 
New recruits must commit time 
and energy to train, study, and 
become certified. To join and 
be active, one does not have to · 
live in Greenbelt; however, 
learning the skills, completing 
the training, and becoming a 
member of the department is 
not easy. The rewards for serv­
ing the community are immea­
surable, Remenick says. Saving 
lives and property is considered 
a part of the job. "If you 're 
looking to be a hero, its not 
that way," Remenick remarked. 

The public may often see the 
firefighters' acts as heroic. The 
fire service volunteers see 
themselves as just doing their 
jobs. 

To help the fire department, 
one does not have to become a 
firefighter or emergency medi­
cal technician. Volunteers are 
needed who can perform secre­
tarial or administrative duties, 
work around the fire house, and 
perform a wide range of other 
duties. "Volunteers keep the fire 
department in business," re­
marked Remenick. 

Anyone wanting to serve in 
the fire service has to have a 
strong desire to save lives and 
property. In return for this 
commitment, there are worth­
while benefits. Members of the 
department have access to tools 
and shop spaces to work on 
their vehicles, they have a place 
to stay and sleep, and they are 
offered a high degree of re­
sponsibility and the honor of 
serving the community. The 
State of Maryland helps pay for 
college courses that firefighters 
(including junior firefighters 
and senior active members) can 
take to upgrade their skills and 
become certified. These college 
credits can be applied towards 
professional degree programs 

which lead to fire service ca­
reers. After seven years of sat­
isfactory service, the State of 
Maryland allows volunteer fire 
department members to make a 
sizeable monetary deduction 
when filing state income tax re­
turns. There are also retirement 
benefits after 25 years of cred­
itable service. 

Recruits Needed 
The Greenbelt Volunteer Fire 

Department is seeking individu­
als, starting at age 16 and up, 
who are willing to devote time 
and make the commitment to 
learn to save lives and put out 
fires. Anyone interested in be­
coming a firefighter can ask a 
local firefighter what it takes or 
call the G VFD at 345-7000. 
The firefighter's job is reward­
ing, Remenick relates. It prom­
ises to offer strong friendships, 
individual growth, the develop­
ment of discipline, the acquir­
ing of skills, and the giving of 
oneself unselfishly beyond one's 
known physical and mental lim­
its. It also requires teamwork, 
a willingness to study, intelli­
gence, dedication, sacrifice, 
support from family, common 
sense, and a strong desire to 
help people, save lives and put 
out fires. 

Fire Service Training 
This reporter visited the 

Maryland Fire and Rescue In­
stitute (MFRI) at the University 
of Maryland. According to 
John Fisher of MFRI, fire ser­
vice training is filled with fun 
and a competitive spirit. 
Groups of recruits often com­
pete with each other while ob­
taining training objectives. 

Overcoming claustrophobia 
and not panicking in cramped 
spaces is essential for · all 
firefighters. One of the high­
lights of firefighter training at 
MFR! is the "Maize" building. 
This building contains a three 
story obstacle course which the 
firefighter must pass through in

Free Tax Assistance 
Is Now Available 

Volunteers trained by the 
Internal Revenue Service are 
providing free tax assistance 
to taxpayers who are either 
elderly, low-income, handi­
capped, non English speaking, 
or members of the military at 
more than 200 locations 
throughout Delaware, Mary­
land and the District of Co­
lumbia. 

Volunteer Income Tax As­
sistance (VITA) and Tax 
Counseling for the Elderly 
(TCE) sites are usually lo­
cated in churches, communily 
center, libraries, and other 
neighborhood locations. In 
Greenbelt the site is the 
Greenbelt Branch library, 11 
Crescent Rd. by appointment 
only; call 248-6604. 

When visiting a site, bring 
the 1995 federal tax package 
that was received in the mail; 
all wage and earnings state­
ments from employers (Forms 
W-2); all interest and dividend 
statements (Forms I 099); a 
copy of federal tax return 
from last year, if available; 
the social security number of 
any dependent(s) born prior to 
November 1995 who may be 
c laimed; and any other rel-
evant information concerning 
income and expenses.

The New Deal cafe, 

Greenbelt's newest co-op, made 
its much-anticipated debut two 
months ago in the community 
center. It has remained open 
for business every Fr iday and 
Saturday night since December 
28, despite several record snow­
storms, and JO new members 
have joined. At a board meet­
ing February 18, the cafe's 
progress and problems were re­
viewed. 

Board members reported that 
several things that seemed to be 
problems at first have worked 
out surprisingly well. Despite 
initial complaints about the lack 
of small, intimate tables, cus­
tomers seem to have taken to 
the "family style" informality 
of sharing the large, round 
tables, which promote conversa­
tion and meeting new people. 
Also the division of the dining 
space into two rooms, it turns 
out, has made a natural division 
possible between the music lov­
ers, who want to congregate 
near the entertainers, and the 
customers who come primarily 
for socializing and tend to 
gather in the other room. 

Everyone agreed that the in­
direct lighting from the new 
lamps, plus the placing of 
candles on the tables, have been 
an improvement over the harsh 
glare of the overhead fixtures. 
Pictures will soon be hung on 
the walls, and tablecloths 
shou Id soften the atmosphere 
further. 

Breaking Even 
Financially, the cafe has 

been just about breaking even, 
but the balance sheet ought to 
improve once the one-time, 
start-up costs have been paid 
off. The credit side of the Ied­
ger>incl udes members' d ues, 
donations, and the sale of sou­
veni r items like T-shirts and 
mugs; food sales alone are not 
yet totally covering expenses, 
and ways were discussed of 
lowering costs, although profit 
margins are already tight. The 
major costs involved in running 
the cafe include rent (25%), 
manager's salary (25%), and 
food (45%). 

Manager Michael Eppolito 
reported that although the cafe 
has been well attended, crowds 
tend to ebb and flow unpredict­
ably, making it a challenge to 
prepare an adequate amount of 
food while minimizing waste. 
Scheduling the kitchen workers, 
all of whom are volunteers, can 
also be difficult. If the workers 
don't have enough to do, they 
start feeling that it isn't worth­
while to show up; but if too 
few are on hand during busy 
times, the result can be "a 
nightmare."

Desserts and coffee have 

been the most popular items, 
with sa lads not far behind. 
Soup and chili are now available 
but haven't sold as well, perhaps 
because not many patrons are 
coming in for supper as yet, al­
though the cafe opens at 6 p.m. 

The menu will continue in 
flux for a while, as new items 
are tried. Also there is a need 
for a commercial quality 
espresso machine. This will 
cost about $2,000, which will 
probably have to be raised 
through a fund drive. Fund­
raising ideas discussed included 
a dance marathon, to be held in 
the gym at the community cen­
ter, and a coffee tasting. 

Membership Survey 
Alexander Barnes reported on 

preliminary results of a survey 
that was recently sent to mem­
bers, 45% of whom reported 
having made five or more visits 
to the cafe. The majority rated 
the food, service, and entertain­
ment between "l" and "2" on a 
scale of l to 5. Polled on 
whether the food should remain 
exclusively vegetarian, 21 % 
voted "yes," 32% favored trying 
new, non-vegetarian foods, and 
46% were neutral.

The key is for the firefighter to 
overcome claustrophobia, keep 
calm, and develop a survival 
strategy essential in order to 
find his or her way out of the 
building using hands, legs, and 
fingers as eyes. The develop­
ment of these life-enhancing 
skills is essential for survival in 
a dark. smoke-filled building 
when the firefighter has a lim­
ited supply of oxygen available. 

.Junior Associates 

Young people, ages 13 
through 15 can join the 
Greenbelt Volunteer Fire Depart~ 
ment as Junior Associates, They 
begin by "hanging out" around 
the fire house, helping to clean 
the facilities, and keeping the 
equipment ready for service. 
They learn about the career 
through senior firefighters and 
emergency medical rescue per­
sonnel. Seasoned firefighters . . 
and rescuers will help teach 
them "the ropes." At this stage, 
the process centers on familiar­
ization. Junior Associates must 
obtain parental consent to join. 
Although they cannot resl'(!_nd to 
emergency calls, they get to 
know the fire service. They be­
gin preparing for the d,y when 
they will be able to participate 
during emergency calls. Accord­
ing to outgojng GVFD Chief 
Wypkb<>p, this is a grear way to 
give young pe0ple a sense of di­
rection.

What must a young P!!rson 
offer and possess? He or she 
must want to be involved in the 
program. That person must 
make a commitment to perform 
the duties required, and be will­
ing to work together with mem­
bers of the department. If there 
is a job to be done, Junior Asso­
ciates must be willing to get 
their hands dirty on occasion. 

Junior Firefighters· 

Young adults, ages 16 
through 17, may join the de­
partment as junior firefighters. 
At this stage, they begin to 
train and ride the fire apparatus. 
The training is free of charge. 
In order to remain in the pro­
gram, they must complete the 
initial training requirements. 
To obtain Firefighter I status, 
117 hours of training is re­
quired over an 18 month pe­
riod. Training requirements are 
established by the National Fire 
Protection Association and the 
Prince George's County Fire 
Commission. Students learn 
how to pull hose, raise the lad­
der, use fire extinguishers, learn 
about basic fire science, and 
rules and regulations. Those 
individuals desiring to become 
Emergency Medical Technicians 
must undergo 120 hours of 
training in basic life support, 
human anatomy, and automobile 
accident extrication procedures. 

Senior Active Members 
Senior active members are 

granted voting status in the de­
partment. As a minimum, all 
fire department members must 
possess either Firefighter I or 
Maryland State Emergency 
Medical Technician certifica­
tion Members are encouraged 
to continue their formalized 
training. For those that have 
completed Firefighter I require­
ments, an additional 57 hours 
of training is necessary to ob­
tain Firefighter II certification. 
Additionally, training and op­
portunities are available to be 
certified Rescue Technicians, 
Rescue Specialists, Safety Of­
ficers, and Fire Officer I and II 
designations. 

The GVFD needs volunteers 
now. Anyone who wants to 
serve the community with 
pride, obtain a strong sense of 
worth, find direction in their 
life, set goals, put out fires, and 
save lives should call the de­
partment immediately. Dedica­
tion and commitment are re­
-quired to C!)mplete the training. 
Once certified, the department 
promises the opportunity to 
help people; according to many 
firefighters, helping others is 
the highest calling life offers.

Facilities for S eniors 
Open at Community Center

Many of the senior citizen 

facilities in the new Community 
Center are up and running, 
thanks to Karen Haseley of the 
Recreation Department, and se­
niors themselves. Bill Souser 
worked to get the senior lounge 
t.ogether and is there for Karen 
when she needs help. Martha 
Kaufman is working on recom­
mendations for the movie show­
ings beginning in March on the 
second Monday of the month. 
A Senior Recreation Committee 
meets four to five times a year 
to plan classes, trips, and 
speaker series. 

The Senior Lounge, fur­
nished with sofa, chairs, TV, 
and refrigerator, as well as the 
Senior Game Room, furnished 
with pool table, poker table, 
and card tables, are open for 
enjoyment during Center hours. 
Haseley said that although card 
games are scheduled, neither of 
these rooms will be used exclu­
sively by any group, and some­
thnes several activities may be 
going on in a room at the sa~e 
time. In addition, because the 
state gave matching grants for 
the renovation, seniors from all 
over the state are entitled to use 
the facilities. 

The computer for the GIVES 
Program (Greenbelt Interge­
nerational Volunteer Exchange 
Service) has been installed in a 
corner of the Senior Lounge, 
ready for training sessions. 

The s~ond-floor room 
where the Golden Age Club 
will meet is not quite finished. 
It is a large, carpeted room 
wil1i ~n ltifJt5info.g k1tcn~fl\ 
which may not be completed 
for some time. A sink and 
counter have been installed, but 
other amenities are still lacking. 

Classes 

The two senior classrooms 
will accommodate mos.t of the 
daytime senior citizen classes. 
In the evenings and on week­
ends, the two classrooms are 
available for rent. According to 
Haseley, renting these rooms is 
an important source of income 
for a building that is expensive 
to operate. 

At present the schedule of 
classes is about the same as 
when the seniors were housed 
at the Youth Center.

Food and Friendship 

The Food and Friendship 
Program serves hot lunches at 
noon, Monday through Friday. 
These well-balanced meals are 
for seniors only, and the cost is 
nominal. The City Nutrition 
Office plans a monthly menu. 
Because the lunches are ca­
tered, reservations must be 
made at least a day or two in 
advance. For reservations call 
Louise, the city food manager, 
at 397-2208. 

On days when schools are 
closed, or delayed for two 
hours, Food and Friendship will 
not serve lunch. If the schools 
are delayed only one hour, 
lunch will be available as usual. 

This program needs vohin­
teers. The hours are not long, 
the work is not arduous, and 
the pay is a free lunch. Call 
Louise to sign up. 

Karen Haseley apologized to 
this reporter for the state of her 
office. "I haven't gotten it to­
gether since the move," she 
said.

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New After-School Drop-in 
Art Program for Children 

by Eileen Peterson 
"Art belongs to the people," 

says Barbara Simon, artist, 
teacher and chair of the City's 
Arts Advisory Committee. And 
by "people" she especially 
means all children. On Tues­
day, March 19, she will begin 
coordinating an after-School 
drop-m art program for children 
ages six through 12, at the 
Greenbelt Community Center. 
Held every Tuesday and 
Wednesday from 3 to 6 p.m., 
the sessions will be supervised 
by adult volunteers. 

"This is not day-care or a 
class," Simon continues, ••but a 
chance for children whose art 
experiences are limited to ex­
plor~ a wide variety of projects 
at their own pace."

Children thus exposed to 
creative work may be inspired 
to sign up for specif'ic, struc­
tured art classes now offered at 
the Center, she adds. 

No Registration 
It rs not necessary for a 

child to register. The first time 
a child drops in, an information 
sheet outlining the program and 
mutual responsibilities will be 
provided. There will be a 
nominal fee charged at the 
door, and parents can also buy 
one-hour passes in advance to 
avoid sending cash. At any 
one time, up to 15 children can 

be accommodated. Simon 
hopes to expand the program to 
every school day and also offer 
it in the summer. 

Volunt-eers Needed 
This program can be offered 

at a low fee because volunteers 
staff the program. Adult and 
teen volunteers are needed to 
sign up for one-hour slots (3:30 
- 4:30; 4:30 - 5:30) with a 
minimum of two hours per 
month. Seniors, parents, col­
lege students - anyone inter­
ested in art and/or kids can vol­
unteer. Volunteers can earn 
credit against a child's fee for 
the program. Teens helping the 
adult volunteers can earn cred­
its for their schools' public ser­
vice requirements. 

Open House for Volunteers 
On Tuesdays and Wednes­

days, Mar. 5, 6, 12, and 13, 
half-hour drop-in orientation 
workshops will be held continu­
ously from 3 to 6 p.m. Those 
attending the workshops may 
sign up then or later, if they 
choose. No previous art or 
teaching experience is required. 

This program is being partially 
supported by a grant from the 
Prince George's Community Foun­
dation and by a contribution from 
the Greenbelt Unit #136, American 
Legion Auxiliary.

Tax Time Update 
Maryland State Comptroller 

Louis L. Goldstein said today 
that his office is mailing out the 
last of 900,000 Form 1099G's to 
Maryland taxpayers who itemized 
deductions last year· and received 
a refund from the state.

1099G be sent to remind taxpay­
ers that the state income tax re­
fund received last year must be 
reportc;d as income on the 1996 
federal tax return. Taxpayers are 
reminded not to attach the 1099G 
to the federal or state income tax 
forms. 

Taxpayers who have questions 
about the information on their 
1099G should call the Maryland's 
taxpayer service at (410) 974-
3981.

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Credit Scam Warning 
Attorney General J. Joseph 

Curran, Jr., warns consumers 
to be wary of companies that 
offer to fix bad credit ratings 
for a fee. 

He noted that the Connecti­
cut Attorney General's Office 
recently won a $480,000 
judgement against Credit Re­
source Management Group. 
CRMG cheated consumers 
with false promises that it 
could erase bad credit infor­
mation from consumers' 
records. Maryland has not li­
censed CRMG to operate here 
and Connecticut has barred 
the company from doing busi­
ness in that state. 

Any consumers in Mary­
land who paid money to this 
company have until April 25, 
1996, to file complaints 
against Credit Resource Man­
agement Group by writing to 
the Connecticut Office of the 
Attorney General, 110 
Sherman Street, Hartford, CT 
06105. 

Under Maryland law, it is 
illegal for a company offering 
credit repair services to 
charge consumers before per­
forming the service. In ,iddi­
tion, credit repair companies 
must register with the Mary­
land Commissioner of Con­
sumer Credit, obtain a surety 
bond, and list their license 
number any time they adver­
tise their services. To find 
out if a credit repair company 
is licensed, call the Commis­
sioner of Consumer Credit at 
(410) 333-6800. 

All consumers should 
check their credit reports each 
year. Marylanders are entitled 
to ~me free credit report annu­
aJ,ly, from ea-pt\ ,credit rtport­
ing company. Consumers 
who find inaccurate infmma­
tion on their credit report can 
have that information removed 
by contacting the credit re­
porting agency in 'Yt'.riting and 
explaining the problem, 
Curran said.

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GHI Board Discusses 
Storm Damage Repair 

by Sandy Smith 
The February 8 Board Meet­

ing of Greenbelt Homes Inc. 
(GHI) began with an hour-long 
open forum to give members an 
opportunity to comment on the 
yard inspection program. What 
constitutes a compost pile, 
whether current rules are suffi­
cient, and whether enforcement 
not rules are the problem occu­
pied the board and the few 
members present for most of 
the forum. The Board dis­
cussed the various definitions 
or ~pes of composting. Audit 
Committee member John Taylor 
suggested a class on 
composting and said people 
need information to follow the 
rules. Board Member Keith 
Jahoda spoke on the need for 
screening on common sides to 
prevent unsightly views from 
all directions. Board President 
Alan Turnbull and Board Mem­
bers Bill Phelan and Betty 
Deitch formed a working group 
on composting to work on the 
isS)Je. 

Storm Damage Repair 

The recent blizzard caused 
damage to the copper gutters 
and slate roofs. While roof re­
pair is covered by insurance, 
the extensive damage to gutters 
and downspouts caused by or 
resulting from weight of snow, 
ice or sleet is not covered by 
insurance. GHI is liable for re­
pair and solicited bids for the 
work which take about six 
weeks to complete. The Board 
approved for first and second 
reading a contract of $9,611 

with the M&J Building/Roofing 
company for the work. 

Recycling 

The city has proposed a pilot 
program to change the recycling 
collection program in GHI. In 
order to speed the collection 
process, the city proposes using 
collection bins in certain courts 
to see if this would speed the 
overall operation. GHI resi­
dents could then place items in 
the bins at any time for the 
weekly collection. Response to 
this proposal was generally 
negative, with Board members 
citing difficulties in locating 
carts, possible litter around the 
carts, and failure to treat GHI 
members as other city residents. 
Several felt that recycling col­
lection in GHI should actually 
be faster than in the single fam­
ily home areas. While GHI 
would like to help the city meet 
its recycling goals they rejected 
this pilot project. 

Labor Day and Community 
Activities 

Board Member Nat Shinder­
man volunteered to chair a 
committee to plan GHI's 
participation in the annual La­
bor Day Festival. He hopes to 
stir up interest among the mem­
bership to be involved in this 
community event. New mem­
bers will be invited to join. 
Board Member Don Comis em­
phasized that it should be mem­
ber-oriented and not Board­
.driven. In another action, the

Winter Walk 
I was about Lo take my 

headache and tight shoulder 
muscles to the Fitness Center 
and try to get rid of them, 
when halfway out the door 
my dog's sad eyes got to me. 
Chessie hadn't been in the 
t oods for a long time, and 
neither had I. 

So I replaced the car keys 
with the dog's leash, my 
Rcchoks with boots, and rcal-
11cd for the zillionth time 
how easily I could turn away 
from the activity out on Ridge 
Road and escape into the soli­
tude or the woods. Right be­
hind my house, footsteps from 
my kitchen, desk and door, is 
a place that just stays there 
\\,t1t111g for me to wander in. 
So I took my tension for a 
walk with the dog in the 
~nowy \\OOds. 

At first I kept an aerobic 
[Hice, following my original 
plan for ph) sical exercise. As 
my heart rate increased, it 
was matched by an increase 
in delight as my feet landed 
on cross-country ski tracks 
and deer footprints. I felt as 
if I'd stepped into C.S. 
Lewis's magic wardrobe and 
come out in a new country, or 
at least a New England resort 
Lown. Can I really be in 
Greenbelt, so close Lo my 
house and the BW Parkway, 
and yet be in these deep 
woods'? This question, this 
feeling always washes over 
me when I'm in there. No 
matter how many times I've 
walked through the woods, 
each expcrtcnce seems new:

Co~op Repays Loan 
September 49, 1945-

Greenbelt Consumers Services 
(GCS) made the final payment of 
$3,500 on its start up loan from 
<?onsumer Distribution Corpora­
tton (CDC). CDC, a cooperative 
incorporated by Edward A. 
Filene, the Boston department 
store merchant, loaned $40,000 to 
GCS to aid in the development of 
the consumer cooperative move­
ment. The money was used to 
equip and operate the stores at 
the commercial center until a suf­
fo:ient number of people had 
moved in to form their own co­
operative. Late in 1939, GCS, 
with 418 members, took over the 
store and agreed to repay the 
lo~ at the rate of $4,000 a year 
paid quarterly plus additional 
payments as the capital invest-

ment increased. 
In the same issue of the 

Greenbelt Cooperator, an editorial 
took after "the mutterings that 
have gone on so long about the 
cooperative 's having a 'mo­
nopoly' in town ... ". It re­
minded its readers that the large 
food sto_re chains were ap­
proached m 1937 and were liter­
ally im~lored to open up 
branches m the new community 
and had refused. It wasn't until 
1939 that. the residents managed 
to orgamze themselves into a 
worki~g. body which developed 
the mtlhon dollar business of 
GCS. It reported that both mem­
bers and non-members were in­
vited to a series of Monday night 
meetings to take part in plans for 
the cerop's expansion.
