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City Manager's Departure 
Catches City by Surprise

"We're sorry to see him go," 

said Mayor Antoinette Bram, 
when questioned about the city's 
response to the unexpected news 
that City Manager Daniel Hobbs 
will be leaving Greenbelt for a 
new position in Fannington Hills, 
Michigan. "But we understand 
that this was an offer he could 
not refuse." Noting that Hobbs 
had come to Greenbelt from a 
larger city (Killeen, Texas), she 
continued, "We were fortunate to 
have him with us for five years." 

Generally, city managers, who 
are by definition at the top of the 
administrative hierarchy within· 
any particular city, can only move 
up by going on to larger, and 
more challenging, municipalities. 
Farmington Hills, a city of 80,000 
heading toward 90,000, should 
provide a broader scope for a 
manager's skills than can 
Greenbelt. 

Bram learned about Hobbs' 
decision infonnally at the annual 
Ocean City convention of the 
Maryland Municipal League when 
he lie her out of a meeting to 
confer with her privately. He was 
anxious that she learn of this new 
circumstance first from himself, 
since he was aware that the press 
in Michigan had already an­
nounced his appointment (There 
the entire search procedure, in­
cluding the interviews with candi­
dates, had been conducted in the 
open with full press coverage.) 

The whole process had taken a 
very short time, Bram noted. 
Hobbs had been approached only 
a few weeks before by a search 
team. Following interviews in 
Michigan, he had received an of­
fer on Tuesday, June 26. As of 

June 29 Bram had yet to receive 
his resignation in writing. He is 
expected to assume his new posi­
tion on August 5. 

Bram especially commended 
Hobbs for "the good job he has 
done here in the city. He was 
good with the budget - particu­
larly during the rough times 
here" with the recent state and 
county budget problems. 
Where Do We Go from Here? 

In the immediate future 
Deputy City Manager Michael 
McLaughlin was appointed by 
council to. take over as Acting 
City Manager, a position he held 
previously when former manager 
James Giese retired. Council 
took the action at a special meet­
ing Tuesday night. Council must 
next consider how to proceed in 
filling the permanent post. "We 
can conduct a search," Bram 
said. "Or we can carry out an 
in-house search only. Or we can 
simply make an appointment." 

Because of scheduled surgery 
for councilmember Ed Putens, 
the next regularly scheduled city 
council meeting will not take 
place until July 29. 

Commending McLaughlin for 
"the fantastic job" he had done 
in overseeing the renovation of 
Center School into the present vi­
brant Community .Center that it 
has become, Bram noted that that 
work entailed challenging high fi­
nance, engineering and architec­
tural components. McLaughlin is 
also the city treasurer. • 

Comments by Hobbs

Council Changes Plan 
For Parking Spaces

At their June 10 regular 

meeting, the City Council 
moved to adopt changes to the 
public parking lots by 
Roosevelt Center and the 
Community Center. In a 
unanimous vote, Council ac­
cepted all 24 changes/actions 
that were recommended by 
city staff as a result· of two 
public meetings where several 
groups were invited to partici­
pate including merchants from 
Roosevelt Center, representa­
tives from the Library, offi­
cials from the Recreation De­
partment and tenants of the 
Community Center. 

A change approved for the 
Roosevelt Center North lot by 
the Post Office will free up 
nine spaces for unrestricted 
use after 8 p.m. These spaces 
currently have a one-half hour 
time restriction around the 
clock. The. change will help 
the patrons of the Greenbelt 
Arts Center who could make 
use of those spaces after the 

Post Office closes. 
Pavement markings account 

for a bulk of the individual 
actions called for in the staff 
memo from Celia Wilson, Di­
rector of Planning. · The 
markings will better clarify 
crosswalks, compact spaces, 
stops, and direction of travel 
throughout the lots. Other 
changes that affect the pattern 
of parking are: a. one-half 
foot widening of 19 spaces on 
the west side of the 
NationsBank lot; a relocation 
of four handicapped spaces to 
provide better access to ramps 
behind the Library; and the 
creation of 10 minute passen­
ger loading zones by. the 
child care and adult day care 
areas of the Community Cen­
ter. 

Council entertained a motion 
by Councilmember Ed Putens 
to lengthen to one hour the 
one-half hour time restriction 
on spaces on Centerway. Ac-
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Dan Hobbs 

he added. "I enjoyed my time 
here - it's a great place to prac­
tice city maQagement." Hobbs 
particularly commended the high 
quality of the city staff and city 
council. "'My experiences in 
Greenbelt gave me a great story 
to tell," he said, referring to the 
i!l1erview experience. 

This process took about six 
weeks altogether, he said, and 
council was kept apprised at ev­
ery stage. When the matter was 
settled, he said, he was given "a 
v~ry generous offer." 

Fkington Hills is a full-ser­
vice municipality about 17 miles 
northwest of Detroit. It has its 
own fire department and police 
force. It has six elected 
councilmembers and an elected 
mayor. Since March the city clerk 
had ~een serving as acting city 
manager.

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Janet Reno Guest Speaker 
At Roosevelt Graduation

The Eleanor Roosevelt High 

School class of 1996 has gradu­
ated. On June 4, a sea of nearly 
600 young men and women 
floated into the US Air Arena 
in caps and gowns. of white and 
light blue. The sound of "Pomp 
and Circumstance," performed 
by the ERHS Symphony 
Orchestra, was heard as row af­
ter row filled with graduates. 
The Honorable Janet Reno, At­
torney General of the United 
States, was the guest speaker. It 
took over an hour for the 
graduates to collect their diplo­
mas. 

In his greeting, Robert Slade, 
Deputy Superintendent of 
Schools, told the students to 
turn around and tell the pe~le 
in the audience "you love them 
and thank them, for these par­
ents, relatives, and friends have 
had much to do with your suc­
cess in school." 

Janet Reno 
Attorney General Reno, ad­

dressing the graduates, com­
mented that she had just at­
tended her own 40th high 
school reunion and had seen 
some of the teachers who had 
helped to shape her life. She 
encouraged the graduates to 
reach out and touch others and 
to help them along the wa'j. 
Even when problems seem 
large, she said, each of us can 
make a difference. She asked 
the students to think of a per­
son who has made a difference 
in their lives and to emulate 
them. 

Reno described her child­
hood in poverty and how her 
mother built a 1touse for her 
family with her own hands. 
That house has become a sym­
bol to Reno that a person can 
do more than they think they 
can. The house even held up 
during hurricane Andrew, she 
noted, when so many other 
homes were destroyed. In en­
couraging students who say 
they have no money for col­
lege, Reno related how she and 
her siblings worked their way 
through college. When she de­
cided to go to law school, peo­
ple discouraged her because she 
was a woman. When she gradu­
ated, no one wanted to hire her. 
But she has managed to achieve 
in spite of these difficulties. 

Although Reno has no chil­
dren, she indicated that when 
the graduates become parents, 
they should put their family 
first. Raising chi.ldren is the 
single most difficult task you 
will undertake, she said. Lastly, 
she reminded the graduates to 
take time to laugh and to laugh 
at themselv.es also. 

Other Speakers 
This year, a member of the 

ERHS alumni was invited to 
address tf!e graduates. Andy 
Blocker, once a student at 
ERHS, is now Special Assistant 
to the President for Legislative 

Affairs. He began his presenta­
tion by commenting that Reno, 
like Eleanor Roosevelt, is an 
inspiration, not just to women, 
but to all students. He stated, 
"If I can work in the White 
House, each of you can do 
whatever you want." He praised 
his mother and his father for 
helping him to be successful in 
life. 

Referring to the many stu­
dents who may not have a fa­
ther in the house to participate 
in their lives, he stated that al-. 
though he had a great father, 
his father was brought up in a 
fatherless home. By working 
hard, he became a great father 
and role model to Blocker. So 
students should not use a less­
than-perfect family life to ex­
cuse themselves from doing 
their best. 

Dr. Gerald Boarman 
Dr. Gerald Boarman, Chief 

Education-al Administrator for 
this area, spoke br~efly to the 
students. He reminded them 
that they create their own 
opportunities Some have cre­
ated opportunities already; oth­
ers have not. However, it is not 
too late to start. He stated that 
with choices come responsibil­
ity. "Try to be daring in life­
daring in a positive sense," he 
said. Some may later decide to 
go back to school or to move 
in a different career direction. 
Take the dare and have confi­
dence in yourself. Feel good 
about yourself. He quoted 
Eleanor Roosevelt: "Nobody 
can make you feel inferior 
without your consent." 

He told the stuaents that 
they should be proud that this 
is the only school in the coun­
try named after Eleanor 
Roosevelt. Boarman also told 
the students that they should 
each have a personal philoso­
phy on life. His own, he said, 
is "Being average is just as 
close to the bottom as to the 
top," and he wanted to be at 
the top. 

Twins Anastasiya and 
Nadezhda Titarchuk were the 
valedictorians. Andrea Neuen­
dorffer was the salutatorian. 
The twins, speaking one after 
the other, told the students to

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USDA at BARC 
We mourn the loss of another section of the Beltsville Ag­

ricultural Research Center to another federal facility. We feel 
that those who have supported building the 45 acre USDA 
headquarters complex here have erred. It seems doubtful that 
building this facility will prevent future losses of BARC land 
to other public agencies or private ownership, as Senator Paul 
Sarbanes and Congressman Steny Hoyer have suggested. How­
ever, tl:iis is not the time for recriminations and blame. Rather, 
it is time to make the best out of what will be. Now that a fi­
nal decision by USDA has been made and construction work 
begun, the city must look to minimizing the impact of this fa­
cility upon the community and ensuring the preservation of 
BARC as a low-density agricultul'al research institution. 

We urge the Greenbelt City Council to move beyond their 
anger and work in a positive way to seek the support of hs 
Congr~!>Sman and Senators and elected state and county offi­
cials to achiev'e three important objectives: 

l. Hold the USDA and its road builders feet to the fire in 
preserving and minimizing the impact of roadwork upon adja­
cent wetlands and keep the pressure on the U.S. Corps of En­
gjncers and the Maryl~f1~ Department of the Environment to 
apply the same degree of rigid enforcement to this project as 
those agencies applied to the city in its development of 
Greenbroo.k lake. 

2. Ensure that adequate and safe road facilitjes are built for 
the benefit of USDA, BARC, Gr~enbelt and area residents. In 
particular, we are concerned that access improvements are not 
planned for US 1, that Sunnyside Avenue will not be widened 
to four lanes for its entire length and that the dangerous at­
grade crossing of the CSX tracks will not be eliminated. 

3. Protect BARC from future encroachment by federal and 
private interests. We would like to see the BARC Master Plan 
designate a portion of the research center next to Greenbelt as 
a part of Greenbelt's historic green belt, restricted for use to 
farming, agricultural research. recreation, and open space. We 
also believe that skillful legislators, if asked, could get such 
a green belt designated by an act of Congress. 

USDA Road Analysis 
Correction & Update
