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Turnbull and Incumbents Elected 
The four incumbents seeking 

reelection romped easily to vic­
tory in the November 4 city 
council election according to 
unofficial results. Judith Davis 
was the top votegetter, edgii1g 
out Thomas White by 31 votes. 
Edward Putens narrowly topped 
Rodney Roberts, with 1,493 
votes to Roberts' 1,490, to take 
third place. GHI Boardmember 
Alan Turnbull will round out 
the council quintet. Challenger 
Konrad Herling was in sixth 
place, falling 11 votes short of 
Turnbull's total. 

Although council will not 
elect its officers until next 

Monday, if the council mem­
bers follow tradition, Davis will 
be named mayor. This will be 
the first time in the city's history 
that one woman has succeeded 
another as mayor. (Current 
Mayor Antoinette Bram was the 
first woman to serve two terms 
as Greenbelt's mayor.) 

Support for the candidates 
varied among the various city 
precincts. Davis topped the 
voting in Greenbelt East, 
Springhill Lake and among ab­
sentee voters. White was first 
in the Center and North End 
precincts. This was less frac­
tured than in 1995, where each

precinct was "won" by a differ­
ent candidate. Among the in­
cumbents, just 84 votes sepa­
rated the highest and lowest 
votegetters. The challengers 
trailed quite a bit behind the 
incumbents.

ACE Report Gives Positive 
Data on Greenbelt Schools

Two years ago the Greenbelt 

City Council established ACE, the 
Advisory Committee on Educa­
tion. Among the committee's 
many activities during its begin­
ning years has been the develop­
ment of a study that analyzes 
Greenbelt's public schools, com­
paring their attributes to other 
Prince George's County schools, 
to other neighboring county 
schools and to Maryland schools 
as a whole. The schools included 
in the analysis were the five 
schools in the Eleanor Roosevelt 
Community of Schools cluster, to 
which the majority of Greenbelt 
residents are assigned: Eleanor 
Roosevelt High, Greenbelt 
Middle, Greenbelt Elementary, 
Springhill Lake Elementary, and 
Magnolia Elementary. Based on 
their study's findings, committee 
members generally believe 
Greenbelt's public schools are 
performing better than those in 
the county at large. 

The study, entitled "Perception 
of Schools Study," summarizes 
such data on Gteenbelt's schools 
as student/teacher ratios, school 
honors, staff experience, student 
standardized test performance, 
school resources, and student 
characteristics. While the current 
edition of the study uses 1994-95 
data, it will soon be updated with 
information from 1995-96. This 
data has been compiled to serve 
as a tool for assessing Greenbelt 
schools in light of the lack of 
confidence many people feel in 
the county school system. With 
meaningful data in hand, the ar­
eas in need of improvement, as 
well as those areas already of 
high quality, can be quickly de­
termined. Such a study can pro­
vide a baseline from which to 
measure future performance; in 
some cases it can also help to 
dispel unwarranted negative per­
ceptions. The impetus for creat­
ing the study was concern that a 
poor perception of its schools 
was discouraging some people 
from moving to Greenbelt. 

The committee felt that despite 
relatively good results in neigh­
borhood schools, negative opin­
ions linger because of an over­
generalization of negative media 
coverage relating to Prince 
George's County schools as a 
whole. However, not all of this 
lack of faith can be attributed to 
such an association. Greenbelt 
schools do not always compare 
favorably with schools in nearby 
Montgomery, Howard, and Anne 
Arundel Counties. Especially 
problematic is Springhill Lake 
Elementary School, where high 
student mobility rates, a high 
population of students (17.2%) 
who enter with low English pro­
ficiency, overcrowding, and a low 
median household income all 
contribute to lower performance 
there. Greenbelt Middle School 
and Magnolia Elementary School 
also struggle with some of these 
dilTiculiics, and even the two 

Blue Ribbon Schools in 
Greenbelt's group of schools -
Eleanor Roosevelt High School 
and Greenbelt Elementary School 
- are challenged by overcrowd-
ing. 

Signs of Success 
Many aspects of the study 

were encouraging, however. 
Greenbelt is the only city in the 
county with two National Blue 
Ribbon Schools: Eleanor 
Roosevelt and Greenbelt Elemen­
tary. The median SAT score 
achieved by ERHS students in 
the 1994-95 school year was 985, 
significantly higher than the aver­
age county score of 892. Mary­
land Functional Test scores at 
ERHS exceeded state and county 
scores in reading, math, and writ­
ing, comparing favorably with the 
standard in these subjects in 
.Montgomery, Howard, and Anne 
Arundel County schools. Magno­
lia Elementary's fifth graders 
scored above the county average 
in language usage, science, social 
studies, reading, math, and writ­
ing. Fifth graders at Greenbelt 
Elementary exceeded the county 
standard in language usage, sci­
ence, and social studies. 

Most Greenbelt schools have 
high percentages of experienced 
staff, those who have taught for 
20 or more years. At ERHS, 
59.9% of staff falls into this cat­
egory; 38% of staff from 
Greenbelt Elementary, 44% from 
Magnolia Elementary, and 25% 
from Springhill Lake Elementary 
are experienced teachers. · 

The committee also states that 
test scores in Greenbelt schools 
have been increasing; this perfor­
mance will be summarized in the 
next edition of ACE's report. 

Efforts by ACE 
ACE hopes to generate more 

enthusiasm for Greenbelt's 
schools by highlighting the posi­
tive aspects, while supporting 
measures to address the problems. 
The unique qualities of Greenbelt 
have contributed to its higher per­
formance compared to other 
Prince George's County Schools, 
and the city seeks to communi­
cate this higher quality to its cur­
rent and prospective residents 
through the work of the advisory 
committee. The committee points 
out that many elements contribut­
ing to lower performance in the 
schools - low family income,

limited English proficiency, and 
high student mobility - are so­
cietal problems, and thus diffi­
cult to addres~ in the school 
setting. ACE supports efforts 
by the city to tackle these 
learning obstacles through such 
programs as Greenbelt CARES. 

One key factor that may af­
fect Greenbelt's schools is the 
pending decision on busing and 
other educational issues in 
Prince George's County. An 
end to busing is included in the 
Six-Year Neighborhood School 
Plan, which is supported by 
ACE. Besides eliminating 
mandatory busing, the plan 
would provide significant re­
sources for schools from the 
state and county. This welcome 
development would address the 
overcrowding of county 
schools, including Greenbelt's, 
by funding the construction of 
new schools to serve the grow­
ing population.

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Greenbelt School Cluster: Recycling Day Comes to Greenbelt· 

An Update on Progress On Saturday, November 15, 
the Recycling Advisory Commi~ 
tee (RAC) is celebrating the first 
America Recycles Day. The 
Committee will give away prizes 
all week to city recycling cus­
tomers and will sponsor an infor­
mation table with prize give­
aways.

Two years ago, Dr. Jerome 

Clark, the new Prince George's 
County School Superintendent, 
was introduced to the City 
Council by School Board mem­
ber Suzanne Plogman. To an 
overflow audience, Clark de­
clared, "This is a renaissance; a 
new opportunity. I think that 
we need to be celebrating the 
rebirth of education in Prince 
George's County." 

Clark was referring to his 
new Community of Schools ef­
fort, a keystone of which is the 
cluster of schools program. 
The five administrative areas of 
the county schools were re­
placed with 20 clusters. 
Greenbelt's cluster is focused 
on Eleanor Roosevelt High 
School (ERHS) and the schools 
that feed into it. 

Eight schools comprise the 
ERHS cluster of schools: 
ERHS, Greenbelt Elementary, 
Springhill Lake Elementary, 
Magnolia Elementary, James 
McHenry Elementary, 
Glenarden Woods Elementary, 
Greenbelt Middle School, and 
Frances Fuches Special Center. 
The majority of the schools 
serve Greenbelt students. All 
of them are large, with each 
having about 600 or more stu­
dents. Roosevelt, with more 
than 3, I 00 students, is the larg­
est high school in the state. 

Dr. Gerald Boarman, then 
principal of ERHS, is now the 
Chief Educational Administrator 
(CEA) for 'rhe cluster. The 
cluster has three additional staff 
members: Kristen Pfe{tz, com­
mutttty instructional spedamff 
Eric Dent, chief building super­
visor; and Caren Thorne, secre­
tary. 

Success of the Cluster 
How has the ERHS cluster 

of schools fared in the two 
years since its organization? 
The Greenbelt News Review 
recently met with Kristen Pfeltz 
to discuss activities and accom­
plishments. Pfeltz commented 
that a major change has been 
that the schools in the cluster 
now feel that they are part of a 
small school system and that 
the staffs feel more like family. 
Each school has appointed two 
teachers who monthly meet 
personally with Boarman. Is­
sues and problems can be dis­
cussed and handled more 
quickly. He also works closely 
with the seven principals and 
Dean Michael Reidy, ERHS. 

A Community Advisory 
Group (CAO) now also meets 
on a monthly basis. A recent 
issue that this group addressed 
concerned math courses. They 
had met with the school super­
intendent in the last school 
year to express their concerns. 
Currently there are plans to 
hire an elementary math spe­
cialist to assist elementary 
teachers in math instruction. 

Greenbelters who are current 
members of the CAO include: 
Corporal David Buerger, school 
resource officer; John Henry 
Jones, Peggy King, Leta Mach, 
chair, Advisory Committee on 
Education, ACE, Michael 
McLaughlin, city manager; and 
Betty Timer. 

Greenbelt also has its own 
Advisory Committee on Educa­
tion (ACE) which is involved 
in education.al issues related to 
local schools. ACE chair Leta 
Mach 1s represented on the

Cluster Staff 

Dr. Boarman, the CEA, is 
perhaps the most well-known 
of the ERHS cluster staff. 
Pfeltz, his second in command, 
is responsible for many of the 
day-to-day activities as well as 
for working with non-tenured 
teachers, those who have just 
completed their education and 
are new to the school system. 
The cluster has 115 such teach­
ers. Pfeltz also monitors 
county policies in the schools 
and assists school staff to en­
sure that special reading pro­
grams progress satisfactorily. 
She also handles parents' con­
cerns that have not been medi­
ated at the individual school 
level. 

In addition, Pfeltz is respon­
sible for the OASIS program. 
She commented that in this job 
there are "long hours but many, 
many rewards." She especially 
likes working with the new 
teachers. 

Eric Dent is the chief build­
ing supervisor for the cluster. 

The committee is helping to 
raise consumer awareness of all 
aspects of recycling - from col­
lection, to processing, to com­
pleting the recycling loop 
through the purchase of products 
and packaging made from re­
cycled content pTJ>ducts. 
Greenbelt recycles 37 percent of 
its waste, which is far better than 
the overall national recycling rate 
of just more than 25 percent. 

The committee offers three 
ways to participate in America 
Recycles Day. First, during the 
week of November 10, model 
city recycling customers will be

4. Expanding the OASIS 

Kristen Pfeltz is the community instructional specialist of the 
ERHS cluster of schools. 

Whenever problems to the 
phfsical plant occur at any of 
the eight schools, the schools 
contact him. Pfeltz indicated 
that "he has done an extraordi­
nary job at cleaning and repair­
ing schools in the cluster." 
Working with his staff, he has 
made substantial improvements 
in the appearance and mainte­
nance of even the oldest of the 
schools. 

Caren Thorne, the cluster 
secretary, has responsibility for 
helping to pull the activities to­
gether. If parents or members 
of the community wish to con­
tact any of the .cluster staff, 
they can contact them at 30 l -
614-3451. 

Current Projects 
In this school year, there is 

emphasis on math, reading, and 
technology growth. The math 
and reading emphasis occurs at 
the lower grade levels, while 
technology will involve both 
students and teachers at all 
grade levels. Some of the 
projects include: 

I. Training principals in 
software packages that allow 
them to monitor and report 
progress more efficiently and 
uniformly. 

2. Training more teachers in 
te,chnology areas so they can 
teach the students to use more 
technology in the classrooms .

OASIS Project 
As part of the Community

The OASIS pro­
gram was organized to provide 
remedial assistance and study 
assistance, as well as courses 
for parents and members of the 
community. To date, the big­
gest need that the program has 
uncovered is the 'demand for 
individual tutoring. Students

Current advertisements for 

the Greenbelt Arts Center's 
"Bullshot Crummond" bill the 
show as a parody of low-budget 
1930s serial detective movies. 
While this may be true, it 
doesn't go nearly far enough in 
doing the production justice, es­
pecially from the point of view 
of contemporary audiences, who 
likely haven't taken in too 
many 1930s detective films on 
their Blockbuster nights. 

"Bullshot Crummond," di­
rected by Keith Brown and pro­
duced by Laura Adams, is defi­
nitely parody, though you need 
only have viewed any average 
detective or secret agent film to 
pick that up. The genre is akin 
to Mike Myers' recent 1960s 
British agent spoof, "Austin 
Powers." A taste for irrever­
ence is all that's needed to ap­
preciate this play. Throw in an 
inclination for finding impo tor 
animals (in the vein of Monty 
Python) hysterically amu ing, 
and you've got a hit. 

No Plot, but Funny 
The intentionally improbable 

plot is almost incidental, serv­
ing largely as a decorative plat­
ter on which to serve heaping 
portions of high camp. Replete 
with good guys, villains, and a 
heroine in distress, the storyline 
is a gleeful spoof of hackneyed 
investigative pseudo-dramas. A 
quicky summary will suffice. 

A brilliant, aged scientist is 
kidnapped by a pair of evil 
German villains in order to 
steal his secret formula and 
achieve world domination. The 
scientist's winsome daughter 
enlists a dashing, idiosyncratic 
investigator to rescue her father 
from the clutches of the vil­
lains.

a regard for the City's position 
regarding signage, landscaping 
and pedestrian access." 

The third issue, however, ap­
pears more problematic, based 
on a response from Nancy L. 
Slepicka, an attorney with 
Fossett & Brugger, which rep­
resents the developers. In a 
letter dated October 23, 
Slepicka indicated that neither 
a trip reduction study nor a 
Transportation Demand Man­
agement Program had yet been 
undertaken, since those condi­
tions applied to three other, 
still ..undeveloped parcels - J, 
K, and L (located near the 
Metro exit) - and because 
these demands were to be gen­
erated by the issuance of a 
building permit in excess of 
400,000 square feet. (The 
building permit currently 
sought is for a different parcel 
and for a substantially smaller 
square footage.) 

Her letter notes, however, 
that a shuttle bus operated by 
Prince George's County now 
takes passengers free of charge 
to and from the Green Line 
Metro station and that it travels 
along Ivy Lane and 
Cherrywood Lane. During rush 
hour periods, it provides ser­
vice every 15 minutes; at other 
times, every 20 minutes. The 
service began about three years 
ago, when the Federal Court­
house opened. 

Council Discussion 
Discussion by the city coun­

cil of the Capital Office Park 
proposal disclosed that a fur­
ther design change to the Ivy 
Lane-Kenilworth Ave. intersec­
tion would be implemelfted to 
make possible the new double 
Jeft-tµrn Janes from Kenilworth 
to Ivy Lane - elimination of 
the current left-turn lane from 
Ivy Lane to northbound 
Kenilworth. 

In the meantime council had 
received a second APB report, 
also dated October 23, dealing 
with SHA plans for this same 
stretch of Kenilworth Ave. from 
the Beltway to Cherrywood 
Lane. This redesign would add 
a through Jane on both north 
and southbound Kenilworth. 
From southbound Kenilworth, 
the plan would permit an addi­
tional right turn lane on to Ivy 
Lane, whose value the APB re­
port questioned. 

Roberta McCarthy, APB 
chair, spoke of APB's concerns 
with these new proposals. 
Their report states that any re­
design "must respect the needs 
of all users of our transporta­
tion facilities (pedestrians, bicy­
clists and motorists). Since the 
plan then submitted by SHA 
eliminated the existing paved 
shoulder southbound on 
Kenilworth, it was deemed "un­
acceptable." APB argues that 
paved shoulders should be re­
quired in all road improvement 
projects. 

A further concern is the ag­
gravation of the existing piob­
lem for pedestrians trying to 
cross the highway at Ivy Lane 
and Cherrywood if Kenilworth 
is further widened. "Pedestrian 
refuges" should be provided 
within the median at both inter­
sections, the report asserts.

In the meantime City Man­
ager Mike McLaughlin was di­
rected to contact SHA concern­
ing the city's desire to review· 
complete design changes and 
pedestrian and bicycle accom­
modations on the Kenilworth
