Final Study Focus Group Meeting 
January 15 at Community Center

The final session of the 

Greenbelt Metro Area Study Fo­
cus Group will be held on 
Thursday, January 15, from 7 to 
9 p.m., in the Community Cen­
ter. The major topic is a review 
of the group's Interim Report. 
The report is expected to recom­
mend a Sector Plan/Sectional 
Map Amendment to precede the 
planning process for development 
in the focus area. This area in­
cludes the Washington Metropoli­
tan Area Transit Authority 
(WMATA)/Greenbelt Metro and 
A.H. Smith Company properties. 

The report also will cover the 
surrounding study area - the 
Hollywood Branchville Commu­
nity, Beltway Plav1, the Board of 
Education bus yards and 
Springhill Lake Apartment com­
munity south of the Beltway. In 
addition, the study area includes 
the federal property, Metro Stor­
age yard, Capita] Office Park and 
Federal Courthouse north of the 
Beltway. (See map.) 

Meeting since April 1997, the 
study group is led by a Mary­
land-National Capital Park and 
Planning Commission (M­
NCPPC) team of planners. Joe 
Chang serves as the team's 
leader; Monty Kolste is the fa­
cilitator. Attending the sessions 
regularly were representatives of 
various civic/homeowners' asso­
ciations and property owners and 
staff from\Greenbelt's planning 
and development department. 
M-NCPPC also held a commu-

nity workshop, several individual 
sessions with most of the prop­
erty owners within the bound­
aries of the Greenbelt Metro 
Area Study and with elected of­
ficials. 

The next phase of the study 
will be a public hearing, prob­
ably in early spring, to gain fur­
ther input from the community. 
In late spring, the M-NCPPC 
staff will send a final report and 
recommendations to the Prince 
George's County Planning Board 
and the County Council for ap­
proval. An endorsement, Chang 
noted, would give the green light 
for the Sector Plan/SMA process 
to begin. 

Richard Reed of Wilkes, Artis 
and Lane, representing the A.H. 
Smith family, indicated to the 
study group that a Zoning Ordi­
nance Text Amendment was pre­
ferred over, for example, the Sec­
tor Plan/SMA. An amendment 
to the existing light and heavy 
industrial zoning (I-1 and I-2) 
that aJlowed different uses under 
these zones would take less time 
to complete than changing the 
zoning, he said. It is likely that 
a bill to amend the 1-1 and 1-2 
zones will be submitted to the 
county council in the near future. 

Reed also was scheduled on 
January 7 to present a concept 
plan proposal for the abutting 
Smith/WMATA properties. Ac­
cording to Chang, Reed re­
quested that the meeting be can­
celled because "it may be inap­
propriate to discuss the proposal 

in public at this time, as 
WMATA has not had an oppor­
tunity to review the proposal." 
Reportedly, WMATA has re­
ceived other proposals as well. 

In October 1997, Reed and 
Pat Ricker, representing the de­
velopment team for A.H. Smith 
properties, met with Celia Craze, 
Greenbelt's Planning and Com­
munity Development Director, 
and others to discuss their vision 
for a joint development with 
WMATA. Described at the time 
was a concept plan that envi­
sioned a combination residential, 
retail, office, and hotel complex. 

Environment 
According to a M-NCPPC re­

port, the Greenbelt Metro area is 
part of the Indian Creek and Up­
per Beaver Dam Creek drainage 
basins, which are part of the 
Anacostia Watershed. Indian 
Creek is a main tributary of the 
Northeast Branc_h of the 
Anacostia river and bisects the 
focus area from north to south. 
"The most prominent environ­
mental concerns for the 
Greenbelt Metro Area are direct 
impacts to the stream systems, 
and their associated flood plain 
and wetland, including 
storrnwater runoff and sedimenta­
tion, and woodland conservation 
issues." 

The flood plain is estimated 
to cover 157 .43 acres, some 
52.4% of the focus area. 
There is a substantial amount 
of wetlands, some within the

Local Lions Honor Havekost 
Most of Greenbelt's city 

staff are capable and their ef­
forts are appreciated, but some 
are also loved. Barbara 
Havekost, who rose through 
the ranks fo become 
Greenbelt's Director of Human 
Resources, falls into that spe­
cial category. On December 
12 she was awarded the Lions 
Club Medal of Merit at a 
Christmas party at EJ's land­
ing. 

Havekost retired on July I 
of this year after working for 
the city since 1970, when she 
started as a receptionist. Her 
contribution was praised by 
former Mayor Antoinette 
"Toni" Bram at the Lions Club 
event. Bram said that 
Havekost, unofficially known 
as Greenbelt's Ombudsman, 
"gave many hours assisting 
and counseling empJoyees with 
problems, often working be­
yond her normal forty hour 
week. 

"While working for the City 
of Greenbelt, she was liaison 
to the Community Relations 
Advisory Board charged with 
handling such sensitive sub­
jects as ra~ism and anti­
Semitism in the city. She 
helped the Board resolve sev­
eral serious neighborhood 
problems the city faced. On a 
daily basis, she provided solu­
tions to many problems that 
would normally be handled by 

a much larger social service 
system. As an adjunct duty, 
she organized and ran the City 
of Greenbelt's Food Surplus 
Program for the needy. 

"Havekost wa!t involved with 
the Greenbelt Museum from its 
very beginning. She recruited 
the "Center bums" to tear down 
the unhistorical porch enclo­
sure, scraped paint splotches 
off the black floors, cajoled 
others into scraping, painting, 
and cleaning,,. She did all this, 
said Bram, while "keeping a 
stern eye on spending (once 
being accused of being one of 
the two cheapest women in 
Greenbelt)." 

On one occasion lhe police 
called her in desperation be­
cause they had a pregnant 
mother and her three children, 
one in a wheelchair, at the po­
lice station. The family had 
arrived in Greenbelt to join a 
relative who was not at home; 
they had no money and no 
place to go. Havekost took the 
family into her home for the 
night and the following day. 
When the missing relative re­
turned and claimed the family, 
the mother's comment was: 
"There is a God, and She is 
good."

Possible development of the A. H. Smith property has become 

an important issue as the owners seek to expand the possible uses 
of the site. We are concerned that county officials may capitu­
late to the pressures of developers and circumvent the planning 
and zoning process. We are told that the owners are considering 
seeking approval for the uses they desire, not through rezoning, 
the normal process, but by amending the permitted use section of 
the zoning ordinance. This would allow development to proceed 
with little review. Such a "back-door" approach could result in 
misuse of the site.

A Walk in the Woods 

This summer, I took a walk 
in the woods. It is the same 
woods you can see almost 
touching parts of the North End 
of Ridge Road, or, if fortune 
favors you, from the vantage 
point of your own back yard. 
But those views only take in 
the edge of the forest. Go to 
the end of Laurel Hill or 
Northway, take a well-worn 
path into the woods, and you 
find yourself in a different 
world. The sounds of the city 
fade, as you find yourself sur­
rounded by trees and other 
plants. It's a green and glori­
ous world of life, accented here 
and there by little white flow­
ers. Here you can hear croak­
ing frogs, running water, the 
songs of birds, and the wind 
whistling through the trees. 
Adventure abounds here, hills 
to climb, a ravine to cross, 
trails to lose your way on, and 
mosquitoes to swat at. 

Since Greenbelt began, the Smith property, which lies just be­
yond the city's western boundary, has been zoned for industrial 
uses. In the past, scant attention was paid to the sand and gravel 
operations and their impact upon Indian Creek and adjacent wet­
lands. The ugliness of those workings on the Smith tract, once 
hidden by woods and located alongside the B & 0 (now CSX) 
railroad tracks, was out of sight to Greenbelters and easy to ig­
nore. Now, with the Metro station next door, and perhaps exhaus­
tion of the sand and gravel deposits, the Smith tract has lucrative 
new potential for its owners. 

Most Metro stations offer the possibility of high-density devel­
opment; however, serious problems with the Smith tract limit its 
potential. Most of the land is flood plain or wetlands for Indian 
Creek. (Currently, we understand, the owner's consultants are try­
ing to determine the boundaries of these wetlands, and to submit 
their finding to the Corps of Engineers.) Another problem is the 
lack of adequate roads into the property. Just beyond the railroad 
tracks is a residential community in College Park. 

We urge our city council to work with the owners of the land 
and with planners and public officials to ensure that any develop­
ment of this parcel is environmentally acceptable and subject to 
appropriate open planning and zoning reviews. 

Greenbelt Needs 
A Forest Preserve 

I appreciated the article 
"What is the City's Greenbelt? 
How Can it Be Used?" by 
James Giese in the 12/25/97 is­
sue of the News Review. Citi­
zens need current and historical 
information regarding the city's 
"Green Belt." I'd like to make 
a few observations and expand 
upon some of Giese's ideas. 

The article's focus revolved 
around city council's explora­
tion of how to best "use" the 
"Green Belt." As noted, many 
citizens are seeking an ease­
ment to preserve the woodlands 
currently on parcels one and 
two. Other citizens eek to use 
these same woodlands for recre­
ational use that would require 
the clearing and substantial loss 
of trees. 

is growing in its use and devel­
opment worldwide. Many 
American municipalities such as 
Boulder, Colorado, and Marin 
County, California, established 
"Green Belts" to curb urban 
growth and to protect public 
parkland. 

Giese's main solution for 
preserving the "Green Belt" is 
to ask the federal government 
to designate BARC and 
Greenbelt Par as par of the 
city's "Green Belt." This is a 
good idea, since historically 
those lands were part of the 
original town plan. But why not 
ask the city to take the same 
step and designate parcels one 
and two as forest preserves? 
The city has control over these 
lands. It does not have control 
over federal property. It seems 
odd to me that we should ask 
the federal government to put 
its lands in reserve, while the 
city wants to retain flexibility 
in its use of its own piece of 
the "Green Belt."

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Parking Lot Shuttle At Greenbelt Metro

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City Council to Review 
Golden Triangle Plan 

The Greenbelt City Council 
is expected to review the Advi­
sory Planning Board's (APB) 
recommendations on the pro­
posed development for the re­
maining I 6 acres of the 21.25 
acre Golden Triangle develop­
ment at Monday's 8 p.m. coun­
cil meeting. Zoned Commer­
cial Office (C-O), the triangle 
is bounded by Kenilworth Ave., 
Greenbelt Road, and the Capital 
Beltway. The 16 acre tract is 
located in the northwest portion 
of the site. Since the concept 
plan is scheduled for hearing 
before the Pri nee George's 
Planning Board on January 22, 
Council is expected to accept 
the APB 's report and place it 
on the agenda for action. 
(Council's usual procedure is to 
accept a report and schedule 
discussion at a future meeting.) 

The detailed site plan pro­
poses the construction of a 140 
unit, three story extended stay 
hotel (Homestead Village), a 
I 65,000 sq. ft. office building 
which will be the future home 
of New York Life Care and a 
pad site to house two or three 
restaurants. 

The total number of parking 
spaces proposed is 1,118 spaces 
-68 I for the office site, 174 
for the hotel site and 263 
spaces for the restaurant site. 

In reviewing the detailed site 
plan at the December 15 APB 
meeting, City Planner Terri 
Hruby said a major concern of 
the city's planning staff was the 
proposed parking ratio for the 
office building - five spaces of 
surface parking per 1,000 sq. ft. 
She said the planning staff 
would prefer to have the site 
plan amended to propose struc­
tured parking; however, the ap­
plicant countered that structured 
parking is not economically 
feasible.

floodplain. M-NCPPC notes, 
"In general, development is not 
approved within the 100-year 
flood plain under federal, state 
and county regulations. Small 
areas of disturbance may be al­
lowed with l: l reforestation/af­
forestation within a property ... 
Any proposed disturbance to a 
wetland and its 25 ft. buffer 
would need a federal/state wet­
land permit, which would re­
quire mitigation." 

Currently, A.H. Smith's con­
sultant is delineating the areas 
of flood plain and wetlands in 
the focus area. This informa­
tion will be given to the Corps 
of Engineers. 

Potpourri 

Thursday, January 8, 1998 

Woodlands make up 96.66 
acres, some 32% of the focus 
area. Much of this is "priority 
woodland," as defined by 
Prince George's County Wood­
land Ordinance and the State 
Forest Conservation Act be­
cause, "it protects the flood 
plain, wetland ... " 

Outer heavy line delineates study area. Metro/WMATA/Smith 
property outlined within is focus area. 

M-NCPPC notes that the 
study area comprises 1,600+ 
acres, or 2.52 square miles. In 
1990, 9,923 people were living 
in this area which housed 4,171 
dwelling units. 

About 51 % of the focus area 
is undeveloped, of which 91 % 
is zoned for heavy industrial 
use. In 1990, no one was liv­
ing in the focus area, and there 
were no dwelling units. 

The study area's population 
is forecast to be 4% higher in 

2020 than in 1990. 
The 1989 master plan and 

1990 SMA for the Greenbelt­
College Park area recommended 
mixed-use development for the 
focus area (general office parks, 
research and development, insti­
tutional, recreational, hotel/mo­
tel, appropriate retail/commer­
cial and residential uses). The 
zoning recommendations were 
to retain 1-2 (heavy industrial), 
1-1 (light industrial) and R-R 
(rural residential) with R-P-C 
(residential planned commu­
nity), Overlay Zones for pos­
sible transit-oriented develop­
ment within the area.
