Ho-hum Day at the Polls

With no Greenbelter seeking a
top partisan office and no sample
ballots sent to registered voters
by the Board of Election Supervi-
sors, voter apathy brought a ho-
hum election day here and a
record low turnout of 19.9 per-
cent. Incumbents all won their re-
spective primaries easily. Some,
like state Senator Leo Green and
County Councilmember Audrey
Scott, were unopposed and will
not be challenged in the Novem-
ber general election either. The
many new Democratic aspirants
for State Delegate fell far short of
the mark peeded for an upset.
And many voters who did get to
the polls opted out of some of
the individual races on the ballot;
most noticeably in the county
executive's race. Wayne Curry,
the incumbent, may have won
easily but he only garnered 61
percent of -the vote in Greenbelt.

Of the few Greenbelters on
the ballot, James Inzeo, Sr., was
ahead in Greenbelt in the District
2 race for school board, but
lagged far behind the other two
candidates district-wide. James
Henderson and Cheye Calvo were
the top two vote-getters and will
face each other in the November
election.

Thomas X. White, a Demo-
cratic Central Committee incum-
bent, came in first in Greenbelt
and was re-elected.

Voter favorites were again
Senator Barbara Mikulski who
garnered top vote of 1148 and

Congressman Steny Hoyer who
received 1124. Governor Parris
Glendening was close behind
with 1049,

Republicans

Ellen Sauerbrey, candidate in
the governor's race, did well
among Greenbelt Republicans ob-
taining 81 percent of the vote.
Ross Pierpoint was the winner in
the Republican primary for U.S,
Senate.

The three State Delegates from
the 23rd Legislative District were
startlingly close in their numbers,
Joan Pitkin led the group in
Greenbelt by seven votes with
her total of 892. Mary Conroy
and James Hubbard tied at 885.
Their total district tallies were a
somewhat wider spread with
Conroy leading at 6207 followed
by Hubbard with 5796 and
Pitkin, 5625. The next highest
was previous Greenbelt resident
Marvin Holmes with 298 votes in
Greenbelt and 2735 total.

Precinct 6 voters, who live in
the Northend, Lakewood, Box-
wood and Lakeside North, made
the best effort for a 27.7 percent
turnout at the polls. Springhill
Lake apartment dwellers, precinct
8, had the poorest showing at
11.5 percent. Precinct 3, the south
end of old Greenbelt through
Belle Point, was a close second
at 24.3. Greenbelt East, precinct
13, was third at 16 percent.

In all areas where results were
available Democrats turned out in
greater numbers than did Repub-
licans.

Council Meets with Park
Service on Future Issues

Wrapping up the work session
on August 20 involving members
of the Greenbelt City Council
and representatives of Greenbelt
Park, Mayor Judith Davis com-
mented that promoting the park is
important to the city since “it
means it will stay a park.”

John Hale, superintendent of
National Capital Parks-East,
speaking for his team, responded
in kind. They were “encour-
aged,” he said, “by the city's in-
terest in partnership.”

This exchange characterized
the tone and quality of the
evening's discussion of problems
and limitations, but also opportu-
nities and cooperative efforts
linking these neighboring entities.
Also sitting in on the meeling
was Robert Crecco, president of
the Westchester Park Civic Asso-
clation.

Parkway Bridge

Besides responsibilities for
parks in the Washington metro-
politan area and the wider region,
the National Park Service moni-
tors and maintains the Baltimore-
Washington Parkway. Since re-
construction began on that high-
way, one segment at Greenbelt,
the bridge over the Capital
Beltway, remains untouched and
its road surface deteriorating.

What is being done about that
problem? Mayor Davis asked.
Unfortunately a jurisdictional
question has not been resolved,
Hale responded, one he hopes
will soon be settled. The bridge
structure appears to belong to the
State of Maryland, but whether
the State or the Park Service has
responsibility for maintaining its
deck is still under discussion.
On June 23 Park Service and
Federal Highways Administration
personnel inspected the bridge
but a report of their findings has
not yet been received.

The two concerns for the fu-

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Strongly Opposed

I am strongly opposed to in-
cluding the houses of the
Parkside development in the
City of Greenbelt. The houses
are not functionally contiguous
to the Greenbelt City limits.
They are over three miles from
the police station and two miles
from the nearest street currently
plowed by the city when it
snows. It would be uneco-
nomical, if not unsafe, to
stretch city resources, police,
road maintenance, etc. those ex-
tra miles to serve just 31
houses.

Much has been made of the
volunteer work the residents do
in Greenbelt Park. This is ir-
relevant. The park is a national
park, and though it is contained
within the City limits, it is
managed entirely by the Na-
tional Park Service on behalf of
all Americans. It is a resource
for residents of all the sur-
rounding jurisdictions as well
as the numerous visitors from
across the country who camp
there,

Greenbelt has a strong sense
of community; this was evident
in our Labor Day Festival. But
this sense of community doesn't
just happen. It takes a lot of
effort to maintain and
strengthen the ties of the differ-
ent sections of our cily in spite
of the fact that the sections are
joined and one can drive
through all the areas without
leaving the city limits. One
has to drive quite a distance
outside the city limits to reach
Parkside. Trying to include
Parkside would fragment our
city. Some of the Parkside
residents who spoke at the pub-
lic hearing on September 10,
and who have written lo the
News Review, implied they
were doing Greenbelt a big fa-
vor. I don’t think so.

It has been stated that, above
all, the Parkside residents are
looking for a way out of the
limbo they find themselves in
as part of an unincorporated
area. The solution to this is
simple: Riverdale Park is on
their doorstep. Incorporation
into Riverdale Park would re-
guire moving a city boundary
only yards ... not, effectively,
miles.

Land Not People

It was a pleasure to be present
at the Parkside Annexation Meet-
ing on September 10. The elo-
quent statements of the Parkside
residents demonstrated their com-
munity spirit, resourcefulness, re-
sponsibility and involvement.
They are obviously ideal neigh-
bors.

Perhaps 1 was the only cold-
hearted and politically incorrect
person present, but it seems as if
the warm fuzziness of the
Parkside spirit overran the meet-
ing. Time and again, speakers
cited the “good people” of
Parkside as the primary benefit of
annexation.

The meeting should not have
debated whether or not to annex
31 families. It is a ridiculous
notion that the City of Greenbelt
can acquir¢ people. The issue is
whether or not to acquire land.

The City Council will be tak-
ing quite a gamble if it decides to
annex Parkside on the basis of
personalities. Families move in
and out of Parkside as they
please, and unlike the GHI Co-
operative, Parkside has no inter-
view process for new residents.
Some families are already mov-
ing out of Parkside — and the
subdivision has only stood for
three years. There is no guaran-
tee that the people living in
Parkside in 10 years will be as
respectful, responsible, and dedi-
cated as the current residents —
but we will be providing mainte-
nance and service in 10 years, 50
years, and beyond.

I urge City Council to remem-
ber that annexation is about ac-
quiring land, not people. T urge

them to not take chances with
our financial involvement, espe-
cially when there are so many
potential problems with service
and maintenance. | urge them (o
base their opinion on a long-term
view of what the city will cer-
tainly provide and what the sub-
division will certainly offer; in
terms of a city’s life, the person-
alities of all but the most historic
individuals are fleeting.

City Council, please do not
gamble our resources in an at-
tempt to acquire people.

Explore the Function of Myths Sept. 25

On Friday, September 25, Ex-
plorations Unlimited presents
“Myth as Mirror of Society."”

This Weekend

This week the Greenbelt Per-
forming Arts Center opens ils
production of Agatha Christie’s
mystery play The Mousetrap.
The play concerns a young
couple, the Ralstons, who open
a country guest house only to
have things go terribly wrong.
The play opens with young
Mollie Ralston putting the fin-
ishing touches on the house be-
fore the first guests arrive. Be-
fore the next day is out, how-
ever, the prosaic scene will be
shattered by lies, murder and
long buried secrets.

Mollie is played by Heather
Quinn who performed in the
Greenbelt production of
Bullshot Crummond along with
fellow Mousetrap actor Keith
Brown (the exotic Mr.
Paravicini) and Mousetrap di-
rector Bob Thompson. The en-
semble of eccentric guests who
arrive include the self-assured
but introspective Miss Casewell
(Gail Gauldin), the peculiar,
young Christopher Wren (Bran-
don Cole), the inquisitive Major
Metcalf (Vern Roseman), and
the overbearing, blue-blood
Mrs. Boyle (Pamela Gill). Mr.
Ralston is played by Greg
Franseth. The cast is rounded
out with the arrival on the
scene of the determined Detec-
tive Sergeant Trotter (Bob
Kleinberg). The set was de-
signed by Mary Seng. The pro-
duction, as well as the new the-
atre layout, would have been
impossible without the contribu-
tions of a great many people.

The Mousetrap holds the dis-
tinction of being the longest
continuously ruaning play in
history, having been performed
in London without interruption
since il first opened November
11, 1952 starring Richard
Attenborough. Although Agatha
Christie (1890-1976) regularly
consulted experts to assure the
accuracy of her work and this
production sticks very close (o
the original, director Bob Th-
ompson has made a few minor
additions for the amusement of
a modern American viewing au-
dience. Try to look for them. if
you're not too caught up trying
to figure out ‘whodunit’.

Relining of the 96" water
main from the intersection of 95
and 495 near Cherry Hill Road
through Greenbelt to Route 450
at Princess Garden Parkway was
divided into three separate con-
tracts.

Contract J, which runs from
Good Luck Road 1o 450, is about
90% complete. Only minor work
remains o be done.

Contract I, which runs from
Greenbelt Road to Good Luck
Road, is about 99% complete.

Contract K, which runs from
95/495 to Greenbelt, was let to
the Ciambro company, which
completed Contract I six to seven
months ahead of schedule. Work
on contract K began on April 13,
and the work is about 20% com-
plete. The completion date for
the entire project 1s April 2000.

According to Dipak Shah, a
supervisor for Sverdrup Civil,
Inc., the Washington Suburban
Sanitary Commission (WSSC)
hopes to complete the entire
project six to seven months ahead
of schedule.

ture of the Jaeger tract that juts
into the park near Westchester
Park are more complex. One
portion of the tract had been
turned over to the Park Service
some time ago, after its use as
a dumping ground for dirt exca-
vated when Kenilworth Ave. be-
came an underpass below
Greenbelt Road.

This is the area that mem-
bers of the city council and this
reporter walked over two years
ago for a first-hand understand-
ing of its present state and fu-
ture disposition. Since then
this piece has acquired another
name — the Kenwood Park
site. But its environmental sta-
tus remains as it was, with a
large hill of fill-dirt eroding
into Still Creek, a nearby
stream.

Stabilizing that hill by reduc-
ing its height, increasing its
footprint further north, and de-
creasing its slope has been
planned. Following this effort,
the site will be converted into
compatible park uses. To bring
about this desired goal, some
10,000 truckloads of dirt will
be brought into the site.

The sheer complexity of
managing such an operation and
paying for it have long delayed
its commencement. But Hale
indicated that the process may
begin this month. A
Bladensburg contractor, B & T
Construction, which excavates
building sites for other contrac-
tors, will do the job at no cost
in exchange for having a place
to dump what for them is un-
wanted dirt.

So far the process has been
delayed for a State environmen-
tal permit. Several issues are
involved. One is the quality of
the fill dirt to be brought in,
On that point, Fred

Cunningham, who is assistant
to the superintendent for Na-
tional Capital Parks-East, said
that all dirt will be tested for
contamination.

The access road to the prop-
erty, which parallels Kenilworth
Ave, just south from the en-
trance to Westchester Park,
must also be readied. It will
first receive a cover of #4
stone, primarily to guard
against mud being carried out
on the wheels of the exiting
trucks. The Park Service will
also sweep and flush the road-
way, both the Wesichester Park
entrance and the Kenilworth
Ave. intersection.

Any damage to the entrance
road will also be repaired when
the work is done, Cunningham
assured Crecco. Cunningham
also agreed to photograph the
brick entrance gate to the de-
velopment, in case damage
should occur from vibrations
caused by the 10,000 truck
trips. A flag man at the inter-
section with Kenilworth will
control traffic patterns.

The whole process of repair,
which includes construction of
a pond to protect the creek
from sediment, is estimated to
take about half a year,

Land Acquisition

The portion of the Jaeger
tract still in private hands has
long been desired Lo increase
the park acreage and to protect
it against development. The
property is zoned for multiple
housing. Unfortunately an ear-
lier effort to exchange it for
another piece of land also under
Park Service control, fell
through.

Although requests to repre-
sentatives in Congress have so
far failed to elicit funds to pur-
chase this property for the park,
councilmember Alan Turnbull
suggested that a letter might be
sent 1o the Director of the
Lands Office of the Park Ser-

vice, which handles acquisi-
tions. With such a letter on
file, indicating the importance
of this purchase, the acquisition
process might be expedited if
funds later become available.
Monopoles

Since the growth in popular-
ity of cellular phones and other
communication equipment,
companies that sell them have
been leasing space for mono-
pole towers throughout the re-
gion. According to a memo by
City Manager Michael
McLaughlin, rumors abound
that monopoles will be set up
in Greenbelt Park or along the
Parkway.

Not to worry, was Hale's re-
ply. “We consider them an in-
terference and an intrusion.”
He described having visited the
National Colonial Farm across
the Potomac River from ML
Vernon, where he understood a
monopole designed to look like
a tree had been installed. He
was immediately able to pick it
out, he said. They are incred-
ibly tall, he added.

Nevertheless, because they
bring in a substantial monthly
rental, leasing sites for them
may be difficult for land own-
ers to resist. Indeed they may
turn up in the neighborhood, he
conceded.

Shuttles for Campers

Mayor Davis queried what
park personnel were doing to
make public transportation
available to campers. The park
had opened up a trail to Good
Luck Rd., park manager Bob
Hansen replied. With two
Metro stations nearby, some
form of shuttle service would
secem an important option,
councilmembers suggesied,

Councilmember Ed Putens
wondered if the city’s /Dial-a-
Ride service could not be ex-
tended to serve the campground
area. Turnbull wondered if an
agreement might be reached
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with the Holiday Inn and the
Marriott Courtyard in
Greenbelt, which he understood
offered shuttle service for their
guests. Westchester Park re-
ceives six-days-a-week Metro
bus service, Crecco pointed out,
as another solution.

Everyone felt that helping
tourists to avoid parking prob-
lems in Washington would be a
benefit. Mayor Davis sug-
gested that campers be surveyed
to discover their degree of in-
terest in a shuttle service.

Heritage Area

City Manager McLaughlin
raised the promise of including
Greenbelt Park within the de-
veloping Anacostia Trails heri-
tage area, of which transporta-
tion for tourists will be an im-
portant component. The heritage
area, from Bladensburg to Lau-
rel and from Route | 1o
Goddard, and including the
College Park airport, involves
14 municipalities, McLaughlin
said. A development manage-
ment plan is currently being de-
veloped.

Wildlife

Gypsy moths have been no
problem this year, park repre-
sentatives reported.

City Manager, Michael McLaughlin, completed a challenging year which saw the retirement of two long-time employees. Greenbelt bid farewell and good
luck to Barbara Havekost, Human Resources Officer and Norman Lockerman, driver of the Greenbelt Connection.

Two innovative employee programs were introduced in FY 1998. First, in concert
with the Governor’s Smart Growth Initiative and Live Near Your Work program, a
grant program was introduced to assist city employees to buy homes in the city. This
program works with the Smart Growth program by reducing urban sprawl and
mcreasing one’s commitment to their community.

Second, the City of Greenbelt made its presence known on the World Wide Web
with the introduction of Greenbelt CityLink (www. ci greenbelt.md.us), the city’s
home page. Since its introduction in January 1998, the site has been visited over
2,000 times. The site includes information on city departments and services and will
continuously expand its offerings so that it can be of greater service to residents and
others interested in the City of Greenbelt.

In addition to the Homepage, the City continued to reach out to citizens by laying out
the ground work for an upcoming welcome packet and marketing brochure. Staff
also worked with the Community Map Company to update an informational map that
was created in 1995. These projects should see completion in the upcoming months.

A ¢ity election was successfully held mn November, 1:,?97 by the City Clerk and the Board of Elections. At its conclusion, the City of Greenbelt had four
returning incumbent Council Members: Judith (“J”) F. Davis, Thomas X. White, Edward V.J. Putens and Rodney M. Roberts. Alan Tumbull was elected
to complete Greenbelt’s five member City Council. In Greenbelt tradition, J Davis, who received the most votes in the general election, was selected as
Mayor.

Throughout the fiscal year, Greenbelt’s Administrative staff was also involved in activities to represent the City or expand their skills. In addition to
conducting the election, Greenbelt’s City Clerk, David Moran found the time to complete the curriculum at the Clerks’ Institute and became a Certified
Municipal Clerk. Michael McLaughlin, in addition to his usual duties, served on the Maryland Municipal League’s task force on property tax set off and on
a county/municipal work group that revised the Prince George’s County tax differential formula. Greenbelt’s Management Analyst, Bo Ferguson, was a
co-founder and the first president of the Maryland Association of Local Government Assistants (MALGA) and had an integral part in the establishment of
Greenbelt CityLink. Beverly Palau, Public Information and Communications Coordinator, represented Greenbelt and four other cities and towns in Cable
Television negotiations.
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GCREENBELT POLICE SUCCESSFULLY
EXPAND COMMUNITY POLICING AND WORK
TOWARDS CRIME REDUCTION IN THE AREA

The Greenbelt Police Department continued its very successful community oriented policing programs.
During FY 1998, two Citizens Academy classes were graduated including the program’s 100" graduate.
Also, a number of areas in the city including Roosevelt Center, Greenbriar and Greenway Center, are
now participating in the Officers-as-Agents program. This program provides officers with additional
authority to address quality of life issues in the respective neighborhoods. Community Breakfasts
continued to be a popular forum for businesses and the police department to share information about
crime reduction. These programs, as well as others have allowed Greenbelt residents to take on a
greater role in crime prevention.

In FY 1998, the city invested $400,000 m new automation hardware and software for the Police
Department. The new automation includes laptop computers for patrol vehicles. The new system will
both improve services to the citizens and save officers time in preparing reports. The new laptops will
enable officers to more quickly process reports and get “back on the street.” It will also improve officer
safety by getting vital safety information to officers as they respond to calls for service.

A program to provide career minded police officers some promotional opportunity, called the Master
Police Officer program, was implemented this past year. This program created eight positions for
competitive advancement.

The Greenbelt Police Department boasted a high clearance rate of 39% for criminal cases investigated.
This compares to 22% state wide and 13% by Prince George's County. Restructuring some divisions
of the police department also allowed for an additional officer to be assigned to the Metropolitan Drug
Task Force, which now has sole responsibility for narcotics investigations within the city. It also
allowed for the creation of a group of officers to respond to special needs.

In traffic safety, the police department held several DWI checkpoints throughout the year. Speed limit
enforcement in school zones was also emphasized and the traffic officer worked closely with the State
Highway Administration to address improperly registered vehicles, high traffic accident locations and
other problems.

Greenbelt Police Officers have continued to serve Greenbelt residents better by completing many
different training sessions throughout the years. Some of these included computer training in prepara-
tion for the laptop computer installations, Drug Abuse Resistance Education certification, and an FBI
academy retraining session among others.

GREENBROOK LAKE BECOMES
A REALITY | -

After a fourteen month
stoppage, construction of
the Greenbrook Lake was
completed early in the fis-
cal year and dedicated as
part of the city’s 60" an-
niversary celebration. As
a cost savings measure,
the city’'s Planning and
Community Development
staff took over the day-to-
day inspection and man-
agement of the project,
and the Public Works de-
partment handled the re-
moval, stockpiling and
reuse of dredged materi-
als. These efforts saved
the city over $80,000 in
contract costs.

Planning for the storm drain improvements in the Lakewood subdivision was completed after a ten-year
delay. Construction is expected to begin in the fall of 1998.

The city achieved a partial goal with the introduction of legislation that would allow the city to exercise
limited zoning authority. This is a step toward even greater authority in the future to better manage
development in Greenbelt. :

In response to a great number of false non-residential burglar alarms, the Department of Planning and
Community Development initiated the licensing of non-residential burglar alarms. Fines for repeat false
alarms were levied in accordance with the City Code. Staff members obtained national certification as
alarm technicians. As a result of these efforts, false alarms were reduced by 21.2% over a 6 month
period.

The city is proud to announce that Greenbelt’s Supervisory Inspector, Jim Sterling, became a Master
Code Official. To achieve this designation, a code official must pass 17 Building Officials and Code
Administrators Intemational, Inc. (BOCA) exams. This designation shared by only four other
individuals statewide, and seventy throughout the nation.

The Department of Planning and Community Development looks forward to the challenges of the new
fiscal year as it continues to work on the renovation of Roosevelt Center, Green Ridge House parking
needs, traffic calming measures, Greenbelt WesttMETRO development and many other projects that
will arise.
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CITY MAINTAINS
HEALTHY FUND
BALANCE

Fiscal Year (FY)
1998 was another
positive.  financial
one for the City of
Greenbelt. At the close
of FY 1998 (June 30,
1998), the city's undesig-
nated and unreserved Gen-
eral Fund balance was an
estimated $2,650,000. This is a 21% in-
crease from the FY 1997 balance of $2,193.699.
This growth in the fund balance enabled the City
Council to contribute an additional $200,000 to
the city’s Capital Projects Fund and $50,000 to
the Equipment Replacement Fund in adopting the
FY 1999 budget. It also places the city in a very
strong position to deal with any unexpected occur-
rences in the upcoming year.

The increase in the General Fund balance was the
result of a number of factors. Greenbelt Homes
Inc. (GHI) and the State Department of Assess-
ments came to agreement on the assessed value of
GHI. A couple of years ago the city had to repay
$300,000 in property taxes because the State
reduced the assessed value of GHI. However, the
State continued in negotiation with GHI and the
two parties settled. As a result of the settlement,
the city was repaid half of the previous reduction.

Also, receipts based on Income Taxes, Admis-
sions and Amusements Tax (attendance at
movies) and Hotel/Motel Tax (staying at hotels)
were up from last year. Other revenues that
exceeded expectations were those from the Com-
munity Center. Opened in March 1996, the
Center has been well received by the community.
Revenues are estimated to exceed the budget by
20%.

On the expense side, there is also good news to
report. General Fund expenditures should end
the year 3.3% or $450,000 lower than budgeted.
Savings occurred due to operational savings such
as the milder than expected winter and reduced
costs due to the switch to once-per-week refuse
collection. Other savings resulted from position
vacancies.

Operationally, the Finance Department which s
responsible for managing the city’s financial re-
sources, accomplished a number of tasks that
improved city functions. A program to use credit
cards to purchase goods and services was imple-
mented. With appropriate controls in place, credit
cards allow departments to purchase a variety of
items with greater ease and reduces the amount of
work needed to pay the bills. Automated banking
procedures were also installed which allow the
Finance Department to track activity and close the
month. Work began on a proposal to acquire a
new automation system which will upgrade the
department’s abilities and ensure the city’s finan-
cial records are Year 2000 compliant.

Finally, the city’s finan-
cial management contin-
ues to be recognized. For
the 1lth time, the city's
budget received the Gov-
emment Finance Officer’s
Association (GFOA) Dis-
tinguished Budget Award.
Similarly, GFOA awarded Greenbelt its 14th
consecutive Certificate of Achievement for Excel-
lence in Financial Reporting. This is given to
governmental units that achieve the highest stan-
dards in government accounting and financial

reporting.

The City of Greenbelt marked its 60th year with
a celebration that lasted throughout the weekend
and offered a variety of events, The hard work
and dedication of the 60th Anniversary Com-
mittee paid off with four successful and well
attended events. The Opening Ceremony, Pio-
neer Luncheon, Family Fun Day Camival and
Dinner Dance Celebration reminded people that
Greenbelt was founded on a great sense of
community that still exists today.

This sense of community was evident through
the numerous events held by the Recreation
Department throughout the year. For the second
straight year, in addition to the many other
holiday season events, the Festival of Lights
once again featured a Greenbelt New Year
celebration. In conjunction with a group of
volunteers, the Recreation Department provided
this successful family-oriented, alcohol free
event that attracted over 500 participants. This
event, in addition to numerous others, is just a
portion of the many activities that keep the
Greenbelt Community Center active. In its
fourth year, the Community Center is projected
to bring in revenues that will cover over 60% of
its expenses and was the site of a feature story
by Fox Channel 5 Neighborhood News.

In the Springhill Lake neighborhood, the Recre-
ation Department sponsored a teenage fair at the
Springhill Lake Recreation Center which en-
abled students to talk to potential employers,
seek out community service opportunities and
receive information on the Greenbelt Moving
Ahead Program. This program helps students
with tutoring and college applications. The
Teenage Fair was attended by students from
many of the area high schools. Steps were also
taken to help make Springhill Lake Residents
more aware of City programs and events.

The Greenbelt Aquatic and Fitness Center had
another successful year with revenues covering
91% of its operating costs this past fiscal year.
This popular facility introduced new daytime
programs, monthly passes and an incentive dis-
count program for class participants with good
attendance.

The city’s busy summer camp season saw the
addition of a week long video camp and the
implementation of a new pilot program for
Camp Pine Tree II participants. These campers
were given the opportunity for additional low
cost trips. and were given the opportunity to plan
their own activities for certain blocks of time.

Once again, the Youth Center and Aquatic and
Fitness Center were the site of the Eleanor
Roosevelt High School Grad Night. Over 600
students attended this fourth annual all-might,
alcohol free celebration of their graduation.

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CRISIS INTERVENTION HELPS
FAMILIES & INDIVIDUALS IN NEED

The advent of the new fiscal year saw the startup of the CARES Crisis Intervention Counselor position.
This counselor worked closely with the Greenbelt Police Department responding to situations and
residents in need. The Crisis Intervention Counselor arranged for a workshop for abused women and
coordinated a basketball tournament with teams made up of youths and police officers so that they may
get to know one another better.

Greenbelt CARES also worked with at risk youths in its discussion group programs held at Springhill
Lake Elementary and Eleanor Roosevelt High Schools. This program was awarded $5,000 for the third
straight year from the Prince George’s Health Department’s Addictions, Alcohol and Drug Abuse
Prevention program. The discussion group sessions at Springhill Lake were expanded to include a
session for parents. Other programs at the school included decision making skills for fifth graders and
peer mediation training for select fourth and fifth graders. The Teen Discussion Group at Eleanor
Roosevelt High School included topics such as drug abuse, stress management, anger control, goal
setting and identifying one’s support network.

Greenbelt CARES also played a major role supporting the Advisory Committee on Education (ACE).
This past year ACE continued its Buy-a-Book program, completed a Perception of Schools Study,
hosted informational seminars which included other education committees from other communities,
expanded its ACE awards to students by providing scholarships to the high school recipients and
participated in the Greenbelt Labor Day Festival.

CARES’ Family Clinic continued to attract a large variety of qualified and diverse volunteer profession-
als to aid families in need. A waiting list continues to exist for both families in need and professionals
wishing to participate in the program.

CARES other volunteer program, the tutoring program was expanded in this year by the participation of
additional University of Maryland students.

The ongoing GED preparatory courses held by CARES saw a change by implementing a charge to
non-residents. This allowed the program to target in on Greenbelt residents needing the service and
generated $1,100.00 throughout the year. '

CHANGES MADE TO REFUSE COLLECTIONS

With rising costs and unreliable
service being provided by city
contractors, the City of Green-
belt decided that the best way to
serve its citizens would be to
take over recycling collections.
Recognizing the need to pro-
vide quality service at a reason-
able cost, the city made the
difficult decision to reduce
refuse collection to once a week
and combine it with recycling
collections. This step helped to
keep the refuse collection
charges down and provided the
convenience of setting out
refuse and recycling on the
same day. With the purchase of
a new recycling truck, the education of the community, and the terrific effort of the city’s Refuse
Collectors and Drivers, the changes have occurred successfully,

Besides meeting the recycling challenge, the Department of Public Works continued its tradition of
providing superior community service and maintaining the beauty of Greenbelt. As always, the
department played a major role in the many holiday celebrations and special events held throughout the
year, such as the Labor Day Festival, the 60" Anniversary celebrations, the Greenbelt Day activities, and
the Fourth of July fireworks, making major contributions in setting up and cleaning up after these
events. The Parks crew tended to the city’s extensive park system by erecting fencing at Buddy Attick
Park to protect trees and clearing the drainage system from beaver damage, redesigning plans for the
city’s bus shelters, and providing major assistance to the completion of Greenbrook Lake. The
Horticultural Crew planted over 10,000 annuals, 7,400 bulbs and 5,000 pansies in the city flower beds.
The results of their work can be enjoyed year round by Greenbelt residents in all sections of the city.

In accordance with the City Council’s commitment to providing accessible bicycle and pedestrian trails,
the Traffic Control crew finished major improvements to Cherrywood Lane by adding bike lanes and
implementing traffic calming measures. Other traffic calming measures included the installation of
bollards on Hanover Parkway to protect bus commuters and installing highly reflective tape on
crosswalks along Crescent and Edmonston Roads. Both Crescent and Edmonston Roads were recon-
structed and repaved along with Ora Glen and Mandan Road in a project overseen by the Street

Maintenance crew.,

The Public Works Automotive shop kept busy this past fiscal year by painting and lettering seven new
police vehicles and several other city vehicles, rehabilitating an old bus for the Greenbelt Police Tactical
Team, rebuilding a van for the Recreation Department and installing a new computerized lighting
system in two police vehicles.

60th Anniversary Committee - With dedication
and pride in it’s community, this committee
successfully planned the City’s 60th Anniver-
sary celebration which lasted throughout the
weekend of October 17, 1998. The events
during this well attended and jubilant celebra-
tion included an opening ceremony, a Pioneer
luncheon, a dinner/dance celebration, a family
camival, an update of Greenbelt’s historical
book and a house and garden tour.

Advisory Planning Board (APB) - Among its accomplishments, this board reviewed the site plans for the
development of an office building, hotel and restaurants on the Golden Triangle. The board also
reviewed road modification plans for Kenilworth Avenue between [-495 and Cherrywood Lane.

Advisory Committee on Education (ACE) - This committee continued its widely successful student and
educator award program. Added to these programs was the award of the first ACE scholarships to 2
[Eleanor Roosevelt High School students. ACE also hosted a forum on Character Education where
Lieutenant Governor Kathleen Kennedy Townsend was a keynote speaker, This past fiscal year, ACE
ompleted its first Perception of Schools study which served as a useful tool in program planning.

ommunity Relations Advisory Board (CRAB) - In response to a hate flyer distributed in Greenbelt,
CRAB developed a Community Pledge supporting diversity and condemning the flyer. The pledge was
signed by over 700 people throughout the community. CRAB also worked to devise a way to
memorialize Greenbelters that have made a significant contribution to the community.

Arts Advisory Board - This board has been working in conjunction with CRAB on a concept for a
“memorial garden” to recognize the many Greenbelters that have made significant contributions to the
city throughout their lifetimes.

Senior Citizens Advisory Committee - As a result of this committee’s annual forum, a Pedestrian Safety
Munth washa!dthroughomdlemauh of June. The purpose of this event was to make both drivers and
s aware of their responsibility to ensure pedestrian safety. Throughout the month, banners
were hung at some of the entrances into Greenbelt, safety forums were held and a Pedestrian Safety
Walk was conducted with the assistance of the Greenbelt Walking Club.

Board of Elections - This board successfully conducted the election of November, 1997. As usual the
election ran smoothly and resulted in Greenbelt having a new mayor, Judith “J” Dawvis.

Youth Advisory Committee - This board made a commitment to become more involved in city issues
involving youths. In response to the committee’s suggestions, the Department of Recreation offered
additional trips and programs to address the needs of Greenbelt’s teen-age youths. The department also
made a visit to the Bowie skate board park to see how. it was run.

Recycling Advisory Committee - This committee took on an active role in studying how the City could
provide improved recycling services. Faced with the information that once-a-week collection of both
recycling and refuse collection was a reasonable option for the City of Greenbelt, the committee worked
to help develop the program and educate residents on how to reduce their waste. The once-a-week
collection program has now been in place since October of 1997 and has proved to be quite successful.

Parks and Recreation Advisory Board - This committee assisted City Council in studying the effect o
the bicycle moratorium in Parcel 1. The committee also studied the issue of skate boardmg_, in-line
skating and skate parks. PRAB is now urging action on the implementation of the Buddy Attick Park
Master Plan.

These volunteer boards and committees provide an invaluable service, advising City Council on
important matters. Our thanks to all of them. Volunteers are always needed. Anyone with an interest in

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Greenbelt American Legion Post 136:
Significant Events in Its History

1937 - When World War 1
veterans Leon Benefiel, Allen
D. Morrison, and David Steinle
mel al a citizens' association
meeting and noticed one
another’s American Legion but-
tons, plans for a Greenbelt post
followed. By December 3,
1937, 35 members had signed a
petition for a temporary charter,
which was granted January 9,
1938. The final charter was re-
ceived September 10, 1938.

1937 - Early meetings were
held over Greenbelt Drug Store
and in a room over Dr. James
W. McCarl's dental office.

1939 - Auxiliary Unit 136
was formed.

1939 - The post signed a
rental contract for five years at
$15 per year on a three-story,
10-room farmhouse known as
the Boyce property, which was
originally built in 1869.

1939 - The first meeting at
the Boyce property was held
April 20, 1939.

1939 - A 4th of July soap-
box derby was sponsored by
Post 136 and The Cooperator,
the forerunner of the News Re-
view.

1939 - In December the
building was dedicated by
Lansdale G. Sasscer, then a
member of the U.S. House of
Representatives.

1942 - In April the post took
in 600 old phonograph records
as scrap and used them to pur-
chase new records to send to
men in the service.

1942 - On December 15 a
lookout position on the roof of
the drug store was set up and
sponsored by Post 136.

1944 - A carnival introduced
by Mayor and Legionnaire
Allen D. Morrison and spon-
sored by the American Legion

took place.

1946 - The post sponsored its
first baseball team, which has
played continuously up to the
present time.

1947-1948 - A hall 40° by 80'
was built in the rear of the
building.

1949 - In June the post pur-
chased the Boyce property, in-
cluding over three acres of land,
from the federal government for
$2,000.00. This was the first
sale of Greenbelt land by the
government.

1949-1950 - The Legion be-
gan honoring one boy and one
girl from the Greenbelt High
School graduation class with
American Legion awards for
scholarship, leadership, citizen-
ship, service, and attendance.
Elementary school students in
Greenbelt were honored simi-
larly at a much later date. To-
day ROTC awards are given to
students from Eleanor Roosevelt
High School as well as Duvall
High School and Parkdale High
School.

1954 - The building owned
by the post was further reno-
vated by the addition of two
wings. The post had grown to
the sixth largest in the state and
the largest in southern Mary-
land, with a membership of over
700.

1962 - The post honored
Greenbelt's first families in the
October 20 celebration of
Greenbelt's 25th anniversary.

1980's - The total member-
ship of Post 136 was approxi-
mately 2,700, making the post
one of the 10 largest in the
country,

1987 - The post sponsored
and funded a luncheon for
Greenbelt’s pioneers on the
city's 50th anniversary.

1990 - The post's member-
ship reached 3,000,

Senator Glenn Promotes
Free Exercise Book

Reporters and camera crews
packed a Senate conference
room to hear Senalor John
Glenn endorse a free exercise
book for older adults on Thurs-
day, September 10. The book
is sponsored jointly by the Na-
tional Institutes of Health and
NASA. Among the many se-
niors who reviewed the book
nationwide prior to its printing
were several Greenbelt resi-
dents, led by Frances Herling
and her neighbors at 13 and 1]
Courts, Ridge Road.

Greenbelters Review
Exercise Book

Herling and her peers across
the country read the book, en-
titled “Exercise: A Guide from
the National Institute on Ag-
ing,” to ensure that it was easy
to understand and would appeal
to seniors. Greenbelt residents
who reviewed the book include
Nancy and Ed Birner, Bill
Donahue, Margaret Lundregan,
Joyce Mangum, Ruth Myers,
and Barbara Tanen.

Susan Cahill, the NIH sci-
ence writer and editor who
worked with the nation's lead-
ing researchers on exercise for
older adults to write the book,
also lives in Greenbelt. She
won an award from the Institute
for her work.

“You're never too old 1o get
in shape. We can all enjoy

health and vigor in our later
years by making physical actiy-
ity and exercise a personal prior-
ity,” Senator Glenn told the re-
porters, He emphasized that any
physical activity — walking
around the block and working
your way up from there, for ex-
ample — is a good start and
that seniors don't have to buy
sportsclub memberships and
fancy exercise clothes to get n
shape (unless they want tol).

The reporters also got a pre-
view of two public-service an-
nouncements, which will be
aired on television so0n, encour-
aging older adults to become
physically active. One of the
spots features a friendly smile
and wink from Senator Glenn,
who is a life-long exerciser and,
at age 77, will make yet another
foray into space in October.

The book itself is a how-to
guide with examples of specific
exercises older adults, at all lev-
els of health and ability, can do
at home or outdoors. It also ex-
plains how exercise prevents or
delays some diseases and offers
health and safety tips and hints
about how to stay motivated.
All information is based on in-
formation contributed by leading
scientists and physicians in the
ficld of rescarch on exercise for
older adults. Consumers can get
a free copy by calling |-800-
222-2225.

In addition, the post has col-
lected canned goods and other
foods and distributed them to
the needy. It has given siz-
able donations to organizations
promoting awareness of vari-
ous medical conditions, in-
cluding epilepsy, muscular
dystrophy, cerebral palsy, and
Alzheimer’s disease, Finally,
Post 136 has awarded scholas-
tic college scholarships and
Howard Baker Scholarships
for nurses’ training.

War Heroes to Talk at Legion Dinner

Greenbelt American Legion
Post 136 will hold its 60th anni-
versary dinner Friday, Sept. 25, at
6 p.m. Guest speakers will be
Captain Eugene B. “Red”
McDaniel and Colonel Thomas
M. Fields.

On May 19, 1967, on his 81st
combat mission over North Viel-
nam, Captain McDaniel was shot
down while flying his A-6 In-
truder aircraft. He was listed as
missing in action until 1970,
when authorities in Hanoi admit-
ted that he was a prisoner of war.
He was released on March 4,
1973, after the cease-fire.

Because of his active role in
camp communications during an
organized escape attempt by fellow
prisoners, Captain McDaniel was
one of the most brutally tortured
prisoners of the Vietnam War.

Captain McDaniel was awarded
the Navy's highest award for
bravery, the Navy Cross. He was
also awarded two Silver Stars, the
Legion of Merit with combat “V."
the Distinguished Flying Cross,

* three Bronze Stars with combat

“V," and two Purple Hearts. After
the war, Captain McDaniel re-
sumed his Navy career, which in-

I[sn't 1t nice to get a prize

cluded command of the aircraft
carrier USS Lexington.

Colonel Fields served in the
U.S. Marine Corps at
Guadalcanal, Vella Lavella,
Bougainville, Iwo Jima, Korea,
and Vietnam. For his valorous
service in three wars, Colonel
Fields received numerous awards,
including the Legion of Merit
with combat “V,” the Presidential
Unit Citation, the Navy Com-
mendation Medal with combat
“VY." the National Defense Ser-
vice Medal with one Bronze
Star, the Korean Service Medal
with one Bronze Star, the Viet-
nam Service Medal with one
Bronze Star, and the Vietnamese
Medal of Honor.

Colonel Fields returned to ci-
vilian life and was appointed Di-
rector of the Maryland Educa-
tional Foundation at the Univer-
sity of Maryland. During his
tenure, funds raised rose from
$30,000 a year to over
$2,500,000 a year.

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Senior University to Begin Soon

What are you doing now that
you're retired? Organizing a
new university would be the an-
swer some local seniors would
give. They are the founding
members of The Senior Univer-
sity at the University of Mary-
land. Of this group three are
from Greenbelt — Pauline
Grant, Virginia Beauchamp, and
Audrey Barnett. The Senior
University is a new and grow-
ing concept in adult learning.

The Senior University will
offer a unique opportunity for
persons 55 and over to continue
their lifelong learning. This
member-run organization will
promate peer learning through
educational study groups, social
activities, and volunteer oppor-
tunities.

During the past summer
three committees of volunteers
and an -advisory council met
regularly to design the program
at the University of Maryland.
Beauchamp coordinated the cur-
riculum committee and Grant
served on the council. Another
committee focused on develop-
ing membership for the new pro-
gram and the third has carried
out arrangements for the social
events that inaugurate the initial
six-week term of course offerings.

The Senior University has
been developed as a self-sus-
taining program under the aus-
pices of the Center on Aging
and the Office of Continuing
and Extended Education at the
University of Maryland College
Park. The Senior University is
also affiliated with Elderhostel
Institute Network, which has
advised in the formation of
dozens of similar programs
around the country.

“I am excited about this con-
cept,” said Anna Owens former
mayor of College Park. *I
think this type of organization
is long overdue for this area. 1
plan to participate and | believe
many of the seniors in this area
will welcome the program. |1
expect it will be quite success-
ful.”

The membership is diverse,
coming from varied social, eco-
nomic, educational, and career
backgrounds. Anyone can par-
ticipate; no college preparation
is required. Members expect to
participate for the joy of learn-
ing, personal growth, and an
opportunily to interact with
friends.

*“It will be refreshing to at-
tend cooperative classes led by
my contemporaries,” said Pat
Quinby, a College Park resident
and member of the membership
committee. “I enjoy learning
on my own but some things are
easier to learn in a discussion
setting. It's fantastic because
the members come from many
different walks of life. Also, 1
think participating will enable
me to get to know my neigh-
bors better.”

Peer Learning

This concept of peer learning
education is attractive 10 many
of the members. Learning will
be cooperative and occur
through participation in self-di-
rected study groups of five to
20 members. Typically, groups
will be led by peer moderators
who are themselyes members of
The Senior University at the
University of Maryland. Study
groups will encourage active
participation rather than passive
listening and will take place in
an informal, non-competitive
environment. The discussion
topics are stimulating, but
members will not have to worry
about grades, credits, or de-
grees.

“Some of our study group
leaders have such a wide vari-
ety of experience,” said
Beauchamp. “Our classes will
provide a unique opportunity to
explore common interests; this
type of learning always pro-
vides pleasant surprises.”

She herself will lead a study
group called “Exploring Family
Papers” that will be of interest
to those who may have discov-
ered old diaries, letters — even
business papers — that illumi-

nate the past or who may want
to work with their own earlier
writings. Barnett, who taught
genetics in the University's De-
partment of Zoology, will coor-
dinate a course in which par-
ticipants may look at their own
biological family tree.

Other courses range from
autobiographical writing (o in-
troductory Biblical Greek to the
art and science of cosmetic
dentistry to- the Civil War to
grandparenting, and much else
besides. Former Consultant in
Poetry to the Library of Con-
gress Reed Whittemore will of-
fer a course on American writ-
ers of the 1930s. And for
those who are looking for
something more-active, retired
dance professor Larry Warren
will offer a workshop exploring
the language of movement.

Other Activities

In addition to stimulating
study groups, members will
have the opportunity to partici-
pate in a variety of activities.
Examples range from oulings to
socials, or from daily get-
togethers to performing arts
events. “We are starting some-
thing unique because most as-
pects of this program are run
by the members. This is great
because we have a diverse
group with some unique ideas,”
says Sallie Holder, a College
Park resident and a member of
the social committee,

“For example in the coming
months,” she said, “we are
planning a trip to the theater
and a football game/tailgate
party. I'm also excited about
our open houses and our kick-
off event; they will be wonder-
ful.”

Since The Senior University
at the University of Maryland
is member-run, the members
will provide the leadership for
the organization. Additionally,
members will have the opportu-
nity to work alongside peers in
community-based projects such
as tutoring, mentoring, inter-
generational activities, and sup-
