That's the climax of that old fa­
vorite declamation about the man 
who traveled the world to look for 
treasure and ended up at home, 
weary and disillusioned. Then he 
found his "acres of diamonds" -
right in his own backyard. 

Well, not exactly diamonds, but 
certainly a treasure is , irtually m 
the backyard of Greenbelt behind 
the sand and gravel operation on 
the A.H. Smith tract 

The federal government sees 
that treasure - or at least its 
agency does, the U.S. Army Corps 
of Engineers. So does the State 
of Maryland, in its Department of 

the Environment (MDE). So 
does the city of Greenbelt. And 
so do many of its citizens and 
folks in nearby towns who 
banded together in a volunteer or­
ganization, CCRIC, or Citizens to 
Conserve and Restore Indian 
Creek. 

Expressions of this view sur­
faced recently - first, in the re­
port of an April 22 meeting in 
Dundalk, MD of the Greenbelt 
Metro Station development team 
with representabves of the Corps 
of Engineers, MOE and the 
Maryland-National Capital Park 
and Planning Commission and, 
second, during a May 6 work ses­
sion of the Greenbelt City Coun-

cil with members of CCRIC.

Candidates Night, six candidates 
for five vacancies on the Board 
of Directors made remarks: Betty 
Deitch, Chuck Hess, Mary Veazey 
Clark, Keith Jahod~. Julia 
Eichhorst and Susan Ready. The 
event was taped for cable TV. 

The Annual Meeting will be 
held Thursday, May 20 followed 
by the elections of officers. 

Three candidates for five va­
cancies on the GHI Nominations 
and Elections Committee were m­
troduced but did not speak: Tom 
Simon, Roger Brown and Andrew 
Nitz. Of two candidates for the 
three vacancies on the Audit 
Committee, Hopi Auerbach and 
Sylvia Lewis, only Lewis was 
able to attend. She also made re­
marks. 

Board of Directors candidate 
Betty Deitch stated she wanted to 
continue to take part in setting 
policies for a safe, healthy, envi­
ronmentally sound and attractive 
Greenbelt which will continue far 
foto the future. She stressed her 
strong and well-known devotion 

to beautification of Greenbelt so 
as to ensure plenty of "curb ap­
peal" for GHI homes. 

Board candidate Chuck Hess 
noted he had served on the 
Board for 11 years and on the 
Audit Committee for two years. 
He predicted "exciting times" 
ahead, citing the imminent pay­
ing off of GHI loans. He stated 
he wants to keep Greenbelt "a 
progressive, vibrant community." 

Board candidate Mary Veazey 
Clark moved to Greenbelt last 
November to be closer to her 
new job, she said, adding, "I've 
been very impressed with how 
Greenbelt is run." Having grown 
up in an armed services family 
which moved from place to 
place, she learned early how im­
por1ant it is to get involved. She 
cited experience as president of 
the Board of Directors of Naylor 
Gardens Veterans Co-op Housing 
Association and before that, as

Board in Pennsylvania. 

Board candidate Keith Jahoda 
noted that in six of the last nine 
years he had been a candidate in 
GHI elections and said he is 
pleased that in this election, vot­
ers will have some choice among 
candidates. He said to be a 
good Board member requires 
commitment to Greenbelt and to 
trying to apply cooperative prin­
ciples to problem-solving. After 
the current election, he intends 
not to run again for the Board, 
he said. If elected now, he will 
work on training for Board mem­
bers and members of the com­
munity. 

Board candidate and GHI 
Marketing Committee member 
Julia Eichhorst noted she was 
completing her first term on the 
Board and stated it was impor­
tant for everyone to contribute to 
the community. Calling GHI "a 
wonderful place to live," she said

Koehler to Repair Statue 
by Dennis Jelalian 

The statue of the Mother and 
Child, sculpted by Lenore Tho­
mas, and erected in November 
1939 has suffered deterioration 
and abuse. 

The statue is made of Indiana 
Limestone. Limestone is com­
posed chiefly of calcium carbon­
ate. Acid rain attacks calcium 
carbonate. Over the years stone 
has been eaten away and the 
statue has become badly pitted. 
The worst effect of this erosion 
has been to deteriorate the sharp 
lines in the sculpture, which blurs 
and fades the image that Lenore 
Thomas intended. 

Once the surface of the lime­
stone became etched by acid rain 
the rock was left open to other 
problems. Biological organisms 
became attached to the rock, and 
caused further degradation in the 
stone. 

Water seeped into microscopic 
cracks and over repeated freeze/ 
thaw cycles, caused large struc­
tural cracks and spalling, which is 
the breaking off of chips, flakes, 
and chunks. The statue has suf­
fered all of these. 

Vandalism 
This natural deterioration has· 

been exacerbated by wanton van­
dalism In one case tires were 
put on the statue and burned. In 
another case, paint was splashed 
on the statue. The paint had to 
be sand blasted off, which further 
eroded the limestone. 

At present there are a number 
of stains on the statue from vari­
ous causes. 

The statue is made of three 
blocks of stone. Between the 
blocks, there is mortar. Some of 
the mortar is missing, leaving the 
statue open to further deteriora­
tion. 

Koehler Hired 
As part of the Roosevelt Cen­

ter renovation, the city has hired 
conservator Sharon Koehler (pro­
nounced Kaylor) to refurbish the 
statue. Koehler began with a de­
gree in fine arts, with a specialty 
in studio art. When she became 
interested in conservation, she 
went back to school to study the 
relevant chemistry. Koehler also 
attended the Williamstown Art

My in­
tention was to demonstrate that, in 
my opinion, it is a disservice to 
evaluate our schools based strictly 
on the results of test scores. Chil­
dren fall asleep, are hungry and 
may be homeless, they can be 
mentally challenged, and are 
oftentimes transient, moving many 
times over the school year which 
prevents a consistency of learning 
the subject matter, and they may 
come into the classrooms having 
little knowledge of the language of 
the tests, English. 

Because of these problems our 
Prince George's ·ounty schools 
need more support with money to 
provide the resources needed to 
overcome these barriers, not blame 
and negativity. Our fine Greenbelt 
Elementary School, as well as the 
other public schools, needs to 
know that it has this support.

News Review Review 
by James Giese 

This column will be written as 
I feel like it and as time permits to 
keep readers and staff informed 
about the Greenbelt News Review. 
The News Review is not an ordi­
nary newspaper published by an 
unknown corporation out to earn 
money selling papers. We are a 
volunteer owned and operated 
newspaper published solely to 
keep Greenbelt citizens informed 
about what is happening in 
Greenbelt. We are a cooperative, 
one of the first cooperatives orga­
nized in Greenbelt in 1937. Any­
one can become a member of our 
cooperative, you don't even have 
to live in Greenbelt. All you have 
to do is be willing to help out. 

Our business manager, Mary 
Halford, one of the indispensables 
that keep our paper going, reports 
that during our last fiscal year, 
which ended March 31, we pub­
lished 748 pages. We had hoped 
to do 832, but the ads were not 
sufficient to pay for that many. 
Most of our papers are either 12 
or 16 pages (always a multiple of 
4 ). However, we can go up to as 
many as 28 pages when there are 
lots of ads, such as at election 
time. We'd like to do at least 16 
pages each week, as it is easier to 
fit everything into the larger paper. 

Perhaps if someone could vol­
unteer to spend a little time at 
home writing or calling potential 
advertisers and assisting them with 
their ads, we would be able to do 
16 pages a week. Right now, it is 
a real struggle for advertisers to 
find us - we're only open two 
afternoons and evenings a week. 

If we keep our papers to the 
size paid for by advertising, we 
keep out of financial trouble. Last 
year we did lose money, but only 
$69. However, the size restriction 
prevents us from always getting 
into the paper all the things we 
would like to have. Sometimes, 
as in a recent issue, you will see 
articles written much earlier and 
somewhat out of date. They come 
from our overset box - typed 
material that wouldn't fit in the 
current issue. Of course, overset 
comes in handy on those occa-

sions when we are short of fresh 
copy. 

Budget 
Being the start of a new fiscal 

year, we adopted a budget. It was 
not a very exciting thing to do -
there were no big changes. After 
changes made by the finance com­
mittee and the board of directors, 
we plan to spend $161,520 and 
make about a $5,100 profit. 

Over half of the budget, 
$83,561, goes to pay the printer. 
The next big items are for staff 
($38,180) and circulation ($24,012) 
expenses. Our volunteers are not 
paid wages, but they do share in 
the profits of the cooperative on 
the basis of the work that they do 
under a complicated formula that I 
don't understand. The same is true 
for our carriers, who also benefit 
from the generous tips paid by 
residents on their routes. I can as­
sure you that nobody is getting 
rich working for the News Review, 
and the "patronage dividends" re­
ceived in no manner compare to 
working at minimum wages in the 
most menial of jobs. 

We plan no big purchases in 
the new year. Last year we bud­
geted for new computer equipment 
- we're trying to bring the paper 
into the 20th Century before the 
21st begins. Currently it_ is being 
installed, not without glitches. If 
there is something about the paper 
that isn't right, that's the reason for 
it. (And we'll keep on using this 
excuse until we get a better one.) 

We can always use typists on 
Tuesday afternoons and evenings. 
With the new equipment, having 
people on board who understand 
all the ins and outs of the modern 
word processing programs using 
the Windows format would really 
help us.

How the Greenbelt Police De­

partment reports criminal activity 
within the city was debated at 
length at the April 26 regular 
meeting of the Greenbelt City 
Council. 

Based on discussions at 
council' September 28, 1998 
regular meeting, the Police De­
partment faxes its weekly crime 
reports to local media only. 
These are the Greenbelt ews 
Review, the Greenbelt Gazette, 
the Prince George' Journal, the 
Prince George's Sentinel and the 
Prince George's Post. The re­
ports are no longer automatically 
transmitted to the "national" me­
dia - the Washington Post and 
the Washington Times. They are, 
however, available to them for 
the a king. 

At the time this policy was 
adopted, council felt that 
Greenbelt was getting an unwar­
ranted reputation as a "high 
crime" area due to its more de­
tailed reports, while other cities 
were underreporting the criminal 
activities occurring within their 
jurisdictions. 

Fred Gasper of Village Park 
Dnve stated that the information 
should be in all the papers since 
different people read different pa­
pers, but all Greenbelters need 
the information about what's hap­
pening m Greenbelt. He also 
said that he had found that the 
needed information was available 
on Greenbelt' Web site 
(www.ci.~nbelt.md.us) but that 
it was not always kept up-to-date. 

Don Com1s of Laurel Hill 
Road aid, "The Washington 
Post Pnnce George's Extra is as 
mu h a local paper a the Prin e 
George's Journal and is not read 
outside the county." 

Both Comis and Gasper 
strongly objected to the deletion 
of the Washington Post from the 
list of papers getting the report 
without a king for it.

Koehler has recently spent 
time at Cathedral Stone in Jessup, 
learning to use Jahn mortars. 
These special mortars are porous 
and breathable and their proper­
ties closely match those of the 
limestone. Samples of the mortar 
and the limestone are nearly in­
distinguishable from one another. 
Koehler describes Jahn mortars as 
"the best there is." She will be 
using this mortar in her work on 
the statue. She has arranged for 
a Jahn mortar technician to assist 
her in a preliminary assessment 
of the statue's needs on May 12. 

Koehler says there has been a 
significant loss of the original 
stone. "There is no longer a 
clear demarcation between [differ­
ent parts of the statue such as] 
the flesh, the clothes, and the 
shoes. I hope to make the fea­
tures clear." Besides restoring 
structural flaws, Koehler will de­
vote much of her work to restor­
ing this fine detail which gives 
the statue its character. She will 
also clean the statue, consolidate 
vulnerable areas, and stabilize it.

May is the time to start the 

summer garden. Annual flowers 
and vegetables are planted now to 
produce in the summer and au­
tumn and then they die when cold 
weather arrives. 

The weather is warming up 
nicely so the soil is warm and 
night time temperatures are not 
too cool. This means that the an­
nual plants, that love the heat of 
summer, will now find it comfort­
able to be put out in the garden. 

Another good thing about 
planting in May is that the rain­
storms are usually more frequent 
and gentle than the summer 
storms so that most May rains 
will provide a lot of the needed 
water in the garden. Once the 
seeds and plants are put in the 
ground they need to be kept con­
stantly moist. 

In the vegetable garden this is 
the time to plant tomato and pep­
per plants. Squash and beans can 
be grown from plants or seeds 
and you can wait a little to plant 
them. A row of beans can be 
planted every two weeks from 
now until July to provide continu­
ous harvest throughout the sum­
mer. 

Flowers 
Many of the flower garden fa­

vorites are planted in May either 
from seed or plants. Some plants 
that come up easily from seed di­
rectly sown in the garden include: 
zinnia, cosmos, marigold, morn­
ing glory, tithonia and cleome. 
The last two are not well known 
but are very drought tolerant and 
disease free. 

Many flowers that mature to a 
small and medium size are avail­
able in stores. Impat1en • coleus, 
and begonia do well in the shade. 
Marigold, vinca, petunia, and 
salvia do well in the sun. 

Buy healthy plant that will 
continue to develop strong leaves

and stems and thus will produce 
many flowers all summer. When 
choosing a plant look for healthy 
green leaves. Avoid plants with 
yellowing and browning leaves, 
grayish spots, bugs, fuzzy patches 
or webs. Also avoid plants that 
have a lot of roots sticking out of 
the bottom of the pot. This is a 
sign that the plant is pot bound 
and has been stressed. 

Do not worry about having a 
lot of flowers on the plants just 
yet. At this stage you want the 
plant to put its energy into pro­
ducing good leaf and root 
growth. Pinching the flowers off 
before planting in the ground will 
direct the plant's efforts to pro­
ducing a stronger plant.

Festival Notes 

Thieves take little time off. 
Although the percentages are 
close, more vehicles are Stolen 
on Wednesday than any other 
day. By far the most frequent 
time for a car to be stolen is 4 
p.m. to 5 a.m. 

A total of 248 vehicles were 
stolen or recovered in Greenbelt 
during 1998. Forty vehicles 
were recovered in Greenbelt after 
being reported stolen in other ju­
risdictions; of the remaining 204 
vehicles, 79 were stolen from 
Springhill Lake, 75 from 
Greenbelt East, 27 from Beltway 
Plaza, 19 from Historic 
Greenbelt, and four from Metro. 

Although vehicles stolen from 
Greenbelt ended up in places as 
far away as New York, most 
were recovered elsewhere in 
Prince George's County. The 
second most frequent recovery 
location was Washington D.C. 

The Greenbelt Police Depart­
ment does not recommend spe­
cific security devices. How­
ever, we strongly encourage 
that you employ some type of 
security measure. An alarm 
system or theft deterrent device 
along with strong security prac­
tices can go a long way in 
working with your Police De­
partment to help reduce auto 
theft.

"X-RAY," THE BEGINNING 
In 1895, Profes or Wilhelm 

Roentgen, a German physicist, 
was experimenting with a vacuum 
tube which was electrically ex­
cited and covered with black pa­
per. He observed that some rays 
were passing from the tube and 
were affecting a fluorescent screen 
about two meters away. Unaware 
of the character of the radiation 
emanating from his experimental 
tube, Roentgen picked a name to 
be used m the paper he would be 
presenting to the University of 
Wurzburg Physical Society early 
in 1896. In his paper, Roentgen 
stated: "For brevity's sake I shall 
use the expression "ray "; and to 
distinguish them from other of this 
name, I shall call them "x-rays." 

After the reading of the paper, it 
was decided by unanimous vote 
that the rays should be named 
"Roentgen rays." In reporting the 
story, the newspapers used the 
more dramatic term "x-rays." 
The discovery was widely publi­
cized and the name stuck. After 
a century of improvement and re­
finement, x-rays have become a 
safe and valuable diagno tic tool.

These are Katharine Mc­
Carthy's words in a December 4, 
1998 letter. She is Regional 
Ecologist with the Maryland De­
partment of Natural Resources. 
She was speaking of the small sec­
tion left intact between the sand 
and gravel operations and the im­
permeable asphalt surface of the 
vast Metro parking lot. 

Considering the 303-year his­
tory of the county - including the 
second-earliest laying of a rail line 
in America, in 1835, actually adja­
cent to the site in question; the 
iron mining that occurred nearby; 
then the suburban developments 
that mushroomed during World 
Wars I and II along the railroad 
and U.S. 1 corridor that brought 
about the eventual widening of 
Greenbelt Rd., construction of the 
railroad overpass, and finally of 
the Capital Beltway cutting off 
the site to the north and of the 
Metro line and station complex -
that this one tiny area of wetland 
is still pristine, still running with 
clear water, still retaining "some of 
its unique flora," as McCarthy 
notes, is surely a miracle. 

A brochure prepared by CCRIC 
describes it this way: "the braided 
channels of Indian Creek meander 
toward the Anacostia River 
through the last remnants of the 
historic Hollywood Swamp. 
Turtles, beavers and wood ducks 
make the floodplain forest their 
home. Submerged aquatic vegeta­
tion, not algae, in the clean 
creekbed harbor native fishes and 
invertebrates. Lush wet meadows 
and standing snags offer diverse 
habitats for woodpeckers, amphib­
ians, and native plants." 

At the council work session on 
May 6, CCRIC representatives 
showed a new exhibit board with 
recent photographs of much of this 
natural wildlife. A picture of a 
small waterfall at the edge of a 
culvert where downpours of rain 
from the impermeable surface of 
the Metro parking lot have washed 
away adjacent gravel from the bed 
of the stream was more ominous. 
It had become a barrier to fish, 
Kate Spencer, CCRIC spokesper­
son said. 

Spencer and her group had pre­
viously met with the city councils 
of both Berwyn Heights and Col­
lege Park, where the responses of 
officials had been "mixed," she 
said. Some members of both 
communities had been interested in 
increasing their tax bases through 
possible annexation of the pro­
posed Metroland development, she 
reported. 

Far from sharing this view, 
Greenbelt councilmembers showed 
unanimous interest in trying to pre­
serve the fragile wetlands in the 
middle of the combined Smith­
Metro tract. They were interested 
in Spencer's account of initial in­
quiries to environmental entities 
such as the Western Shore Conser­
vancy, which had helped in the 
purchase of the Belt Woods tract, 
the last remaining old-growth for­
est on the Eastern seaboard. City 
Manager Mike McLaughlin sug­
gested that council might consider 
holding a work session with repre­
sentatives of similar groups to 
learn their modes of operating and 
their philosophies. 

In the meantime council­
members recognized the right of 
the owner of the Smith property to 
proceed with development without 
regard to the Sector Plan modifica­
tion being created for the area in 
question by MNCPPC. The Smith 
site has been used for industrial 
purposes, since before •}reenbelt

Director candidate Betty 
Deitch responded that her favorite 
issue is the appearance of the 
town and its beautification. Di­
rector candidate Chuck Hess 
stated he felt many members 
think a top issue is finance -
how much the coop fee is going 
to be. He said as the rehab loan 
gets paid off, "I'm anticipating a 
reduction." 

Director candidate Mary 
Veazey Clark said she was also 
concerned with debt reduction as 
well as Greenbelt's appearance 
and safety and keeping the com­
munity the way it is. 

Director candidate Keith 
Jahoda cited member involvement, 
stating that "GHI issues will take 
care of themselves as long as we 
can maintain a high level of inter­
est and participation." 

Director candidate Julia 
Eichhorst also mentioned coop 
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fees, saying she would like them 
to go down when the loans are 
paid off, while noting "We have 
to keep funding our replacement 
reserves." She also feels curb 
appeal and the marketing of GHI 
homes are very important, as well 
as trying to get residents in­
volved. 

Director candidate Susan 
Ready agreed on the importance 
of funding replacement reserves. 
She hopes people will encourage 
the City Council to move forward 
in support of attaining Historic 
District designation, she said.

At Age 8 Paul Sanchez 
Began Career in Films

As young as eight-years-old, 

Paul Sanchez was a director, pro­
ducer, and an entrepreneur-in­
training, and his whole neighbor­
hood was a set. The enterpris­
ing Sanchez would use toys for 
soldiers and tanks, his playmates 
for actors, and firecrackers to 
stage special effects for his war 
movies. Charging a dime per 
moviegoer, he would showcase 
his masterpieces in the basement 
of his Hyattsville home. 

"It was pretty pnmitive," said 
Sanchez. "Not quite (Steven) 
Spielberg material, but it was a 
lot of fun." 

Forty-one years later, the 
Greenbelt Theatre is Sanchez's 
viewing room and instead of 
showcasing a battle, this week 
the theatre will join movie houses 
across the nation in featuring, "A 
Midsummer Night's Dream." For 
the theatre owner, the opportunity 
to debut this film, starring Chris­
tian Bale, Rupert Everett, Calista 
Flockhart, Kevin Kline, Michelle 
Pfeiffer, David Strathairn, and 
Stanley Tucci is better than a 
dream. It is reality. This is the 
first time Sanchez has had a first 
run movie in Greenbelt. 

ran into the red. 
"I was ready to throw in the 

towel," said Sanchez, who threat­
ened to close the theatre in De­
cember. "Then, it started coming 
together." 

The city gave Sanchez 
$20,000 to run several film festi­
vals: "The Wizard of Oz," "The 
King and I," "The Sound of Mu­
sic," and the Hitchcock and the 
Indiana Jones series. Sanchez 
said he spent $5,000 of the city's 
money on a 16mm projector that 
would enable him to show mov­
ies made by amateur film makers. 
Then, he bought a $20,000 Dolby 
digital sound system that he will 
install in September, and one day 
he said he hopes to purchase new 
seats. But for now, he said he 
looks forward to the restoration 
of the Greenbelt marquee. That 
should take place in seven to 
nine months, said W. Bowman 
Ferguson, city management ana­
lyst. 

Preliminary figures show that 
the theatre's revenues from the 
first four months have risen 
above last year's, and Sanchez 
said he has decided to keep the 
theatre open through the end of 
the year. Then, he will meet 
with city officials to reassess the 
theatre's vitality. 

Until then, Sanchez hopes 
would-be moviegoers will pause 
from their gardening and other 
outside summer activities to come 
to the theatre. He adds, "I hope 
it will go well."

trouble keeping pace. Then half 
way through the song, Delaney 
picked up the speed. It was 
amazing and wonderful.
