P& G Forever

In the middle of Roosevelt
Center, “downtown Greenbelt.” is
a small rectangular building. On
one of the walls of the building
is a series of aging photographs
of historical theaters of Prince
George's County; one a drive-in,
one a combination stage/cineplex.
It is a memorial to them.

One became the Public Play-
house of Cheverly. One closed.
Others were destroyed or torn
down. This article is not about
those historical theaters; it is
about a theater whose photograph
is on an adjacent wall. A theater
that opened in 1937. And
doesn’t have a depressing post-
script about what happened to it.
Not if owner Paul Sanchez can
help it

One of the other pictures is of
a movie theater he once owned,
but had to close. He does not
want lo experience the same loss
in a city he adores.

“He was within days of clos-
ing"” the P&G Old Greenbelt
Theatre, recalled employee Bob
Haupt, a friend of Sanchez for 30
years. In desperation, Sanchez
went to the Greenbelt City Coun-
cil for help. He received it. The
Wizard of Oz was brought in and
was well-publicized, paid for by
the city. For the first time in a
long time, a line snaked away
from the box office. A movie

that was supposed to have lasted
a week, maybe even optimisti-
cally two weeks, kept drawing
crowds for a month. Five suc-
cessful film festivals followed
quickly, all brought to Greenbelt
courtesy of the city. Then in
June, something happened at the
aging cineplex that had not hap-
pened in a long time. A one-
screen theater used to showing
months-old movies received the
new A Midsummer Night's
Dream after being rebuffed for
Star Wars: Episode 1. A host of
premieres have followed, as
Haupt has gotten used to seeing
the legions of patrons waiting
every night to see a movie on
one of the largest, cleanest
screens in the state. One of
Haupt's favorite memories is the

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Open Letter

To: Windsor Green Home-
owners Association

The purpose of this correspon-
dence is to alert you to an inci-
dent that occurred at my home in
Windsor Green and to alert all
homeowners of this potential fire
hazard.

On December 21 1 noticed a
burning odor. 1 searched for the
source and finally located it com-
ing from the circuit breaker box
on the wall in the kitchen. I
opened the box door and smoke
started pouring out and the wall
above it was very hot to the
touch. I flipped all the circuit
breaker switches off. When I re-
alized the smoke was getting
more pronounced and suspected
that there was a fire in the walls.
I decided this was serious and it
was time to call 911. The dis-
patcher announced the fire de-
partment was on the way and
that [ should get out of the
house, just in case there were
toxic fumes. 1 did what they
recommended and waited outside.

Ten minutes later, waiting out-
side in the rain, I heard the
screaming sirens..... five more
minutes and a chief and three
fire wucks arrived, including the
much lighted Greenbelt Santa
Claus fire engine. (Santa was not
on-board)

The firemen rushed in and
confirmed that the smoke was
coming from the breaker box.
They tried to use a screwdriver
to take the cover off..... Alas, that
proved to be a wasted effort be-
cause the screws were painted
over, I grimaced as they used a
big old evil looking pry bar and
with two jabs ripped out the
screws and the cover went fly-
ing... along with the drywall that
it was attached 10. Because the
wall above the circuit panel was
hot to the touch, they dug into
the wall with the pry bar and
ripped out the drywall up to the
ceiling to check if there was any
fire lurking around up there.
Fortunately, there was none. I'm
not complaining, but I still
cringed.

As it turned out, what was
causing all the heat and smoke
was a loose connection on the
main lines coming into the cir-
cuit, the coating on the wire had
melted. The Fire Department ad-
vised that I should call an elec-
trician to find out why this hap-
pened ASAP!

They also advised that if |
had not been home and caught it
when I did, it would have turned
into a full fire and purned my
house down and ibly taking
adjoining houses with ir.

I promptly called the emer-
gency hotline of an electrical
company. They showed up at 10
p-m, and found that the wire con-
nections in the main circuil were
loose and that is, in fact, what
caused the arcing and burning of
the wires. As he did not have
the proper replacement parts with
him, all circuit breakers were
turned off for the night, The next
day the electrican came back and
replaced the main lugs (one of
which burned and fused the
wires). He then did a preventa-
tive maintenance check on all the
rest of the connections and found
that all were loose and needed to
be tightened, some as much as
three turns of the screwdriver. To
my amazement, 95% of the wire
connections were loose and also
could have caused arcing ptob-
lems.

I am not in the habit of writ-
ing letters of advice and recom-
mendations, other than with my
business, But, [ do truly believe
that this is a very serious and
dangerous condition that could
exist in other people’s homes.

He/she
reserves judgment and does not voice opinion.

Types of problems mediated may be noisy neighbors, barking dogs, trespassing children,
blocked driveways, family feuds, littering, loitering, neighboring property neglect, small claims

Senior
Sara Pray’s experience was that
the P&G is not as rowdy as
other theaters. According to
her, the theater has a more re-
ceptive and appreciative audi-
ence. Echoing popular senti-
ment, she added that Paul
Sanchez and his employees “do
good with the food.” Another
compliment for Sanchez’s efforts.

Paul Sanchez, a native of
Hyattsville, was always fasci-
nated with movies as a youth.

An old
comedy festival might be the
best possibility in the future,
perhaps featuring the Marx
Brothers and W.C. Fields, but
for now Sanchez is resigned (o
offering one premiere at a time
if more requests for film festi-
vals continue to be turned
away. The prospect of losing
money always looms. Indeed,
the P&G is still in debt despite
recent success. Still the pessi-
mism remains absent from Bob
Haupt’s face. There is only de-
termination. And why not?
With a theater so loved by its
patrons and so assisted by its
city council, a theater with new
seats and a new marquee added,
you get the feeling that Paul
Sanchez will not have to add a
postscript for a long time.
Maybe never, as long as people
keep coming.
