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GEAC Looks at Hanover
Parkway Improvements

“By the time they (drivers) get
from there to here (Hunting
Ridge), they are going 60 m.p.h.
Someone's going to get killed out
here,” said Ron Simon, Greenbelt
East resident. Indeed. Hanover
Parkway has been a thorn in the
side of many Greenbelt East resi-
dents who feel it was never con-
structed properly to meet the
needs of the area’s traffic de-
mands.

The Greenbelt East Advisory
Committee (GEAC) at its Thurs-
day, March 2 meeting discussed
future improvements to Hanover
Parkway, as well as needed im-
provements to the entrance of
Greenway Center and police vis-
ibility in Greenbelt East.

Celia Craze, Greenbelt's direc-
tor of Plasning and Community
Development, was guest speaker.
She briefed GEAC on the pro-
posed reconstruction of Hanover
Parkway, especially the section
between Greenbrook Drive and
Megan Lane.

Roundabout

Recently the city placed a
roundabout, which s simular (o a
circle only much smaller, on
Hanover near Schrom Hills Park
and the Lakes at Greenbelt Vil-
lage. Skepticism about the effec-
tiveness of the roundabout was
expressed by Greenbelt East resi-

dents, Craze, as well as Mayor
Judith Davis, urged residents to
be patient as design plans are
worked out. The present round-
about will be “decorative” when
the project is complete, Craze
noted. An additional roundabout
at the entrance to Hunting Ridge
is also being considered by the
Greenbelt City Council if the one
at the Lakes at Greenbelt Village
is successful.

The Hanover Parkway Corri-
dor and Gateway study to be
prepared by the city's Depart-
ment of Planning will be an
eviluation of the aesthetics, inter-
section controls, pedestrian and
bicycle access, and safety on the
road. Craze pointed out that the
study will become a formal
project if the city approves it
She said that she hopes to see
the project completed by the end
of the vear, although it calls for
a 16-month time schedule start-
ing July 1. According to Craze,
she will be working with city
council within the next four
weeks to get final approval for
the project.

In reply to Simon’s ecarlier
statement about the danger to pe-
destrians from speeding cars,
Craze said, "l agree with you,
the pedestrian control at Hunting
Ridge is one of the major issues.
Obviously one of the great issues

right now is the condition of the
road itself. Some people are us-
ing it as a slalom course...we (the
city) are going to have to tweak
the roundabout some more.
Right now drivers can almost do
a straight-away through the
circle,” Craze noted. “By mak-
ing the radius of the circle
larger, it will slow traffic more
quickly,” she said.
Stop Signs

Further discussion concerned
the issue of putting stop signs on
Hanover Parkway, which was
met with great skepticism.
*When the issue of the stop signs
came up on Hanover, all of the
29 board members at my
homeowners association sent let-
ters to GEAC protesting those
signs,” Councilmember Edward
Putens said. “Hanover was not
constructed properly and the city
is spending a lot of money to fix
it." (When the road was first
constructed by the county, it was
not conceived of as a major ar-
tery.) “I'll be honest, though™
Putens continued, “1'd rather see
more -money put into the police
force.”

In reference to Putens’ com-
ment about the c¢ity police force.
the committee responded that
there must be more police visibil-
ity in the area, especially for the

The Planner and the Artist
Talk about Their City Jobs

Two young City of Greenbelt
professionals reported on their
job activities and responsibiliies
to the members and guests of the
Greenbelt Democratic Club at the
annual “Sweetheart” meeting.
The speakers were Community
Planner Terry Hruby and Arts
Coordinator Nicole De Wald.

Terry Hruby

Hruby first worked for the
city as a recreation coordinator in
the Aquatics and Fitness Center
after obtaining a degree in parks
and'planning from the University
of Maryland. It was at Maryland
that she first met her husband-to-
be and first learned about
Greenbelt. Her future husband
had to do a paper and chose
Greenbelt as the subject for his
study.

She left city employment to
£0 to Massachusetts with her
husband. There, she earned a
master's degree in city planning
at the University of Massachu-
setts in Amherst.

When the couple decided to
return to this area three years
ago. Hruby was delighted to find
another job with the city—this
time in its Department of Com-
munity Planning and Develap-
ment. Her boss is Celia Craze.
the director of the department.

Hruby savs that as a planner

she wears a lot of hats because of
the diversity of projects to work
on. The department’s role is to
advise the city council on quality
of life issues. Her job is to ana-
lyze and problem solve environ-
mental, historical and land use is-
sues.

One type of project in which
she is involved is traffic manage-
ment or traffic calming, that is,
being able to accommodate mo-
torists, bicyclists and pedestrians
on a friendly basis. She is also
working on a transportation study
to detérmine what and where un-
safe conditions exist. The new
traffic circle on Hanover Parkway
at the entrance to Greenbelt Lakes
Village and Schrom Hills Park,
now being tried out temporarily
by marking the circle with plastic

bollards, is one of the new things
being done as a result of her
department’s efforts. She expects
the circle to slow the speed of
wraffic and enable side traffic to
enter the street without the need
for traffic signals. Another re-
cent effort at traffic calming by
the city is the construction of
chokers and traffic islands on
Breezwood Drive. Studies show
that chokers slow the speed of
traffic and the islands enable pe-
destrians to cross the street with
greater safety, one lane at a time.
Currently she is working with
residents of Lastner Lane on traf-
fic calming alternatives that

might be done.
Other planning projects in-
clude the development of the

Roosevelt-Duval Merger?

The Prince George’s County
Board of Education has produced a
surprise proposal 10 merge students
from Eleanor Roosevelt (ERHS)
and Duval High Schools. The plan
calls for 9th and 10th graders from
both schools to attend Duval and
for 11th and 12th graders to be
taught at ERHS. This proposal
first came to light late last week
and was a topic at the Greenbelt
City Council’s March 13 meeting.

A decision on school boundaries
had recently been made by the
county which would keep all
Greenbelt high school students at
ERHS. At the meeting,
councilmember Edward Putens
questioned why the “deviation from
the approved plan."”

In response, Greenbelt Mayor
Judith Davis commented that
“council cannot fathom why this
proposal is being considered.
(There is a ) need to create a good
program at Duval instead of tikKing
down the ERHS program.” It is
currently not known how the
ERHS Science and Technology
Program would be affected, but it
appeared that all students would be
split between the two schools,

Council had been planning to
send a “gentle” letter to the school
board regarding the possible
merger. But in light of this discus-
ston, they decided to wait until the

scheduled March 4 meeting with
Dr. Iris Metts, superintendent, to
see whether the letter should be
modified,

Councilmember Alan Turnbull
commented that he is the first
ERHS alumnus on the city coun-
cil and that “the city 1s going to
want to send a strong letter” re-
garding this issue.

Iris Metts Addresses
SRO Audience

“I am not wedded to any
plan” Dr. Iris T. Meus, Prince
George's County superintendent
of schools, assured a packed city
council chamber Tuesday night in
reference o the rumored merger
of students from Eleanor
Roosevelt High School (ERHS)
and Duval High School. Metts
stated that all high schools must
meet the quality of ERHS as stu-
dents move back to neighborhood
schools.

She assured the audience that
she was there to listen to their
comments, and “1'm hearing you
loud and clear” she said in re-
sponse o their wishes to keep
ERHS intact. She added that she
would be having additional meet-
ings with students, staff, parents
and the community,

City Holds Public Hearing
On USDA Wetlands Suit

On Wednesday, March 22, at 8
pm. the City of Greenbelt will
hold a public information meeting
on the status of the city’s environ-
mental litigation against United
States Department of Agriculture
and the Army Corps of Engineers.
Representatives from the city's
consultants, Greenhorne and
O Mara and Environmental Sys-
tems Analysis along with the city's
attorney in the case, Lawrence R,
Liebesman of Linowes and
Blocher, LLP, will describe their
findings and be available 1o answer
questions.

In December, 1999 the judge
granted USDA's request to recon-
sider its planned modification of
MD 201 and Sunnyside Ave. inter-
section under the National Envi-
ronmental Policy Act. (NEPA), The
essence of the city's suit is that
USDA illegally segmented road
modifications related to the
USDA's Belsville Office complex
into smaller components in order
to avoid cumulative analysis of the
environmental consequences of the
entirety of related road projects in
violation of federal law. The city
asserted that widening of MD 201
will inevitably lead to the widen-
ing of Sunnyside Ave east of the
tracks including replacement of the
Indian Creek Bridge and both
projects could permanently destroy
up to four and one haif (4.5) acres
of Wetlands of Special State Con-
cern known as the Beltsville Bot-
tomland Forest.

The City’s environmental and
traffic experts have been analyzing

the environmental, traffic and
safety aspects of the proposed road
modifications. The city has de-
manded that USDA prepare a full
Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) under NEPA on the cumula-
tive effects of these related road
projects. USDA has not indicated
whether it will do a full EIS to
analyze direct. indirect and cumu-
lative effects. The city’s analysis
and findings will be submitted 1o
USDA and the Corps: next week
prior to the public meeting as pan
of its renewed demand for an EIS.
This analysis will demonstrate that
(1) if USDA widens MD 201 as
proposed, Sunnyside Ave east of
the tracks will also have to be wid-
ened to four lanes and the bridge
replaced. Otherwise there will be
severe iraffic and safety problems
due to the lack of sufficient storage
distance and the potential that ve-
hicles will be 'backed onto the
tracks, creating safety concerns.
Thus, there is a linkage between
the MD 20! project and the need
to also widen Sunnyside Ave and
replace the bridge, and (2) the per-
manent destruction of Beltsville
Bottomland Forest Wetlands from
these projects will have a severe
impact on the entire ecosystem and
it will be very difficult to locate a
suitable mitigation site in the wa-
tershed to compensate for such per-
manent impacts. Various environ-
mental groups. including the
Audubon Naturalist Society and the
Anacostia Watershed Society, have
supported the city’s demand for an
EIS.

Dear Happy, There is an easy and worm-pleasing solution. It’s
called “trench composting”. If you have a flower or vegetable garden
or decorative plantings, just keep a container on your kitchen counter
to hold non-animal based food scraps and discards. When it is full,
burry it in your garden in a trench that snakes in and out among the
plants. The Worms and creatures of the soil will love it, and in turn
your plants will get a wonderful meal of nutrients, too. The material
that you bury will become plant food in about six month. Remember,
using a garbage disposal is just flushing plant nutrients away, and
these same nutrients must be removed at water treatment plants
before the water can be released into our rivers.

Citizen Complaint Produceé y
Some Police Action

by Judith Ransom Bell

Ever. wonder what happens
after a complaint is made to the
police department? A recent
example from Greenbelt East il-
lustrates the evolution of police
action.

At the Greenbriar Condo-
minium Phase III board meeting
in January, a resident of
Mandan Road reported drug ac-
tivity and weapons issues in-
volving young men who hang
out behind his building. He
also complained about the lack
of police response.

In a follow-up memo to Po-
lice Chief James Craze, Lt.
Thomas Kemp, Patrol Division
Commander, reported that he
responded to the complaint and
then spoke with the resident on
February 1, in which a “frank
and open discussion of the
problem” topk place. Kemp
outlined yaridus options and ac-
tions to be taken including re-
search of past criminal activity
in the problem area, its identi-
fication as a special area check
location, and the scheduling of
a meeting on February 2 with
all four patrol squad sergeants/
shift supervisors to review the
problem.

Kemp added that he learned
the resident’s complaints were
mainly related to the fact that
he did not actually see officers
in the area after he called and
that they never came to speak
to him, although he did not
specifically request to speak
with an officer. Kemp sched-
uled a meeting with the resi-
dent on February 7.

Action Plan

When that meeting took
place, Kemp was accompanied
by the on-duty assistant shift

supervisor. They were joined
later by the resident’s wife, af
which time the group walked
over and surveyed the problem
activity area. Kemp then de-
veloped an action plan contain-
ing three recommendations: 1)
coordinate patrol units to make.
an effective approach to the
problem area to defeat detec-
tion by the suspects and any
lookouts they may have posted;
2) work closely with a new se-
curity company employed by
Greenbriar and Greenbriar
Management under the agents
of owners policy in enforcing
trespass laws; 3) work with
management to introduce
physical securily improvements
to the area, including needed
lighting to the area in question
and installing a lock on the
back door of the resident’s
building. Kemp later followed
up with the patrol supervisors
and feels that a more coordi-
nated, informed approach to
the situation is now being

taken. He also spoke about thé™.

situation to beat officers and,
the resident officer of neigh®
boring Glen Oaks and stressed
the need to focus attention on
the problem area.

Kemp researched the daily
log over the past month and
noticed no notable calls for
service or officer-initiated ac-
tivity with the problem area.
Kemp spoke with a representa-
tive of Condominium Venture,
Inc., an agent for Greenbriar
Condominium Phase III. This
was followed by a voice mail
comment from the president of
the residents association, indi-
cating the recommended light
may be put up in about two
weeks.,

A Greenbelt Gardener

by Rosie Rhubarb

The days are longer and the
sun higher in the sky now that
it is mid-March. Some of the
piants are responding with
flowers coming into bloom and
plants putting forth a bit of
greenery. There will still be
some cold weather and the soil
has yet to warm up enough for
true spring- like conditions to
come to pass.

The bright yellow forsythia
and daffodils are in bloom
around the city and to my mind
they are the sign that spring
will soon arrive. Forsythia is
such a useful shrub to have in
the garden. Now its bright yel-
low flowers are a welcome
sight. During the rest of the
year it makes a good low main-
tenance addition to the yard as
an individual plant or as a
hedge.

The witch hazel shrubs: put
on a nice display earlier this
month and last. Some lingered
so that they bloomed at the
same time as the forsythia,
which is unusual. There is a
particularly fine row of them
near the post office, variety
“Arnold’s Promise."” Their
sweet fragrance could be
smelled when the wind was just
right.

At the base of sach of the
shrubs are lenten rose plants
(Helleborus orientalis). This is
a reliable perennial that blooms
early in the spring. The five
petalled flowers come in shades
of purple and green.

The earliest daffodil variet- B

ies, such as “February Gold,”
are still in bloom even as the
mid-season varieties have come
into bloom during the recent
warm Sperl. There |s Just
something about that classic
daffodil shape and smell that
makes them one of the best
flowers of spring. They are
low maintenance flowers that
can even be planted in a yard
that is shaded most of the year
with deciduous trees.

shrubs have put forth just a
small amount of greenery.
They are hedging their bet -
knowing that cold weather is
not over but wanting to take
advantage of the stronger sun-
light. Seeing the daylilies stick
their noses up out of the
ground is a sign to me that true
spring-like weather is just a
few weeks away.

In preparation for spring’s
arrival leaves should be re-
moved from the flower beds,
last year’s flower stalks should
be trimmed back to near ground
level, and the hardiest perennial
flowering plants such as daylily
and sedum can be transplanted
or divided.

Liriope is a very low main-
tenance ground cover plant that
looks like clumps of grass.
The only thing that needs to be
done to them to make them
look neat is to cut back last
year’s leaves to an inch or so
in height just before the new
leaves grow out., That job
should be done in the next few
weeks. Make sure not to nip
the new leaves.
