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City Will Renovate Dog Park; 
Ups Babe Ruth Baseball Funds

Greenbelt's Dog Park closed 

Apri 1 16 for renovation, the 
Greenbelt City Council decided at 
its April 9 meeting. The council 
also agreed to increase the funding 
for the Babe Ruth Baseball 
League, heard a request from the 
Labor Day Festival for financial 
assistance, and voted to request an 
additional $100,000 from the 
Maryland-National Capital Park 
and Planning Commission (M­
NCPPC) as Greenbelt's fair share 
of M-NCPPC expenditures. 
Greenbelt became an official Tree 
City USA with the presentation of 
an award by state forester Beth 
Baden (see separate story). 

Dog Park Renovation 
The popular Greenbelt Dog 

Park will close for approximately 
three to five weeks, primarily to 
re-sod the park, since about 80 
percent of the grass has eroded. 
This fact was noted by Kenny 
Hall, director of Greenbelt's De­
partment of Public Works, in a 
memo to City Manager Michael 
McLaughlin. Hall outlined several 
approaches to renovation: re-sod 
the park at a cost of about $1,500; 
plant grass seed, which would only 
cost about $450 but would close 
the park for a far longer time; or 
divide the park in half to allow use 
of a portion while the rest was be-

ing treated. The Greenbelt Dog 
Park Association surveyed its 
members and found that the over­
whelming majority were in favor 
of immediate closure of the park 
for renovation. 

Councilmember Thomas White 
inquired if there was any alterna­
tive space available during renova­
tion and McLaughlin replied that 
alternatives such as ballfields 
would not be available at this 
time of the year. Mayor Judith 
Davis asked about improvements 
such as water and lights and sug­
gestions for separate areas for 
large and small dogs. 
McLaughlin responded that im­
provements were primarily a bud­
get issue to be dealt with in the 
budget cycle. Councilmember 
Rodney Roberts asked about ex­
pansion of the park and 
McLaughlin indicated that there 
were several options, once the fu­
ture of the nearby Sunrise prop­
erty is detennined. 

Expansion may be a good idea 
for the continued quality of the 
space, since the dog park is a 
small tract of land for so many 
dogs. Councilmember Alan 
Turnbull concurred, saying that 
currently the dog park looks like 
photos of "overgrazing out West" 

Katrina Boverman, speaking on 
behalf of the Dog Park Associa-

tion, was in favor of renovating 
the current dog park, while ex­
ploring more long-tenn solutions. 
She and her dog LeRoy frequently 
use the park, she said. She hoped 
that a more active Dog Park Asso­
ciation could be involved in devel­
oping future plans. Other associa­
tion members expressed the hope 
that renovations would begin soon, 
taking advantage of the spring 
weather. 

Babe Ruth Association 
In another spring-related issue, 

council voted unanimously to in­
crease the funding for the baseball 
association by $2,500 because 
"more kids are playing baseball;' 
according to Robert Sonneveldt, 
president of the association. 
"That's the good news," he said. 
'The bad news is that we have to 
pay for it." Instead of three 
teams, as in the past, six teams 
will now take the field. About 70 
percent of the players are from 
Greenbelt, and the rest from 
nearby communities. 

Labor Day Festival 
If spring comes, can the Labor 

Day Festival be far behind? Patti 
Brothers, newly-elected president 
of the Labor Day Festival Com­
mittee, told council that planning 
for this year's festival has al­
ready begun. The Festival will

MPO John Dewey Named 
Officer of the Year 2000 

On Friday, March 23, Master 
Patrol Officer John Michael 
Dewey was recognized as the 
Greenbelt Police Department's 
Officer of the Year for 2000. 

The award was presented at 
the twelfth annual Officer of the 
Year banquet, hosted by the 
Greenbelt American Legion Post 
#136, which honors a police of­
ficer each year for his or her pub­
lic safety service to the Greenbelt 
community. 

MPO Dewey, a six-year vet­
eran of the police department, 
was recognized for his actions on 
the night of September 19, 2000, 
when he responded to a report of 

a man down in the 5700 block of 
Greenbelt Metro Drive. Upon 
arriving on the scene, Dewey dis­
covered that the individual had 
been repeatedly stabbed while 
defending his wife during an 
armed robbery. Dewey, being the 
first officer on the scene, quickly 
assessed the situation, called for 
medical assistance and began life 
saving efforts to resuscitate the 
victim, despite being hampered 
by a language barrier. Dewey, a 
certified Emergency Medical 
Technician, conducted a primary 
medical survey of the victim and 
began to treat his i!!,juries. When

Her New Book on Greenbelt 
The controversy over the fate 

of the Jaeger Tract on Kenilworth 
Avenue continues, as a prelimi­
nary plan of subdivision for the 
17 .4 acre tract lands on the 
Greenbelt City Council's April 23 
agenda. Council must act on the 
issue next Monday, because the 
Prince George's County Planning 
Board has the plan on its Thurs­
day, April 26 agenda.

Over ten years ago, as I was 

working at my desk outside the 
Greenbelt City Manager's office, a 
young woman came in and intro­
duced herself as Cathy Knepper. 
Someone, probably Betty Allen at 
the library, had suggested she con­
tact me, as she was about to be­
gin her dissertation on Greenbelt 
and I had acquired considerable 
information about it. I have al­
ways been interested in history, 
and while a city employee, two of 
my favorite assignments were as 
~taff liaison to the 45th and 50th 
anniversary committees. 

One of my projects for both 
anniversary celebrations was the 
compilation of recollections of 
Greenbelt pioneers who had been 
part of this unique New Deal ex­
periment. I had been providing 
material for students for over 15 
years, but none had ever given the 
city a copy of a report. Knepper 
promised she would, and several 
years later her dissertation arrived 
- two thick volumes. 

Now I am retired and am a 
volunteer at the Audubon Natural­
ist book store. Several months 
ago, my supervisor asked if I 
would like to order a new book 
about Greenbelt, and I was de­
lighted to learn that it was by Dr. 
Cathy Knepper. I hope the fol­
lowing comments will encourage 
Greenbelt residents to attend the 
book signing and discussion 

which will be held on Thursday, 
April 26, at 7:30 p.m. in the Mu­
nicipal Building. 

"Greenbelt, Maryland, A Liv­
ing Legacy of the New Deal" be­
gins with Greenbelt's founding as 
a cooperative community, and 
continues through the subsequent 
years. The last section covers the 
persistence of the Greenbelt idea 
and provides a timely analysis of 
those qualities that seFVed as the 
model for currents in urban de­
velopment that have once again 
come into vogue in such move­
ments as the new urbanism and 
traditional neighborhood develop­
ment. 

In her introduction, Knepper 
states, "From the beginning, 
people in Greenbelt felt they 
were taking part in a significant 
social experiment and thus kept 
many records of their activities ... 
I have combined the methodolo­
gies of history and ethnography 
in my research. The combination 
is unusual and I found it rather 
difficult to carry out, as conflicts 
occur between the two. History 
demands a clear, objective analy­
sis of facts, whereas ethnography 
focuses on identification with the 
thoughts, feelings, and point of 
view of those being studied ... " 

New Insights 
Sometimes I think I know a 

great deal about Greenbelt be­
cause I've lived here for 39 
years, and have been active in the 

community, but with this new 
book, I am · about to learn much 
more. For example. people in 
Prince George's County resented 
the new town because the inhab­
itants would be '"foreigners" -
meaning anyone not from the 
county and because they would 
have services that others lacked, 
such as paved roads, a swimming 
pool, recreation programs, a kin­
dergarten and a nursery school. 

The planning staff of the 
Maryland-National Capital Park 
and Planning Commission has 
approved the plan with conditions 
dealing with the variation and 
tree conservation plan. 

The Greenbelt City Council is 
expected to reaffirm its 
longstanding opposition to any 
development on the tract. Over 
the years successive councils 
have taken this position, pressing 
for integrating the tract into 
Oreenbelt Park as originally in­
tended. 

The federal park is located 
within Greenbelt's city limits; the 
Jaeger tract is south of 

"Life in Prince George's 
County in 1937 was largely rural, 
and small towns such as Laurel 
and College Park existed only 
along Route I. Very little growth 
had occurred from the late 19th 
century to the time Greenbelt 
burst onto the scene. In the 
1930s Prince George's County 
had the lowest percentage of reg­
istered voters in Maryland, as 
residents largely left their civic 
affairs in the hands of Senator 
Lansdale Sasscer and his political 
machine. Prince George's 
County residents clung to a rural, What Goes On 

Although the Jaeger tract was 
discussed at its April 5 meeting, 
the Advisory Planning Board was 
unable to vote on the issue due 
to the lack of a quorum. There­
fore, no official report of find­
ings and recommendations will 
be submitted. Instead, council 
will receive a memorandum of 
comments. 

The city council agenda com­
ments will include a recommen­
dation and evaluation of the plan 
by the city's planning staff. The 
notes will probably deal with the 
applicant's (AD&C Management 
Company) proposal for variation 
requests to reduce the required 
size of buffers around the stream, 
wetland and floodplain in order 
to avoid bisecting the tract. This 
would encroach on environmen­
tally sensitive land.

Re-establish Bus Stop 
I would like the Greenbelt 

Elementary bus stop at 19/20 
Court Ridge Road to be re-es­
tablished. It has been removed 
this year because of the rule 
that children must walk to 
school if they live within 1 1/2 
miles of the school. Common 
sense says that it would be un­
safe and impractical for young 
children to walk across 
Greenbelt streets - and in all 
weather conditions. Good par­
ents (no parents from what I 
have observed) allow this; there­
fore, we drive our children to 
school. This does not reflect 
the environmental consciousness 
that Greenbelt is known for. 
Moreover, it presents a difficulty 
to parents, particularly single 
parents, who are trying to juggle 
their schedules to accommodate 
their children ' s transportation 
needs. 

I first called the school to re­
quest that my son resume taking 
Lime bus. A school senior ad­
ministrator told me that I must 
contact the School Board trans­
portation office about this. The 
transportation office informed 
me that I must make a direct 
request to the Greenbelt "bus 
lot." The bus lot director told 
me I must have Greenbelt El­
ementary put in a "stop change" 
and have the school "send it to 
transportation ." I was then in­
formed by the transportation of­
fice that they cannot re-establish 
the stop because 19/20 Court is 
less than (but not much less) 1 
1/2 miles from the school. This 
is certainly what is called being 
given the runaround. 

A number of school buses 
drive down Ridge Road enroute 
to the school. I am not con­
vinced that the buses are so full 
that one of them can• t make the 
19/20 Court stop that Lime bus 
used to make.

Once a rural enclave 
linked to the nation's capitol of 
Washington, D.C. by bus and 
trolley, Greenbelt now boasts ma­
jor shopping centers, a Metrorail 
line, high tech industries, a grow­
mg number of single family 
homes and Springhill Lake, one 
of the largest apartment com­
plexes on the east coast. How 
has Utopia fared over the last 
three-quarters of a century?

The Greenbelt Arts Center 

held its annual meeting on Sun­
day March 25, to discuss future 
plans, elect new officers and to 
recognize the past year's accom­
plishments and people who help 
make the center the thriving out­
let for creative expression it is to­
day. 

The meeting began with the 
debut performance of GAC Re­
flex, an improvisational comedy 
troupe that performs impromptu 
acts spurred on by audience par­
ticipation. 

As members of the arts center 
filed in, dressed to the nines in 
elegant evening attire, the actors 
of GAC Reflex asked them to 
write a phrase or group of words 
on small pieces of paper. The 
troupe later collected and incor­
porated the phrases in one of the 
five acts they performed. The per­
formance also required the audi­
ence to yell out words between 
their fits of laughter, as the actors 
spontaneously built them into the 
scene. 

After GAC Reflex broke the 
ice, and the audience recovered 
fr?m the humorous performance, 
Nicole Dewald called the meeting 
to order, her last one as the 
center's president. She began her 
speech using an analogy to ex­
plain the past year's events. 

"It comes down the this - it's 
been a dance, synchronized yet 
allowing for great artistic expres­
sion - and I am talking about the 
Hokey Pokey ... on roller skates" 
she said. "We reach that right 
hand out," she continued, refer­
ring to the outreach that the cen­
ter has made to the communfty, 
"and we shook it all around." 

Programs 
She went on to list the many 

new programs that have added to 
the Greenbelt community. The 
Youth Playmate Project was a big 
accomplishment for GAC, which 
has made encouraging youth in­
volv~~ent in the performing arts 
a pnonty. The program, based in 
Greenbelt Elementary School, in­
volved 26 youth participants in 
every aspect of stagecraft from 
acting to directing to costume de­
sign. 

Making the theatre accessible 
to the community was another 
goal of the arts center. By giving 
free performances of Shakespeare 
on the Green, this was yet an­
other goal met in 2000. 

GAC has traditionally been a 
performing arts based organiza­
tion, but last year they expanded 
their program with the addition of 
an art gallery in the lobby of the 
theater, reaching out to accommo­
date the need for creative expres­
sion through the visual arts. 

The ongoing rotation of art 
will display a wide range of artis­
ti~ me~iums including painting, 
pnnts, Jewelry and embossing. 

After identifying the new ac­
tivities manager, Mary Mitchell 
Donahue, Dewald went on to re­
port on the growth of the per­
forming arts center. The accom­
plishments of the past year were 
made possible by the contribu­
tions of 300 individuals who 
combined to donate 12,000 vol­
unteer hours. "This is what 
makes this theater work," she said 
with a gracious smile. 

Treasurer's Report 
Dewald then gave Michael 

Cooney, GAC treasurer, center 
stage. Cooney reported on what 
he called "the practical means to 
make artistic ideas a reality." 

The I 5 percent in income and 
new computerized accounting 
systems are two important factors 
t~at have made "it an exciting 
time to facilitate this organiza­
tion," Cooney said. The City of 
Greenbelt has been the largest 
supporter of GAC, and has 
matched the grants from corpo­
rate sponsorship by four to one. 
The nonprofit theater organization 
received $83,000 in total income, 
$18,000 of it from the year'-s 
ticket sales. 

Next on the agenda was the 
announcement of the future 2000/ 
2001 season by Gretchen Jacobs, 
chair of the theater committee, 
and Konrad Herling, chair of the 
music committee. 

Jacobs announced that after 
"much democratic deliberation " 
the season would include a seri~ 
of plays from the Shakespeare's 
age-old ''Taming of the Shrew" 
to "Belongings," which was just 
recently published. The schedule 
will also feature four one-act per­
formances. 

Musical Presentations 
Herling then announced the 

season's musical presentations. 
Among many exciting perfor­
mances, the schedule features a 
piano performance dedicated to 
Herling's father, a Celtic music 
concert, and Flutar, which 
Herling said he recommends 
"with every fiber in my body."

The next item of business in­
cluded the reading of the revised 
mission and vision statements by 
GAC secretary, Theresa Cooney. 
The members in the audience 
were then asked to approve the 
statements, Cooney called for a 
vote, and both the mission and 
vision statements were unani­
mously passed. 

The second voting item was 
the amendments of the 
organization's bylaws, which 
were revised after 20 years. The 
amendments were handed out to 
the audience, also passing with­
out objection. 

Elections to the Board of Di­
rectors, At-Large Members and 
Committee chairs called for a fi­
nal vote, inducting the unopposed 
candidates. 

Douglas Malcom, a practicing 
attorney and actor, is the 2000/ 
200 l president. He said that he 
plans to continue on the same 
track set by Dewald, furthering 
the success of GAC. 

Fran Calhoon, part time drama 
instructor and volunteer online 
tutor, is this year's vice president 
of administration, and Norma 
Ozur, a retired teacher and long 

The members then voted on 12 
committee chairs and one member 
at-large, concluding the elections 
for the upcoming year. 

Awards 
Member-at-large, Gene Duarte 

pulled up a table stacked with 
awards to recognize the many 
contributions made by specific in­
dividuals. 

Duarte has been a GAC mem­
ber for more than 20 years and 
recalled the major journey that 
the theater has taken. Remember­
ing when the facility used to be a 
bowling alley, Duarte reminded 
members that she was there when 
they were pulling up the hard­
wood floors from the bowling 
lanes. Duarte commended Trix 
Whitehall for her efforts in m~ 
ing the theater what it is today. 
An honorary plaque will be 
placed in the art gallery, com­
memorating her "enthusiasm and 
dedication for the design of the 
theater." 

The youngest of the award re­
cipients was Trina Fisher, a 17-
year senior from Eleanor 
Roosevelt High School, who re­
ceived the important "Volunteer of 
the Year Award." Fisher has made 
many contributions to GAC, but 
her most impressive was when 
the director for the play "Bringing 
up Mama" disappeared. Assistant­
director and stage manager Fisher 
filled in. Not only. did she fill this 
demanding position, she also re­
placed two acting parts in the 
play, memorizing two sets of 
lines. When faced with another 
hardship, the absence of another 
actor, Fisher asked her mother 
Mary Lou Fisher, technical facili~ 
ties manager for GAC, to fill in. 
"Bringing up Mama" was an all 
too fitting name for this play. 

Herling's Lively Piano 
The meeting concluded with a 

reception in the lobby. Confec­
tions brought by GAC members 
were served. Congratulations to 
the newly elected board and 
award recipients, conversations 
excited by the future of GAC, 
and raves over the fudge brownies 
could be heard over the 
soundtrack of Konrad tunes.

the victim stopped breathing, 
Dewey initiated rescue breathing 
(CPR) until the arrival of the fire 
deparµnent ambulance. He con­
tinued to assist fire department 
personnel in their efforts to resus­
citate the victim, until the arrival 
of the Advanced Medical Unit. 

Although the victim eventually 
succumbed to his injuries, Dewey 
was recognized for his life saving 
effort under dire circumstances, 
with great personal health risk to 
himself, upholding the highest 
tradition of the police profession. 
Had it not been for his adep~ 
handling of the initial crime 
scene, the victim would not have 
had any chance for survival what­
soever nor would other respond­
ing officers have gained the nec­
essary information to apprehend 
those responsible for the murder. 

Additionally, Dewey was hon­
ored for his actions by proclama­
tion by the Greenbelt City Coun­
cil at its March 26 meeting. 

During his six years as a pa­
trol division officer, Dewey re­
quested and was selected to be a 
member of Greenbelt's Tactical 
Unit and, most recently, was cho­
sen to be the third canine officer 
of the Greenbelt Police Depart­
ment.

Free Mulch Available 
To City Residents 

City crews are grinding leaves 
in the parking lot adjacent to 
Northway ballfield #1. Some of 
these leaves are available to the 
public These leave were stock­
piled at orthway last fall after 
College Park's composting facil­
ity was filled to capacity and 
could no longer accommodate 
leaves from the city. 

The ground leaves make very 
good mulch or a soil amendment. 
As mulch it is more beneficial to 
the soil than hardwood or shred­
ded bark, although it does not 
last as long. As a soil amend­
ment, two or three inches can be 
blended with the existing upper 
six to eight inches of soil to im­
prove it. 

"When I went to the Labor 
Day Festival I thought I had been 
transferred back to a small town 
in Iowa. It looked exactly like the 
carnival they had every spring, the 
floats, the cotton candy, carnival 
booths. It could have been lifted 
out of small town Iowa but, if you 
listened carefully, you could hear 
the Beltway in the background ... " 

Cathy Knepper concludes: ''The 
Greenbelt philosophy is dedicated 
to democracy in action, wherein 
each individual is encouraged to 
participate in local affairs. Thus 
ironically in a town in which the 
importance of cooperation is 
stressed, opportunities abound for 
individual growth and develop­
ment, as everyone is urged to con­
tribute whatever and however they 
can."

Single-Family Homes 
The preliminary plan shows 

21 lots for detached, single-fam­
ily homes on quarter-acre sites, 
two acres of open space, and the 
general location of roadways. 
The plan also deals with the en­
vironmental aspects of the tract 
and the adequacy of public facili­
ties. 

Meanwhile, the city council 
agreed to consider entering into a 
"Friends" agreement with the Na­
tional Capital Parks-East to se­
cure the Jaeger tract's incorpora­
tion into Greenbelt Park. If this 
plan succeeds, no development 
would take place on the site. On 
March 14, City Manager Michael 
McLaughlin met with Fred 
Cunningham, manager of 
Greenbelt Park and Glenn 
Eugster, who is in charge of the 
partnership program for the Na­
tional Park Service (NPS) in this 
area. 

In his March 19 memo to 
council, McLaughlin said he 
"was quite hopeful about the 
whole outcome," noting that 
Eugster has a very strong back-' 
ground in partnering and finding 
a way to acquire property. "He 
strongly believes that something 
can be put together to meet our 
objective." Eugster will be con­
tacting the National Park Trust 
and Congressman Steny Hoyer's 
office "to get a clearer picture of 
what role and commitment they 
can bring to the project."

City to Spray Tree Pests 
In a memorandum to the city 

manager, Public Works Supervisor 
of Operations Bill Phelan points 
out that some Old Greenbelt areas 
have problems with cankerworm 
(inchworm) infestation of red oaks 
and red maples. He proposes 
spraying with Bt, a bacteriat agent 
which also controls tent caterpil­
lars. 

Red oaks in Woodland Hills 
and Ridge Road were particularly 
badly damaged this past year; in 
the prior year, red maples in Box­
wood and lindens on Mathew 
Street were daidaged. Some 
maples in Boxwood were com­
pletely defoliated, Phelan ex­
plained. 

In an effort to better predict 
where damage will occur, the 
State of Maryland Forest Pest 
Management Office banded trees 
around town and conducted counts 
of adult females early this spring. 
Results indicate that there will be 
sufficient numbers of this pest to 
cause heavy damage in the Box­
wood and Lakewood neighbor­
hoods this year. In addition large 
numbers of females were found on 
red oaks on Ridge Road. It does 
not appear there will be a problem 
on Mathew Street this year.

product made from bacteria that in­
fest the gut of many ~ of cat­
erpillars. Bt is only active in the 
environment for less than 24 hours, 
and is not toxic to humans, animals 
or most other insects. Within 
hours of feeding on the material, 
caterpillars cease feeding on leaves 
and die within a few days. Bt is 
available from local nurseries that 
can advise on proper application 
timing and method. 

In late April, the City of 
Greenbelt plans to spray oaks, 
map1es and crab apples on Rldg'e 
Road, in Boxwood and in Lake­
wood. The city will use Bt applied 
from a truck-mounted sprayer. 
This is the safest product available 
and has the least environmental 
impact, both issues that are relevant 
to an integrated pest management 
program, Phelan points out. Spray­
ing will be done midday when the 
fewest people are outdoors and 
children are in school. It is not 
possible to predict the exact day 
because it depends on weather con­
ditions. Those with questions can

Greenbelt Is a "Tree City USA'' 
by Maria Piazzola 

Mayor Judith Davis an­
nounced at the April 9 regular 
meeting of city council that 
Greenbelt has been named a 
Tree City USA by the National 
Arbor Day Foundation. This is 
the first year that the city has 
received this national recogni­
tion for its tree-care program. 

To qualify for Tree City 
USA, a town or city must meet 
four standards established by 
the National Arbor Day Foun­
dation and the National Asso­
ciation of State Foresters. The 
community must have a tree 
board or department; Greenbelt 
has the Advisory Committee on 
Trees. The second is a tree care 
ordinance; the city code out­
lines rules on planting trees and 
any other activity that might af­
fect the health of trees. The 
third standard is a comprehen­
sive community forestry pro­
gram; the city allots a certain 
amount of money and resources 
for the purchase, planting, 
pruning and general care of 
trees. The fourth standard is 
an Arbor Day observance. 

Earth Day 
On April 21, the city will 

observe Arbor Day as part of 
its Earth Day celebration. Over 
25 trees will be planted adja­
cent to the Springhill Lake 

Recreation Center. The new 
trees will shade the parking lot 
and make a buffer between the 
lot and Springhill Lake Apart­
ments. 

Mayor Davis thanked the Ad­
visory Committee on Trees for 
its role in the city's tree care. 
The committee meets twice 
monthly to study, investigate, 
and advise the city council on 
matters related to the city's tree 
resources, to develop or update 
annually, in conjunction with 
city staff, a written plan for the 
care, preservation, pruning, 
planting, replanting, removal or 
disposition of trees and shrubs 
on public grounds. The com­
mittee chairs are Charles 
Jackman and Jennifer Sager, 
and the city staff liaison is Bill 
Phelan. 

"Having a tree committee is 
excellent, because it 
depersonalizes tree decisions 
and makes them more of a 
community-wide process," 
Phelan said. 

Beth Bader, Maryland State 
Forester, said that Greenbelt has 
always been a "tree city." 
"Now it has the official title to 
go along with its love and sup­
port of trees."
