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Radburn, Prototype of Planned
Community Gardentown Concept

In September my wife and |
took a trip to New England to
see the fall foliage. On the way
we made a quick side trip to
Radburn. Radburn is now a sub-
division in Fair Lawn, N.J,, a few
miles off exit 159 of the Garden
State Parkway.

Why should we visit
Radburn? It is a prototype of a
planned community built in the
late 1920s that helped to inspire
Rexford Guy Tugwell and the
Roosevelt New Dedlers to build

the three garden towns, includ-
ing Greenbelt. While | have
visited all three of the greenbelt
towns, | had never seen Radburn
before.

Although Clarence Stein, who
developed Radburn along with
Henry Wright, would have liked
being involved in designing the
greenbelt garden towns, he still
was an important influence on
the thinking that went into their
design.

In an article “Radburn, New

Jersey, An Experiment in Urban
Form,” Tom Maguire states,
“Clarence Stein’s and Henry
Wright's work on the New Jersey
suburb of Radburn was a funda
mental departure in terms of
built form, ideological paradigm
and design process from Ameri-
can planning traditions in the
1920s. Since its partial comple-
tion in 1929, Radburn has served
in turn as a model for the form,
paradigm and process of build-
ing suburbs.”

Our visit was quick as we
had a tight schedule. Although
there is not a whole lot to see,
we still did not thoroughly see
it. Here is my impression.

Super Block

Picture a rectangular block
with normal residential streets on
each side, only this block is
maybe the size of two of the
original Greenbelt super blocks.
At one corner, a short block from
a main street and commercial
properties that may at one time
have been part of the original
community but now look ordi-
nary, there is a three or four story
apartment building that appears
to be in the shape of a cross. It
is made of dark brick. On a
cloudy day it looked a little
ominous. There is no off-street

Top Stories 2003

The following is our selection of the most significant stories
of the past year. The stories are about fire, forests, weather, mur-
der, land purchases, redevelopment, loan payoffs and some people
who have made their mark in Greenbelt. They are not listed in
any particular order.

Greenbriar Fire

On November 21 a mgjor fire destroyed a 12-unit condo-
minium apartment building in the Greenbriar development, kill-
ing resident Mary Alice Carroll and injuring nine others, includ-
ing five firefighters. The 27 displaced residents found temporary
quarters with friends or with the assistance of the Red Cross.
Cause of the fire has not been determined

Forest Preserve

In October the Greenbelt City Council unanimously passed an
ordinance putting severa tracts of city-owned woodlands into a
Forest Preserve. Under the ordinance, land in the preserve can-
not be developed for any purpose, including park pavilions or
recreational facilities.  Several city advisory boards objected to
the council’s action, calling for more public input. After the
election, the new council deferred action on ordinances to create
additional preserves until a task force is created and can assess
the city’s remaining wooded areas and its needs for parks and rec-
reation aress.

Unusual Weather

This was the year of rains and storms. Baltimore set a record
for rainfal in one year and Washington may set one too. After
several nearly snowless winters, the winter of 2002-03 kept snow-
plows and sidewak shovelers busy. The February 17 storm of 18
inches was rated one of the top six for the area. While
Greenbelt took the storm in stride, many events were cancelled
and workers stayed home. A wet spring and summer interfered
with outdoor activities.

The first of three destructive windstorms occurred on August
26, with a few falen trees, much fallen debris from trees and a
brief power outage. On September 18, Hurricane Isabel brought
50 m.p.h. winds and 2 % inches of rain, toppling numerous trees
and knocking power out in parts of Greenbelt for up to four
days, causing schools and workplaces to close. The last wind-
storm on November 13, toppled a 200-year-old oak tree behind
56 Crescent, 23 Bradford pear trees in Greenbelt East and many
pine trees in the city.

GHI L oan Payoff

On October 5, Greenbelt Homes, Inc., the cooperative which
owns most of the original homes in Greenbelt built by the Fed-
eral Government, held a picnic to celebrate the final payment on
a 20-year, $11 million “rehab” loan to renovate its 1,600 homes.
After years of debate over rehabilitation of the homes, the pro-
gram was launched in 1983. With the final payment, $24 mil-

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City Identifies Priority
Walks for Snow Clearing

Public Works Director Ken-
neth Hall has provided City
Manager Michael McLaughlin
with a priority listing for side-
walk snow removal. Hall said
“We do not have the capacity to
remove snow on al walks in the
city. Areas that are in front of
residences are considered the re-
sponsibility of the resident. In
order to accommodate clearing
of additional areas, additional
staff and equipment would be
needed.”

Priority 1 sidewalks are the
sidewalk from Green Ridge
House to Roosevelt Center, walks
connecting stores and parking at
Roosevelt Center, police station
sidewalks and the Spellman
Overpass connecting central
Greenbelt with Greenbelt East
and the Eleanor Roosevelt High
School. These walks are to be
cleared continuously during
snowfalls. Other priority 1 walks
are at the city offices, Greenbelt
Elementary School and the en-
trance walk to the Aquatic and
Fitness Center. These are to be
cleared by the time the building
opens.

Priority 2 walks to be con-
tinuously cleared are the Cres-
cent Road sidewalk from
Southway to the museum, Cres-

cent Road sidewalk from Ridge
Road (at police station) to the
Hillside underpass, sidewalk be-
hind the Crescent apartments to
Southway, the underpass walks
near Gardenway, the library, Hill-
side Road and at the second
Hillside Road underpass near
Greenhill Road. Other priority 2
walks to be cleared before build-
ing openings are those entering
the community center and the li-
brary, the Youth Center, the mu-
seum and the Springhill Lake
Recreation Center. Sidewalks
leading to the Metro station on
Cherrywood Lane are to be
cleared by the day after the storm
ends.

Other priority 3 sidewalks
which are to be cleared within a
day or two after a major snow
ends are the sidewak from the
Westway underpass to Braden
Field, Southway from Crescent
Road to Greenbelt Road, Ridge
Road from Mishkan Torah Syna-
gogue to 73 Court of Ridge,
Hanover Parkway from Good
Luck Road to Megan Lane, ac-
cess to the restrooms at Schrom
Hills Park, the path from 2 Court
Ridge to Lakeside Drive, Metro
bus stops and in front of the po-
lice station to Ivy Lane.

Greenbelt Pioneer

Ethel
Rosenzweig,
94, died on
December 19,
2003.

Ethel and
Benjamin
Rosenzweig
moved into 4-
E Crescent
Road in July of 1938, raising
four sons and a daughter there.
In 1997, after Ben's death, Ethel
moved to Hillhaven Assisted Liv-
ing Fecility.

The Greenbelt of 1938 re-
quired the woman to stay home
and take care of her family.
However this was not enough for
Mrs. Rosenzweig. She was a vol-
unteer secretary at the Center
School. Her duties included typ-
ing the weekly menu, cutting the
stencils, then running it off on a
mimeograph machine; answering
the phone; scheduling appoint-
ments for the principal; and as-
sorted other jobs. For this service
she received honorary life mem-
bership in the Parent-Teacher As-
sociation.

She also found time to volun-
teer in the school cafeteria, serve
lunch to the children, act as a
homeroom mother and during the
holiday  season introduce
Chanukah traditions, which in-
cluded cooking latkes for the stu-
dents.

She was also a Cub Scout den
mother, a Brownie leader and
worked as a volunteer in the co-
operative nursery school.

For many vyears Mrs.
Rosenzweig wrote the “Our
Neighbors’ column for the News
Review.

Shortly after she moved to
Greenbelt a question was raised
as to why there was no Jewish
synagogue in Greenbelt. So she
and her husband helped found
the Greenbelt Hebrew Congrega-
tion, known today as Mishkan
Torah Synagogue. She served in
the sisterhood and instituted the
catering of bar mitzvahs and other
occasions. The sisterhood also
provided food and drink to the
male members of the congregation
as they built the synagogue brick
by brick. At times all the reli-
gious organizations in Greenbelt
pitched in to help.

Mrs. Rosenzweig served as
president of the sisterhood for
three terms, was financial secretary
of the Sunday school and record-
ing secretary to the synagogue
board. She aso wrote articles for
the synagogue newdletter, cut the
stencils, ran the mimeograph ma-
chine and did the mailing.

For years she was in charge of
the seating chart for the High Holi-
days services, which required the
movement of congregants in al
directions like on a chesshoard,
trying in vain to satisfy everybody.
On one occasion she managed to
place two people in one chair,
which led to some confusion.

Mrs. Rosenzweig and her hus-
band were founding members of
the Greenbelt Co-operative Asso-
ciation, which later became
Greenbelt Consumer Services,
GCS for short. As GCS grew,
each supermarket area had a local
delegation to the GCS Co-op
Congress. She headed up the
Greenbelt delegation for a number
of years. She aso served as sec-
retary to the Co-op Congress and
was personal secretary to the
president of GCS, who happened

to be her husband.

Mrs. Rosenzweig had many
happy years living in Greenbelt
and, in later life, often reminisced
about how she would love to
move back there to be close to all
her friends and relive those won-
derful times. Even to the end, her
heart was aways in Greenbelt and
she was nostalgic for her unique
and wonderful town.

She is survived by four sons,
Martin and his wife Susan, Rich-
ard and his wife Venna, Ira and
his wife Beverly, and Michael
and his wife Joanna; daughter
Phyllis Kolmus and her husband
Peter; sister Florence Lieberman;
10 grandchildren and 12 great-
grandchildren. Her husband died
in 1997.

Funeral services were held on
Sunday, December 21, 2003 at
Mishkan Torah, with interment
following at King David Memo-
rial Garden, Falls Church, Va.

John E. Snoddy

John E. (Jack) Snoddy of
Ocean Pines, Berlin, Md., for-
merly of Greenbelt and Lanham,
died on December 25, 2003, at
Georgetown Hospital, Washington,
D.C. after a brief battle with can-
cer. He was 71 years old.

He earned a bachelor of sci-
ence degree in business adminis-
tration, Southeastern University,
Washington, D.C. In 1988 he re-
tired after 35 years as a CIA
agent. He traveled the world ex-
tensively during his career and
served with the original group of
Sky Marshals. At the time of his
death he was a contract investiga
tor with Omnisec International.

Mr. Snoddy was a long time
resident of Greenbelt. He joined
the Greenbelt Volunteer Fire De-
partment (GVFD) when he was a
teenager and also the Greenbelt
Volunteer Rescue Squad (GVRS).

He retained his membership over
the decades, filling many roles
including assistant chief and
president. At the time of his
death he was on the Board of
Trustees. He was the longest
serving member of the department
and a member of the Prince
George's County Volunteer Fire
Department Hall of Fame and the
Maryland State Volunteer Fire De-
partment Hall of Fame. He
served eight years as a Prince
George's Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment Commissioner. His son
Jacky (1956 - 1979) and two
grandsons followed him into the
GVFD&RS. Mr. Snoddy had fol-
lowed his dad, Tom, which makes
the grandsons, J.V. Dutton and
John Daffron the only fourth gen-
eration Greenbelt firemen.

He is survived by his wife of
52 years, his high school sweet-
heart, Maria Waters Snoddy; his
children Elaine Snoddy, Donna
Eastwood and Laura Collier; five
grandchildren and one great-
granddaughter. He is also sur-
vived by his sister, Rita E.
O’'Brien of Hampton, Va., and
many nieces, nephews and in-
laws. His son John Edward
Snoddy, Jr., died in 1979.

He taught al who knew him to
work hard, play hard, love life and
nature. He valued and respected
other people, sharing and the
Christian way of life. He indtilled
in his children and grandchildren
devation to family, love of coun-
try, government service, commu-
nity service and volunteerism.

The rest of the long super block
consists of homes.

At first glance the Radburn
homes look very substantial.
They are well kept for being over
70 years old. Some homes face
the street, but most face onto nar-
row alley-like roads extending
toward the center of the super-
block, dead-ending abruptly with-
out turn-arounds. Some of the
homes are joined together. Oth-
ers are freestanding. Most have
had face-lifts, i.e., extensive re-
modeling. Thus most homes
have a distinct individuality, at
least if you give them only a su-
perficial look.

Underpass

At the far corner, a beautifully
landscaped pedestrian walkway
runs through a park area and un-
der the street through a brick-
faced underpass. On the other
side of the road is a park area
with recreation facilities and an
elementary school.

| took a walk on this pedes-
trian way into the depths of the
super block, where there was more
open space, aso well landscaped
and well maintained. | walked to
the end of the nearest court, or
what have you, the cluster of
homes facing one of the dead-
end alleys. | found no wakway
between the homes that would get
you to the alley.

passing the end of the second
row of homes facing the alley, |
found another pathway, straight
and narrow. This interior walk-
way went between two rows of
homes and straight back to the
residential street. Here | was
viewing the backs of the homes,
and while many had been resided
and remodeled, | found one or
two that had the appearance of
what might have been the original
home design. That design was in
asmpler style.

All in al, Radburn most re-
minded me of Greendale, Wisc.
That sister city to Greenbelt also
has freestanding homes of simple
style facing onto dead-end alley-
ways extending into the super-
blocks. However, the Greendale
homes did not seem to me to be
quite as jammed together as those
of Radburn. And there was a bit
of Greenbelt to see in Radburn as
well — the superblock, the cluster-
ing of homes, the interior walk-
ways and, of course, the under-
pass, a feature distinguishing
Greenbelt from its sister cities.

As with the Tugwell greenbelt
garden towns, the biggest failure
in Radburn appears to be the lack
of vision as to the impact of au-
tomobiles on suburban life. Still,
like the three garden towns,
Radburn has adjusted to the
changing urban environment and
continues to thrive as a successful
community.

A Case for Susie

Chickens Fly the Coop

Greenbelt’'s intrepid Animal
Control crew, in the persons of
Susie Hall and her assistant Lori
Briscow, fear no beast. Chickens,
though, are another matter.

Recently, while dealing with
such usual chores as removing
stray dogs, clearing dead squirrels
from the roadway and seeking
placements for homeless cats, the
crew received a cal for help from
Virginia Rescue. Could they cor-
ral 20 loose chickens in Largo?
Jurisdictional boundaries are flex-
ible in these matters.

How did these chickens come
to be loose? Their owners had
moved leaving them behind, and
the property was being taken
over by a warehouse company
with no particular feeling for
chickens and no need for the
wake-up calls of roosters or the
eggs produced by hens.

Strictly speaking, the chickens
hadn’t been abandoned. Before
leaving town, their owners had
arranged for Virginia Rescue to
take them. Unfortunately the
chickens flew the coop, as chick-
ens will. Soon they were all
over the place, outside as well as
inside the house. How they got
in, nobody knows. Virginia Res-
cue, a highly specialized outfit, is
willing to take chickens but not
to round them up. Hence the call

to Greenbelt.

The task was challenging but
not onerous, Susie Hall told the
News Review in a telephone in-
terview, until as night was falling
she and her helper noticed that
some of the craftier chickens were
hiding out in the trees. These
proved to be tough freedom-fight-
ers, an elite squadron who weren't
giving up without a struggle.

lion had been repaid. Almost al
homes benefitted from the reno-
vation, with most receiving new
windows and insulation. Frame
homes also received new siding.
Sunrise, Post Office

Completing a complicated
land deal, the city by December
had acquired the 9.9 acre Sunrise
property at the end of Hanover
Drive next to the Holiday Inn
adong the Capital Beltway. Once
proposed for high-rise apartments
and other intensive uses, the city
plans to keep the land as open
space. Tied to the city’s pur-
chase was consummation of the
sale of other land by the same
company to the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice for a new Greenbelt Post Of-
fice to be built near the corner of
Hanover Parkway and Ora Glen
Drive. This sale was delayed
pending removal of a restrictive
covenant placed on the property
by former owners, resolved only
after the city filed suit to con-
demn the land and a settlement
agreement was reached.

In March, representatives of
AIMCO, owners of the massive
Springhill Lake apartment project,
and its architects presented the
city council with a concept plan

for the redevelopment of the
nearly 3,000 apartments at a
cost of about $30,000 per unit
and a total of $90 million. How-
ever, when the Advisory Planning
Board and the Park and Recre-
aion Advisory Board met jointly
in November to review the con-
cept, AIMCO announced that it
had new architects and was con-
sidering “a total redevelopment, a
top to bottom expanded plan,”
with possibly al units torn down
and replaced. A charette is to be
held in January to engage local
stakeholders in the planning pro-
Cess.
Council Election

After 30 years, Thomas X.
White retired from the city coun-
cil holding the record for longev-
ity. Also stepping down was
three-term councilmember Alan
Turnbull. For the first time in 42
years, two vacancies occurred on
the council, offering newcomers
the opportunity to be elected
without defeating an incumbent.
On November 4, Konrad Herling
and Leta Mach, both active in
Greenbelt affairs, joined three in-
cumbents, Judith Davis, Rodney
Roberts and Edward Putens in be-
ing elected to a new council.
