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Local Folks Recount Experiences Council Issues Statement
At Presidential Inauguration

Below is one of a number of
articles in this issue relating the
experiences of local residents on
Inauguration Day. The story be-
gins with Mayor Judith Davis who
was in one of the ticketed sections
at the foot of the Capitol.

Separately Sandra Barnes tells
of her easy ride to Union Station
followed by a long walk to view
the Inauguration from the far side
of the Washington Monument.

Mary Lou Williamson tells of
Kelly Ivy’s encounter with the
Obamas and Bidens on the train
to Washington. There are also
personal accounts from other
Greenbelters who were either at
the Mall or watched with others
at locations in Greenbellt.

Mayor Judith Davis

Greenbelt Mayor Judith Davis
was able to get two inauguration
tickets through Congressman Steny
Hoyer’s office. She attended the
January 20 Presidential Inaugura-
tion with her friend, Greenbelter
Pat Warner.

They arrived at the New Car-
rollton Metro Station a little before
5:30 a.m., being dropped off at the
smaller lot on the New Carrollton
side of the station. That was a
good idea, she said, because she
later learned that traffic was backed
up onto the Beltway ramp for the
other station entrance. .

There were plenty of seats on
the train and they quickly got to
their station, Federal Center, the
closest to their designated entrance
gate. The station was crowded,
however, with people trying to exit
— so much so that later trains did
not stop there. Davis might have
been on the last train to make that
stop.

The two found plenty of signs
to direct them to the gate for Blue
tickets. Unless you were a top-lev-
el dignitary sitting on the platform
or below the Capitol steps, you did
not get to sit at the inauguration.
The Blue ticket holders, Davis’
designation, were on the southern
side of the west Capitol grounds.
Their area and the Purples backed
up to the General Grant statue and
reflecting pool.

Security

There was a line to go through
security, Davis said. She said
it didn’t look like a big crowd,
maybe a thousand. People waited
patiently. Everyone was good-
natured, she said. While waiting,
they watched the dawn arrive.

The gates were to open at eight
o’clock. It wasn’t until about 8:15,
however, that they did. Davis
did not pass through the met-
al detectors until 9:30. Security
checked people’s coats, their bags,
everything, she said. Some people
brought items not allowed and had
them confiscated.

Shortly thereafter, the musical
prelude to the ceremonies began.
Davis noted that a lot of tall people
were there, standing in front of her.
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From whereever one stood on the Mall, there was a sea of people.

Where she was, she could not see
a Jumbotron television screen. If
she stood on her tiptoes, she could
see a little bit of the Capitol.
“Even though I couldn’t see it,
I could hear it,” she said. “It was
one of those memorable events.”
“What was really amazing was
to look back at the Mall and see a
sea, a mass of people,” Davis said.
She noted that once past security,
everyone was given an American

flag. “It was a mass of pink.” To
be among the vast throng was “ab-
solutely amazing.” The people
around her were from all parts of
the country. They were young,
old, in wheelchairs and some of
them children riding on parents’
shoulders. “I was full of wonder
that this event was happening,”
Davis said.

Jan. 20, a Memorable Day

I must admit I had concerns
about going downtown on Inau-
guration Day. Would the crowds
of people be unruly? Would we
be swept up in some unfortunate
incident? Would we be shiver-
ing in bitter cold winds? My
husband David was determined
to go. He regretted that he
didn’t participate in the March
on Washington with Martin Lu-
ther King. I too missed that
event. As a University of Mary-
land student that sultry August
day in 1963, I chose not to join
the thousands of others who
marched for civil rights. So we
both saw the inauguration of
Barack Obama as an opportunity
to make amends for our past
regrets.

David got tickets for us on
the MARC train leaving from
the Bowie station. They came
in the mail a few days before
the event with Obama’s photo
emblazoned on one side. On
Tuesday morning we arrived at
the train station with about a
dozen other people. We boarded
the 9 a.m. train and smugly sat
in our guaranteed seats. We
were glad to avoid the huge
crowds at the Metro stations.
Lucky us! We reached Union
Station about a half hour later
— in plenty of time to get to the
Mall, we thought.

The temperature was in the
mid 20s. I was bundled in
about six layers of clothes,
including two pairs of socks,
insulated boots, thermal un-
derwear, down mittens over
leather gloves, hand warmers,
earmuffs, hat and bulky coat. I
also had toe warmers and car-
ried a supply of granola bars,
dried fruit and almonds. David
carried two blankets and a sec-
ond heavy sweater.

We walked about 30 blocks
from Union Station to 19th
Street to get past the security
checkpoints and to the Mall.
We tried to take the Metro but
encountered only up escalators.
An accident at the Gallery Place
station also caused delays. We
were cautioned not to try the
Third Street tunnel, which one
police officer said had a one-
mile pedestrian back-up.

We made a stop at the Grand
Hyatt at 10th and H Streets
for Metro information. It was
a great place to use a clean
bathroom. With a ban on auto-
mobile traffic, the streets were
filled with throngs of people.
Vendors were everywhere sell-
ing mugs, T-shirts, programs,
buttons, commemorative plates.
There was a carnival-like atmo-

On Voting System Reform

At the beginning of the regular
Greenbelt City Council meeting
on Monday, January 26, Mayor
Judith Davis read a statement that
is essentially a report on coun-
cil’s handling of the issue of the
Greenbelt at-large election process
for council seats. The three-page
report describes the genesis of
the issue raised in February 2008
in a joint letter to council from
the Prince George’s chapter of
the National Association for the
Advancement of Colored People
(NAACP) and the Maryland chap-
ter of the American Civil Liberties
Union (ACLU).

In addition the report describes
the deliberative process council
followed in seeking public input
and assessing the issues raised, a
set of recommendations council
has developed to address the is-
sues raised by the NAACP and
ACLU and the steps council will
be taking to move forward with
the recommendations.

The report to the community
outlines three steps council is
recommending and two findings
of council regarding the NAACP/
ACLU requests for changing the
city’s voting procedures.

Recommendations

1. Change Greenbelt Council
elections to occur in even-num-
bered years.

2. Take concerted actions to
increase voter turnout, especially
relating to city precincts 8 and
13.

3. For council elections in the
fall of 2009, the council term
would be only for one year.

Findings

1. Changing to a district
(based) representative system
is not appropriate at this time.
Council believes it is too drastic
a step.

2. Cumulative and/or prefer-
ence voting will not increase

The city and St. Hugh’s par-
ish have successfully partnered
on many projects over the years.
Some have involved the CYO
(e.g., T-Ball), some have in-
volved the Greenbelt business
community and Goddard (e.g.,
Rocket Boosters), some have in-
volved the city itself (kinGTUT
to the current Greenbelt Day
kids Youth Triathlon) and its
volunteers (e.g., swim team and
CYO co-sponsored the kinGTUT
and kinGTUT2(006)).

As St. Hugh’s Project Greno-
ble continues to provide more
handicapped accessibility to
Greenbelt, please remember
what an important “home” it
is.

The torch has been passed
but Grenoble is still St. Hugh’s
(and Greenbelt’s) home court.
Please don’t let the flame
of Project Grenoble and its
“games” (AGOG) go out.

TAG Programs Could
Be In Jeopardy

In the title of a document
dated January 22, the Prince
George’s County Board of Edu-
cation stated, “Global Financial
Crisis hits, with reverberations in
County and District Revenues.”
The document describes a number
of changes that could affect stu-
dents throughout the county.

Although not yet approved,
12 schools (11 elementary and
one middle) are recommend-
ed for closure. None of those
schools currently affect Greenbelt
or the north county. Hearings on
boundary changes, closures and
consolidations will be held and
parents notified. It appears that
these closings will go into effect
for the 2010-2011 and 2011-2012
school years, depending on the
location of the school.

However, the TAG (talented
and gifted) program attended by
many Greenbelt students could be
in for a significant change. Some
local TAG students currently are
enrolled at Greenbelt Elementary
while many others are bused to
TAG programs at Oakcrest and
Glenarden Woods Elementary
schools. These last two TAG
programs are proposed to be
transferred to Capitol Heights and
Robert Gray Elementary schools
respectively. The timing for that
change is not clear.

Language immersion programs
are also slated for changes. If
the budget is approved, a new
Chinese and two new Spanish
immersion programs are planned,
with adjustments in the French
immersion program.

In addition, it is not clear if
there could be changes to Mon-
tessori and creative arts programs.
However, the document indicated
that most charter schools in the
county are interested in using
school buildings. The Turning
Point Academy charter school, in
Greenbelt East, may seek changes
in its location over time.

The current round of closures
and changes are for elementary
and middle schools. Proposed
changes to high schools won’t
be available for discussion until
fall 2009.

Gardenway/Spellman
Overpass Action Plan

The action plan to make pub-
lic safety-related improvements
in the vicinity of Gardenway and
the Spellman Overpass was ap-
proved February 11, 2008. The
third quarterly report called for in
the plan outlines the steps listed
below with the current status, as
reported by City Manager Mi-
chael McLaughlin.

As to continued police pres-
ence, one or both School Re-
source Officers have been moni-
toring activity in the area of the
overpass and paths leading to it
every day, at the beginning and
end of the school day. Police
presence is supplemented by the
bike unit, K-9 unit and regular
patrol.

With regard to proper mainte-
nance, the Public Works Depart-
ment has maintained the area
to keep it clear of undergrowth.
No fence problems have been re-
ported. In addition, the memorial
plaque has been relocated and the
base lowered.

To satisfy the education/out-
reach component, the police
department held a community
meeting in August, co-hosted by
the Public Safety Advisory Com-
mittee.

Concerning emergency call
boxes and security cameras, a
pole has been installed for the
camera on the Gardenway side
and a concrete base has been put
in for the call box. Power has
been provided to the area. The
camera and call box should be
installed within 30 days.

Improved lighting has been
addressed. The lights on the path
have been monitored and found
to be appropriately bright.

A Review

“Children of Eden” at GAC
Is Fun, Upbeat Musical

“Children of Eden,” now
playing at the Greenbelt Arts
Center, is a sure cure for the
winter doldrums for adults and
children alike. It’s two hours of
high-energy singing and dancing
with a message that’s touching at
times and humorous at others.

An ensemble of about 26 tells
two stories from the Book of
Genesis that have become part of
our cultural repertoire — the sto-
ries of Adam and Eve in the Gar-
den of Eden and of Noah and the
Great Flood. Each story makes
up one act of this musical.

Some interesting plot changes,
however, that make this version
different from any heard in Sun-
day school, but the changes en-
hance the non-religious message.
The themes of importance of
family bonds versus independence
and living with one’s choices tie
together the two stories.

The musical was written by
Stephen Schwartz, the creator of
“Godspell” and “Wicked,” two
popular and enduring musicals.
It premiered in London in 1991.

The director, Darnell Mor-
ris, and producer, Patrick Pelz,
are both new to GAC and have
brought in a great cast and crew
that have staged a very profes-
sional production. Music is pro-
vided by live piano and a record-
ing of other instruments.

Paul Lewis Lentz

Mycologist Paul Lewis Lentz,
Ph.D., age 90, of Greenbelt died
on January 14, 2009. He had
been in declining health for sev-
eral months.

Born in 1918 in Indianapolis,
Ind., he graduated from Shortridge
High School in 1936 and attended
Butler University, where in 1940
he graduated magna cum laude
and was elected to the Phi Kappa
Phi honor society. He continued
his studies in botany at the Uni-
versity of lowa, earning a masters
in science degree and later a doc-
torate in mycology. In January
1942 he joined the United States
Navy, serving in Panama and at
the Bacteriology Laboratory at the
National Naval Medical Center in
Bethesda. He was released from
active service in 1946 with the
rank of lieutenant.

In 1943 he married Mary Ellen
Cone of Topeka, Kan., whom he

had met at the University of lowa.
Paul and Mary Ellen moved to
the Washington area in 1947,
when Paul began work for the
Department of Agriculture as a
mycologist at Beltsville Agri-
culture Research Center. They
settled in Greenbelt in 1950 and
in 1959 were among the original
homeowners in Lakewood.

Dr. Lentz was recognized as
one of the outstanding authori-
ties in the field of mycology (the
study of fungi) and in particular
its taxonomy. He became chief of
the USDA Mycology Laboratory
in 1971, directing the National
Fungus Collections, Poison Fungi
Center and research projects on
fungal biology, taxonomy and
pathogens. During his career,
he authored 47 publications on
mycology, assisted in many others
and made major presentations at
the International Botanical Con-

gress in 1959 and the Hesler Inter-
national Symposium in 1968. His
teaching career included instruc-
tion in mycology at the George
Washington University and at the
USDA Graduate School at the Na-
tional Institutes of Health. Other
highlights of his career included
appointment in 1966 as honor-
ary curator and later collaborator
for the Smithsonian Institution’s
Department of Botany and a 1971
appointment to the Biological
Sciences Advisory Panel of the
National Science Foundation.

Dr. Lentz was active in the
community as a volunteer with the
Boy Scouts and held several lead-
ership positions in the Greenbelt
Community Church. He was also
on call in the community and at
local hospitals as an expert to de-
termine whether wild mushrooms
that had been consumed were
poisonous.

The Sea Chanters spent the
night at the Navy Yard to assure
their appearance the next day.
They were up at 3 am. and after
breakfast got on a bus and headed
to an assembly area in Anacostia,
where they waited. They became
part of a caravan escorted by po-
lice to the Capitol, arriving about
7. By then people were already
swarming on foot down the streets
to get to the mall, he said.

They were able to wait in-
side the Capitol for the program
to begin. There, Edwards got a
glimpse of former vice-president Al
Gore and other dignitaries, most of
whom he did not recognize.

Really Cold

The Sea Chanters had to sit
through the ceremony outside. It
was really cold, Edwards said.
The group sat in the shadow of
the Capitol and lacked the warmth
others got from the sunshine.

The Sea Chanters are a presi-
dential support unit along with the
Marine Band. Edwards expects
there will be other opportunities
for him to see the President. How-
ever, the next big thing for the Sea
Chanters is a tour of southwestern
states.

Edwards has been a member of
the Sea Chanters since December
2006. One of his first jobs was
to sing a solo at the White House.
He sang How Sweet It Is to Be
Loved by You after a state din-
ner following the President’s State
of the Union address in January
2007.

“It’s been a great experience,”
he said.

Jeff and Laura Knutson

Jeff and Laura Knutson of Ber-
wyn Heights are active members
of Greenbelt Community Church.
Both are members of military
bands. Jeff plays trombone in the
Navy Band. Laura plays viola in
the Army Band.

Since string players don’t march,
Laura was not involved in Inaugu-
ration Day events. Jeff, however,
marched with the Navy Band in
the parade. It was his fourth inau-
gural parade.

This was the most intense pa-
rade he has done, he said. Like
Edwards, the Navy Band mem-
bers slept the night before at the
Navy Yard. They were furnished
cots to sleep on. The band left
later than the Sea Chanters, about
7:30 a.m., being a part of the
afternoon parade. Their police-
escorted bus took them to the
Pentagon. It was an interesting
bus ride, he said, with all the Vir-
ginia bridges closed and virtually

no automobile traffic. However,
people were swarming into town
on foot.

At the Pentagon band members
went through security. It was not
until about 1:30 p.m. that they left
for the parade assembly area des-
ignated for the band on the Ellipse.
Again they had a police escort into
the city. Security people made
special announcements to keep all
the buses in the caravan close to-
gether. They were concerned that
crowd members trying to cross the
street would get between the buses.
People were everywhere, he said —
in trees, even on top of temporary
toilets. Knutson was impressed by
how everybody was so excited and
in such a good mood.

At the Ellipse was a warming
tent. However, because it had to
be shared by the various parade
groups, each had only a short time
in it. The Navy Band left the tent
about 2:15 but didn’t start march-
ing up Constitution Avenue to the
starting point of the parade near
the Capitol until about 3 p.m. The
starting time of the parade had
been delayed.

Parade

The Navy Band was in the third
division of the parade, Knutson
said. It was really cold and get-
ting dark by the time they marched
down Pennsylvania Avenue. “It
was really desolate along the pa-
rade route,” he said. Everyone had
left after the Presidential motorcade
had passed. “I was really disap-
pointed.”

Knutson found it pretty hard
to play, as did other horn players.
“Our slides were freezing up,” he
said. Trumpeters had problems
with their valves freezing up. Also
when cold, the horns tend to go
flat.

Still waiting at the review stand
were the Obamas, some of the
very few who watched the parade
march by.

After the parade the band
split into two groups. One unit
went to play at the Western
States Ball. His unit played at
the Neighborhood Ball. “There
were a lot of stars there,” he
said. The Navy Band played
Ruffles and Flourishes and Hail
to the Chief when the Obamas
arrived. However, the Presiden-
tial couple preferred to dance to
the music of another band and to
Beyoncé singing.

Laura Knutson

Although members of her Army
Band had combined with mem-
bers of other service bands for the
concert at the Lincoln Memorial
the Sunday before, Knutson did
not. Nor did she have duties on
Inauguration Day. She watched
the ceremony on television at a
neighbor’s house.

The following day, however,
she was part of an Army Band
string quartet that played during
three different receptions at the
Vice President’s home. The first
reception was for various school
groups. The second was for fami-
lies of those connected to the Vice
President. In the evening a recep-
tion was held for all different kinds
of people.

Knutson got to meet and have
her picture taken with and talk to
Vice President Joe Biden, his wife
Jill and their son.

Knutson noted also that there
had been problems in getting ev-
erything in the house working for
the event. There were problems
with the heating system and then
with the computers. However,
the receptions all turned out to be
very nice, she said.

Riding on the Presidential Train to Washington

“Kelly, are you on that
train?” his sister Mary
Caserta who lives in Florida
asked. On his cell phone,
Greenbelter Kelly Ivy, who
had been talking with Jack
Hurd, owner of the old rail-
road car on which Presi-
dent-elect Barrack Obama
made the Philadelphia to
Washington trip, replied that
he was. Ivy had been relat-
ing to Hurd the problems he
and his Amtrak crew of four
had thawing out the car the
night before, after finding it
frozen. The crew had been
up half the night making
sure the car would roll in
the morning.

When President Franklin
Roosevelt used the car in
the thirties it ran on a steam
train that kept it warm, Ivy
explained. Now Hurd keeps
it in Jacksonville, Fl. where

trak conductor and friend,
now retired, Greg Weaver.
Biden is well known to all
the Amtrak personnel on
the trains between Wash-
ington and Delaware as he
has traveled home every
night since he first became
a senator, returning to D.C.
the next morning.

Each time Joe spotted
Amtrak personnel, Ivy said,
he was off to greet them,
breaking through the pe-
rimeter set by the Secret
Service, driving them nuts.

“I’ve known Joe for 25
years,” Ivy said. “He’s
never lied to me. Didn’t
always tell me what I want-
ed to hear but never lied.

He had several conver-
sations with Obama during
the four-hour train ride.

Two hours later the
Mall was in sight. We
stood at the border of the
reflecting pool between
the Washington Monument
and the Lincoln Memo-
rial with a sideways view
of a Jumbotron to watch
the inauguration ceremo-
ny. The sun glared onto
the screen and everyone
looked faded. But we felt
successful, proud that we
had arrived at our destina-
tion and could witness the
dramatic event. A half
hour later we were retrac-
ing our steps back. We
had lunch reservations at
a restaurant at 7th and D
Streets. David hailed an empty
pedi-cab. We climbed into the
rear seat and the cyclist, who was
from Boston, skillfully maneuvered
his way through the crowds.

Warm food and heat were wel-
come as we thawed out in the
restaurant. After lunch we donned
our several layers of clothes and
threaded our way back to Union
Station. Vendors were hawking
their souvenirs at discounted prices.
I bought two T-shirts with the
iconic Obama photo and the slo-
gan “I Witnessed the Day America
Changed.” The streets were lit-
tered with cast-off hand warmer
wrappers, lost hats and gloves,
discarded pillows and other debris.
I saw a lot of women wearing fur
coats, which seemed unusual even
on this chilly January day. Maybe,
since no one in PETA-conscious
Greenbelt has a fur coat, it seemed
remarkable to me.

Union Station was now a zoo
with people anxious to get onto
different trains. The main en-
trance was closed off. Only one

entrance was open and people
were shoving their way through.
The escalators were closed. Se-
curity was tight.

Finally an escalator opened and
we were forced to go down to the
Metro station, through the length
of the station to the other side to
enable us to use the up escalator
to get to the commuter train area.
Fortunately, there were people to
answer questions as to where to
go because signs were obscured
by the crush of people and there
were many different lines for the
various trains. Metro opened the
turnstiles. The MARC train was
now first-come, first-served. No
tickets needed. It was imperative
to move people out quickly, and
we were glad to go.

In some respects the day was
uneventful. Yet it was keenly
memorable. It was a symbolic
journey — making up for the day
we missed 46 years ago. It was
an opportunity to be part of his-
tory along with 1.8 million other
people.

Impressed, Ivy said, “He’s
a straight talker. Reminds
me of Jimmy Carter. Very
honest.”

The TV cameras don’t
do justice to Michelle, he
continued. “When you
see her in person, she is a
beautiful woman. She’s friendly
and funny, not to mention very
smart.”

When the train reached Balti-
more, Obama and Biden and their
wives got off the train. Obama
was scheduled to give a speech.
The Obama girls, Sasha and Ma-
lia, stayed on the train, Ivy said.
It was their mother’s birthday
and they wanted to decorate the
inside of the car as a surprise.
Ivy and his crew helped the girls
hang streamers. Michelle was
surprised and delighted.
