Virginia Beauchamp Recollects
50 Years at the News Review

ACE Seeks to Fund Student 
Clubs in Reading and Science

Eleanor  Rooseve l t  H igh 
School (ERHS) sponsored two 
delegations of high school stu-
dents from Japan in March.  The 
delegations included 21 students 
and two teachers from Suiran 
High School in Yokohama as 
well as eight students and two 
teachers from Kanagawa.  The 
student exchange program with 
Suiran High School has been in 
operation at ERHS for 20 years.  
The students spend one week 
here in the Greenbelt area liv-
ing with their host families, who 

readily volunteer to open their 
homes and hearts to the Japanese 
youth.  

The Kanagawa delegation has 
been coming to ERHS for four 
years, where it spends two days 
at the school and has also been 
embraced by a welcoming local 
community.  The new ERHS 
Exchange Program Coordinator is 
Tetsuo Ogawa.  ERHS Principal 
Reginald McNeill has supported 
this unique, successful experi-
ence for all the students and their 
families.

One request presented to the 
Greenbelt City Council at a bud-
get hearing on Monday, April 
6 was one of a kind, as Mayor 
Judith Davis realized – the only 
request put forward by a com-
munity group, not a city depart-
ment.  This group – the Advisory 
Committee on Education (ACE) 
– submitted its funding propos-
al as an adjunct of the city’s 
Department of Social Services, 
whose budget was the topic of 
the meeting.

Jon Gardner, ACE chair, pre-
sented the proposal which calls 
for $14,000 in support of an ex-
panded program.  Not only would 
the organization work on projects 
to promote student interest in 
reading – its focus during its ap-
proximately 12-year history – but 
it would introduce a new club to 
encourage student interest in sci-
ence as well.  Both programs are 
designed for the 8- to 14-year-old 
age range.

Meeting Schedules
ACE proposes that the reading 

club and the science club would 
meet separately once a month 
and jointly twice a month.  ACE 
proposes that these meetings take 
place on week nights for an hour 
and half during the school year, 
probably from 7 to 8:30 p.m.

A major consideration would 

be where these meetings would 
take place.  In the last couple of 
years, the reading club has not 
been able to meet in schools, 
since school personnel would 
then be obligated to be present. 

Location
“But which part of the city are 

we talking about?” Mayor Davis 
wondered.  Gardner indicated 
that meetings at the Community 
Center were envisioned.

“But if meetings take place 
only in Old Greenbelt, how 
would we reach kids in Green-
belt East and Greenbelt West?” 
Davis asked.

Councilmember Edward Putens 
agreed.  “Are we really reaching 
out?” he asked.  “Greenbelt East 
and Greenbelt West – they don’t 
even know they’re in the city of 
Greenbelt,” he said.  “That’s a 
problem we don’t know how to 
solve.”

Monthly Newsletters
Another component in the 

proposed budget would support 
a monthly newsletter to children 
in the program – some $100 per 
month for composition of the 
newsletter content and another 
$125 for printing and postage 
– with reading and science al-
ternating in succeeding months.  
About 190 children were in-
volved previously in the reading 

program alone.
“Could such a newsletter be 

sent by email?” the mayor asked, 
to a generally negative response 
– not only because of the age of 
the children but because some of 
the families involved may lack 
computers. 

An instructor/coordinator for 
each club would be paid $100 
a month for 12 months.  An ad-
ditional $1,900 would cover sup-
plies for science experiments or 
books for the reading program.

Local science writer Amy 
Hansen has expressed interest in 
directing the ACE science club, 
according to a February memo 
to council from former CARES 
staff member and ACE liaison 
president Wendy Wexler, who is 
now away for a year in Europe.  
Topics in the program would 
include the “STEM” disciplines 
– science, technology, engineering 
and mathematics.

CARES would search for 
someone to lead the reading club, 
as well as someone to organize 
and write the newsletter.  The 
budget includes an annual fee of 
$1,000 to CARES to supervise 
the program.

Currently ACE works with 
children from seven Greenbelt 
and nearby schools attended by 
Greenbelt children.

Recently honored for more 
than 50 years volunteer services 
to this newspaper, the author re-
flects on her experiences with the 
paper over that time.

On the first Thursday after we 
moved to Greenbelt in 1957, I 
was surprised to discover a copy 
of the News Review on my door-
step.  I knew nothing about the 
paper or its history, but to find a 
run-down of current events – per-
haps the report of a city council 
meeting or an issue with GHI 
– introduced me almost at once 
to the community. 

Shortly afterward I received a 
phone call from Elaine Skolnik.  
As author of the paper’s “Our 
Neighbors” column, she had been 
tipped off that a new family had 
come to town.  So in the next is-
sue there we were.  Since I was 
tied down with a year-old infant, 
I found the weekly paper a life-
line into the community.

A few weeks later, when Edi-
tor Harry Zubkoff invited read-
ers to come down to the News 
Review office on Tuesday nights 
when the paper was put together, 
I was intrigued.  I had worked 
on my high school paper years 

before and found it a pleasure.  
Now an opportunity for adult 
conversation and to learn more 
about my new community was 
inviting.

Only two people were at work 
in the office that night – Harry 
and a high school girl, Phyllis 
Chasanow.  (She would become 
well known in Washington years 
later as Phyllis Richman, res-
taurant critic for the Washington 
Post.)  Perhaps Isadore Parker 
came in later with a typed story 
relating a Greenbelt City Council 
meeting of the night before.

The paper itself was brief in-
deed that summer – one sheet 
printed on both sides, with the 
few ads that sustained it filling 
the lower portion of the second 
page.  The ad for Veterans Li-
quors, a store on U.S. 1 north 
of Powder Mill Road, had pride 
of place as the paper’s main 
supporter.  (At this time the full 
length of two-lane Greenbelt 
Road from Southway to Branch-
ville was primarily forest, hence 
this distant advertiser.) 

The News Review office was 
dingy indeed – a dark, unpainted 
basement room in an apartment 

building at 15 Parkway, that one-
block long street behind the Co-
op store.  (At that time the two 
red brick apartment buildings 
there did not exist.)  The building 
we were in was one of the two 
apartment structures that were 
owned by GHI.

The room occupied by the 
News Review was used primarily 
for storage lockers of renters who 
lived upstairs.  The rough wood-
en lockers were ranged along the 
wall off the corridor; the opposite 
wall was hung with electric me-
ters for the apartments upstairs. 

All four walls were bare con-
crete blocks, and the floor was 
poured concrete.  Two small 
windows on the front wall let in 
a little light; on the back wall 
a larger window looked out on 
a small grove of trees.  As I 
remember, two long tables were 
set at right angles; and a typing 
table or two, with heavy, standard 
typewriters, were also in use.  A 
few mismatched chairs completed 
the furnishings.

I seem to remember that the 
ceiling (or perhaps supporting 
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Grin Belt

If the lead actor in “The Class” looks natural in the part, it 
may be because he’s lived through it.  Francois Begaudeau wrote 
a book about his experience after a decade as a teacher in an in-
ner-city, multiracial school in Paris.  Filmmaker Laurent Cantet 
had been developing a movie about a similar story and together 
they devised Entre les Murs (Between the Walls).  Their use of 
students as opposed to professionally trained actors adds to the 
documentary-feel of the film, as does the absence of a script or 
storyboards.  As a result, the movie does not follow the tradi-
tional storyline of an earnest teacher making a difference in the 
lives of his students.  It might be less satisfying than that but 
more honest.

In French with English subtitles “The Class” is rated PG-13 
for language and runs 128 minutes.  It is the feature movie at 
the Old Greenbelt Theatre beginning April 24.

beams) carried impressions of 
the wood grain of the forms in 
which it had been poured.  (The 
building, of course, had been 
constructed in the 1930s when 
trees on the property would have 
been sawed into boards to use 
during its construction.)

Other Editors
Harry remained as editor until 

1960, when he was elected to 
the board of GHI.  He was suc-
ceeded by Russell Greenbaum.  
I took over from June 1962 un-
til year’s end, when I resigned 
because our family was leaving 
for a two-year assignment in 
Nigeria, West Africa.

Greenbaum resumed as edi-
tor when I left, then was suc-
ceeded by Dorothy Sucher.  She 
was followed in turn by Mary 
Lou Williamson, (then Dorothy 
and again, Mary Lou) who was 
followed by Mary Smith (later 
Granofsky).  The in-house joke 
about this succession attributed 
it to who was or was not preg-
nant.

Sometime before Harry left 
his News Review gig, he per-
suaded GHI to fix up our quar-
ters.  They painted walls and 
ceiling a light green, brighten-
ing the dismal space, and tiled 
the floor as well.  But the most 
significant change was the instal-
lation of a small restroom, obvi-
ating the need for staff members 
any longer to inconvenience the 
upstairs renters with urgent re-
quests to invade their space.

While I was out of the coun-
try, I subscribed to the paper, 
which came by ship on a major 
carrier out of Baltimore.  Cop-
ies of the paper would come 
in bunches, several issues to-
gether.  (I remember that a ma-
jor concern preceding an annual 
GHI meeting, debated warmly 
in letters to the editor, was a 
proposal to charge rent to the 
News Review for its basement 
space.  I had to wait weeks to 
learn the outcome – that it was 
overwhelmingly defeated.)

Greenbelt Again
When, two years later, our 

family returned to the United 
States, we looked nowhere but 
Greenbelt to find a home.  To 
our good luck, the Lakeside 
development built by Charles 
Bresler was closing out and we 
were able to buy one of the 
model homes. 

Other major changes had also 
occurred.  At the time we left 
Greenbelt, the large area ac-
cessed by Edmonston Road north 
of Greenbelt Road had been 
cleared, and unattached staircases 
were rising from poured concrete 
floors.  Now the staircases were 
enclosed within major buildings 
and Springhill Lake was oc-
cupied.

A major excavation had been 
started north of this apartment 
construction as well, which, 
when we returned, had become 
the Capital Beltway. 

I well remember the snow-
storm of January 1966.  This 
was registration week at the Uni-
versity of Maryland; all members 
of the faculty – at least in the 
English department where I was 
teaching – were required to as-
sist with that process, which 
took place in the campus armory.  
Except that year, for the first 
time ever, the whole process was 
canceled when a blizzard made 
roads impassable. 

Snow had been blown around 
the corner of our house and 
across the doorway and around 

the next corner in a great pile-
up, so it was almost impossible 
to open the door, let alone to 
clear a path to the street.  Some-
how, however, I managed.  (My 
husband, in the first of two years 
on assignment in Vietnam as a 
refugee specialist, was clearly 
unavailable.)

It was impossible to clear 
a way for the car; indeed the 
city streets were still adrift with 
snow.  But the News Review 
staff had to carry on. 

I must have arranged for a 
babysitter from the neighbor-
hood and then headed out.  I 
remember how difficult it was to 
struggle through the drifts along 
Lakeside Drive to reach the 
Center, where I joined my fellow 
workers.  The News Review had 
never failed its obligation and it 
wouldn’t now.

Although we covered the 
snowstorm and its aftermath in 
depth – abandoned cars, long-
distance travelers sheltered at 
the armory, breakdowns of snow 
equipment – we wrote not one 
word about our own accommo-
dations to this snow emergency.

The Lawsuit
By this time local developer 

Charles Bresler had built the 
three red brick apartment build-
ings near the Center on Parkway 
and Crescent Road.  The Bre-
sler-built Lakecrest development 
off Lakeside Drive, where our 
family had located, was sold 
out; and his more recent devel-
opments, Charlestowne Village, 
next to Lakecrest, and Boxwood 
Village below the water tower, 
were almost complete. 

In addition, he owned a major 
piece of undeveloped land be-
tween the lake and the exit ramp 
from the Capital Beltway and 
between the dam and Kenilworth 
Avenue, where he planned to 
build another residential develop-
ment.  Residents, however, were 
hoping this property would be 
used instead for a public high 
school.  (Since then it has been 
partially developed and partially 
preserved as parkland, which 
suits us even better.)

As an alternative to devel-
oping the lake parcel, Bresler 
offered to sell it to the city if 
council would support his peti-
tion to rezone undeveloped land 
he owned between Ridge Road 
and the Baltimore-Washington 
Parkway.  He proposed to build 
another development on that 
parcel instead.  He made this 
offer at a crowded city council 
meeting.

Citizen opposition, however, 
was vocal.  One speaker referred 
to this quid pro quo proposal as 
“blackmail,” a word used in this 
context several times throughout 
the meeting and their comments 
were duly reported in the news-
paper.

Coincidentally Bresler, who 
served as a delegate to the state 
legislature from Montgomery 
County, had filed as the Republi-
can candidate for the state office 
of comptroller.  He shared the 
ticket with Spiro Agnew, who 
was running for governor. 

Bresler perhaps felt blindsided 
when the furor broke out over 
his development plans in Green-
belt.  Simultaneously a number 
of purchasers of his homes here 
were vowing to sue him for still 
uncorrected deficiencies.

Nothing, in any case, can ex-
press the shock of staff members 
of the Greenbelt News Review 
when Bresler sued the paper 

and its board president, Alfred 
Skolnik, for $2 million, charging 
libel.  The principal charge was 
use of the word “blackmail” in 
describing Bresler’s proposal.  
At no time was it charged that 
the paper was anything other 
than accurate in reporting what 
was said at the public meeting.

Nevertheless, a circuit court 
jury found against the defendants 
and the case was submitted to 
the appellate court of Mary-
land.  Representing the paper 
was Roger A. Clark of the law 
firm of Royall, Koegel, Rogers 
and Wells. 

Greenbelters, under the chair-
manship of Charles Schwan 
and Albert Herling, formed a 
committee to support the paper 
and raise funds for its defense.  
Clark’s firm carried the case pro 
bono.  When the appellate court 
upheld the lower court judg-
ment, Greenbelt citizens were 
shocked.

To everyone’s astonishment, 
however, the case was petitioned 
to the United States Supreme 
Court, which accepted it, and 
where the case was heard in 
February 1970.  The following 
May the Supreme Court unani-
mously overturned the decision 
of the lower court.

Although I remained as a staff 
member of the News Review, 
my personal involvement had to 
be reduced under the pressures 
of my full-time position with the 
university.  Nevertheless, I still 
spent every Tuesday night as a 
copy editor.

Sometime after my retirement, 
a major change took place for 
the paper when the city pur-
chased the old Center School 
building as the Greenbelt Com-
munity Center and our news-
paper operation was allocated 
space in the former kindergarten 
room.  The room is ideal for our 
operation, since it has an outside 
door available for our late-work-
ing staff when the building is 

closed.  With the room’s built-in 
Depression-era cupboards, it is 
ideal for storing our collection of 
original copies of the paper. 

As the paper has grown, both 
in circulation and in size as 
the city has grown, our staff 
has grown older in age as well.  
Besides the Tuesday night edit-
ing sessions, we now are open 
during Tuesday afternoons, to 
say nothing of Monday after-
noon hours for advertisers and 
Wednesday evenings for proofing 
and last-minute changes.

As retirees, several of us have 
more time to give to the paper; 
but the camaraderie and the 
commitment to the community 
have brought in younger mem-
bers, who contribute in their 
own ways – with their special 
talents and their knowledge of 
this computer age – to keep us 
going.  

Major metropolitan newspa-
pers throughout the country are 
dying this year as I write.  But 
as long as folks in this commu-
nity believe in our mission and 
join our ranks, we just intend to 
keep on going.

On April 13 Washington Met-
ropolitan Area Transit Author-
ity (WMATA) General Manager 
John Catoe and several mem-
bers representing Prince George’s 
County and Maryland on the 
Metro Board of Directors spoke 
to a packed house of more than 
150 people in the basement of 
the First Methodist Church in 
Hyattsville.  The public hearing 
was one of six that will be held 
in the District, Maryland and 
Virginia to allow for input on 
changes to bus service Metro is 
proposing in order to close a $29 
million gap.  

In particular, Metro proposes 
elimination of routes, re-rout-
ing and changes in frequency of 
service as well as deferment of 
projects and the elimination of 
more than 300 positions.   

According to Metro figures, 
75 percent of the Metro reduc-
tion falls in Maryland.  Of these 
reductions 80 percent will be 
achieved by curtailing service in 
Prince George’s County.  

Basis for Changes
These proposed service chang-

es were made based on input 
from the State of Maryland’s De-
partment of Transportation after 
reviewing ridership statistics on 
routes that run through its juris-
dictions.  

Prior to opening up the floor 
to public comments, Catoe sum-
marized the process to date, high-
lighting actions Metro has taken 
to close the budget gap and re-
cent decisions of the Metro Board 
of Directors.  After recommend-

ing changes to WMATA’s operat-
ing budget, Metro was faced with 
a significant deficit that could be 
closed either through increased 
contributions from Maryland, 
Virginia and the District; fare and 
parking fee increases; the use of 
funds available through the Re-
investment and Recovery Act; or 
through reductions in service.

WMATA’s Board of Directors 
representing the three jurisdic-
tions must unanimously approve 
any of these changes.  Thus far 
they failed to reach consensus, 
however, on any of these actions 
aside from reducing service.  

The District of Columbia op-
posed increases of an estimated 5 
cents per fare to offset the budget 
gap and several board members 
opposed the use of $200 million 
in stimulus funds as a “band-aid 
fix” that would leave Metro with 
greater deficits in the future.  

Catoe asserted that transit sys-
tems throughout the country are 
facing similar issues with the 
New York City transit system 
recently agreeing to a 30-cent 
fare increase to make up budget 
gaps.  

Given the board’s failure to 
reach consensus about use of 
stimulus funds or fare increases, 
WMATA had no choice but to 
cut service.  No service changes 
to Metro Rail are currently pro-
posed.

Routes Affected
The elimination of two routes, 

the R3 (Greenbelt to Fort Tot-
ten) and the C7/C9 (Greenbelt to 
Glenmont) directly affect service 
for Greenbelt residents.  The 
National Archives, an employer 

of more than 1,000 people in 
College Park, faces the loss of a 
dedicated stop within the facility 
through elimination of the R3 
route.  

The elimination of the C7/C9 
would result in a loss of service 
to the Beltsville area.

County Councilmembers Tom 
Dernoga, Eric Olson and Tony 
Knox spoke out in opposition to 
Metro’s proposed changes, stating 
that curtailing bus service moves 
the county in exactly the wrong 
direction and represents a signifi-
cant hardship to Prince George’s 
County residents.  

Their comments were echoed 
in nearly every respect by various 
nonprofits, labor unions, mem-
bers of the clergy and residents’ 
groups protesting the undue bur-
den that Prince George’s County 
was shouldering under the pro-
posed changes.

NAACP Response
A representative from the 

Prince George’s Chapter of the 
NAACP informed Metro that the 
chapter would be taking action as 
a result of the effect these chang-

es would have on overwhelm-
ingly minority communities and 
disenfranchised populations.

Members of Transit Riders 
United of Greenbelt (TRU-Green-
belt) also joined the calls for Met-
ro to reconsider other alternatives 
before cutting service.  Summon-
ing the example of Greenbelt as a 
strong demonstration of the ben-
efits of investing in strengthening 
and building infrastructure during 
the Great Depression through 
New Deal funding.  TRU-Green-
belt challenged Metro to provide 
a more visionary and innovative 
plan for Prince George’s County 
and called for a “New Deal for 
transit, not a raw deal for our 
county.”

Coach Rod Hairston spoke 
proudly of the team, “I am truly 
proud of the Lady Raiders for 
their hard work over their four- 
year high school career.  They 

have proven to be role models for 
their community peers and family.  
They are young ladies with char-
acter and will forever be a part of 
history.”  ERHS Assistant Princi-
pal Robynne Prince also expressed 
enthusiastic pride, saying “I am 
very proud of the team!  Their 
commitment to teamwork and aca-
demic excellence is immeasurable.

The question 
was posed by Larry Chang of 
Ecolocity DC (http://ecolocity.
ning.com) in a talk sponsored by 
Greenbelt Climate-Action Net-
work (G-CAN) Tuesday, April 
7 in the Greenbelt Community 
Center.  Chang spoke of the tri-
ple challenge of climate change, 
depletion of oil supplies (peak 
oil) and economic instability.  

He described several possible 
responses, from the idea that we 
can still have business as usual 
and technology will fix every-
thing to the notion that environ-
mental and economic collapse 
is inevitable so it matters little 
what we do.  The response of 
the Transition Town movement is 
that we need to prepare and man-
age an “Energy Decent Action 
Plan.”  Chang quoted Rob Hop-
kins, founder of the Transition 
Town movement, which builds 
on the idea that the “future with 
less oil could be preferable to the 
present, if we are able to engage 

with enough imagination and 
creativity sufficiently in advance 
of the peak.”  Crises, it was said, 
can also be opportunities that lead 
to preparing concrete plans to re-
place carbon dependence with re-
newal energy sources, developing 
and supporting local economies 
and community gardens, as well 
as working with local govern-
ments and schools.  

Chang shared some of the 
work his group is doing help-
ing to make Washington, D.C., 
a Transition Town.  G-CAN at-
tendees invited Chang back to 
facilitate an open space discus-
sion at the Green Man Festival 
on Friday, May 8 at 7:30 p.m., at 
Greenbelt Community Center’s 
Rehearsal Room after a showing 
of an hour-long video, “Transition 
Towns: An Interview with Rob 
Hopkins.”  The discussion topic 
will be “Could Greenbelt become 
a Transition Town?”
