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Recreation FY 13 Budget Proposes
Fee Increases for Some Activities

The Greenbelt City Council
held a budget worksession with
senior staff of the city’s Parks
and Recreation Department on
Wednesday, April 11. All mem-
bers of council were present.
Under review was the proposed
budget for Fiscal Year 2013 for
the Recreation Department sub-
mitted by City Manager Michael
McLaughlin and Parks and Recre-
ation Director Julie McHale.

After the Police Department
budget, Parks and Recreation is
next largest. Proposed expendi-
tures for FY13 of $4,862,900 are
$85,600 less than the estimated
expenditures of $4,948,500 for
the current year. Like other city
departments, staff proposes to
hold the line pretty much at Fis-
cal Year 2010 levels for Parks
and Recreation..

Ever since the previous direc-
tor retired and the position was
assumed by McHale, the assistant
director position has remained
vacant. McHale said that not

being able to fill that vacant
position has put extra pressure
on the department in maintaining
the parks and recreation programs
Greenbelt residents have come to
expect. McLaughlin and council
have indicated the vacant posi-
tion would not be filled until a
proposed organizational study
of the department is completed
next year.

Like the Police and Public
Works Departments, Parks and
Recreation is one of the more
visible providers of services to
residents, with an increasing ar-
ray of programs, special events
and activities available for all of
Greenbelt’s populations.

Fee Raises

Noteworthy for the FY13 bud-
get is the staff recommendation
to raise pass fees for the Aquatic
and Fitness Center by three per-
cent beginning after Labor Day.
The daily admission rate will
remain the same. Fees for the
Aquatic and Fitness Center are

Restroom Rescue Opening
Receives Rave Reviews

The Greenbelt Arts Center
(GAC) Restroom Rescue received
rave reviews at its ribbon-cutting
ceremony on March 26. One
need only see the “before” pic-
tures on display and then ex-
perience walking into the new
restrooms to understand. Both
the men’s and women’s rooms
received total renovations but,
most importantly, are now in
compliance with the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA).

For many years the staff, per-
formers and, most of all, the
audiences “did a fantastic job tol-
erating the mess. They deserved

better,” said Joan Jacobs, chair
of the special projects committee.
Everything is new . . . walls,
lighting, low-flow toilets, ceramic
tile flooring, double sinks, faucets
with levers (instead of handles
that must be grasped and twist-
ed). Also, granite countertops
and double mirrors, one of which
is angled downward for ease of
use by persons in wheelchairs.
Each restroom has two stalls,
one with grab bars and an interi-
or diameter of five feet, allowing
sufficient space for a wheelchair

scheduled to be increased 10
percent.

Similarly the FY13 proposed
budget will include several in-
creases in rental fees for recre-
ation facilities. The proposed
increases in room rentals are the
first in several years.

The proposed new schedule
projects increases of $5 for near-
ly all rooms, except for a $10
increase for the theater rehearsal
room. Rate increases will not
apply to the Community Center
kitchen or the Springhill Lake
Club House.

In the case of the kitchen, the
city is currently negotiating with
the county regarding an obstacle
in renting the facility stemming
from an interpretation of the zon-
ing and food health law require-
ment for organizations renting
out kitchens requires a Use and
Occupancy permit.

Revenue Support

Approximately 33 percent of
Parks and Recreation expendi-
tures are offset by revenues from
program fees, Aquatic and Fitness
Center passes, room rentals in the
Community Center and by grants.

On an individual basis, the
Aquatic and Fitness Center raises
nearly 60 percent of its expendi-
tures from passes and daily ad-
missions. The Community Cen-
ter, on the other hand, achieves
about 31 percent of its overall
expenditures. The recreation cen-
ters achieve just over 10 percent
of their expenditures.

On the program side, how-
ever, Greenbelt Kids is actually
self-sufficient. With a very small
grant from Maryland-National
Capital Park and Planning Com-
mission (M-NCPPC) ($12,000),
the spring and summer camps
and classes are projected to earn
$457,000 in FY12, which is
just over $60,000 more than the
program’s total expenditures of
$395,400.

Therapeutic Recreation, how-
ever, barely returns 25 percent of
its expenditures. Fitness and Lei-
sure earns about 60 percent of its
expenditures and arts programs
earn about 52 percent in revenue.

The Special Events account,
which lists expenditures for
Greenbelt’s cornucopia of holiday
and seasonal events, is projected
to cost $94,400 for FY13. An
additional $77,500 is projected
for contributions to Greenbelt
organizations for sports and arts
programs.

Accomplishments

Starting off the worksession,
McHale listed new accomplish-
ments for the department dur-
ing FY12: five staff members
have achieved “Certified Parks
and Recreation” professional sta-
tus and two were honored by
the Maryland Recreation and

To paraphrase a commercial for the Marine
Corps, your housing cooperative is looking for
a few good men and women. Elections for the
GHI Board of Directors and the Audit Com-
mittee will be held at the Annual Meeting on
Thursday, May 17" and voting will continue
the next day. A new Nominations and Elec-
tions (N&E) Committee will be elected (usually
by consent) at the meeting as well. If you've
been thinking about running for any of these
positions, we encourage you to pick up a Candi-
date Packet from the GHI office or go online at
www.ghi.coop (click on “Elections”). Whether
or not you are seeking a leadership position, we
strongly encourage you to attend the meeting
to learn of current issues, participate in discus-
sion, and vote on debated issues and candidates
for office.

Any GHI member (listed on the ownership con-
tract) who is at least 21 years of age and resides
in GHI may run for office. Only one member
from each residence may run. To be nominat-
ed by the N&E Committee, you submit a com-
pleted candidate consent form to a member of
the N&E Committee or to the GHI office by
Thursday, May 3. You also need to complete
a short biography (150 words) of your experi-
ence and other qualities that make you a good
candidate and submit that with your consent
form, or separately by noon on Monday May
7%, If you happen to miss those deadlines, the
process for filing late is explained in the Can-
didate Packet. Candidate biographies are pub-
lished in The Greenbelt News Review the week
before the election and are posted online at the
GHI website.

The Board of Directors (9 persons, 2-yr term)
sets policy and priorities and approves the an-
nual operating budget of the Cooperative. The
Board acts on all membership applications and
considers exceptions to existing regulations
requested by the members. The Board meets

twice each
month ex-
cept in the

summer,
when it meets only once a month.

GHI's volunteer membership committees are
appointed by and report to the Board with each
Director serving as liaison to one or more com-
mittees.

The Audit Committee (3 persons, 1-yr term) is
tasked to review and evaluate finances and oth-
er operations of the corporation. It ensures that
day-to-day management and business at meet-
ings are conducted according to the Bylaws and
established policies of GHI. The committee is
present at all Board meetings, but not all must
attend. It does not perform the yearly audit of
GHI's finances so committee members do not
have to be financial or legal experts. What is
required is a strong sense of business ethics, the
ability to make and support statements to cor-
rect inefficient or incorrect practices, and good
common sense.

The N&E Committee (usually 5 persons, 1-yr
term) solicits members to run for office, pre-
pares nominations and ballots for the annual
election, administers the election process and
certifies the official results. The N&E Commit-
tee sponsors a Candidate Forum which will be
held this year on Tuesday May 8" at 7:30 p.m.
in the Council Room of the Greenbelt Munici-
pal Building.

The members of the N&E Committee are glad
to talk with you about how to run for office or
about possible candidates that you may iden-
tify.

Top Ten List for Responsible
Guardianship of Companion
Animals and Wildlife in GHI

From the GHI Companion Animal Committee

1. GHI members must follow all City of Greenbelt and Prince
George’s County ordinances and State of Maryland’s laws
concerning companion animals and wildlife.

2. Companion animals are not allowed to run at large; this
includes cats.

3. Members must always clean up after their companion
animals.

4. Chaining/tethering of companion animals within GHI is
prohibited.

5. Leaving companion animals in members’ yards when
members or guardians are not at home is prohibited.

6. Members are not allowed to let their companion animals
become a nuisance to other members. Nuisance behavior
includes excessive barking and displays of aggression,
such as aggressive lunging at fence lines, etc.

7. All companion animals over four months of age residing
in GHI must have a county animal license. Members with
more than four companion animals must have a county
hobby permit.

8.  Members are responsible for the behavior of their compan-
ion animals, and any guest companion animals, while the
companion animals are within a member’s unit or yard.

9. Adults and children should not approach companion ani-
mals without first asking permission.

10. Members should not feed wildlife, leave food in their
yards and should ensure that their garbage cans are tightly
secured.

Multi-Purpose Room
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Parks Association. Greenbelt
also participated as a new stop
for the Washington Council of
Governments Bike to Work Day
program, celebrated the Youth
Center’s 50th anniversary and
installed the Recreation Wall of
Fame over Labor Day Weekend.
Other achievements were cel-
ebrating the 20th anniversary of
the Aquatic and Fitness Center
and implementing a new back-
ground check policy for all con-
tribution groups. The recent
hiring of Frank Jones, a new
recreational coordinator, at the
Springhill Lake Recreation Center
and the renovation of that cen-
ter has also allowed expansion
of programming there, includ-
ing a new computer lab, Futsal,
Gymborama and longer hours.
McHale showed council the in-
clusion of Facebook and Twitter
accounts on the departments’
brochures.
Variety of Programs
Councilmembers Leta Mach
and Silke Pope, commenting on
the array of programs offered,
wondered how the department
comes up with such a variety of
programs.  Staff said that they
use focus groups to assess pro-
grams and to get ideas. They also
pick up ideas when attending Park
and Recreation professional meet-
ings at the state and national level.
One, for example, was the
recent “underwater egg hunt” at
the pool. Mayor Judith Davis
suggested outreach to various city
homeowner associations to see if
there are opportunities to partner
with their recreational activities.
In reviewing the budget pre-

sentation, two people commented
on a current year management
objective “to contact at least three
corporate residents to determine
partnership/sponsorship/commu-
nity involvement opportunities.”
Although staff could not come
up with a specific example, one
of those attending suggested they
look for a sponsor to “repair the
Youth Center Roof.”

Another item of interest was a
2012 accomplishment concerning
staff activities to negotiate a pos-
sible “Joint Use Agreement” with
M-NCPPC for use of the newly
installed and lighted Greenbelt
Middle School ball fields for
Greenbelt and area youth pro-
grams.

Emergency Plan

Also garnering comments by
council was a Community Center
FY12 accomplishment described
as the Community Center Facil-
ity Emergency Plan (lock down,
shelter-in-place and evacuation)
that received final approval. The
discussion was not so much on
the plan itself, but on the term
“shelter-in-place.”

Council wanted to make sure
the plan was not construed to be
cooling centers or disaster shel-
ters that are more likely to be
coordinated by the county or state
emergency plans. They wanted
to make sure that such uses for
city buildings would apply only
during hours of operation.

Also noted by Councilmem-
ber Konrad Herling was an ac-
complishment in implementing
smoking restrictions for outdoor
play spaces, including the outdoor
pool and skate park, as well as

safe distances from recreation fa-
cilities, outdoor fields and parks.

A bit of bad news was list-
ed in “Issues and Services” for
FY13. Staff has indicated that
M-NCPPC will not be offering a
summer playground program at
Schrom Hills Park in Greenbelt
East. Greenbelt will thus work
to fill the gap by providing a
youth sports camp at the park
this summer. So much informa-
tion is listed in this section of the
department’s budget that some-
times something is missing. This
year Councilmember Emmett
Jordan pinged the staff for not
including the Greenbelt Tennis
Association in a comprehensive
listing of department “partners.”
Staff, in heavy mea culpa mode,
assured Jordan the page would
be corrected in the final budget
document.

to turn 180 degrees. Emergency
lights are in place to flash when-
ever a fire or other emergency
alarm sounds.

Other Perks

A mechanical room acces-
sible from inside the men’s room
provides GAC with their own
water turn-off/on valve. This
allows GAC to control the flow
of water within their quarters
independently of the water status
in the Co-op Supermarket located
above.

A ventilation system has also
been installed, exiting the build-
ing where the GAC marque was
in place for years. It also served
the dual purpose of covering the
grill for the original, non-work-
ing-for-years ventilation system.
A new grill is in place and the
marque has been moved to the
side of the main entrance closest
to the parking lot.

Two water fountains have
been installed, one meeting ADA
codes. GAC can now dispense
with the water cooler and bottles

of water. The entire lobby was
painted by GAC and, now using
picture molding, artwork is on
display.

The Dream

“The dream began in 2009,”
said Jacobs, but turned night-
marish when estimates came to
$54,000. Hard work and publi-
cizing the need, however, led to
donations from many sources,
including over 100 members of
the general public, the City of
Greenbelt, Greenbelt Homes, Inc.,
Greenbelt Community Founda-
tion, Singing Field Foundation
(New Hampshire) and Weisberg
Foundation (Virginia).

Two donations came from
Prince George’s County officials:
The Community Mini-Grant Pro-
gram, established by the office
of County Executive Rushern
L. Baker, and secondly, a part-
nership with the Community
Foundation for Prince George’s
County and the District 4 Fund
coordinated through the office of
Councilmember Ingrid M. Turner.

On the state level, grants came
from District 22 officials Sena-
tor Paul G. Pinsky and Delegate
Tawanna M. Gaines. The State of
Maryland offered a grant match-
ing $25,000 of non-State dona-
tions received.

Future needs include replac-
ing the entrance door at a cost
of $5,980. GAC has applied
for a grant for this project from
the Fann Kash Memorial Fund
to cover whatever amount the
landlord Co-op Supermarket does
not cover. The price includes
installation of an automatic door
opener, even though not required
by ADA standards. Carpeting
throughout the theater also needs
replacement, for which funds are
currently not available.

Temporary Solutions for Dental Emergencies

It is important to have routine
dental hygiene care and a dental
exam at least every six months. It is
also valuable to select a dentist who
provides same day emergency dental
treatment. When adental emergency is
causing pain or preventsyou from go-
ing out in public, your dentist should
ask, “How soon can you get to our
dental office?”

Pain, swelling, broken teeth
and a lost crown are the most com-
mon dental emergencies. Sometimes
dental emergencies happen when you
are traveling or when you just can’'t
get to a dental office. Here are some
short term remedies you can try if
you are not able to see your dentist
immediately.

Tipsfor aLost Crown, Veneer
or Permanent Bridge — If your
crown, veneer or bridge has come
loose, the primary short term goal is:
Do NOT swallow or loseit!

If thereisany risk of swallowing
or losing your crown, veneer or bridge,
keep it out of your mouth, storeitina
safe place and make an appointment
as soon as possible!

Hint: a clear sandwich bag or
medicine vial is much safer than
wrapping it in atissue or paper towel
— tissues, napkins and paper towels
are often accidently thrown away or
simply disappear.

* Sometimes a patient can re-
seat a crown and have it “snap” into
place.

* Another temporary solution is
to use Vaseline or an FDA approved
denture adhesive as atemporary glue.
DO NOT usesuper glueor any other
type of permanent glueto hold your
crown, veneer or per manent bridge
into place!

Emergency Care for a Broken
Tooth - Does cold air or water cause
pain? If so, you should schedule a visit
with your dentist as soon as possible.
Do not chew with that tooth. If your
sensitivity is caused by a cracked
tooth, chewing hard objects can make
the crack expand. Early treatment can

prevent further damage.

What To Do When a Permanent
Tooth IsKnocked Out

Gently pick up the tooth by the
chewing surface being careful to not
touch the root of the tooth. If dirty,
gently rinsethetooth in water or milk.
Do not use soap and do not scrub the
tooth or wrap it in atissue. Try to
reposition the tooth in its socket im-
mediately - do not use excessiveforce.
The sooner the tooth is replaced the
greater the likelihood it will survive.
If you cannot get thetooth back intoits
socket, keep it moist either by carrying
thetoothin cool milk or in your mouth

— do not swallow the tooth!
See your dentist as soon as pos-

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Bird Sightings around Town

A great blue heron surprised
me by flying out of some brush as
I walked around the scenic pond
at Ora Glen Drive and Hanover
Parkway recently. Another surprise
was an American coot swimming
in the pond, my first sighting in
Greenbelt. The classic wetland
sight of red-winged blackbirds,
many perched on phragmites, a
tall grass that grows in water, was
also pleasant, as they repeat their
one-second song that starts with
an abrupt “conk” and turns into
a distinctive musical “la-ree” trill.
Crows perched in trees and on
fences — and two barn swallows
in a tree showed their mix of blue,
red and orange colors.

I had decided to expand my
birdwatching to other waterways
of Greenbelt beyond Greenbelt
Lake, so | would be less “Old
Greenbelt-centric.” My interest
in red-eared slider turtles in an
aquarium in my eye doctor’s of-
fice on Hanover Parkway, diago-
nally across from Ora Glen Pond,
caused one of the office assistants
to tell me that every year ducks
fly from the pond over Hanover
Parkway to nest on the grounds
behind the doctor’s office. So
Ora Glen Pond became my next
bird watching scene. I didn’t find

the ducks behind the office and
only found one male mallard duck
in the pond, hanging out with
Canada geese.
Duck Beggars

But three times before I've
seen mallards similarly move
away from their home waters.
Most recently, it was a pair of
mallards, presumably from Green-
belt Lake, spending early morn-
ings checking out the plunge
pool created near the new bridge
as part of the Hillside-Greenbhill
stream restoration project. Prior
to that, while waiting for a bus,
I was surprised to see a mal-
lard pair in a
yard of a GHI
home at the cor-
ner of Laurel
Hill and Ridge
Roads. The soil
in that yard may
have been water-
logged in places
but there was
hardly a pond
there. And, be-
fore that, | had
tracked several
mallard ducks
begging for food
outside a Lau-
rel McDonald’s
,» 10 a water-less
wooded area
which the mot-
ley crew shared
with homeless

people. The ducks were refugees
from nearby Laurel Lakes, clearly
more interested in handouts than
nesting.

I had only learned to identify
American coots this spring, on
two guided walks around Lake
Artemesia. They swim and look
like ducks and can dive under wa-
ter for food. On land, they walk
like chickens, so they are often
called mud or marsh hens.

The great blue heron is a huge
prehistoric-like bird — almost four
feet tall with a wingspan of six
feet. When 1 surprised one at
the stream under Research Road
on the Beltsville Agricultural Re-
search Center, the heron flew
away looking and sounding like
a pterodactyl in a video game
I used to play. In fact, when I
approached a heron rookery on
the farm, the screeches of about
20 roosting herons sounded like
something out of Jurassic Park.

A heron flying over Greenbelt
is quite a sight and | believe it is
the source of “pelican” sightings
in Greenbelt, because its crooked
neck in flight resembles that of a
pelican.

In all, I counted 45 birds on
the pond, belonging to 11 species.

Like Other City Departments
CARES Does More with Less

The city council’s second
worksession on the Fiscal Year
2013 budget was held with
Greenbelt CARES on Mon-
day, April 2. At $834,000, the
proposed CARES budget is
$28,000 less than this year’s
budget, is in line with overall
reductions in other departmental
areas.

Although the meeting had
been billed as the social ser-
vices budget worksession, May-
or Judith Davis explained that
CARES, known for a while as
“Social Services,” has resumed
its original name. This, she
said, better reflects the broad
range of services the office
provides. All members of coun-
cil and City Manager Michael
McLaughlin were on board.

New Employees

Dr. Liz Park, director of
CARES, introduced three rela-
tively new people working with
staff. Rosalind Caesar, a new
family counselor, previously
served as a CARES intern.

Darren Stephenson, a coun-
selor in juvenile delinquency
prevention, also does commu-
nity organizing and vocational
counseling with individuals
and groups in Franklin Park.
Grant funding for his position
will end with the fiscal year
on June 30.

Chidi lhedioha is an out-
reach representative from the
Prince George’s County De-
partment of Social Services.
“Mr. Chidi,” as he is known to
clients, is now available in the
CARES office in the Municipal
Building from 1 to 8 p.m. on
Mondays and 1 to 4 p.m. on
Fridays to help residents apply
for such county services as food
stamps and medical assistance.

He can be reached at 240-
542-2031 for questions or ap-
pointments. Walk-in clients are
also accepted. Dr. Park said
he will soon spend some of his
time at Franklin Park and Green
Ridge House.

Two Components

Two major components of
Greenbelt CARES are Youth
and Family Services and the
Greenbelt Assistance in Living
Program (GAIL).

Youth and Family Services
includes individual, family and
group counseling, as well as
specialized groups such as con-
flict and anger management,
social skills and gang and ju-
venile delinquency prevention.
Educational services such as
GED preparation, tutoring and
English for Speakers of Other
Languages (ESOL) are also
provided.

The crisis intervention coun-
seling program works in con-
junction with the Police De-
partment to offer immediate
response to victims of crime or
other personal or community
crisis, ranging from displace-
ment because of fires to suicide
to evictions.

Park said demand for family
counseling services is now so
high they have begun routinely
to refer couples out for coun-
seling.

Among program achieve-
ments, she noted that, in a fol-
low-up study by the Maryland

Department of Juvenile Services
of youth who had completed
counseling with CARES in Fis-
cal Year 2009, none over the
subsequent two years had been
adjudicated delinquent.

Park highlighted that CARES
has taken over the drop-in tutor-
ing program at the Springhill
Lake Recreation Center, for-
merly run by the Recreation De-
partment. She said it is going
extremely well.

Stephenson added that at-
tendance has increased over the
last few months, with a notable
growth in the number of fami-
lies, rather than just children.
With help from Community De-
velopment Block Grant (CDBG)
funds, CARES has offered GED
and ESOL classes in Greenbelt
West in addition to Center City,
but this funding will end soon.

Park estimated it would cost
$12,000 to continue the classes
next year. The mayor then
asked to place the item on the
budget “wish list,” which in-
cludes worthy items not funded
in the proposed budget.

GAIL Program

Community Resource Advo-
cate Christal Batey described
achievements of the GAIL pro-
gram, which assists seniors and
persons with disabilities to re-
main independent and, when
possible, in their own homes.
A GAIL service coordinator
is assigned to Green Ridge
House. Batey said that over
the last two years GAIL has
also stretched its reach to a
broader audience needing access
to services.

In addition to case man-
agement and service referrals,
GAIL sponsors workshops on
Medicare and other health, nu-
trition and safety topics, runs a
support group for caregivers and
participates in programs such
as National Memory Screen-
ing Day. GAIL also provides
access to mental health evalu-
ations and partners with area
nursing schools and other medi-
cal, legal and social service
organizations to extend services
to Greenbelt residents.

Funding Shortfall

Batey said that although she
hoped additional funding might
become available, the city was
turned down for its third re-
quest for CDBG funds for the
Accessible Greenbelt program,
which has provided grants to in-
stall adaptable equipment in the
homes of seniors and disabled
residents.

Funding to continue the po-
sition in juvenile delinquency
prevention is a high priority
for CARES and the council.
Another area of future interest
to CARES is the possibility of
creating a citywide volunteer
coordinator position.

Park stressed the value the
city gains from the work by
student interns who, while com-
pleting their own degrees or
certifications, enable a much
greater extension of services
than would be possible for staff
alone.

Councilmember Emmett
Jordan asked what would be
needed to expand the intern
program. “Space,” Park replied.
