City Theater Renovation Plan:
Options, Future Projections

In a January 15 memo to City 
Manager Michael McLaughlin, 
D i r e c t o r  o f  P l a n n i n g  a n d 
C o m m u n i t y  D e v e l o p m e n t 
C e l i a  C r a z e  o u t l i n e d  t h e 
current status and next steps 
for the Old Greenbelt Theatre 
renovation project at a cost of 
approximately $910,836, which 
represents a savings of $229,000 
from the original Gardner & 
Gardner (G&G) proposal. Since 
mid-September her office has 
accomplished the following:

• Received approval from 
Pepco for power extension to the 
Roosevelt Center east building;

• Submitted electrical upgrade 
to an electrical contractor for 
pricing;

• Prepared cost by Cardinal 
Sys tems  fo r  t he  upgraded 
p r o j e c t i o n  e q u i p m e n t  a n d 
provision of technology for deaf, 
hearing impaired, low vision 
and blind patrons and has met 
with representat ives of  the 
affected communities to discuss 
the options and proposals for 
assistive technologies;

• Submitted updated project 
information to the Maryland 
Historic  Trust  for  plan re-
approval;

• Engaged the services of 
an independent construction 
cost-estimating firm, Davidson 
Brown (DB), to review updated 
renova t ion  p lans  and  cos t 
estimates.

Craze also has committed 
t o  m e e t i n g  a g a i n  w i t h 
representatives of citizens in 
need of the proposed assistive 
technologies to review equipment 
options when a construction 
contract is approved. When the 
renovation project is underway 
she would also be willing to meet 
with such representatives to “field 
test” various accommodations for 
patrons with disabilities.

With the adjusted estimates 
the  p roposed  cos t  fo r  the 
renovation project from G&G is 
$910,836. The DB cost estimate 
is $839,206. The difference in 
the estimates is $71,630 or 7.9

ACE Holds Annual Meeting 
With Greenbelt Principals 

S e v e n  m e m b e r s  o f  t h e 
city’s Advisory Committee on 
Education (ACE) were treated 
to an enthusiastic account of 
the activities at local Greenbelt 
schools during their annual 
meeting with principals  on 
January 28.  Representatives of 
all six Greenbelt schools were 
present at the meeting, including 
Principal Phyllis Gillens from 
Magnolia Elementary, Principal 
Rhonda Clomax from Turning 
Point Academy and Resident 
Principal Peter Meliotis from 
Springhill Lake Elementary.  

O t h e r s  w e r e  A s s i s t a n t 
Principal Beth Grote-Morphew 
from Greenbelt Elementary, TAG 
Coordinator Tracy Thisse and 
Crisis Intervention Officer Adam 
Tinsley from Greenbelt Middle 
and Curriculum Coordinator 
E r i k a  B r e t t  f r o m  E l e a n o r 
Roosevelt High School.  City 
Councilmember Leta Mach, 
council liaison to ACE, was also 
present.

ACE chai r  Susan  Breon 
described the different programs 

and activities sponsored by 
the committee.  The popular 
grants program, she said, had 
received a large number of good 
proposals this year.  She added 
that the current budget will 
cover only about half of them.  
ACE’s recommendations will 
be considered by the Greenbelt 
City Council at its February 10 
meeting.  

This year the ACE annual 
grants workshop, led by Mayor 
Emmett Jordan, was hosted by 
Magnolia Elementary School.  
Gi l l ens  sa id  i t  was  “ve ry 
helpful” in demonstrating what 
was needed in the proposals.  
Part icipants at  the meeting 
appeared inspired to apply for 
grants this year from other 
organizations as well. 

Three clubs are currently 
sponsored by ACE: a reading 
c l u b  a t  S p r i n g h i l l  L a k e 
Elementary, a reading club that 
targets Talented and Gifted 
and other students at Magnolia 

While most of the January 27 
Greenbelt City Council meeting 
was devoted to discussion of the 
Old Greenbelt Theatre renovation 
project,  as reported in last 
week’s paper, council addressed 
several other items of business 
at that meeting.  These included 
adoption of purchasing resolutions 
for replacement of flooring for 
the Multipurpose Room at the 
Community Center, the acquisition 
of body cross trainers for the 
Greenbelt Aquatic and Fitness 
Center and adoption of revised 
Standing Rules for council. 

In addition, a resolution 
authorizing the purchase of 
consulting services related to the 
development and administration 
of a police promotional testing 
process was introduced for first 
reading and council approved 
recommendations of the Senior 
Citizens Advisory Committee 
relating to Police Department 
directional signage. 

A l l  s e v e n  m e m b e r s  o f 
council attended, as well as City 
Manager Michael McLaughlin, 
Assistant City Manager David 
Moran, Planning & Community 
Development Director Celia 
Craze ,  Communi ty  Cen te r 
Supervisor Di Quynn-Reno and 
Assistant Director of Recreation 
Operations Joe McNeal.

Multipurpose Room
In a memo to McLaughlin, 

Quynn-Reno provided details on 

needed replacement flooring for 
the heavily used Multipurpose 
Room on the second floor of the 
Greenbelt Community Center.  
Since the center opened in 1995, 
its carpeting has been replaced 
three times at a total cost of about 
$10,000, most recently nearly six 
years ago.  Over the years, she 
said, the carpeting has proven not 
to be an ideal floor surface for the 
room where groups often provide 
food and refreshments.

City staff proposed switching 
to a floor surface known as 
Marmoleum for the room and 
floor tile in the adjacent kitchen.  
Marmoleum, a USDA-certified 
b io-based product  wi th  an 
estimated 30-year service life, has 
an acceptable slip rating. 

Four authorized local installers 
were asked for quotes; they 
ranged from $10,840 to $16,559.  
Staff recommended the job be 
awarded to Kelly Floors, LLC of 
Frederick, Md. and a resolution 
authorizing the purchase was 
unanimously adopted without 
discussion.

Cross Trainers
McNeal noted in a memo to 

the city manager that $15,300 had 
been left from a budget allocation 
for  new f i tness  equipment 
in last year’s budget.  At that 
time council had authorized 
the purchase of three Concept 
2 Rowers and two Octane X 
Elliptical Machines.  

Based on the popular i ty 
of the new equipment, staff 
recommended purchasing two 
PRECOR EFX 835 Precision 
Series Dual Action Total Body 
Cross Trainers to add to the 
Fitness Center.  McNeal noted 
that EnerG Wellness is the sole 
source supplier for PRECOR 
equipment in Maryland and that it 
offered a 23 percent discount for 
Greenbelt’s purchase of the two 
units at a total cost of $11,542.30.  
A resolution authorizing the 
negotiated purchase of this 
equipment was unanimously 
adopted by council.

Standing Rules
At a worksession on December 

4, council reviewed the Standing 
Rules.   Based upon agreed 
changes, a resolution revising the 
Standing Rules was introduced 
for first reading at the January 
13 meeting.  The Standing Rules 
is a 17-page document with 11 
sections.  Most of the proposed 
changes are updates for relevant 
citations, technology advances and 
terminology. 

However,  several  of  the 
proposed changes were more 
substantive.  In Section V relating 
to “minutes” a change adds 
“Special Meetings” to a provision 
requiring that the city clerk keep 
minutes of all council meetings.  
Approved minutes also are to be

posted on the city website.  This 
change had been prompted by 
the Greenbelt Library’s decision 
to no longer provide copies of 
city council meeting minutes to 
citizens.

Within Section VI (Duties 
& Privileges of Members) a 
change was made to add “or 
Council Appointees” to a section 
restricting members of council 
from raising personnel matters 
pertaining to alleged improper 
performance or conduct of any 
city employee at a public council 
meeting.

Also within Section VI, a 
substantive addition clarifies 
when a council member may be 
entitled to abstain from voting at 
council meetings if the member 
states one of the following 
reasons: if voting would or could 
be considered improper by city 
and state ethics laws; if voting 
could show bias for or against a 
person, organization or business 
with which a member has a close 
personal relationship; or if a 
member is not comfortable in 
voting and has given the chair a 
reason requesting to abstain.

Council Procedures
O n e  c h a n g e  r e l a t e s  t o 

council’s agenda for regular 
meetings.  The proposed change 
is to remove “Council Reports” 
from the early part of the agenda, 
adding it as the last item of 
business.

Awards “give each school the 
opportunity to recognize an adult 
who makes the school a better 
place for students.”  According 
to the committee, ACE Student 
Awards recognizes one boy and 
one girl from each school, all 
Greenbelt residents.  They are 
recognized for leadership and 
civic responsibility. 

In the second half of the 
meeting, school principals and 
other representatives were invited 
to share events and activities at 
their schools.  All spoke with 
energy and school pride.  

G i l l e n s  r e p o r t e d  t h a t 
Magnolia Elementary’s “Walk 
for Education” had raised more 
than $4,000 for anti-bullying 
assemblies, playground equipment 
a n d  c l a s s r o o m  l i b r a r i e s .  
Magnolia has found companies to 
give free programs for the school 
on bullying.  Among these is 
Kaiser Permanente, which offers 
free workshops for classrooms.  

M a g n o l i a  h a s  r e c e i v e d 
grants from different sources 
a n d  r e c e n t l y  w o r k e d  o n 
beautifying the school grounds 
through partnerships with two 
local churches, which provided 
volunteers and materials. 

Turning Point Academy, which 
has no school library, formed a 
partnership this year with a local 
public library allowing students to 
take field trips there at least once 
a month to check out books.  The 
school also has a garden, used by 
science teachers, and this year the 
technology teacher obtained some 
weather-monitoring equipment 
from NASA that will be installed 
at the school.  

Each month one grade gives a 
performance for the whole school 
revolving around a character trait.  
Clomax called the school “a 
work in progress but we like the 
direction in which we are going.” 

SHL Elementary
Springhill Lake Elementary 

has received $200,000 in the past 
two months from county and 
Title 1 funding for technology 
upgrades.  The school will hire 
new teachers to coordinate and 
teach the use of technology, 
including typing skills, since the 
new PARK tests will be web-
based.  This year Springhill Lake 
expanded its Extended Learning 
Opportunity after-school tutoring 
program from 25 to 100 students.  

As part of its Healthy School 
Initiative the school formed teams 
of teachers and students for a 
cook-off based on the TV show 
“Chopped,” where one team is 
“chopped” after each course.  
The program has been not only 
successful but also produced 
many good recipes.  

Another innovation this year 
is a bucket drumming club, 
which performed at the winter 
concert.  Meliotis said, “They 
were amazing and the parents are 
super-excited about it.”

Greenbelt Elementary
Greenbelt Elementary had 

about 100 students participating 
in the Write-a-Book after-school 
club this fall.  Morphew called 
the resulting books “amazing.”  
The school also sponsored clubs 
for art, yoga, robotics, math and 
science.  

Morphew drew attention also 
to the good turnout for Rafael’s 
Race.  The event takes place 
every year in memory of a 
former student and raises money 
for school field trips.

Greenbelt Middle
Greenbelt  Middle School 

r e c e n t l y  h a d  i t s  S c i e n c e 
Technology Engineering and 
Ma th  (STEM)  n igh t ,  w i th 
stations set up for different 
science experiments, including a 
telescope aimed at Jupiter.  Some 
25 students will attend the county 
STEM Fair from the school.  

History Day also comes up 
in the next few weeks.  The 
school has many clubs, including 
robotics, cheerleading, Green 
Team,  tu tor ing,  mentor ing, 
bridge-building, Destination 
Imagination and Future Cities.  

The Science Bowl team at 
Greenbelt Middle won its first 
round and will go on to the next 
round in March.  As part of its 
Positive Behavioral Intervention 
and Supports (PBIS) program, 
students there are writing a play 
about bullying, which they will 
make into a movie to be shown 
in April.  The school recently 
also won an Excellence in Gifted 
and Talented Education (EGATE) 
award from the state.

Eleanor Roosevelt
Eleanor  Rooseve l t  High 

School sent 13 students to Kenya 
last year, including the clarinet 
choir, who took recorders with 
them to teach local schoolchildren 
to play.  ERHS students also took 
games that staff and students had 
donated.  

The school hopes to send 
other students to Kenya this year 
and is considering taking the girls 
soccer team to England.  For 
the past 21 years the school has 
taken 22 students to Japan, while 
22 students from its sister school 
visit here for a week each year.  
Brett said ERHS students “love 
sharing with them” and “want to 
understand other cultures.”  

A n o t h e r  e x c i t i n g  n e w 
development is a partnership 
with the University of Maryland, 
resulting in a new engineering 
class where students will build a 
hovercraft.

Breon closed the meeting by 
saying she has been “impressed 
with the enthusiasm” of principals 
and their representatives.  “These 
show many good things are 
happening in Greenbelt schools,” 
she said.

Observing 
will begin as soon as it is dark 
enough, probably around 6:30 
p.m.

Come and enjoy a view of the 
planet’s waxing gibbous Moon 
through a 14-inch Schmidt-
Cassegrain telescope. Other 
observing targets include Jupiter, 
with its four Galilean satellites, 
and the magnificent Orion nebula. 
The Super Nova in the nearby 
galaxy M-82 is declining in 
brightness and is difficult to see 
from Northway due to the severe 
light pollution. However, if the 
night is truly clear, observers 
will try for it. Several nice star 
clusters may also be seen. ASG 
members will be available to 
answer questions and provide 
advice about getting started in 
this fascinating hobby.

The star party will be canceled 
without notice if it is hopelessly 
c loudy or  incredib ly  cold . 
Attendees are asked to park in 
the ball field lot, not up on the 
hill, unless bringing a telescope. 
Guests are strongly advised to 
wear warm clothes – it’s going 
to be quite chilly.

No Longer in Service

In a January 31 notice to its 
customers, the renewable-energy 
provider for many Greenbelt 
residents announced that it is no 
longer in business. The following 
“Dear Customer” letter was 
posted on the firm’s website:

“We are writing to inform 
you, with deep regret, that the 
recent extreme weather which 
sent the wholesale electricity 
m a r k e t  i n t o  u n c h a r t e r e d 
t e r r i t o r i e s ,  h a s  f a t a l l y 
compromised our abili ty to 
serve (our) customers.  We are 
extremely sorry to share this 
message with you. All Clean 
Currents customers wil l  be 
returned to their utility service, 
effective immediately. You should 
see the change in your next bill, 
or the bill after that, dependent 
on your meter cycle. If you so 
choose, you are able to switch 
to another third party electricity 
supplier, effective immediately.

Clean Currents waives any 
advance notice requirement or 
early termination fee provided 
in our contracts.  Please contact 
your utility if you have any 
questions about your change in 
service.”

The letter was signed by 
Gary Skulnik, Clean Currents’ 
president.

an MBA from the University of 
Lagos five years later.

With education as a founda-
tion, Pastor Abby now has 20 
years of experience in informa-
tion technology leadership, spe-
cifically in software development 
and management.  As a sys-
tems engineer/developer, she has 
worked for companies including 
GEICO, BlueCross/Blue Shield, 
Freddie Mac and Riggs National 
Bank.

Spiritually, Pastor Abby said 
she became interested in the 
church because she wanted to 
learn more about God, particu-
larly the work of compassion in 
caring for the sick, children and 
the helpless. Her commitment 
evolved into her appointment as 
the executive director of African 
Missions North America, an off-
shoot of RCCG.  Africa Missions 
is a faith-based organization with 
a mission to reach, restore, and 
rebuild lives and communities in 
Africa.  Pastor Abby works close-
ly with and reports on all mission 
activities in North America.

In addition to her church 
work, Pastor Abby is an en-
trepreneur and CEO of several 
organizations one of which is 
Cornerstone Distribution LLC, 
a worldwide air carrier that is a 
freight forwarder.

Wi ld l i f e  Resea r ch  Cen te r, 
Mark C. Otto, a statistician, 
and Emily Bjerre, a wildlife 
biologist for the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service, will talk on 
monitoring the recovery of 
Bald Eagles.  

Bald eagles play an iconic 
role in American political and 
environmental history.  Rachel 
C a r s o n  h i g h l i g h t e d  e a g l e 
population declines in Silent 
Spring, linking their fate to 
the  presence of  pes t ic ides .  
T h e  s p e c i e s  w a s  f o r m a l l y 
listed as endangered in 1967.  
Eagles began to come back in 
many parts of the U.S. after 
DDT was  banned  in  1972 .  
T h e  s p e c i e s  w a s  d e l i s t e d 
in  2007 and U.S.  Fish and 
Wildlife Service developed a 
nationwide monitoring plan to 
get an estimate of all nesting 
pairs of eagles in the lower 
48 states.

Craze further notes 
that neither the G&G nor the 
DB estimated costs include the 
Pepco power upgrade (currently 
estimated at $210,000) or the 
Cardinal Systems projection 
system upgrades and assistive 
technologies which are estimated 
to cost $110,000. Those costs 
could be added to the final 
contract amount or could be 
contracted out separately.

Next Steps 
In her memo, Craze outlined

Since the G&G project cost 
resulted from negotiation, there 
is no guarantee of a lower cost 
for the project if it were to be 
rebid.

P r o s  –  S i n c e  t i m e  a n d 
materials is based upon actual

based on competitive market 
costs.

Cons – Time and materials 
jobs require additional staff and 
architect time. The city’s final 
cost could vary significantly from 
the lump sum cost.  Additional 
t ime would be  required in 
advance of contract approval and 
that could jeopardize grant and 
bond funding from the state and 
other agencies.

Estimated Start Time: June 23.
Option 3. Seek cost proposals

G&G for renovation of the 
Greenbelt theater. It is anticipated 
that separate recommendations 
relating to the purchase of the 
upgraded projection equipment 
and contracting for the Pepco 
e lec t r i ca l  upgrade  wi l l  be 
submitted to the council.

Once a construction contract 
i s  approved ,  the re  r emain 
several administrative approvals 
required before work could begin. 
These actions include revising 
the county building permit, 
re-approval by the Maryland 
Historical Trust and approval 

of the contract by the State of 
Maryland. Approximate schedule 
dates for critical milestones are 
as follows: 

• Council approval of G&G

24

Residents Still Depend 
On Local Newspapers

L o c a l  a n d  c o m m u n i t y 
newspapers continue to be highly 
valued as a primary source of 
information for small  town 
residents in the U.S.  According 
t o  t h e  2 0 1 3  C o m m u n i t y 
Newspaper Readership Study, 
94 percent of readers agreed 
that community newspapers 
were informative. Two-thirds 
of the residents in small towns 
and cities read local newspapers 
ranging from one to seven days 
in a week. The survey indicated 
that 67 percent of people read 
a  community  newspaper  a t 
least once in a week. Further 
analysis showed that four out of 
10 residents preferred either a 
printed newspaper or its website 
to obtain information. 

Moreover,  54 percent  of 
readers had clipped a story from 
the print newspaper and saved 
or sent the story to a friend or 
family member in the past 12 
months. Seven out of 10 readers 
agreed that newspaper advertising 
inserts helped them make better 
purchasing decisions.  Eight 
out of  10 people agreed that 
they would rather look through 
newspaper ads than view them on 
the internet.

T h e  s t u d y  c o n c l u d e d 
that community newspapers 
consistently did a good job in 
providing accurate, reliable and 
fair information. Newspapers will 
continue to play a crucial role in 
people’s lives in the future, both 
in print or online, according to 
the study conducted by Reynolds 
Journalism Institute.
