Crime Numbers within the City
As in County, Continue Decline

The number of crimes com-
mitted in Greenbelt during the
calendar year 2013 were 16 per-
cent fewer than for the previous
year and 32 percent less than in
2009. The drop reflected what
is happening throughout much of
the country and within the State
of Maryland. The crime rate
decreased 14 percent in Prince
George’s County in 2013, as
County Executive Rushern Baker
announced early this year. (See
box on page 8 for Police Chief
James Craze’s comments on the
crime rate drop.)

When jurisdictions report
crime data, they use a standard
method of classification. This
data thus refers to class I of-
fenses, the more serious crimes.
These include murder, rape, rob-
bery, aggravated assaults, break-
ing and entering, larceny and
motor vehicle theft.

In all but two of these crime
categories, the number of crimes
committed has dropped from
those of the previous year. For
the third year in a row no mur-

ders were committed in Greenbelt
and the number at 35 of aggra-
vated assaults has held steady
for the three years. In 2013,
reported rapes declined by 17
percent (from 6 to 5), robberies
by 4 percent (from 68 to 65),
breaking and enterings by 22 per-
cent (from 247 to 192), larcenies
by 16 percent (from 648 to 544)
and motor vehicle thefts by 18
percent (from 130 to 107).

As compared to crimes com-
mitted in 2009, the earliest year
detailed in the police report,
significant decreases also were
reported, except in one category
— the number of murders com-
mitted. None were reported in
either year (although three mur-
ders had been reported in 2010).

In all other crime categories,
the decreases in the numbers
of crimes in 2013 as opposed
to 2009 were: rape, 38 percent;
robberies, 49 percent; aggravated
assaults, 40 percent; breaking and
enterings, 9 percent; larcenies, 22
percent; and motor vehicle thefts,
36 percent.

Where Crime Occurs

Although significantly down
from prior years, the police sector
composed of the Franklin Park
apartments continued to report the
greatest number of crimes (357 or
38 percent of all city crimes in
2013). Greenbelt East reported
31 percent of all city crimes,
including the greatest number of
larcenies of any sector, includ-
ing shoplifting, which generally
occurs in commercial districts.
Greenbelt Center reported 19
percent of such crimes, Beltway
Plaza, 13 percent and Greenbelt
Metro Station and the future
Greenbelt Station development,
1 percent.

Of greatest concern to many
are class I crimes committed
against persons: murder, rape,
robbery and aggravated assault.
In this respect, the Franklin Park
sector reported 52 percent of
the 105 such crimes reported in
2013; Greenbelt East, 23 per-
cent; Beltway Plaza, 15 percent;

Five Greenbelt Doctors Named
Top Doctors by Washingtonian

Five Greenbelt practitioners
were named Top Doctors of 2014
in Washingtonian Magazine’s
annual list of physicians in the
Washington, D.C. metropolitan
area, including Maryland and Vir-
ginia.

Washingtonian sent out 6,400
questionnaires to randomly se-
lected physicians asking which
doctor they would send their fam-
ily members to and received 1,300
replies.

Dr. David S. Granite (family
medicine), Dr. Peter M. Schissler
(geriatric medicine), Dr. Stephanie
Trifoglio (internal medicine), Dr.
Angela Lotsikas (dermatology and
cosmetic surgery) and Dr. Ronald
Katz (dermatology) all were rec-
ognized for their work as doctors.

Dr. David S. Granite

Dr. David Granite, 67, a long-
time resident of the city, has served
Greenbelt since 1975 at 115 Cen-
terway. He received his M.D. from
the University of Rochester School
of Medicine and Dentistry in 1972,
then moved to Greenbelt after be-
ing offered a position at Physicians
Family Practice.

“My older sister had glaucoma
since she was an infant, and I had
always wanted to help her,” Gran-
ite said of his decision to pursue
a career in medicine. “And when
I got into medical school, I really
liked what I did.”

Granite focuses on giving his

patients a comfortable experience.
“I try to make sure to follow up
with them and give them the best
personal service that I can,” he
said.

“My family practice is how
I give back to the community. A
lot of Greenbelt residents are my
clients,” Granite said.

Granite tries to stay involved
with the community by participat-
ing in the Annual Labor Day Fes-
tival and being an active member
of Mishkan Torah Synagogue.

Outside his practice, Granite
is interested in the Civil War and
classical music. He also collects
comic books.

Despite the “unexpected hon-
or,” he says, of being named a
“Top Doc,” Granite still cites his
children Stephen, 38, and Guine-
vere, 30, as his proudest accom-
plishments.

Dr. Peter M. Schissler

Dr. Peter Schissler, 62, has
been practicing medicine since
1981 at Maryland Geriatric Medi-
cine at 7500 Greenway Center
Drive, Suite 430.

This is not Schissler’s first
time receiving this honor. In fact,
other physicians in the region
have named Schissler a Washing-
tonian “Top Doctor” every year
but two since he began practicing
in the area.

“I was very active in teaching
early in my career,” he says, “so

I had a lot of contact with people.
Doctors who train at a university
have a higher rate of getting on
the list,” Schissler said.

Schissler attended NYU School
of Medicine to receive his M.D.
He was board-certified in internal
medicine in 1980 following his
residency at the George Washing-
ton University Hospital.

“Medicine gives me the ulti-
mate satisfaction in making some-
body feel better,” said Schissler.

My mom had Hodgkin’s Lym-
phoma (a type of cancer), and
she died when I was 15, so that
was most likely the driving factor
to why I became a doctor,” he
explained.

Although Schissler lives in
Bethesda, he used to live in Col-
lege Park. He chose to practice in
Greenbelt because he saw a short-
age of doctors and health services
in the area. “There was plenty of
opportunity for people looking to
receive good care,” Schissler said.

Schissler tries to help his cli-
ents in any way possible. For
example, he will not accept cred-
it cards. “If they have a credit
card, they can just put a figure
up to their credit limit to pay,”
Schissler said. “My joy is not
putting anyone out. If they can’t
afford the whole bill, I’'ll waive
the balance.”

suant to Chapter 77 of the Acts of the General Assembly of

Purpose: To amend the City Charter to allow a member of
Council to abstain from voting so long as such member gives
a reason for abstaining and such reason falls within one of
the following:

2. When to vote could or may show bias for or against a per-
son, organization or business that the member has a close
personal relationship with thus reflecting poorly on the mem-
ber and the office such member holds.

3. When for any other reason a member is not comfortable
voting and has given the Chair a reason for requesting to ab-
stain so long as excused by the Chair or Council by vote.

Schissler takes great pride in
being a family man.

For GED Classes

Greenbelt CARES will hold
its spring 10-week GED course
starting Monday, April 21 and
continuing through Wednesday,
June 25. Registration for the
course will be on Monday, April
21 from noon to 3 p.m. Students
should be prepared to stay the
entire time and bring pencil, pen
and paper.

This is a combined class,
combining GED 1 skills for stu-
dents who need review of basic
math (addition, subtraction, mul-
tiplication, division, fractions,
decimals, percentages and word
problems) and English gram-
mar skills and GED 1I skills for
students who are ready to learn
algebra and geometry, English
literature and writing skills. All
students will learn computer
skills since the GED 2014 test is
now taken on-line.

Students are required to show
proof of residency (i.e., cur-
rent lease, phone or electric bill,
driver’s license or motor vehicle
identification card).

Greenbelt Center, 8 percent; and
other areas, 2 percent.
Other Statistics

The 31,526 calls for police
service in 2013 were 7 percent
fewer than in 2012. The 206
additional premise checks made
in 2013 represented a 7 percent
increase. There was a 4 percent
increase in police reports pre-
pared. At 9,332, traffic stops
by police officers were down
14 percent from numbers in the
previous year.

The numbers of police arrests
in 2013 were also down. The
796 criminal arrests were 14
percent less than for 2012. Ju-
venile arrests, at 112, were down
32 percent. The 234 arrests for
driving while under the influ-
ence of alcohol were 7 percent
fewer than in 2013, while other
traffic arrests at 720 were down
22 percent.

Also down from the previous
year, by 13 percent, were traf-
fic tickets (excluding speed and
traffic light camera citations).
Other decreases were: parking
tickets, 23 percent; repair orders,
14 percent; and warning tickets,
21 percent. However, the 7,778
traffic tickets issued by police
officers pales in comparison to
the 8,142 speed citations and
5,304 red light traffic signal
violations cited as a result of
cameras used by the city.

For these latter citations, no
comparisons are available from
prior years, since the speed cam-
era enforcement program was
initiated only in November 2012.

As to the decline in activity
levels reflected in these statis-
tics, Craze said it may, in part,
reflect the crime rate. More
likely, however, he said, retire-
ments within the department may
have caused a fluctuation in the
numbers of officers available for
duty.

Craze also spoke of an un-
usual number of injuries, as
well. A combination of nine
officer positions are currently
unavailable for duty, which puts
a damper on activity levels, he
said.

Traffic Accidents
The occurrence of traffic acci-

dents is beyond the department’s
control to change, except for the
hope that traffic enforcement
might have a preventive effect.
Traffic accidents were up by five
in 2013 as compared to 2012,
for a total of 1,045. However,
there were no traffic fatalities
this year, nor were any reported
on city roads, excluding the
Beltway and Parkway, during the
previous year. But at 114, there
were 14 more personal injuries
resulting from traffic accidents
than in 2012. In contrast, acci-
dents with property damage only
were down by six from 2012,
at 931.

For those who want to put
the pedal to the metal, by all
means avoid northbound Cher-
rywood Lane in the 5900 block,
where owners of 5,154 vehicles
received speed camera citations.
That was almost two out of ev-
ery three city speed camera cita-
tions issued among the six loca-
tions monitored. One wonders
how many of these represented
drivers heading to the Metro
station who were late for work.

Another 1,662 motorists
were photographed speeding on
northbound Mandan Road in the
7700 block. In the center area
of Greenbelt, motorists should
watch out for speed increases
as they go downhill on Cres-
cent Road near Northway, where
there is a camera to catch speed-
ers. That location generated 658
citations.

The red light camera pho-
tographing the most violators
during 2013 was located in the
westbound lanes of Greenbelt
Road at Cherrywood Lane. The
2,039 citations resulting from
that camera constituted 38 per-
cent of all red light camera cita-
tions issued by the city.

The camera recording signal
violators on the eastbound lanes
of Greenbelt Road at Mandan
Road generated the second larg-
est number of citations, at 944.
The red light camera placed at
the signal for northbound traf-
fic on Kenilworth Avenue at
the southbound I-95 exit ramp
placed third in the city, with 782
citations issued.

A Commentary by
Chief James Craze

“The crime rate in Green-
belt is at the lowest in ages,
certainly going back well into
the early 90s and beyond. In
fact, we’ve had a 45 percent
decrease since 2002 alone.
Most locations throughout the
country are also experiencing
a two-decade decline in violent
crime — a surprise, given con-
ventional thinking that crime
would go up during economi-
cally challenging times. That
has not been the case, however.

“Some credit may be is due
to advances in technology, such
as the instantaneous availability
of crime information between all
levels of law enforcement and
the prolific use of video cameras
and license plate readers.

“Other reasons are surpris-
ing, at least to me. Research-
ers have found that since more
people are at home (retirees
and the unemployed), more
people are around to report
suspicious activities. Youths
and young adults — those more
apt to be involved as victims
or as perpetrators of crime
— are spending more time at
home using computers and
playing video games.

“Other social scientists men-
tion that changing neighbor-
hoods have done away with
the impersonal dense housing
projects typical of inner-city
construction.

“Declining cocaine con-
sumption, responsible for gang
warfare, violent crime and mur-
der rates in the early 1990s,
has also had some effect, as
may have been the passage of
Roe v. Wade, meaning fewer
unwanted children thus at risk
for criminality. This sugges-
tion comes from Stanford Law
Professor John J. Donohue.

“Other research notes that
more criminals appear to be
pursuing identity theft-related
crimes, reducing the danger of
being caught and at the same
time allowing bigger pay offs.

“The dedicated professional-
ism of police officers, aggres-
sively seeking out those who
prey on our citizens, make the
real difference.”

He is currently
a Payload Operations Specialist
on the Messenger Mission team.
The Messenger probe was first to
orbit Mercury, the solar system’s
innermost planet. In the three
years of its orbital mission, the
probe has fully mapped Mer-
cury’s surface. Its instruments
have yielded much new data
about the formation and evolution
of Mercury.

Jenny Chau’s Art Shown

At the New Deal Cafe

Jenny Chau will show her
artwork in the back room of the
New Deal Café during March
and April. There will be a pub-
lic reception for this exhibit on
Sunday, March 30 from 7 to 9
p-m. The New Deal Café art
program is sponsored by Friends
of New Deal Café Arts.

Producing art reveals and re-
leases a part of the artist that
cannot be expressed otherwise.
Jenny Chau has been creat-
ing and experimenting with art
since 1998. Chau has not had
formal advanced studies or
training in art beyond high
school studio courses. She
has continued out of the sheer
enjoyment that the hours and
months of working on a piece
has brought. She applies vari-
ous wet and dry mediums to
canvas to illustrate dark matters
- thoughts and emotions that in-
voke depth of thought in those
who view her work. Pencil and
ink on paper has been her focus
for years dabbling in acrylics,
water colors and oils along the
way. The precision afforded by
the sharpened point of a pen-
cil or pen on a dry surface al-
lows her to sculpt creative ideas
into intricate artwork. Salvador
Dali remains her favorite artist,
with extreme abstractionism and
dream world concepts in his
work. It is the perfect blend of

detailed abstractionism with color,
curves and oddities she feels por-
trays her own style.

Staying true to precision, she
has transitioned to the use of
colored pencils, oil pastels and
chalk pastels along with ink.
She continues to produce abstract
compositions spawned out of
disjointed concepts in her mind.
Chau rarely creates drafts or
experiments with an idea before
progressing it through to comple-
tion. She commits and just lets
things fly. It is as with any
artist: explaining how and when
one creates work is an impos-
sibility. The only certain thing is
that when a piece is finished, she
knows that it is finished. It is
this freedom and mystery which
art affords that motivates her to
continue the pursuit of that next
bright idea.

Chau’s exhibition at the New
Deal Café, which began March
4, is all about medium partitions
— ink+ink, colored pencil+ink
and pastel+chalk. The pieces fall
into one of those three medium
types and provide a good repre-
sentation of where she has been
and where she will go with her
art. Doodles, for example, is a
color pencil and ink piece Chau
recently finished, that started with
four swirling lines and ended in
an explosion of color, intrigue
and what-ifs.
