Ten certified city council 
candidates are running for sev-
en seats on the Greenbelt City 
Council. On September 27, the 
candidates drew numbers for 
placement on the November 
ballot, as well as numbers for 
placement of their campaign 
signs. 

The candidates, in the order 
they will appear on the ballot 
are:

In another marathon session 
lasting until nearly 1 a.m., the 
Greenbelt City Council at its 
September 13 regular meeting 
approved a staff recommendation 
for a one-time food truck event, 
adopted a set of financial policies 
aimed to strengthen its potential 
credit rating and approved a list 
of public sites for the posting of 
campaign signs.

Food Trucks
On a 6 to 1 vote with Coun-

cilmember Leta Mach opposed, 
council approved the staff pro-
posal to organize a one-time, 
stand-alone food truck event.

memo from Assistant Director of 
Recreation Andrew Phelan and 
Economic Development Coordi-
nator Charise Liggins urged the 
city to take a “more deliberate 
approach” when introducing such 
an event.

Although council had sug-
gested hosting a food truck event 
as part of the Fall Fest during its 
August 18 worksession, Phelan 
explained that Fall Fest already 
draws a large crowd and could 
create capacity issues if the

Bill Norwood and Ms. Cat
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County Offering Free
Flu Vaccine Clinics

County health leaders are 
holding a series of flu shot 
clinics, offering free shots to 
residents. The next clinic will 
be held on Thursday, October 
7 at the Springhill Lake Recre-
ation Center from 1 to 7 p.m. 
No appointments are needed 
for these walk-up clinics.

With many focused on ris-
ing cases of Covid-19, it’s easy 
to overlook the oncoming flu 
season, but Prince George’s 
County health officials are em-
phasizing the importance of 
flu shots. “Don’t forget about 
it because flu is not going 
anywhere,” said Diane Young, 
an associate director with the 
county’s health department.

Woodlands Committee
Hosts Fall GHI Event

On Saturday, October 9 start-
ing at 11 a.m. outside at the GHI 
office at 1 Hamilton Place, the 
GHI Woodlands Committee will 
host its annual Plant Swap and 
Scavenger Hunt.

Gardeners should take stock 
by harvesting some seeds, divid-
ing perennials and evaluating 
the blank spaces in their gardens 
to prepare for the swap. Bring 
along excess plants, divisions, 
seedlings, seeds and bulbs to the 
Plant Swap and prepare to pick 
up some new plants. Include a 
card with a description of each 
donated plant. Donors can bring 
surplus tools that are in good 
working condition, gardening 
books, magazines, garden orna-
ments and anything else garden-
related.

Do not bring houseplants or 
invasive species such as English 
ivy, pachysandra, periwinkle or 
Rose of Sharon. Large objects 
that are not traded get to go 
back home with their respective 
donors.

Set up will begin at 11 a.m. 
Participants can start the Swap 
with a “tour” of the available 
plants at 11:15. After that, every-
one will get a turn to pick out a 
plant or gardening miscellany un-
til everything is gone. Participants 
will go around the tables in one 
direction, maintaining 6’ distance. 

New gardeners and those who 
don’t have anything for the Plant 
Swap can always garner a few 
tips as well as pick up some 
plants.

This Scaven-
ger Hunt is a fun and engaging 
outdoor family activity that at-
tendees can take home and do 
on their own. Use the laminated 
reusable sheets to look for nature 
items on walks around Greenbelt 
throughout the seasons.

Judith F. “J” Davis is in her 14th 

term on council. Currently serving as 
councilmember, J formerly was mayor 
for 16 years, Greenbelt’s longest con-
tinuously serving mayor, and mayor 
pro tem for eight years. Prior to her 
election to council, she was appointed 
to the Advisory Planning Board for 10 
years and was chair for four. Recently, 
J was appointed to the county’s Com-
mission for Women and to the Central 
Maryland Transportation and Mobility 
Commission.

After moving to Greenbelt in 1975, 
J became active in local affairs. A 
Greenbriar condominium owner, she 
served on Phase I’s board of directors 
for 14 years. She was the Labor Day Festival Carnival chair for 
18 years. J was on the Project Design Committee for Greenbelt 
Intergenerational Volunteer Exchange Service (GIVES) and became 
a charter member and officer.

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attendees. In their memo, Phelan 
and Liggins said that coordinating 
regular food truck events would 
require a significant time com-
mitment from staff that would 
be difficult to absorb. County 
regulations require a food truck 
hub coordinator to be present at 
every food truck hub event. Staff 
would be required to handle tasks 
such as event logistics, permits, 
marketing, traffic control, trash 
cleanup and more. For future 
events, Phelan and Liggins sup-
ported consideration of a model 
similar to the Labor Day Festival 
where a community group would 
handle the coordination of food 
truck events.

Liggins also offered assistance 
to community groups wanting 
to host food truck events and to 
Greenbelters wishing to become 
registered food truck vendors, as 
required under county regulations.

Councilmember Emmett Jor-
dan argued that the city should 
first identify and obtain authoriza-
tion from the county for locations 
of possible food truck events. 
However, Liggins noted that un-
der county regulations, the city 
could not just identify a site. At 
least two registered food truck 
vendors would have to be identi-
fied to obtain authorization.

Councilmember Silke Pope, 
declaring she loves food trucks, 
said that a hub is not the best 
approach for the city. It needs the 
flexibility to hold events in dif-
ferent locations. Councilmember 
Edward Putens called for at least 
three events as he did not think 
a one-time event would make 
money for the vendors.

Councilmember Rodney Rob-
erts noted that the vendors are 
in business to make a living and 
that council should be working to 
make it possible for a food truck 
to come to Greenbelt wherever 
they want to operate. The opera-

tors, he said, have a better idea 
than the city as to where they 
can make money. Roberts argued 
that the city should be pressing 
the county to relax its food truck 
regulations. Several other council-
members voiced support for this.

The actual item on the agenda, 
added by Mayor Colin Byrd, 
was to direct staff to establish a 
weekly food truck night at a city 
park and to coordinate and facili-
tate including food trucks as part 
of upcoming events such as July 
Fourth, Black History Month, 
Fall Fest, the annual egg hunt, 
Greenbelt Day, Gobble Wobble 
and the Winter Lights Festival. 
During discussion of the staff 
report, it became clear that there 
was little support for this ambi-
tious proposal and Byrd did not 
make his motion.

Financial Policies
Following discussion at sever-

al worksessions, council adopted 
on a 6 to 1 vote, with Byrd op-
posed, a set of financial policies 
designed to help the city obtain 
a good credit rating should it 
decide to issue bonds to finance 
its growing list of capital needs.

These policies require the city 
to maintain reserves of 18 to 
20 percent, divided between a 
rainy-day fund of 15 percent of 
general fund expenditures and 
a budget stabilization fund of 3 
to 5 percent. Approval from a 
supermajority of council would 
be required to allow the rainy-
day fund to fall below 15 per-
cent. The adopted budget for the 
current fiscal year falls slightly 
below the adopted limits with 
reserves of 16.5 percent.

The adopted policies would 
also require that the city limit 
borrowing to no more than 3 
percent of total assessed valua-
tion, debt service to no more than 
12 percent of general fund ex-
penditures and limit debt service 
plus pensions and other post-
employment benefits to no more 
than 25 percent of general fund 
expenditures. The city is currently 
well below these limits.

Byrd worried that the policies 
would limit the city’s ability to 
use reserves to meet obligations 

such as paying staff. He pointed 
out that the city had often operat-
ed with much lower reserves than 
the new policies would allow. 
Roberts cautioned that the city 
should not use reserves to pay 
ongoing costs such as salaries. 
However, Roberts was concerned 
that council could be moving 
toward taking on too much debt 
with the new metrics. Putens 
pointed out that the ability to is-
sue bonds would provide the city 
with greater flexibility to finance 
needed projects.

City Manager Nicole Ard re-
minded council that when the 
city operated with lower reserves 
it sometimes had to take out tax 
anticipation loans to pay staff 
and meet its obligations. “That is 
not something you want to do,” 
she said.

Other Actions
On a 6 to 1 vote with Roberts 

opposed, council approved the 
city clerk’s proposal for campaign 
signs on public property. Since 
1991, council has established lo-
cations throughout the city where 
it posts campaign signs from 
council candidates. To participate, 
candidates must agree not to 
place signs in residential yards. 
Signs will be posted by city staff, 
not the candidates, with sign 
placement determined by lottery.

Byrd issued proclamations de-
claring Saturday, September 25, 
as Public Lands Day and Sep-
tember 15 to October 15 as Na-
tional Hispanic Heritage Month 
in Greenbelt.

During the September 13 
meeting of the Greenbelt City 
Council, the council-appointed 
Public Safety Advisory Com-
mittee filed a formal letter of 
complaint about Mayor Colin 
Byrd’s characterization of their 
committee as not being diverse 
enough or transparent enough in 
their work. The News Review re-
viewed the recording of the July 
14 worksession and heard the 
statements specified in the letter. 

The letter, which was accepted 
in the consent agenda and not 
commented on publicly, says: 
“As the City of Greenbelt’s Pub-
lic Safety Advisory Committee 
(PSAC), we submit this report 
to express how profoundly dis-
heartened and appalled we are by 
Mayor Byrd’s comments about 
our committee members’ race, 
age and participation during the 
July 14, 2021, council workses-
sion. At that worksession PSAC 
representatives outlined the rec-
ommendations for reform of po-
lice procedures for the Greenbelt 
Police Department (GPD) as 
delineated in its May 5 written 
report to the council. The recom-
mendations were developed in 
response to a council referral for 
PSAC input on Mayor Byrd’s 
PowerPoint proposal for a local 
Fair and Just Policing Act.” 

The letter, which is available 
online as part of the record of the

September 13 meeting, objected 
specifically to Byrd asking if the 
committee matched the racial de-
mographics of the city, and when 
told they did (the committee has 
four White members and three 
Black members), he asked if any 
young African American males 
were on the committee. 

“Implying,” according to the 
letter, “that only persons of that 
race, gender and generation could 
possibly understand police defi-
ciencies.”

PSAC also objected to Byrd 
claiming that the committee had 
been dominated by non-Black 
committee members. The Black 
members of the committee, as 
well as the committee as a whole, 
denied this accusation.

Council as a whole, and Byrd 
specifically, have thanked the 
committee for their work both at 
the July 14 meeting and since. 
Byrd has used many of the sug-
gestions from the PSAC report 
submitted to council on Septem-
ber 13.

There is a song lyric that says, 
it’s so hard to say goodbye to 
yesterday, but not in the case of 
Coach Herb Allen, center leader 
at the Springhill Lake Recreation 
Center (SHLRC).

“I want to teach the 
youth how to be a better person 
and how to cope with different 
situations.” Coach Herb is also an 
ordained minister.

He saw few recreational bas-
ketball opportunities for women 
in their post-high school or col-
lege years. An opportunity came 
when Reverend Greg Carter re-
cruited Coach Herb to help put 
together a women’s team in 2009. 
That same year, the Greenbelt 
Lady Angels were born. With just 
a few months of playing together,

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the team went to Canada for the 
nationals and came home with a 
First-Place trophy. Just to prove it 
wasn’t a fluke, they three-peated, 
winning for the next two years.

Asked what is the difference 
in coaching men and women, 
Coach Herb says, “[In my expe-
rience] the difference in coaching 
men and women is that women, 
especially those who played col-
lege ball, play more fundamental 
ball; they play one-on-one, and 
they play team ball.” 

When Butler and Frank Jones, 
another recreation coordinator 

at Springhill Lake, were asked 
what they would both miss with 
Coach Herb’s retirement they fin-
ished each other’s thoughts. “That 
grandpop wisdom,” Jones said;

After retirement, Coach  Herb 
sees himself spending more time 
at church and in ministry and 
continuing to volunteer as a 
coach for Ladies Night Basket-
ball.

Police Station Drop Box 
Is Closed Temporarily

The prescription drug drop 
box at the Greenbelt Police Sta-
tion is closed until further notice. 
There is a drug drop box at the 
CVS Pharmacy, 7607 Greenbelt

In May through July of 2021, 
there were numerous reports of 
dead and dying birds – mostly 
young grackles, blue jays, star-
lings and robins – in Maryland, 
Washington, D.C., Virginia and 
other states in the Mid-Atlantic 
region. Because birds congregat-
ing at bird feeders or birdbaths 
can transmit diseases to one an-
other, residents were advised to 
stop providing food or water to 
birds until the morbidity/mortality 
event had subsided. Cases are no 
longer being reported, so all af-
fected states have now lifted their 
do-not-feed recommendations.

The Maryland Department of 
Natural Resources lifted its advi-
sory in August but asks that resi-
dents who resume feeding birds 
and providing water in birdbaths 
remain vigilant and take care 
to clean feeders and birdbaths 
regularly (see news.maryland.
gov/dnr/2021/07/02/bird-illness-
investigation-continues-in-several-
states). Additional observations of 
sick or dying birds, particularly 
any with crusty eyes or neuro-
logical symptoms such as tremors 
or partial paralysis, should be 
reported to the Maryland DNR/
USDA Wildlife Services Call 
Center at 1-877-463-6497.

The cause of the disease and 
how it is transmitted are still 
not known. Several laboratories 
have been involved in the test-

ing, including the U.S. Geological 
Survey’s National Wildlife Health 
Center, the University of Georgia 
Southeastern Cooperative Wildlife 
Disease Study, the University of 
Pennsylvania Wildlife Futures 
Program and the Indiana Animal 
Disease Diagnostic Laboratory. 
To date, tests have not found bird 
pathogens such as West Nile and 
other flaviviruses, herpesviruses 
and poxviruses, salmonella and 
other bacterial infections, avian 
influenza virus or Trichomonas 
parasites, among others. Addition-
al diagnostic tests are underway.

volksmarching and about this 
particular walk as I talked to 
them. They explained that Greater 
Greenbelt Volksmarchers hold 
these formal walks on the third 
Wednesday of the month, May 
through September. They typically 
get 20 or so people coming in for 
these evening walks, with folks 
regularly traveling from as far as 
Hagerstown, Md. and York, Pa., 
to participate.

During these events people 
sign in, pay three dollars (which 
covers insurance, water, printing 
costs, etc.) and head off on their 
own to walk the route, which 
Yvonne and Pat map out in ad-
vance and provide printed direc-
tions to each of the walkers. 
Signs are posted along the route, 
with blue-and-yellow chalk marks 
on the sidewalk to indicate turns. 

Although these are not typi-
cally guided walks, Pat accompa-
nied me on mine, which proved 
to be even better than anticipated. 
For one thing, I definitely would 
have gotten lost without her, in 
no small part because everything, 
including the directions, fell out 
of my pockets as we walked, 
something I only noticed because 
Pat trailed along after me pick-
ing up my detritus from time to 
time. Most importantly, however, 
it turned out Pat is my sister of 
the Commonwealth, having im-
migrated to the United States 
from England in the 1960s while 
I immigrated here from Canada 
not so many years ago.

As it turns out, Pat knows 
a lot about Greenbelt. I like to 
think I’ve walked through a lot 
of town but the path created by 
Greater Greenbelt Volksmarchers 
for this evening walk took me 
through paths I had never before 
seen, including behind the first 
townhome occupied in the new 
town of Greenbelt back in 1937. 
I had no idea there was such a 
thing, although of course there 
must be, and the house – on Gar-
denway – even has a plaque that 
commemorates its accomplish-
ment. Pat and I took a selfie by 
it to commemorate our accom-
plishment.

I  loved talking to Pat .  I 
learned about volksmarching, 
how American soldiers brought 
it back to the United States when 
they returned from the war, how 
there are branches across the 
country and around the world. I 
learned that the Greater Greenbelt 
Volksmarchers will celebrate their 
35th anniversary at the Labor 
Day Festival next year. I learned 
that Pat kayaks on the Potomac 
River. I learned that Pat should 
probably be my new best friend 
and I learned that I really, really 
do like to walk.

Although the formal evening 
walks are done now until next 
May, Greater Greenbelt Volks-
marchers still have events going 
on throughout the winter. They 
are supporting the HUG Walk 
around Greenbelt on October 10 
and are supporting a Scottish fes-
tival in Alexandria in December. 
They also have mapped routes 
to walk on your own at any time
