Three 
substitute carriers from the cur-
rent crew are distributing the 
papers for the first time this week 
with a rookie starting out for

Piscataway Are Here
I appreciated Lois Rosado’s ar-

ticle Piscataway People of Mary-
land: The Original Greenbelters? 
and its publication at the time 
that many celebrate Thanksgiv-
ing. Every year I am conflicted 
about gathering with friends on 
that day, since it is a holiday built 
on a myth that obscures U.S. his-
tory of colonization and attempted 
genocide of indigenous peoples.

This year at the prompting of 

an indigenous activist I follow 
on social media, I donated to 
four indigenous organizations. 
Recently I learned that the Cedar-
ville Band of Piscataway Indians, 
which maintains a museum and 
cultural center in Waldorf, is 
calling for land-tax payments for 
those of us who live on the sto-
len lands that their people were 
stewards of. 

They say, “Pay because it is 
part of atonement and the just 
thing to do for your continued 
occupancy of our lands.” Land-
back is a movement to return 
indigenous lands to indigenous 
peoples. I’ve decided to pay 
monthly land tax to the Cedar-
ville Piscataway people to sup-
port their work and their effort to 
get their land back.

Rosado ends her article by 
saying the Piscataway people 
are still here. They are here, and 
they are calling on us to make 
financial restitution. In addition 
to individual contributions, we 
should take collective action for 
systemic change as urged by in-
digenous peoples. 

One major issue now is a Su-
preme Court case that threatens 
the Indian Child Welfare Act and 
tribal sovereignty.

When Cathy Taylor was asked 
by the St. Hugh Knights of Co-
lumbus to provide salad for the 
parish’s annual Thanksgiving Day 
dinner, she didn’t hesitate.

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During the November 14 
Greenbelt City Council meeting, 
council discussed the city man-
ager search timeline and Repa-
rations Commission interviews. 
The America Recycles Day Proc-
lamation led to a wide-ranging 
discussion on plastic use in the 
community. Interim City Manager 
Timothy George noted that City 
Treasurer Bertha Gaymon and 
her team are implementing new 
financial management and payroll 
systems that will help the city 
automate processing. Council and 
George discussed traffic fatalities 
on Kenilworth and Greenbelt 
Road.

City Manager Search
The city is working with its 

contractor Baker Tilly on the 
search for a new city manager. 
Council reviewed materials for 
the search and worked to final-
ize a survey by which residents 
can have input in the qualities 
needed for the new city manager. 
Councilmember Kristen Weaver 
presented the City Manager Nar-
rative Final Draft, the City Man-
ager Kick-Off Memo and the City 
Manager Timeline. The timeline 
states that a community survey 
should occur October 26 through 
November 8 and the city should 
review the narrative brochure on 
November 14 through November 
18. The 14th step of the timeline 
states that in the week of Febru-
ary 27, 2023, an employment of-
fer will be extended to the select-
ed candidate. Dawane Martinez, 
director of Human Resources for 
the city, said that, while sticking 
close to the timeline of Baker 
Tilly would be best, some leeway 
for adjustment is possible. 

Councilmember Judith Davis 
suggested working with Greenbelt 
resident Edward Fallon on the 
distribution of the survey. Fallon, 
who had discussed his academic 
experience with questionnaires 
earlier in the meeting, could offer 
some insight into distributing the 
survey. The survey might be a 
link on social media or distribut-
ed through the mail. Mayor Em-
mett Jordan mentioned surveys 
should go to the homeowner and 
condominium associations as well 
as apartment complexes. Weaver 
suggested covering all of Green-
belt’s demographics and neigh-
borhoods as well as businesses. 
Jordan will have suggestions on 
the narrative draft statement ready 
by Friday, November 18. Weaver 
and Jordan will talk with Baker 
Tilly the same day. The Com-
munity Stakeholder’s Survey is 
available in the agenda package 
available on the city website: 
click the Municipal Access TV 
button on the home page to ac-
cess the meetings page. 

Reparations Commission 
Jordan noted that 30 inter-

views for the Reparations Com-
mission have gone well. The 
candidates have no preconceived 
notions and many candidates have 
specific skills to contribute to the 
commission, according to Jordan. 
Weaver presented demographic 
charts comparing the applicants 
to the Greenbelt 2020 Census 
data which showed an even dis-
tribution across geography. Four 
candidates will be from Green-
belt East, four from Greenbelt 
Center and four from Greenbelt 
West with nine candidates from 
businesses, boards and churches. 

Council Discusses Timeline; 
Interviews; Hears Proclamations

Comparing racial composition 
to census data, more candidates 
identify as African American. 
Comparing gender and age to 
census data, more candidates gen-
erally are female and older. 

On Tuesday November 22, 
council will put the Reparations 
Committee together with 21 per-
sons. Jordan suggested having a 
“back bench” of the remaining 
candidates who can attend and 
follow the meetings. Council-
member Rodney Roberts sug-
gested just having a commission 
with all the successful candidates. 
Davis thought 30 persons would 
be unwieldy and 21 persons a 
substantial number.

Recycling Proclamation 
According to the America Re-

cycles Day Proclamation, Green-
belt has a recycling rate of 62 
percent through its curbside re-
cycling, Styrofoam recycling, 
paint recycling, lumber recycling, 
backyard composting, food scraps 
drop-off and yard waste compost-
ing. John Lippert, chair of the 
Green Team, accepted the proc-
lamation and thanked the city for 
its recycling of wood waste into 
useful woodchips and thanked 
Greenbelt Recreation for use of 
compostable material for the Tree 
Lighting Ceremony. 

Lippert also mentioned that 
the city Sustainability Coordina-
tor Luisa Robles and Interim 
Assistant City Manager Debi 
Sandlin have written a grant 
for a pilot program on curbside 
compost pickup. Davis mentioned 
the difficulty in training citizens 
to use recycling bins correctly, 
particularly not to put items for 
recycling in plastic bags. Roberts 
noted that microplastics, caused 
by plastic decomposition, are 
entering the world’s waters, soils 
and animals. 

Lippert addressed these con-
cerns about plastic recycling by 
noting that he and his committee 
are reviewing material on ban-
ning plastic bags and a detailed, 
thorough review is necessary 
before proposing legislation for 
Greenbelt. Such a review takes 
time. Jordan noted that legisla-
tion is important and would be 
more effective if adopted by the 
Four Cities Coalition consisting 
of College Park, Berwyn Heights, 
New Carrollton and Greenbelt.
Military Family Proclamation

Councilmembers Silke Pope 
and Davis, members of Greenbelt 
Post 136 American Legion Auxil-
iary, recounted how the American 
Legion has provided strength and 
support to their families. Military 
families experience stress as their 
family members face the rigors 
of military service, often abroad. 

Receiving the proclamation 
were members of Greenbelt Post 
136: Lenny Werth, squadron com-
mander of the Sons of the Ameri-
can Legion, and Kathy Gigliotti, 

president of the American Legion 
Auxiliary. Also in attendance 
were Jerry Darnell of Sons of the 
American Legion, Elizabeth Rice 
and Dora Hamm of the Ameri-
can Legion Auxiliary and Sandi 
Dutton, past national president 
for 2004-2005 of the American 
Legion Auxiliary.

Gigliotti discussed working 
with Rolling Thunder Maryland 
Chapter 1 on a program to feed 
75 families Thanksgiving dinner 
on November 19 at Greenbelt 
Post 136. She said donations and 
contributions are welcome.

Legislative Priorities 
Jordan explained that every 

year before the Maryland legisla-
tive session begins, council talks 
with our senators and delegates 
on the state level and representa-
tives on the county level about 
Greenbelt’s four or five most 
important legislative priorities. 
Jordan recommended schedul-
ing meetings in early December. 
Meetings are usually a dinner at 
the Crowne Plaza. 

Davis suggested establishing 
the top priorities at a subsequent 
meeting. Jordan suggested Ar-
mory acquisition and a plastic 
bag ban as top priorities. Davis 
noted that some of the Maryland 
Municipal League priorities might 
be included. 

Administrative Reports 
Gaymon and her team will go 

live with a new financial manage-
ment system on December 1 and 
a new payroll system on January 
1. These systems will eliminate 
some manual processing and pro-
vide efficient digital record-keep-
ing. Martinez has been keeping 
up with the compensation studies 
with Baker Tilly and George 
expects to receive preliminary 
numbers on comparable salaries 
by Thanksgiving week and pro-
vide recommendations to council. 

Davis requested that com-
mittee reports be tracked with a 
next action so that the commit-
tees know what happens to their 
reports. George will have reports 
tracked in that manner. 

Councilmember Silke Pope 
inquired about the letter sent 
to Springhill Lake Elementary 
School six weeks ago about the 
broken sign since that sign has 
not been fixed. She suggested a 
“nudge” to the school.

Jordan expressed concern 
about pedestrian fatalities hap-
pening on Greenbelt Road and 
noted that the county had taken 
over the investigation. George 
replied that the Police Depart-
ment is keeping contact with the 
county investigation but the city 
does not have homicide or ac-
cidental death investigative pow-
ers. George noted that city police 
will be stepping up drunk-driv-
ing checkpoints as the holiday

Each year at the Greenbelt 
War Memorial, Veterans Day 
ceremonies feature American 
Legion, city, county and state 
leaders commenting on the day’s 
importance. The event honors 
veterans who died and veterans 
who served or continue to serve 
their country. This year Veterans 
Day had particular significance 
for Greenbelt American Legion 
Post 136 and, by association, the 
Greenbelt community.  Post 136 
Commander Greg Gigliotti said 
the rededication of the World 
War I Peace Cross memorial at 
Bladensburg again tied the Green-
belt community and its veterans 
together because the Post was 
established by WWI veterans who 
lived in Greenbelt. “Our veter-
ans’ recognition ceremonies each 
year emphasize the post’s birth 
through the efforts of Greenbelt 
WWI veterans and our continuing 
ties to the community,” he said.

The 40-foot-high Peace Cross 
went up 97 years ago to memori-
alize 49 Prince George’s County 
men who died in France in WWI. 
Its base reflects their service in 
the words Devotion, Valor, Cour-
age and Endurance.

After numerous court hear-
ings brought by opponents of the 
Peace Cross who said there was 
an issue with the First Amend-
ment’s separation of church and 
state, the U.S. Supreme Court 
ruled that the message of the 
Peace Cross was not unconstitu-
tional and it could remain in its 
location.

Post 136 collaborated with 
organizations such as the Roll-
ing Thunder riders, other Legion 
Posts and citizens in raising funds 
to rehabilitate the memorial for 
the rededication ceremony led by 
Maryland Governor Larry Hogan. 
Emphasizing his support for the 
Peace Cross memorial, Hogan 
said, “And so on this Veterans 
Day, as we rededicate this Blad-
ensburg Peace Cross, we also 
rededicate ourselves to continue 
honoring the sacrifices of the 49 
heroes immortalized here and all 
of the brave Marylanders who 
have ever worn the flag of our 
nation on their arm and who put 
their lives on the line to protect 
the rights and the freedoms that 
we all hold so dear.”

partment of Housing and Urban 
Development’s (HUD) SAM (sys-
tem for award management). De-
spite Green Ridge House (GRH) 
having received HUD funding 
since 1979, the department was 
now demanding evidence that 
GRH is a city entity. So, coun-
cil suspended its rules to pass a 
resolution declaring that GRH is 
indeed a city entity. Without this 
resolution, the city’s funding from 
HUD could be endangered, ac-
cording to Interim City Manager 
Timothy George. Suspension of 
the rules was needed to provide 
time to accommodate any po-
tential problems by the HUD 
deadline. The resolution passed 
unanimously as did suspension 
of the rules. 

Maglev
The city has received no of-

ficial reports of maglev-related 
action. Andrea Gelatt, of Jill 
Grant and Associates, the city’s 
law firm handling maglev-related 
issues, reported that a condemna-
tion trial involving land needed 
for the Baltimore terminus of the 
system, which had been expected 
to start soon, had been postponed 
by order of the court. No revised 
trial date was available.

Jill Grant reported that the 
Maryland Court of Special Ap-
peals had determined that Bal-
timore-Washington Rapid Rail 
(BWRR) had a railroad franchise 
and, as such, has a right to exer-
cise eminent domain. Grant has 
not yet researched what would be 
involved in doing so, as BWRR 
has not yet proposed to exercise 
that right against any Green-
belt land. She opined, however, 
that BWRR would likely have 
to demonstrate that any taking 
would be in the public interest. 
She said that the company would 
need permission from Baltimore. 

Unknowns
There are several unknowns 

regarding maglev. The city will 
has a new congressional repre-
sentative, Glenn Ivey, and new 
governor, Wes Moore, and their 
views are not yet known, al-
though Moore had indicated that 
maglev was not a priority for 
him. Grant noted that the new 
Transportation law favors certain 
infrastructure projects, but that 
there have been so many maglev 
project problems in other jurisdic-
tions that it is hard to know how 
the government now views the 
project.

Dr. Owen Kelley, who referred 
to himself as an adjunct of the 
Maryland Coalition for Respon-
sible Transit (MCRT), reported on 
a colloquium at Goddard Space 
Flight Center with BWRR. At 
that meeting, Ian Rainey, a se-
nior vice president of BWRR, 
expressed confidence that the 
system will be built and that an 
environmental statement would 
be issued. Kelley said that during 
the symposium Tomoaki Seki, 
general manager of the Maglev 

Systems Development Division of 
the Central Japan Railway Com-
pany, described the complexities 
of the system and that they are 
seeking to redesign the entire 
method.  

Kelley described his conversa-
tion with two colloquium partici-
pants, one of whom was excited 
by the prospect of being able to 
ride on the system, the other who 
expressed concern that the system 
was too complex to be financially 
viable.

Pat Jackman, current treasurer 
and one of the founding mem-
bers of MCRT, said that they are 
anticipating that a supplemental 
Environmental Impact Statement 
(EIS) will be issued soon, reply-
ing to the comments submitted 
regarding the DEIS. Jackman 
also reported that the Anacostia 
Watershed Community Advisory 
Committee had found out that 
the Maryland Department of the 
Environment is preparing a Tier 
II water analysis of Beaver Dam 
Creek that is being paid for by 
BWRR.  

PR Efforts 
Several speakers reported that 

BWRR and its sister company 
Northeast Maglev are partici-
pating in a number of public 
events and distributing promo-
tional items plugging the sys-
tem.  Councilmember Ric Gordon 
noted that they have a strong 
presence on social media building 
support by promising jobs.

The Northeast Maglev Face-
book page provides several exam-
ples including a turkey give-away 
and an event in South Baltimore 
where “we raced mini-Maglevs 
and taught about superconductiv-
ity using liquid nitrogen.”

After about an hour of discus-
sion, council went into closed 
session to discuss maglev-related 
legal issues with its attorneys.

requires physical fitness, the abil-
ity to exercise good judgment 
and the desire to provide public 
safety at the pool. Life guarding 
provides other learning opportuni-
ties – it’s a great way for young 
folks, veterans and retirees to 
learn to be leaders.
