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In late May 2022, 
four student interns –

des mountains. 

Traveling under the 
sponsorship of the U.S. 
State Department, the 
students, all of whom at one 
point participated in Eleanor Roo-
sevelt High School’s internship 
program, working under How-
ard University researcher and 
Greenbelt resident, Dr. David 
Whiteman, were excited to begin 
their research in Bolivia. In fact,

Driver’s Gun
An initial police statement said 

that “during the interaction the 
suspect produced a gun,” accord-
ing to the PGPDNews Twitter 
account.

Council Seeks: Ban on Single-
Use Plastics and No Maglev

priorities are: a ban on single-
use plastics; improvements to 
Greenbelt Road’s streetscape; 
improvements to the Greenbelt 
Metro Station; requesting more 
information on abatements; and 
clarification of language describ-
ing constant yield tax rates. 

Also discussed was opposi-
tion to three pro-
posed projects: the 
maglev train routes, 
Beltway widening 
and construction 
of a Bureau of En-
graving and Print-
ing facility on the 
Beltsville Agricul-
tural Research Cen-
ter. Three additional 
concerns were ad-
dressed: acquisition 
of the Greenbelt Ar-
mory property, dis-
repair of sidewalks 
adjacent to State 
roadways and con-
cerns about Green-
belt schools.
Single-use Plastic 

Ban
Single-use plas-

tics are just that 
– plastic items de-
signed to be thrown 

away after one use. Many single-
use plastic bans target carryout 
plastic bags to reduce pollution 
that is dangerous to human and 
animal health, encourage more 
sustainable habits and prevent 
waste. This type of plastic bag is 
increasingly manufactured from 
fracked gas and very few are 
recycled. Those that are, gunk up 
machinery used for processing 
curbside recycling. Plastic car-
ryout bags take up to 1,000 years 
to decompose.

Councilmember Kristen Weav-
er, the liaison from the city coun-
cil to the Greenbelt Advisory 
Committee on Environmental 
Sustainability (Green ACES), 
states that not only will the ban 

Oke stated that she “felt very 
surprised when Dr. Whiteman 
told us that we were going to 
Bolivia for our campaign analy-
sis,” exclaiming that “it didn’t 
really feel real” until the day she 
started packing for the trip.

Resume In-person
GHI Board Meetings 

It’s time for the GHI Board of 
Directors to conduct their meet-
ings in person at the administra-
tion building. Understandably 
board and committee meetings 
were held virtually during the 
pandemic. The Greenbelt City 
Council and city advisory boards 
did likewise; however, beginning 
in February 2022 council rein-
stated in-person regular meetings 
along with a virtual or hybrid 
option.

There’s absolutely no reason 
for GHI to continue holding its 
board meetings virtually. In the 
interest of accessibility, transpar-
ency and Maryland state open 
meetings policies the cooperative 
should re-implement public meet-
ings so members can attend if 
they choose.

Over the past year alone there 
have been problems and issues 
that members are concerned 
about. They want to ask questions 
of board members and staff and 
can better express their concerns 
face to face rather than in some 
virtual format that doesn’t always 
function well. Some members 
do not use or have access to 
IT. Some with hearing or seeing 
difficulties find virtual meetings 
rather cumbersome.

It may suit the majority of the 
board to continue meeting virtu-
ally in the comfort of their homes 
and not have to deal with a room 
full of members but this format 
worked well for 80 years. GHI 
isn’t just brick and mortar and 
monthly co-op fees. It’s about 
members living cooperatively in 
close proximity to others. It’s 
a social construct with member 
involvement necessary, and this 
means attending meetings and 
staying informed. 

The search for a general man-
ager is one of the most important 
issues to the future of the coop-
erative. Members have had prob-
lems with navigating the Yardi 
system. Some members have had 
their monthly fees fail to debit 
properly. I understand there were 
issues with some members’ heat/

Considering EV Costs
I am writing in response to a 

statement Interim City Manager 
Tim George made during the De-
cember 14 meeting of the Green-
belt City Council, to the effect 
that electric vehicles (EVs) are 
more expensive than fuel-pow-
ered ones, and therefore it is not 
currently in the best interest of 
the city to purchase EVs for mu-
nicipal use.  As evidence, George 
cited the purchase price of an 
electric-powered pickup truck as 
being far greater than that for an 
equivalent fuel-powered truck.  
With respect, George’s statement 
is not correct.

Initial purchase price is not 
the best point of comparison 
when considering a vehicle pur-
chase; rather it is the cost to 
own and operate the vehicle over 

its expected useful life.  Often 
termed Lifetime Cost of Owner-
ship or LCO, this is a calculated 
value that includes the cost of 
energy (whether fossil fuel or 
electricity), the cost of mainte-
nance (both routine and repairs), 
the purchase price and other fac-
tors such as insurance.

In the case of an EV versus 
an internal combustion engine 
(ICE) vehicle, studies clearly 
show that the cost to own and 
operate an EV can be significant-
ly lower than that of an equiva-
lent ICE vehicle.  Not only is the 
cost of energy to power the vehi-
cle lower by 70 percent or more 
(electric motors are typically 3- 
to 4-times as efficient as ICEs), 
but the maintenance requirements 
and costs for EVs are far lower 
than for ICE vehicles (no oil, no 
antifreeze, no tune-ups, far fewer 
moving parts.)

Environmental cost is a second 
important consideration; the City 
of Greenbelt prides itself as a 
leader in environmental steward-
ship, and council has adopted 
a number of policies aimed at 
reducing pollution and promoting 
environmental health.  

Deploying EVs without delay 
for the use of municipal employ-
ees is a ‘win-win’: it is sound 
fiscal policy and it is good for 
the environment.  Let us practice 
the environmental leadership we 
profess to value.

knowledge of enslaved Africans 
who helped generate the wealth 
of Maryland and the nation’s 
wealth their descendants don’t 
fully enjoy.  Missing are the sto-
ries of how Black soldiers fought 
in every war beginning with the 
War of Independence, but were 
re-enslaved. Black soldiers were 
attacked and killed at various 
moments in American history for 
demanding their rights, denied 
veterans benefits and prevented 
from living in decent communi-
ties, as highlighted in the book, 
the Color of Law, by Richard 
Rothstein. There is nothing in the 
history books about how lands 
were stolen from Black farm-
ers, preventing the development 
of generational wealth as was 
noted in The Case for Repara-
tions by Ta-Nehisi Coates in the 
Atlantic Weekly, June 2014.  Nor 
are many of us aware of Mar-
cus Garvey and the Pan-African 
movement in the early 20th cen-
tury and why it was so popu-
lar. The high numbers of Black 
people lynched throughout the 
country during that period, can 
hardly be coincidental.  Black 
resistance and resilience and the 
struggle for full citizenship con-
tinues to this day.

Mayor de San Andrés in La Paz.  
Okunuga, who documented each 
meeting, stated, “The weekly 
meetings were very helpful as we 
got to learn about what we were 
going to be doing throughout 
the course of the trip.” As the 
students became more familiar 
with concepts, they were even 
able to work directly with atmo-
spheric instruments, preparing 
them further for the goals set to 
be achieved.

After arriving in Bolivia, the 
students found that their prepara-
tion efforts had been beneficial, 
as both the Bolivian and U.S. 
students dove right into the experi-
ment. They set up tents, listened 
to explanations and learned how 
to inflate and deploy a tethered 
weather balloon and properly attach 
a radiosonde telemetry instrument. 
On the experiment day, the students 
split into groups and collected data 
in various locations, each at a dif-
ferent elevation to maximize the at-
mospheric instruments and retrieve 
comparable data. At the end of the 
day, many files of data consisting 
of black carbon concentrations, 
particle mass concentrations, tem-
perature, relative humidity, wind 
speed, carbon dioxide and more 
were collected. 

The organized and inviting 
homestay program set up by 
Bolivian mentors meant that the 
student interns were comfortable 

during their stay in Bolivia. Af-
ter completing the experimental 
work, the students were given 
the opportunity to explore the vi-
brant city of La Paz, where they 
traveled via the city’s primary 
transport, Teleférico (cable car), 
and were able to sample native 
Bolivian dishes like peanut soup 
and the infamous marraquetas. As 
a group, both Bolivian and U.S. 
students and mentors were given 
the chance to visit the town of 
Coroico, where they received a 
tour of an animal rescue center in 
the rainforest.

Despite spending a whole 
week in Bolivia, the U.S. stu-
dents felt that the days had gone 
by too quickly. Watson describes 
her time in Bolivia as “one of 
the best experiences,” stating that 
she has “made lasting memories 
and connections.” Though good-
byes were said, the work for the 
Bolivian campaign was not over. 
Even after returning to the U.S, 
the students were back in weekly 
online meetings, planning the 
next steps to analyze the collect-
ed data. Overall, the experience 
was indeed a great way to col-
laborate with other students and 
have fun experiences while im-
proving public understanding of 
how pollution travels and affects 
Andean snowpack and glaciers 
which can have a direct influence 
on water availability.

On January 9, Aisha N. Brave-
boy, Prince George’s County 
State’s Attorney, addressed the 
Greenbelt City Council, empha-
sizing the ways she has improved 
public safety by holding repeat 
offenders and violent crime of-
fenders to their sentences while 
creating more diversion programs 
for low-level offenders.  Last 
year, the county saw a 39 per-
cent reduction in homicides. She 
complimented Greenbelt’s police 
department, one of three in the 
county to investigate homicides, 
for doing an excellent job in 
those investigations.

Pandemic Stress
The covid pandemic brought 

to light some of the disparities 
in the county’s population that 
resulted in increased tensions 
and crimes, and disparities in in-
come, education and opportunity. 
Braveboy noted that her office is 
one player in the Juvenile Justice 
System. After her office sanctions 
an accused, the judge makes the 
decision on whether the defendant 
serves a sentence in a facility, 
which may lack educational and 
healthcare programs. If the defen-
dant is not sentenced to a facility, 
they are back in an environment 
with little opportunity. The goal 
of the entire Juvenile Justice 
System is, by law, to rehabilitate 
not to punish. 

Carjackings
Most crimes committed in 

the county are carjackings. The 
majority arrested are children but 
there usually are older people 

involved who also need to be 
held accountable. The children  
who can buy “ghost” guns on 
the internet and assemble them at 
home feel invincible and though 
legally adults are still growing, 
said Braveboy. Braveboy’s office 
is working on a statute to hold 
everyone involved in carjackings 
accountable but she believes the 
best solution is to offer opportu-
nity and education, giving them 
hope for the future. She described 
an “emerging adult” between 
the ages of 18 and 26 who is 
still adolescent in their develop-
ment. She and her department 
are working on an emerging adult 
program to reach this popula-
tion, who also need more support 
while they are in prison.

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gram, Braveboy explained that 
hours after a person is arrested, 
they appear before a commis-
sioner (not a judge) who looks 
for probable cause and/or danger 
to the community. If there is no 
probable cause or danger to the 
community, the person will be 
released with or without bond. 
Braveboy does not ask for bond 
release if a person is a danger 
to the community as she thinks 
wealth should not buy you lib-
erty. In serious crimes, Braveboy 
requests no bond or cash bail.

To resident Bill Orleans’s 
question about the Police Ac-
countability Board, Braveboy 
responded that her department 
gets information from the board 
about crime but not about general 
orders or other areas of police 
work. 

On Saturday, January 21,

the driver’s gun was discharged 
within the car. The second of-
ficer on the driver’s side of the 
car then shot his weapon. At the 
press conference, Aziz was unable 
to say if the driver’s gun was 
fired while in the hands of the 
officer who took it or the driver. 
How the weapon was discharged 
is the subject of an investigation, 
he said, and emphasized that it 
was something that took place in 
a matter of seconds. At that time 
Aziz also did not yet know how 
many times the second officer 
fired, saying they were still inves-
tigating. At the time of the press 
conference, Aziz could confirm 
that no officers were injured but 
it was uncertain if the driver had 
been struck by any gunfire. 

Arrested in Greenbelt
Officers pursued the car but 

lost sight of it a short distance 
away, reported Aziz. The hours-
long search then encompassed 
surrounding areas. The license 
plate on the car was determined 

to be from another vehicle. The 
driver was finally apprehended 
at approximately 4:40 p.m. at the 
Smoothie King in Greenway Cen-
ter and taken into custody without 
further incident. He had not been 
injured.

Proliferation of Weapons
Asked about the weapon that 

the police took before the driver 
fled the scene, Aziz said they 
didn’t yet know if the driver’s 
gun was a ghost gun but noted 
that “the proliferation of guns is 
high in this county and across 
the region.” In 2021, he said, 252 
ghost guns were seized, and over 
900 guns in total. In 2022, over 
1,200 guns were seized, including 
321 ghost guns, and this January 
they have already seized almost 
40 weapons, including 16 ghost 
guns, he reported.

Ongoing Investigations
The Internal Affairs Division 

is investigating the actions of the 
officers. The officer who fired his 
gun, identified as a 16-year vet-
eran, is on administrative leave 
pending the outcome of the in-
vestigation, which is standard 
procedure.

Greenbelt Man Held 
The Major Crimes Division is 

investigating the actions of the 
suspect, who was identified on 
Tuesday afternoon as 20-year-old 
Tyler Clendenen. Though initially 
described as a “Lanham man,” 
court documents show Clen-
denen’s address changed from 
Lanham to Greenbelt sometime in 
2022. He is charged with assault-
ing two Prince George’s County 

police officers (felony first-degree 
assault), reckless endangerment, 
illegal possession of a firearm, 
loaded handgun on person, loaded 
handgun in vehicle, possession of 
a firearm as a minor and other 
firearm offenses. There was al-
ready a warrant for his arrest for 
failure to appear on other, unre-
lated charges in December. He 
is now being held without bond.

reduce the millions of tons of 
plastics polluting our waterways 
each year, but the ban will “en-
courage people to think about 
what they are doing.”

Background
For a few years former Mary-

land State Delegate for Baltimore 
City Brooke Lierman (now our 
state Comptroller) and Sena-
tor Malcolm Augustine (Prince 
George’s County) had sponsored 
a statewide plastic bag ban. The 
ban passed the House and the 
Senate Finance Committee but 
never made it to the Senate floor 
for a vote in 2021. At the time, 
Maryland would have been the 
ninth state to pass such a ban. 
In prior years the ban had gotten 
stuck in committee, just like the 
bags in the recycling machinery.  

In 2020 the Maryland Retail-
ers Association came out in favor 
of a statewide ban. Studies at that 
time showed that without a ban 
or fee charged for providing bags, 
88.2 percent of customers would 
take a plastic bag in stores.

Nationally, the Department 
of the Interior has committed to 
phase out all single-use plastics 
(plastic and polystyrene beverage 
and food containers, disposable 
plastic bags, bottles, cups, straws 
and cutlery) in national parks 
by 2032. A 2011 ban on plastic 
water bottle sales in some na-
tional parks to reduce both waste 
and lower recycling costs was 
rescinded by the Trump admin-
istration.  That ban had removed 
approximately two million water 
bottles per year for six years.

In October 2023, England will 
ban single-use utensils, plates, 
bowls and cups in an effort to 
reduce litter in the oceans and 
waterways of the world. Canada’s 
ban on single-use plastics took 
effect on December 20, 2022. 
Kenya, Zimbabwe, China, India, 
Thailand, Bangladesh, Rwanda 
and the European Union all have 
taken action on single-use plas-
tics.

Locally, Montgomery and 
Howard counties, Takoma Park, 
Salisbury, Chestertown, Laurel, 

Easton, Westminster and Balti-
more City have all passed plas-
tic bag bans or a tax or statute 
that require stores to charge for 
plastic bags. These regional bans 
hope to change behavior in their 
areas and lead statewide efforts 
by example. The Four Cities 
(Berwyn Heights, College Park, 
New Carrollton and Greenbelt) 
are discussing a coordinated ef-
fort, according to Weaver.

Takoma Park bans plastic 
bags, straws, stirrers and polysty-
rene takeout containers. Addition-
ally, Prince George’s County has 
had a plastic straw ban in place 
for food service and retail busi-
nesses since July 1, 2020.

What is less certain is how

ing to the Bollandists, a Catholic 
religious order that spent 300 
years substantiating the canon-
ized saints of the Roman Catholic 
Church.  

Two of the original stories 
may have referred to the same 
Catholic priest who negotiated 
the conversion of a loving parent 
if the priest cured his child of 
blindness.  When the child was

successfully cured (so the story 
goes) the father kept his side of 
the bargain and the conversion 
led to trouble, with beheadings 
by those in charge during the 
pre-Christian Roman era. Hardly 
the stuff of romance. 

Like so many Christian feast 
days, the association could have 
been that of a pagan Roman feast 
day conveniently transformed into 
a Christian saint day.  The likely 
pagan celebration was Lupercalia. 
which celebrated procreation and 
fertility, something the ancient 
Romans were particularly keen 
on.  

By the 14th century, Chaucer 
and his contemporaries were wax-
ing poetic about Valentine’s Day. 
By the 17th century, in the spirit 
of courtly love, the celebration 
was associated with gifts, hearts 
and flowers; participants appar-
ently drew their Valentine out of 
a hat (as likely to be as success-
ful as any chance encounter).

Refuse/Recycling collected 
29.35 tons of refuse and 10.65 
tons of recyclables and Fleet 
Maintenance installed GPS and 
facial recognition on three trash 
trucks.

The Community Center ac-
commodated Volksmarchers, Con-
cert Band, Golden Age Club, Arts 
Center, Farmers Market, Commu-
nity Development, Black History 
Month Committee and Scouts. 
Arts staff welcomed a new arts 
promotion specialist.

After five adoptions, the Ani-
mal Shelter hosts six dogs, eight 
cats, six kittens and three rabbits. 
Park rangers resolved conflict-
ing reservations at Schrom Hills 
Community Center, accommodat-
ing both groups. 
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
