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City Council Approves Purchase
Of Land, Cameras and Shuttle Bus

The Green-
belt City Coun-
cil at its May
13 meeting dis-
cussed and ap-
proved several
motions autho-
rizing the pur-
chase of land
connecting
Greenbelt Sta-
tion in Green-
belt West to the
Greenbelt Metro
station, a sec-
ond surveillance
camera and a
second shuttle
bus, among
other issues its
members dis-
cussed.

Land Purchase

Council discussed and voted
on an ordinance to purchase Par-
cel 84 which lies between the
Greenbelt Station community and
the Greenbelt Metro station. This
parcel consists of slightly more
than 22 acres, some of which
includes what the agenda for this
meeting describes as “signifi-
cant sensitive environmental fea-
tures” such as “wetlands, streams
and tributaries.” There are also

remnants of a dirt road which
plans envision becoming part of
a walking and biking trail that
will connect the townhouses and
apartments of Greenbelt Station
to the Greenbelt Metro station.
Another reason for buying this
land perhaps will be to build a
proposed road connecting these
two same entities. The Metro
station is accessible via an exit
off the Beltway, so building the
proposed road to the Metro sta-

tion will con-
nect Greenbelt
Road and Green-
belt Station in-
directly to the
Beltway. Mayor
Emmett Jor-
dan, along with
Councilmember
Kristen Weaver
and Greenbelt
Planning Direc-
tor Terri Hruby,
explained that
purchasing Par-
cel 84 will max-
imize the city’s
authority over
how this land
BE is developed.

Councilmember

Rodney Roberts
responded that, while he supports
purchasing land for conserva-
tion purposes, he opposes this
authorization since constructing
a road through Parcel 84 will, he
believes, adversely affect its “sig-
nificant sensitive environmental
features.” In an annexation agree-
ment signed by the city in 2006,
Greenbelt committed itself to
spending $8.4 million on building

Organized by the Metropolitan
Washington Council of Govern-
ments and the Washington Area
Bicyclist Association (WABA),
Bike to Work Day is designed to

more than 13,000 people partici-
pated in the event, according to
WABA, and there were more than
100 pit stops available — places
where bikers could meet, grab
goodies and mingle.

Council Confronting Lingering
Questions in Final Budget Review

After its final budget workses-
sion on Wednesday, May 15, it
appears that the Greenbelt City
Council has two main questions
to answer before it can adopt
a budget for Fiscal Year 2025
(FY 2025), which begins July 1.
These are: Should they increase
the Greenbelt Cinema’s annual
stipend, and should they change
how funds are allocated to city
boards and committees. In addi-
tion, they might address a late re-
quest from the Greenbelt S.I.T.Y.
(Sensational, Inspirational, Talent-
ed, Youth) Stars, a double dutch
team founded by Austin Graves.

There will be a public hear-
ing on the budget on Wednes-
day, May 29, with final passage
scheduled for Monday, June 3.

Council and staff made rela-
tively minor adjustments to the
budget proposed by City Man-
ager Josué Salmerdn. In that
proposal, FY 2025 revenues were
estimated at $37.956 million and
expenditures totaled $37.907 mil-
lion, leaving a slight surplus of
revenues over expenditures of
$49,500. Since the initial budget
presentation, staff have identified
some corrections/updates to the
budget numbers and councilmem-
bers have appeared agreeable to a

few other modifications.

Notable among them are: a
$39,600 negatvie correction to the
animal control budget; an update
to contract costs for the police
department’s stun guns, body
cameras and associated storage
and software (+$60,000); $20,000
to continue the service coordina-
tor program in the Greenbelt
Assistance in Living (GAIL) pro-
gram, and a $76,000 increase, to
$86,000, in the recreation depart-
ment’s special programs budget.

This last item covers various
camps and the Learn 2 Earn
program, among others. City

WMATA's Bus Plan
Means Service Cuts

As a transit-dependent resi-
dent of Greenbelt, I would like
to share some thoughts about
WMATA’s Better Bus plan. Al-
though this plan makes grand
promises to “improve service
and connect people to jobs, des-
tinations and other transit ser-
vices,” it is better characterized
as service cuts masquerading as
efficiencies. Greenbelt will lose
bus service because the Prince
George’s County TheBus routes
11 and 15X are being eliminated,
and the redesigned G12 and G14
routes — renamed P20 and P21
routes — do not serve as many
people or destinations. Indeed,
the new routes eliminate service
to parts of Southway and Ridge
Road. Greenbelt’s loss of TheBus
11 and 15X also results in the
elimination of services that aren’t
replicated in the new routes, es-
pecially a connection to Goddard.

WMATA’s current attempt at
rearranging deck chairs disguises
a simple fact: WMATA does

not have a guaranteed source of
funding and must go begging for
money every few years to the
governments of Maryland, Vir-
ginia and the District. Residents
need more and better bus service,
not bus service that becomes a
zero-sum game, where serving
some means not serving others. If
using transit is the more environ-
mentally friendly option, then we
should have comprehensive and
frequent transit that encourages
more people to leave their cars at
home and take transit.

I have loved living here and
intended to make Greenbelt my
forever home, but the lack of
commitment to transit and the
need to fight every few years are
making me reconsider.

Greenbelt residents who are
concerned about bus service
should join together and advocate
for our transit.

Goddard Bridge Repairs Underway
Will Impact B-W Parkway Traffic

Repair work on the bridge
from the Baltimore-Washington
Parkway to Goddard Space Flight
Center, currently underway, will
impact traffic on the Parkway.
Single-lane closures are to take
place during non-rush-hour times
of 9:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.

Northbound lane closures are
scheduled to take place from
Tuesday, May 21 to Thursday,
May 23 to take exact measure-
ments for the two arched girders
that were damaged on September
16, 2021. Tentative completion
for bridge repairs is scheduled for

the summer of 2025.

The bridge entrance to God-
dard has been closed since the
afternoon of September 16, 2021,
when the driver of a flatbed
transport vehicle carrying a small
excavator misjudged the height
and crashed into the bridge un-
derside. One person was trans-
ported from the scene by ambu-
lance and traffic was stalled for
hours. Goddard closed the bridge
indefinitely the following day.

Budget FY 2025

Recreation Expenses Increase
$500,000; Final Hearing May 29

At its April 24 meeting,
Greenbelt City Council discussed
the Fiscal Year (FY) 2025 budget
for the Greenbelt Recreation De-
partment. Council was joined
by Director of Recreation Greg
Varda and other recreation staff to
discuss programming highlights
from this year and the depart-
ment’s budget needs.

The recreation budget includes
nine sub-departments: Administra-
tion, Arts, the Aquatic & Fitness
Center, Museum, Therapeutic
Recreation, Community Center,
Recreation Centers, Recreation
Programs and Special Events.
Proposed expenditures for FY
2025 are $8,102,000 with total
revenues of $1,868,500.

“The recreation programs are
just integral to the City of Green-
belt,” Mayor Emmett Jordan said.
“From the very beginning to this
day, it’s been one of the strengths
and something that we pride
ourselves on. Because we are
in fact independent. Most other
municipalities in Prince George’s
County actually do recreation
programs through Maryland-
National Capital Park and Plan-
ning Commission.”

This independence allows
about $270,000 of county taxes
to come back to Greenbelt. Most
Greenbelt recreation program-
ming is heavily subsidized by the
city, in addition to program fees.
The proposed FY 2025 budget
includes a half-time coordinator
who would manage special city
events and permitting, as well
as a salary grade reduction for
another position to defray costs
of the new half-time coordinator.
The budget also includes a two
percent cost of living adjustment
for classified recreation staff.

Expenses have increased by
about $500,000 between the FY
2024 and the proposed FY 2025
budgets. The FY 2025 budget is
about $2.5 million higher than
FY 2022, with increases for the
Parks Department, Arts and Spe-
cial Events. Additional budget
recommendations include ex-
tended hours for the Springhill
Lake Recreation Center, funding
for the Learn 2 Earn program
and expanding arts offerings in
Greenbelt West.

The department is managing
eight projects currently, com-
pared to the one to two projects
they typically manage in a year.
The projects include both capi-
tal projects and American Res-
cue Plan Act projects, including
ballfield renovations, Springhill
Lake Recreation Center outdoor
play area, the Buddy Attick Park
Master Plan, the Museum Educa-
tion Center at 10-A Ridge Road
and the Prince George’s County
Memorial Library System’s Story
Walk.

For the Arts program, council
discussed the proposed expanded
programming as well as the ben-
efit of offering both in-person and
online programming. However,
the Recreation Department re-
ported that in the last year, they
have noticed less online participa-
tion in their programming com-
pared to their pandemic offerings.
Given that online programming
takes extra effort to produce, the
department reported they don’t
have the capacity to offer online
and in-person options for all their
offerings, but aim to be respon-

sive to the requests of patrons.

For the Aquatic & Fitness
Center’s FY 2025 budget, discus-
sions centered on indoor pool
maintenance and maximizing
the outdoor pool facilities during
summer. The overall budget bal-
ance is comparable to last year’s
budget, Jordan said. Insurance
and maintenance expenditure cat-
egories increased slightly.

For the Greenbelt Museum,
Museum Director Megan Searing
Young said that the Museum still
needs to raise about $200,000,
but reported it was a good year
for fundraising. The Museum will
pursue additional grants to secure
two thirds of the project fund-
ing before opening up a public
fundraising campaign. In the FY
2025 budget, projected costs for
electricity and maintenance have
increased.

The Community Center’s su-
pervisor of 22 years, Di Quynn
Reno, is retiring this month. The
center’s staff salaries and building
maintenance costs have increased
for the FY 2025 budget. Council
also discussed potential revenues
from renting out spaces in the
Community Center.

Tennis court rentals, a large
source of revenue, bumped up
to $7.50 per hour per court this
year from the previous rate of $5,
and next fiscal year will be $10
per hour. The department also
plans to begin issuing permits
for Buddy Attick Park’s group
picnic area pending the successful
completion of the Buddy Attick
Park Master Plan.

The Recreation program re-
ported success of the teen take-
over program at the Youth Cen-
ter, and the Learn 2 Earn pro-
gram had a successful first year.
The program also reported the
success of its free tennis pro-
gram, which provided youth ten-
nis lessons at Greenbelt Center
and Springhill Lake.

While park maintenance gen-
erally increased in the FY 2025
projected budget, the city’s Public
Works department is responsible
for maintenance, not the Recre-
ation department.

The public will have a final
opportunity to comment at the
city council’s second public hear-
ing for the budget at their regular
meeting on Wednesday, May 29
at 7:30 p.m.

The Greenbelt Intergenera-
tional Volunteer Exchange Ser-
vice (GIVES) is an all-volunteer,
nonprofit organization that helps
adult Greenbelt residents with
transportation and friendly visits,
along with other services. More
drivers are urgently needed to
meet the increase in requests
for services.

roads and bridges from Greenbelt
Road through Greenbelt Station
and, perhaps eventually, to the
Metro station. Some of those
funds have already been used for
constructing the bridge and road
that now dead-ends on the far
side of Greenbelt Station. More
of this money, adjusted for infla-
tion, would be used to construct
the proposed road. With Roberts
opposed, council approved 6 to
1 spending $196,000 to purchase
Parcel 84.

Council also discussed and
voted on authorizing Greenbelt
to spend an additional $29,000
— or $225,000 total — for Parcel
84 and for services such as le-
gal expenses and a land survey.
Due to time constraints, council
voted to waive its second read-
ing that normally would occur at
a subsequent meeting and vote
immediately on spending the ad-
ditional $29,000. The ordinance
also authorizes council to pay the
total amount from the Greenbelt
West Infrastructure Fund. Again,
council voted 6 to 1 in support
of the supplemental appropriation,
with Roberts opposing. He fears
that connecting the Capital Belt-
way even indirectly to Greenbelt
Road will bring significant new
traffic through Greenbelt Station.
Resident Bill Orleans agreed with
Roberts and claimed that since
the present owners cannot devel-
op the land due to restrictions on
its use, council should ask that
Parcel 84 be donated to the city.
In response to his complaint that
council had discussed this matter
in closed session, Jordan chided
Orleans for spending council time
on speculation, and added that
state law authorizes local govern-
ments in Maryland to hold closed
sessions. In a later conversation
Weaver, who lives in Greenbelt
Station, questioned Roberts’ ar-
gument, noting that multiple im-
pediments such as traffic circles
along the street that runs through
Greenbelt Station will make it
unappealing to commuters. She
agreed, however, that “traffic im-
plications” resulting from the pro-
posed road connecting Greenbelt
Station to Greenbelt Metro must
be taken into account.

Surveillance Cameras

Next, council discussed the
motion that Greenbelt purchase a
second surveillance camera due
in part to the persistent issue of
illegal dumping in and around
three main areas of the city but
also in response to more posi-
tive news that Public Works has
deemed installment of the first
mobile security unit to be an
astounding success, with zero il-
legal dumping incidents reported
at one of the main recycling cen-
ters within days of initial deploy-
ment. Should a second camera be
purchased (at a price of $30,390),
discussion turned to a monthly
charge of $150 required for view-

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ing images from both cameras
together on a single screen. This
capacity would be valuable for
yet another purpose, to enhance
safety and security at large events
such as Fourth of July and Labor
Day celebrations. Councilmem-
bers noted the increased cost
resulting not only from adding
this monthly charge but also from
additional personnel required to
use the technology. More broadly
speaking, however, Jordan won-
dered about the aesthetics of
surveillance, of installing cameras
at community events. Roberts
questioned the need for cameras
all over the place and claimed
that they do not deter crime. City
Manager Josué¢ Salmerén agreed
but added that cameras can pro-
vide evidence if and when needed
on some occasions. Council voted
6 to 1, with Roberts opposed, to
purchase a second camera us-
ing American Rescue Plan Act
(ARPA) funds.

Transportation and Climate

Weaver said that she had at-
tended and would vote May 15
on a list of transportation projects
considered to be regionally sig-
nificant for air quality by the Vi-
sualize 2050 Air Quality Confor-
mity Analysis, used to attain fu-
ture National Ambient Air Qual-
ity Standards for ozone. While a
project related to the ramp to the
Baltimore-Washington Parkway
from Greenbelt Road is now
listed as removed, the council
agenda explains: “Construction of
the interchange at the Greenbelt
Metro Station is listed for con-
struction by 2030.” Concluding,
the agenda notes general concerns
about the process not directly
addressing climate change goals,
and the general dearth of transit
projects compared to highway
projects, as well as concerns
about equity. Responding to her
request for guidance from coun-
cil, Roberts advised Weaver to
oppose what he sees mostly as a
cycle of building more highways
that consequently produce more
cars. Resident Michael Hartman
likewise encouraged Weaver to
raise her voice instead of just
voting along with others. Noting
the structural challenges in trying
to meet climate goals, Weaver
hoped that some worthy projects
might be pulled out of the list
and saved.

Shuttle Bus Purchase

Next, council discussed and
voted on a motion that Greenbelt
purchase a new shuttle bus that
will seat 14 passengers and be
used for purposes such as trans-
porting seniors on excursions and
children to summer activities.
Preceding this discussion, during
Petitions and Requests, resident
Betty Timer, stating that she has
lived in Greenbelt for 52 years,
unknowingly made the case for
this purchase in explaining that
reservations for seats on the city’s
present shuttle bus had filled
within an hour for a recent trip,
depriving many seniors of an
opportunity to get out of town
and explore. During the subse-
quent discussion resident Leon
Schachter concurred in asking
what could be sweeter than help-
ing two groups most in need of
assistance, children and the el-
derly? Comments then shifted to
inquiring about electric vehicles
and the possibility of buying a
larger bus. Due to cost factors,
however, council voted unani-
mously to use ARPA funds to
purchase a model available now.

Petitions and Requests

Pastor Greg Amobi and
church member Ehinome Okoh
announced that Light Place In-
ternational Ministries, located on
Centerway behind and beneath
DMV Pizza, wishes to connect
better with and extend a helping
hand to Greenbelt. Enquiries can
be made at 301-404-6794, and
Jordan offered to put the church
in contact with the Greenbelt
Interfaith Leadership Association.

Resident Bob Rand next asked
that ARPA funds be spent to
extend gift cards for the food
pantry to the end of this year.
Rand also noted what he felt to
be a lack of attention given in
the city’s stated goals and ob-
jectives to building a more just
and equitable society. Salmer6n
responded that council will soon
consider giving $32,000 from
ARPA funds to St. Hugh’s Catho-
lic Church’s Food Pantry and
Meals on Wheels, plus commit
additional money to other such
programs. Jordan expressed hope
that Trinity Assembly of God’s
extensive food distribution pro-
gram will also receive support.

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City Removes Bradford Pears,
Replaces with Ginkgo and Elm

In the fall of 2023, the Public
Works Department started the re-
moval of Bradford pear trees on
Hanover Parkway near Eleanor
Roosevelt High School (ERHS),
replacing them with Ginkgo bi-
loba columnar (a slender and
upright tree, as its name suggests,
and deciduous with eye-catching
golden-yellow leaves in the fall)
and American Elm Princeton (a
deciduous, vase-shaped shade
tree with small, inconspicuous
spring flowers and yellow fall
foliage). On Monday, May 20,

the department continued with
the removal of 20 Bradford pears,
starting near the ERHS entrance
on Hanover Parkway, continu-
ing on both sides and ending on
Mandan Road.

Though attractive, Bradford

pears are a highly invasive tree.
They bloom with profuse clusters
of white flowers in early spring
but compete with native species,
have brittle, weak branches, a
rotten smell and produce fruit
considered inedible to humans
and toxic to dogs. According
to the University of Maryland
Extension, this fast-growing in-
vasive was “self-sterile” when it
was introduced to the state but
now cross-pollinates with non-
sterile Callery pears to produce
viable seeds and reproduce.

As soon as the Bradford pear
trees near ERHS are removed,
they will be replaced with 29
new trees, alternating between
Ginkgo biloba columnar and
American Elm Princeton, says
the city.

Chefs Sought to Submit Recipes
For Governor’s Buy Local Cookout

The Maryland Department of
Agriculture is seeking Maryland
chefs and restaurants to sub-
mit original recipes using local
Maryland ingredients for the
Governor’s Buy Local Cookout.
The annual cookout, being held
at the department’s headquarters
in Annapolis on July 18 from 5
to 7 p.m., promotes the statewide
Buy Local Challenge Week dur-
ing which all Marylanders are
encouraged to eat at least one lo-
cal product each day of the week.

The recipe must include 50
percent of Maryland-sourced
products with a focus on part-
nering with at least one Mary-
land farmer, waterman or other
producer. Chefs are encouraged
to submit recipes that showcase
ways the average Maryland fam-
ily can prepare delicious, nutri-
tious meals with locally produced
food at home.

“Maryland’s farmers, water-
men and chefs produce an in-
credible bounty that is second to
none,” said Governor Wes Moore.
“I invite chefs from across the
state to submit their most creative
recipes using fresh, local ingredi-
ents as [ invite all Marylanders
to help strengthen the state’s
economy and buy local.”

Recipes will be chosen in
each of the following categories:
appetizer, main dish, side dish
or salad, and dessert. Original
recipes will be selected based on
simplicity, creativity, availability
of ingredients, geographic repre-
sentation and maximum use of
local ingredients.

Culinary high school and col-
lege teams are encouraged to
submit recipes. Student teams

submitting poultry recipes may
be eligible to receive a donation
of poultry from a member of the
Delmarva Chicken Association if
they are selected to participate in
the Governor’s Cookout (limited
to one high school and one col-
lege team).

Selected teams will be invited
to provide, prepare and share
their dish at the Governor’s
Cookout. Complete rules of
entry and additional information
are available at marylandsbest.
maryland.gov/governors-buy-
local-cookout. Recipes must
be submitted using this online
form by Wednesday, May 29.
Previously submitted recipes
are not eligible. A $200 stipend
toward cost will be provided
by the department.

Playwright’s Maryland Premiere
Friday, May 31, at Arts Center

A bright light of good fortune
is shining down on Greenbelt
Arts Center (GAC). Coming Fri-
day, May 31, is a 90-minute
one-act wonder — Fiveplay, writ-
ten by Erica Smith and directed
by Rocky Nunzio. Smith and
Nunzio, both currently living in
Silver Spring, bring with them
the experience of dozens of years
in the arts and several successful
past projects.

Smith has been writing plays
for 15 years. She has had some
two dozen plays performed, in-
cluding Stonefish, which was at
GAC in 2019. Long before those
plays, and continuing to date, she
has been submitting one-act plays
to festivals with several being
selected for consideration.

In 2012 Smith had a script
selected as the audience favorite.
In a 2018 competition where the
writer has hours to write a script,
cast it, rehearse and then pres-
ent it, all the same day, she won
Best Play, Best Director and Best
Actor.

Like Smith, Nunzio has been
immersed in the arts, both as an
actor and director. Fiveplay is his
ninth directorial project, and he
performed as one of the Fiveplay
characters (Keegan) in 2022. One
might say he knows the play
inside and out. Nunzio notes on
his Facebook page that he has
written three full-length plays.
One was produced in the New
York Summer Theatre Festival,
a strong indication of his talents.
This summer he has signed on
as a performer for the Maryland
Renaissance Festival.

by Smith as a “dramedy” — that
is, it contains both serious and
comic subjects, which in this in-
stance revolve around something
called polyamory. What is “poly-
amory” you may ask. It is a term
used to describe the practice or
condition of participating simulta-
neously in more than one serious
romantic or sexual relationship

with the knowledge and consent
of all partners.

Smith was asked by a friend
to write on the subject. In do-
ing so what she discovered and
shares with the audience is all the
ups and downs of any relation-
ship, perhaps magnified because
more relationships are involved.
That makes for more opportuni-
ties for laughter and sadness as
the characters mix it up in their
“polycule”. Don’t worry, these
terms are all explained during the
play by brief moments when vari-
ous characters break the fourth
wall and talk directly to the audi-
ence, a style that has been used
since Shakespearean times.

There are plays and movies
that are known for capturing the
essence of the times in which
they are performed. Think of Fast
Times at Ridgemont High (1982)
or Clueless (1995) and even
Blackboard Jungle (1955). This
play captures the current mores
of the times like the 1970s TV
show, Three’s Company, in which
a man lives with two women,
which was not seen as accept-
able, but seemed acceptable as he
is pretending to be gay, which at
the time was marginally accept-
able. Will this be as big a hit as
that show which won several Em-
mys and Golden Globe awards?
Only one way to know for sure:
go see it.

That beam of light shining
down on GAC that you see at
the end of May is beckoning.
Fiveplay will run from May 31
through June 15. Tickets are
required.

Treasurer Bertha Gaymon told the
News Review that the original al-
location of $10,000 was an error
resulting from a miscommunica-
tion during the budget preparation
process.

Applying these adjustments
resulted in no change to reve-
nues and expenditures of $37.984
million, leaving a shortfall of
$27,800. Gaymon proposed re-
ducing the allowance for abate-
ments to commercial property
taxes by $75,000. The city has
built a substantial reserve against
abatements and after reviewing
more recent data, she is confident
that the lower allowance will be
sufficient. Applying this change
brings estimated FY 2025 rev-
enues to $38.031 million, creating
a surplus of $47,200 in revenues
over expenditures.

Cinema

The Greenbelt Cinema has
requested an increase in its sti-
pend from the current $50,000
to $150,000 (see article in last
week’s issue). Executive Direc-
tor Caitlin McGrath said that the
cinema will not be able to sustain
current operations without an
increase. Councilmember Jenni
Pompi noted that the city had
helped the cinema get revenue
from a bond bill to support their
renovations, although McGrath
noted that those funds cannot be
used for operating expenses.

Councilmember Kristen Weav-
er pointed out that two days
earlier council had approved a
$25,000 grant from American
Rescue Plan Act funds.

No councilmember supported
the full request. Weaver not-
ed that as the stipend has been
$50,000 for some time, some
increase may be appropriate but
that the requested $100,000 in-
crease is a “pretty big jump.”

Councilmember Rodney Rob-
erts said that the original agree-
ment was that after a couple
of years, the theater would be
self-sustaining and called the
requested increase “a big leap.”

McGrath disagreed saying
that the original contract always
called for a city subsidy. (Edi-
tors Note: Roberts appears to be
correct. A June 29, 2017 article
in this paper reporting on a June
7 worksession with Friends of
the Greenbelt Theatre, stated that
“council appeared sympathetic to
the theater’s failure to become
self-sufficient this year, as antici-
pated in the agreement.”

The March 2,2015 contract
between the city (the owner) and
the Friends of the Greenbelt The-
atre (the manager) states: “The
owner shall contribute to the
manager an amount equal to fifty
thousand dollars ($50,000.00) per
year for the first two years of the
term thereof ...”)

She argued that the pandemic

has transformed the industry.
Some former theatergoers still do
not feel safe attending in-person
events. And membership renewals
are also down. The stipend has
never been adjusted for inflation,
she said. If they do not get ad-
ditional funds, she said, the cin-
ema might have to return to the
for-profit model of the previous
operator and play only first-run
movies. She said that the group
may be able to reduce their re-
quest to get through the current
crunch.

Several councilmembers in-
dicated that they could support
increasing the FY 2025 subsidy
by around $25,000. A final deci-
sion will be made at the budget
adoption meeting.

Contributions

Each year the city makes
contributions to various
organizations, including a few
advisory boards and commit-
tees. Mayor Emmett Jordan pro-
posed replacing the individual
funding for specific boards and
committees, except for the Ad-
visory Committee on Educa-
tion, with a lump sum for all
boards and committees. He pro-
posed setting this lump sum at
$58,000, up from the $56,900
in the proposed budget. This ap-
proach, he said, could result in
more timely responses to fund-
ing requests. There was con-
cern among some other coun-
cilmembers about this proposal.
Weaver suggested that council
could add an allocation for “oth-
er boards and committees” to
deal with unexpected requests.
Roberts opposed Jordan’s ap-
proach, saying that council should
not be handing money out to
the boards. He also complained
that the number of contribution
groups was multiplying, burden-
ing taxpayers. Councilmember
Silke Pope, noting the number
of boards and committees, ques-
tioned whether Jordan’s proposal

was necessary.
Gaymon pointed out that last

year staff added line item 99

Miscellaneous grants to handle

unexpected requests, although this

is not directly tied to boards and

committees. Salmeron budgeted

$16,500 for this line item.
S.L.T.Y. Stars

Graves came to ask for a grant
to the double dutch team meet-
ing at the Springhill Lake Rec-
reation Center. The 33-year-old
team participates in a number of
competitions and demonstrations
each year. In summer of 2025
S.ILT.Y. has an invitation to par-
ticipate in an event in Japan, for
which it needs funds for travel,
equipment, uniforms and other
expenses. While the team does
fundraise, it needs assistance to
meet the $34,900 anticipated
expense, he said. Two other trips
are planned, including one to
New York, which will require an
overnight stay. Jordan suggested
that the city could provide seed
money for the team.

Several councilmembers point-
ed out that the group had not
followed the city’s process for
reviewing requests for contribu-
tions. Resident Judith Davis said
that the city normally contributes
only to organizations that have
been “contribution groups” for at
least a year and S.I.T.Y. Stars is
not a contribution group. Coun-
cilmember Danielle McKinney
called for consistency in how
council handles contribution re-
quests.

Budget FY 2025

Small Increase Is Proposed
For Green Ridge House Budget

At its May 8 meeting, the
Greenbelt City Council discussed
the Fiscal Year (FY) 2025 budget
for Green Ridge House, the se-
nior community on Ridge Road
subsidized by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Housing and Urban De-
velopment.

Green Ridge Community Di-
rector Kim Potts highlighted sev-
eral accomplishments over the
past year, including roof repairs,
new lobby furniture, upgraded
laundry machines and a new gym
floor. While the staff has installed
additional security cameras, not
all entrances are covered by cam-
eras. Funds for the remaining
security cameras are included in
the proposed budget to meet the
county requirements for security
cameras at multifamily units.

The building has 101 one-bed-
room units, 99 of which are oc-
cupied by residents. The vacancy
rate was down in 2023 compared
to 2022. Since rental rates are
fixed at 30 percent of resident
income, all residents’ rates went
up because of the cost-of-living
adjustment increase in Social
Security this year. Green Ridge
House declined to add a rent in-
crease on top of that.

Maintenance and service con-
tracts were mostly under budget

GreenCAPS Mosquito Tip:
Neighbors Help Neighbors

Mosquito mitigation is pos-
sible, and proof can be found
nearby. A few years ago, the resi-
dents of University Park started
a program to control invasive
Asian tiger mosquitoes, one of
the big nuisances of suburban
life in our region. “We wanted
our yards back, and without pes-
ticides,” says Ed Wells, one of
the coordinators of the University
Park Mosquito Control Program.
“It’s a community problem, so it
needed community action.” About
half of University Park’s 923
households took part in the pro-
gram which included the use of a
specific trap that efficiently traps
and kills Asian tiger mosquitoes
without the use of pesticides.

Scientists followed the experi-
ment closely. Their study, titled
“Neighbors help neighbors con-
trol urban mosquitoes,” published
in 2018 (nature.com/articles/
s41598-018-34161-9), showed
impressive results: When neigh-
bors worked together to deploy
traps in sufficient concentration,
they achieved “a highly signifi-
cant reduction in biting pressure
that was maintained over time.”

The traps used in University
Park are available for purchase
in the U.S., and are — according
to the manufacturer - used by the
Centers for Disease Control and
the World Health Organization,
among others, as well as the by
the French and German militaries.
However, one big lesson from the
University Park initiative was that
neighbors need to collaborate to

achieve success. To effectively
combat the flying range of mos-
quitoes, traps must be placed
about every 300 feet, saturating
whole neighborhoods.

University Park’s example
confirms that there are successful,
sustainable ways to reduce mos-
quito populations without using
pesticides.

the parking lot in front of the
Greenbelt Aquatic & Fitness Cen-
ter, ran from 6:30 to 8:30 a.m.
and had a variety of activities for
people who came by, including a
“stretching with your bike” class,
led by Amy Rappole, a recreation
health instructor.

Bernheisel, who’s been in
Greenbelt for 37 years, decided
to continue his ride, biking all
the way to the Shirlington school
where he works, figuring that was
as good a time as any to make
the full trek. “Normally, I bike on
the weekends,” he said. “Some-
times, I’ll go 20 miles.”

For Bernheisel, the pit stop
was a chance to grab some swag
and hang with fellow cyclists
before starting his journey — on
a route he had written out on a
cheat sheet to avoid making a
costly wrong turn. His goals of
fellowship and inspiration align
with the mission of the day, said
Kalli Krumpos, senior organiz-
ing manager at WABA, who was
staffing a table to greet those who
rode up to the Greenbelt stop.

“It’s good for awareness build-
ing,” she said. “We are trying to
make biking accessible to the full
spectrum — from kids to adults.
We want people to be excited
and curious.”

A Little Help

One exciting thing about the
Greenbelt pit stop was that two
convoys of multiple bikers left
from the location. One led cy-
clists into D.C. as a group, while
the other went to Goddard Space
Flight Center. Di Quynn Reno,
Community Center supervisor
who helped put together the pit
stop event, said the convoys offer
guidance to those who haven’t
done this before.
