On Saturday, May 25, mem-
bers of Pleasant Prospect Chapter, 
National Society Daughters of the 
American Revolution (NSDAR) 
and the John Hanson Chapter, 
Sons of the American Revolu-
tion (SAR) gathered to remember 
two soldiers who fought in the 
American Revolution. They raked 
leaves and cleaned the historic 
gravesites of Isaac and Nathan 
Walker, located behind Golden 
Triangle Drive in Greenbelt. Isaac 
Walker was a lieutenant during 
his service and his son, Nathan 
Walker, was a private during the 
American Revolutionary War.

Established in the mid-18th 
century, the Walker homestead, 
along with several other parcels 
of land, would one day become 
part of the City of Greenbelt. The 
colonial Walker home, named 
Toaping Castle, was located on 
what is now Greenbelt Road, 
across from Greenbelt Park.

The tradition of cleaning the 
Walker gravesites began in May 
2009 and has continued off-and- 
on each Memorial Day weekend 
to the present.

As Greenbelt’s City Council 
held a closed-door meeting, Ber-
wyn Heights and College Park 
did the same.

supplement with an entirely vol-
unteer staff. Although volunteer 
firefighters and emergency medi-
cal technicians have comparable 
training to their career counter-
parts, they have to balance vol-
unteer and job obligations.

The relocation of career fire-
fighters has gotten a lot of atten-
tion in recent weeks. On June 12, 
Greenbelt City Council released a 
public statement expressing con-
cern over the reduction of career 
firefighters. Last Monday, former 
governor and current Republican 

Senate candidate Larry Hogan 
spoke at the fire station, decrying 
the reduction of career firefight-
ers as a result of the county’s 
de-prioritization of public safety.

At the event, Thomas Ray, 
GVFD chief, had a few words 
to share before attending a city 
council worksession. He em-
phasized that regardless of the 
change in career staff, the GVFD 
will always be committed to the 
community. He also saw those 

fare for weekday riders will reach

his wife and young son, fearing 
for his life and that of his family. 
With a price on his head, Isaac 
escaped by himself on a ship 
destined for America where he 
hid for several years. After the 
Jacobites were pardoned, Isaac’s 
wife and son joined him, arriving 
at the Port of Alexandria in Vir-
ginia. Isaac received a land grant 
and named the estate Toaping 
Castle, after the home he left be-
hind in Scotland. He built a log 
cabin on the land (circa 1750). 
As his family increased, addi-
tions were made, and the original 
family home eventually became a 
large colonial home.

The Walkers and their Lester 
and Simonds descendants lived 

in Toaping Castle until the land 
was acquired for the Greenbelt 
Project.

Years later, the original house 
deteriorated, was vandalized and 
fell into such decay it was de-
molished. The land was cleared 
for the Golden Triangle Business 
Park (Patriot Business Park). 
The burial plot, within walking 
distance of the original Walker 
homestead, was preserved. A 
stone block was placed in the 
cemetery by descendants. In Oc-
tober, 1936, a bronze marker was 
attached by the Prince George’s 
County Chapter, NSDAR, whose 
members included several descen-
dants of the Walker family.

On Saturday, June 1, the 
Greenbelt Senior Citizens Advi-
sory Committee held its annual 
Not For Seniors Only seminar 
event in the Community Center.  
The topic this year was Navigat-
ing the Complexities of Aging. 
Apparently the committee hit a 
nerve, and a good one at that, 
as the room, which was prepared 
to seat 50 guests, filled before 
the presentations began and the 
search was on for another 25 
chairs.

Born and raised in College 
Park, speaker Ann Craynon has 
been a geriatric care manager 
since 2012. With a master’s de-
gree in family studies and ger-
ontology from Virginia Tech, she 
specializes in eldercare planning 
and advocacy through her own 
business Ann Craynon Eldercare 
Solutions.  Her challenge for the 
seminar was to summarize the 
major issues in a half-hour pre-
sentation. She provided tips on 
how to manage health care costs, 
paperwork and personal health, 
as well as what documentation 
to prepare for caregivers and oth-
ers. She explained the differences 
between Medicare, Medigap and 
Medicaid, and emphasized the 
importance of building a support 
team made up of friends, family 
and other trusted people, and to 
keep in one place (e.g., in an ac-
cordion folder or in Google docs 
for those with more technology) 
all important health, financial 
and legal information that would 
need to be shared with survivors 
or caretakers and to keep the in-
formation current.

The second speaker, Paula 
Mattson-Sarli, focused on the 
fact that estate planning is not 
one size fits all. She has a law 
office in Greenbelt. Mattson-Sarli 
explained that the estate planning 
process begins with asking her 
clients for their estate planning 
goals. For most people, basic 
documents include a will, health 
care directive and power of attor-
ney.  Having these in place early 
can lead to peace of mind and 
family harmony. These documents 
can help a person 1) maintain

control during incapacity, 2) ef-
ficiently transfer wealth at death 
and 3) protect beneficiaries from 
others and themselves. She elabo-
rated on some pitfalls to avoid 
and ended by saying that if your 
legal documents are more than 10 
years old, contact an attorney and 
have them reviewed.

Both speakers stayed for an-
other half hour after their talks 
to take questions from guests.

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increase for all Metrorail and 
Metrobus riders since 2017, after 
a slight rise in price for some 
trips last year.

Before the initial rise in pric-
ing in 2017, the highest fare was 
$6 to travel on Metrorail during 
peak times and $2 during off-
peak times. 

The uptick in pricing comes 
as WMATA says it’s attempt-
ing to “keep fares in line with 
cost-of-living adjustments” while 
allowing the transit authority to 
“continue running their current 
levels of service,” according to a 
WMATA press release.

Greenbelt residents can take 
advantage of two WMATA pro-
grams to assist in lowering the 
cost of using public transporta-
tion.

Options for Seniors
The Senior SmarTrip program 

– for riders 65 years and older 
– can be used for 50 percent off 
all Metrorail and Metrobus fares. 
Eligible residents must enroll 
to receive the benefits. They 
can enroll at more than 30 sites 
in the Maryland, Virginia and 
D.C. area. Greenbelt residents 
can enroll in the program and 
purchase SmarTrip cards at the 
Greenbelt Metrorail station and at 
the Greenbelt Library. WMATA is 
planning on releasing enrollment 
options online later this summer.

Metro Lift Program
Residents of Greenbelt can 

also participate in the Metro Lift 
Program, another WMATA initia-
tive offering 50 percent discounts 
on Metrorail and Metrobus fares.

This program is free for D.C., 
Maryland and Virginia residents 
receiving SNAP benefits. En-
rollment can be done either in 
person or online at wmata.com/
fares/Reduced-Fare-Programs/
MetroLift. The closest in-person 
enrollment location for Greenbelt 

residents is at the Transit Acces-
sibility Center at WMATA’s new 
headquarters at 655 Virginia Ave. 
SW, near the L’Enfant Plaza Me-
trorail Station on the Green Line.

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going anywhere. It is contempla-
tion, she said, something one can 
practice every day.  

Ellen Witko is Christian, 
specifically a United Church of 
Christ minister.

looking to join the 
fire department as 
volunteers as a 
great boon to help 
with coverage and 
ensure that volun-
teers are not stretched past their 
limit.

The GVFD team members in-
troduced themselves. Ages ranged 
from the early 20s to those who 
have been with the firehouse 
since the 1970s. They also came 
from a variety of backgrounds; 
some were from a long line of 
firefighters, some joined recent-
ly to break up the monotony 
of a 9-to-5 office job and get 
to know the community better. 
Some of the volunteers serve as 
emergency medical technicians 
(EMTs), some in dual roles as 
both firefighters and EMTs, and 
others assist in administrative 
functions. The thing that they all 
had in common was a sense of 
fellowship with the rest of their 
teammates and belonging in the 
Greenbelt community.

Similarly, the interested at-
tendees were all coming to the 
event at different stages of their 
lives. Some were students and 
recent graduates from Eleanor 
Roosevelt High School who be-
came interested in the department 
after the GVFD’s presentation at 
career day. A few parents came 
for support, though by the end 
of the presentation some began 
considering joining themselves. 
Others came out of concern for 
the loss of career firefighters and, 
at the same time, for an opportu-
nity to engage more meaningfully 
with their neighbors. As one of 
the volunteer hopefuls put it, 
joining was a chance to “build 
your village.”

The presenta-
tion included what 
being a part of the 
GVFD entails, the 
process to become 
a member and the 

amount of training to expect. For 
those starting out, the free train-
ing is the largest time obligation 
as the classwork can take as 
much time to complete as some 
college courses, but it is designed 
to be completed at the student’s 
pace. Volunteers can take up to 
three years to complete the train-
ing.

After the presentation, the 
GVFD gave a tour of the fire-
house. Interested residents had a 
chance to check out the station’s 
two ambulances and two fire en-
gines to see their many features. 
The station itself has a handful 
of live-in quarters where a few of 
the volunteers can stay, depend-
ing on need and availability. In 
the common spaces, the walls are 
covered in plaques, photographs 
and awards which spoke to the 
history and impact of the fire 
department.

There will be more volunteer 
interest events, though the date 
for the next one is not yet set. 
To stay up to date, Lisa Ray, the 
GVFD recruitment officer, recom-
mends following the Engine 35 
Facebook page. People can also 
go to engine35.com to apply to 
be a volunteer.

grounds that the plaintiffs had not 
demonstrated irreparable harm.

Motion for a TRO
In their motion for a TRO, 

the municipalities argued: “The 
county is ‘solving’ what they 
have identified as a critical career 
staffing shortage with a reliance 
on volunteers. Both Green and 
Alsobrooks have been informed 
that reliance on volunteers to 
staff the career positions that are 
being reassigned is not realistic 
and will fail.” The summer plan 
“will result in drastic shortages of 
adequate fire, rescue, and medical 
personnel to respond to emer-
gency situations and impose an 
untenable workload onto the vol-
unteer personnel” at the Berwyn 
Heights, Greenbelt and College 
Park stations, they warned. Fol-
lowing reallocation “of the six 
fire stations surrounding the Town 
of Berwyn Heights and the City 
of Greenbelt, only two have full 
coverage, one has daytime cover-
age and three routinely do not 
answer calls for service,” states 
the motion. They also argue that 
the county has not shared data on 
which they base their assertions 
of minimal impact or response 
time calculations. Additionally, 
the municipalities questioned the 
timing of the plan to pull career 
staff when shortages have existed 
for years and 53 new recruits are 
set to join the force. (Editor’s 
note: Thirty-two firefighters will 

graduate from training on July 
16. On June 3, 53 firefighters 
began training and the county 
will be hiring 150 uniformed fire-
fighters this budget cycle. See the 
June 20 issue of the Greenbelt 
News Review.) “If the injunction 
is denied, it would simply be a 
matter of time until an emergency 
situation arises, and the public 
suffers an exacerbated injury due 
to the defendants’ lack of ad-
equate staffing of the fire stations 
in question,” argued Greenbelt, 
Berwyn Heights and College 
Park, calling the consequences 
“drastic” and “dire,” and posing a 
“much greater risk of catastrophic 
injury” and “residents in greater 
danger of loss of life.”  

In a joint public statement on 
Friday, the municipalities claimed 
the plan’s “reliance on volunteers 
to maintain service levels raises 
serious concerns about the ability 
to provide timely and effective 
emergency responses. Local fire 
stations have indicated that they 
cannot meet the coverage needs 
within the proposed time frame.” 
They also asserted their com-
mitment to collaborate with the 
county government and fire chief 
and call for a task force, data 
transparency, support and incen-
tives for volunteers and ongoing 
engagement.

The County’s Response
Meanwhile, in their response 

to the motion, Prince George’s 
County, the Prince George’s 
County Fire and Emergency 
Medical Services Department, 
Alsobrooks and Green argued 
the staffing reallocation is nec-
essary for the health and safety 
of personnel mandated to work 
overtime. “In 2023, county fire-
fighters were mandated to work 
a total of 45,601 hours of over-
time, compared to 20,000 hours 
in 2021,” states the response. 
They argue the action is within 
the fire chief ’s authority and 
“impacted areas would still be 
serviced quickly and efficiently 
by the other nearby fire stations.” 
The county counters the claim 
that they’re solving the staffing 
crisis with volunteers by argu-
ing that coverage by volunteers 
“may not be necessary … given 
the minimal impact based on the 
study.” Prince George’s County 
Fire Department (PGFD) conduct-
ed an analysis using incident data 
from last year and “drive time 
analysis” from surrounding sta-
tions to identify the four stations 
that they claim will be minimally 
impacted “as there are other fire 
stations within a five-mile radius 
that would respond within eight 
minutes of a service call.”

Lori Isabell Morgan, 35, of 
Greenbelt, was arrested on June 
12 on an indictment charging her 
with defrauding the U.S. Gov-
ernment of nearly $150,000 in 
Economic Injury Disaster Loan 
(EIDL) funds, which were meant 
to provide relief to businesses 
suffering economic hardship as a 
result of the Covid-19 pandemic. 

The indictment charges six 
counts of wire fraud. According 
to court documents, Morgan al-
legedly submitted an EIDL ap-
plication to the Small Business 
Administration (SBA), in which 
she claimed to own 100 percent 
of an “agriculture” business that 
was based out of her Washington, 
D.C., apartment. Morgan claimed 
to employ 10 people and to have 
generated $7.5 million in gross 
revenues in 2019. There allegedly 
was no such business.

On July 8, 2020, the SBA 
deposited $149,900 in Morgan’s 
bank account. Morgan allegedly 
used the money to pay off her 
debts, and pay for auto repair, 
restaurant tabs, shopping pur-
chases and trips to Atlantic City 
and Las Vegas. By December 31, 
2020, Morgan’s account balance 
was down to $829.

The Coronavirus Aid, Relief 
and Economic Security (CARES) 
Act is a federal law enacted in 
March 2020 and was designed to 
provide emergency financial as-
sistance to the millions of Amer-
icans who were suffering the 
economic effects caused by the 
Covid-19 pandemic. One source 
of relief provided by the CARES 
Act was the authorization of bil-
lions in forgivable loans to small 

Greenbelt Woman Charged 
With $150,000 EIDL Fraud 

businesses for job retention and 
certain other expenses, through a 
program referred to as the Pay-
check Protection Program. 

EIDL is a loan designed to 
assist small businesses that suf-
fered substantial economic injury 
as a result of a declared disaster. 
EIDL helped businesses meet 
necessary financial obligations 
that could have been met had the 
disaster not occurred. It provided 
relief from economic injury that 
the disaster caused and permitted 
businesses to maintain a reason-
able working capital position 
during the period that the disaster 
affected.

The investigation into this 
matter was conducted by the FBI 
Washington Field Office. The 
case is being prosecuted by As-
sistant U.S. Attorney Christine 
Macey.

A criminal indictment is mere-
ly an allegation, and all defen-
dants are presumed innocent until 
proven guilty beyond a reason-
able doubt in a court of law.

“This strategic staffing real-
location is vital to combat fa-
tigue and maintain the health 
and safety of our fire and EMS 
personnel while ensuring that 
our residents continue to receive 
the high level of emergency ser-
vices,” Alsobrooks wrote in a 
June 28 letter to county residents 
announcing the staffing plan. The 
plan to reallocate career firefight-
ers began in January 2024 “fol-
lowing a review and assessment 
of last summer’s performance and 
staff experiences and … driven 
by detailed data analysis,” wrote 
Alsobrooks. However, as the mo-
tion for the TRO argued, affected 
stations and communities were 
not informed until June 7.

The county faces a staffing 
shortage of 251 career firefight-
ers, Alsobrooks noted in her let-
ter, where she also stated that 
Prince George’s County will pro-
vide funding to hire 150 new 
firefighters in Fiscal Year 2025; 
the highest number of positions 
funded in an annual budget in 20 
years. The county aims to staff 
1,224 firefighters alongside their 
ongoing volunteer recruitment 
effort. Alsobrooks also states that 
the overtime was costing taxpay-
ers over $30 million annually.

Statement from Fire Chief
On Sunday, June 30, career 

staff were removed from the 
Greenbelt Volunteer Fire De-
partment (GVFD) and its Chief 
Thomas Ray announced, “To-
day starts a new chapter for the 
Greenbelt Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment and the community that we 
serve ‒ as of 7 a.m., the career 
staff from the Prince George’s 
County Fire Department have

been relocated to other stations 
around the county.” He thanked 
the career staff and wished them 
well and said their loss will leave 
“a tremendous coverage gap for 
our communities.” 

“We have been fighting this 
decision for the safety of our 
community and we will continue 
to keep your safety at the fore-
front of this fight,” said Ray.

Next Steps
“We’re disappointed by the 

outcome,” Greenbelt City Man-
ager Josué Salmerón told the 
News Review on Monday. 

As the News Review reported 
on June 13, the city is seeking to 
acquire more defibrillators. Along 
with Berwyn Heights, they’re 
also discussing how they might 
incentivize volunteers, something 
Salmerón says the county op-
poses. In an official statement 
in response to questions from 
the News Review, the Prince 
George᾽s County Fire and EMS 
Department said it is “steadfast” 
in efforts to incentivize volun-
teerism and current incentives 
include a length of service award 
program (monthly cash award), 
life and accident insurance, death 
benefits, property tax credits and 
quarterly financial incentives to 
volunteer corporations.

Greenbelt City Council might 
also choose to pursue further 
legal action, including collect-
ing response time data and evi-
dence of harm caused by the 
decision. Though the county had 
previously said the response time 
would be eight minutes under 
their plan, twice Greenbelt’s cur-
rent time (see the June 13 issue), 
during Monday’s hearing before 

the judge, they lengthened that 
estimate to “eight to 10 minutes.” 

Through his statement Ray 
urged residents who call 911 and 
experience longer wait times not 
to take it out on the firefighters 
who “had nothing to do with the 
decisions that were made,” but to 
contact the county executive and 

the Prince George’s Fire Depart-
ment Fire Chief with comments 
and concerns.

Last Saturday, the Greenbelt 
Jazz Festival played from morn-
ing to evening at Roosevelt Cen-
ter. The performances ran the 
full spectrum of jazz: from hot 
to cool, from full quintets to solo 
guitarists and unique touches of 
scat, blues, salsa, bossa nova and 
klezmer throughout.

The event kicked off at noon 
with the Not 2 Cool Trio, who 
were the Not 2 Cool Trio Plus 
One with their fourth bandmate.

Some people brought 
their own lawn chairs or picnic 
blankets and prepared to stay for 
the whole event.

At 3 p.m. the Seth Kibel 
Quintet with Flo Anito began 
to play. The quintet was keen 
to reflect the local flavor of the 
greater D.C. area before playing 
a song from “Washington D.C.’s 
greatest export, Duke Elling-
ton.” The band also praised the 
New Deal Café specifically as a 
bedrock venue where live music 
can be heard almost every night. 
While this was Flo Anito’s first 
time singing at Greenbelt, every 
other performer had prior experi-
ence playing at the Café.

Jan Knutson followed the six-
person set with his solo guitar 
performance. Between songs, he 
explained how the New Deal 
Café and Roosevelt Center are 
personally significant areas for 
him; this was the first venue at 
which he performed music, and 
the place where he cut his teeth.

By mid-afternoon, the rhythm 
began to infect the audience. 
Some broke into dance when the 
music struck a chord with them, 
some children rushed to the front 
of the stage to twirl to the songs 
and parents danced with their 
kids. Knutson noted how heart-
ened he was to overhear a child 
say “this was the best day ever.”
