Mr, Maurer warmed him that
if he were imvolved in an accident he might find the
practice very costly, O(me citizen said that as long
as they merely exchanged rides, they disobeyed mno
laws, but that if the car owner ocarried pessengers
for pay he ran grave risks,

Mre Leo Mullens stated emphatically that those
who did not support the bus service were to be con-
demned, and that the Council should take stronger
action to provide the necessary support,

The Manager snnounced the resignation of DreT. Ae
Christensen as Publio Health Doctor, effective larch
15, At +this +ime he also recommended that the
Town continue to provide TWell=paby Clinies +to all
citizens, Mrs, Malkin and lr. O'Leary, members of
the Board of Directors of the Health Associatiom,
felt that this was a service which should not be
rendered free in Greonbelt when practically every
citizen is financially able %o pay for the service,
They felt that the clinic hindered the growth of the
Health Association, which should be supported by
every family,

Mre Slaughter expressed the opinion  that the
Association did not offer emough protection against
ma jor medical expenses, and that the baby olinie had
1little to do with the diffioculties of the Associa-
tion.

Mre Ralph Hersh and lrs. Gail Harper supported
the Health Association's stand, Of the Counecil,
Mre Maurer spoke in favor of the free olinio, Mrs.
Taylor spoke against, Mr. Bast felt that the Town
should either appropriate the necessary funds to set
up a complete pediatric service, which the present
appropriation does not do, or else depend wupon the
Health Association. Om motion of Mr. East was carried
over for further consideration,

KEEPING STEP WITH THE LEGION
(How to display the Flag - continued)

Art, 9, - When displayed over the middle of the
street, as between buildings,the Flag of the United
States should be suspended vertically with the union
to the north in an east-and-west street or to the
east in & north-snd-south street.

Art., 10, - When used on a speakert?s platform, the
Flag should be displayed above and behind the speaker.
It should never be used to cover the speakert's desk
nor to drape over the front of the platform, If
flown from a staff it should be on the speaker's
right,.

Art.1l = When used in unveiling a statue or monu=-
nent, the Flag should not be allowed to fall to the
ground but should be carried aloft to wave out,form-
ing a distinctive feature during the remainder of the
ceremony,

Art, 12 - When flown at half-mast, the Flag is
first hoisted to the peak and then lowered to the
half-mast positiom, but before lowering the Flag for
the day it is again raised to the pesk, On Memorisl
Day the Flag is displayed at half-mast from sunrise
until noon end at full staff from noon until sunset,
for the Nation lives and the Flag is the symbol of
the living Natiom,.

Art., 13 = When used to cover a casket, the Flag
should be placed so that the union is at the head
and over the left shoulder, The Flag should not be
lowered into the grave mnor allowed to touch the
ground, The casket should be carried foot first,

Art. 14 = When the Flag is displayed in churoch,it
should be from a staff placed on the congregation's
right as they face the olergymen, The service flag,
the state flag, or other flag should be at +the left
of the congregation, I in the chancel, the Flag of
the United States should be placed on the clergyman's
right as he faces the congregation, and other flags
on his left,.

Art, 15 - When the Flag is in such a condition
that it is no longer a fitting emblem for display it
should not be cast aside or used in any way that
might be viewed as disrespectful to the national
colors;,but should be destroyed as a whole,privately,
preferably by burning or by some other method in
harmony with reverence and respect we owe to the
emblem representing our country.

HOW TO RESPECT THE FLAG:

1. Do not permit disrespect to be shown to the
Flag of the United States.

2., Do not dip the Flag of the United States to
any person or enything. The regimental ocolor,state
flag, orgenization or institutional flag will render
this honor,

3. Do not display the Flag of the United States
with the union down except as a signal of distroess.

4. Do not place any other flag or pemnnent éove
or to the right of the Flag. i

5. Do not let the Flag of the United States touch
the ground or trail in water.

6. Do not place any object or emblem of any kind
on or above the Flag,

7. Do not use the Flag as dra in form
whatever, Use bunting. - P -

8. Do not fasten the flag in such manner as will
permit it to be easily torn,

THE CORCNATION OF POPE PIUS XII
Dear Unocle John:

I have told you of the many events of history we
are making here in Greenbelt, and tonight I em help=-
ing Greenbelt participete in a world wide historicel
event., I have aat up most of the night, as many
other Greenbeltians, listening +to the first radio
broadcast of a Fepal Coronation,thet of Kis Holiness
Pope Pius XII. Since you are not a Catholic, you
will be interested in some comments on this event,
As Momsignor Sheen expleined in a talk from New York,
the Coronation is not of Pugenio Pacelli, as he lcses
this identity on becoming Pope, but of Pius XII,
Vicar of Christ on egrth.

Much hes been written about the qualificaticns of
Pius XTI, but it is particularly gratifying to me a
resident of Greenbelt that Cardinal Pacelll was
chosen as the 262nd Pope, and in the shortest Fapal
Conclave in 300 years. Here we are trying to maine
tein a truly democratic commmity, and because our
Holy Fether is such an asdvocate of peece-~=hetween
nations, between classes of society, between races
end between individuals-and is opposed to everything
which would retard this secred pesce for which man-
kind so ardently yearns, I think his Coronation to=-
night is particularly significant, He is a scholar,
a diplomat of the ;reatest ebility, having served in
this capacity during some of the world's most criti-
cal times; he is feerless, yet kind and gentle; he
is said by some to be & living saint, He Inows
Europe intimetely and has traveled all over the
world, thus gaining first hend lmowledge that will
prove invaluable during what we expect to be a
glorious Pontificate.

It has been en inspiration listening to tributes
being paid His Holiness from practically every
country in Europe,the liturgical chants end litenies
offered for him %o God by choirs end churches in
these countries,one such tribute having come from St
Melnrad's Abbey in Indiana, where one of cur Green=
beltians was formerly a student, and where the monks
chanted the Mass of the Coronation of the Pope.
But the thrill ceme when His Holiness epproached the
Basilica of St, Peter and the orowds went wild in
their cheers and yells of "Viva il Papa." Then
came the chenting of "Tu es Petrus"-=Thou art Peter,
There <followed the celebration of the Mass end the
Corconation, which did not in itself make Cardinal
Pacelli Pope Pius XIJ, but merely ratified his eleo=
tion end consecrated him as Bishop of Reme.

Explaining Our Policies

The COOPERATOR is as different from most other
small town weeklies as Greenbelt is different from
other small towns, Because of this difference,
our editorial practices are not always understood,
and we find it necessary to explain them at frequent
intervals.

Primary among such explanations,the inadequate
ooverage of local news., Bluntly put, if people
won't report the noteworthy events of their omm
circles no one else will, The few reporters we have
are busy enough with their present assignments, The
less than astounding response to our past calls for
volunteers makes it necessary for us to remind
Greenbelt +that if people want anything badly enough
they pay for it in effort or money.

Then there is the question of the relative amount
of space glven different activities. JAmong those
hard=-working Greenbelters who are building modern,
progressive institutions in the town they love, it
is to be expected that at times their sense of pro-
portion will become dulled. And so it is that the
feeling sometimes erises <that their work, the most
importent in town, is receiving insufficient comsid=~
eration in the press, This is not necessarily bad,
although sometimes aymmoying on the complaint receiv=
ing end, We ask them only to remember that we shere
the fallibility of the species, and that there are
one or two other important town aetivities,

It may be helpful to explein our poliecy on Letters
to the Editor, We insist that they be signed when
they come to us,but we will publish them esnonymously
when the writers so request. We cannot, of course,
publish scurrilous letters, and it must be left to
our ‘disoretion to find the thin line which separate
these from vehement letters, We do reserve the
right to ocondense, but we do this as 1ittle as
possible,

One or two criticisms have been recelved of the
fact that we do not rigidly guard the moral tone of
everything that eppears in our columms, To ‘the
guardians of public morals who have on these several
occasions sounded the alarm we can only say, "Alas,
Good People, it is only too true: we have offended.
We will be content with a less distinguished post
in the hereafter than you". In the interim we will
tolerate mention of the reprehensibly earthy life
people live,

So much for the policies and practices of tha

A Statement By the Transportation Committee

To the Editors:

The Transportation Committee feels that it is
necessary to correct any erroneous impressions which
might have been received from the report of the
Citizens' Associmtion meeting held Maroch'6, 1939,
which appeared in the Cooperator of March S, 1939,
es that report dealt with the activities of the
Trensportation Committee eand its recommendetions.

The first action of the Committee was the ermounce -
ment which had been telephoned from the Towm
Mengger's office to the Chairman a short time before
the meeting. The announcement follows:

"Effeotive April 8, 1939, Capital Traensit
Compeny will discontinue ell limited bus
service between Greenbelt end Washington
but will furnish shuttle service to the
extent required by the commmity without
subsidy. Price of the weekly pass will
be increased to $2.00 per week,"

It was stated also in the above mentioned report
that the limited bus service is not self-gustaining,
es evidenced by the fact that the government will
have subsidized this service by approximetely 10,000
for the twelve months ending April 7, 1939, end that
the transit company plems to substitute shuttle ser-
vice between Berwyn and Greembelt and to inocreasse
the cost of the weekly pass to §2,00. The impres-
eion given by the above statement is that the Federsl
government is treating the pecple of Greenbelt as
favored wards by providing an unwarranted olass of
transportation and that upon the withdrewel of the
government from this contrect it becomes necessary
to reduce ‘the service end to increase fares in
order to avold a defiolt,

The Committee's recommendetions and date submite
ted in support thereof indicate beyopd & ressonable
doubt that the limited service cean be operated at the
present fare level without loss and without subsidy.
The adoptiom by Cepital Transit of the Committee's
recommendations would plece the present services omn
such & basis as to demand the patronege of the great-
er portion of our citizens whereas the eliminstion
of the limited service in favor of shuttle service
with higher fares would have the effect of alienat-
ing their patronage.

There were introduced at the above meeting sched=
ules based upon figures covering operatioms for the

month of January, 1939, ageinst which were epplied
estimated increases and decresses in operating ex=
penses arrived at by introducing the changes pro=-
posed in the Committee's recommendations as they
would affect these expenses, The net results of
this procedure indicated that sevings could be ef=
feoted in amounts compareble +to the average monthly
defioit teken over an eight month period,

The results of the survey conducted by the Commit-
tee during the week preceding the Association meeting
is considered indicative of the attitude of Creembelt
citizens towards the problem at hand, It weas a
matter of some satisfaction to have received returns
from 43% of Greenbelt families end to note that
approximately 96% of <those who replied to that
particuler question favored the Committee's recom=-
mendations: also that 159 persons indicated theywould
inorease their patronage of the bus service as a di=
reot result of those recommendetions being put into
effects Principal complaeints lodged against the
present service were on two obvious points; = the
inadequaocy of the shuttle service end crowding on
the limited buses,

Concluding discussion, the Committee's report end
recommendations were approved by the Associstiom,
with only one dissenting vote.

Since the Citizens' Association meeting of March
6, 1939, the Committee has verified the inability of
Ferm Seourity Administration to extend the present
oontraoct arrangement, due to the ruling of the Acte
ing Comptroller General who has the final word in
cases involving the legality of government comtracts.
The point on which the ruling wes based wes the
guersntee to Capital Transit ageinst loss,

Alternative plans which include econtinuance of
the present class of service are being investigated
by the Committee and new developments will be pube=
lished es rapidly as possible,

I am writing this Iletter in reference to happen=
ings of the past few weeks.

I believe it was understood by +the general pub=
lioc that Greembelt was built +to help the people in
the lower income class, %o give them the advantages
of light, airy apartments and houses that they could
afford to pay for, without dolng without the neces=
sities of life,

As the situation stands at present, it will be
almost impossible for a person without a car to live
in Greenbelt, unless he or she is wllling to spend
at least three hours sach day in <transit, on the
streetear, to and from work in Washington., Tt
takes less time to commubte from Baltimore by train,
than from Greenbelt by streetcar.

The arrangement of streetcar service means that
a persont's day begins about T3l5 A.Me, when he must
leave Greenbelt to be at work by 9:00 A.M., and ends
about 6:00 or 6:30 PMs., when he arrives home, It
seoms rather odd, not to say disheartening, to have
the express buses taken of and our fares raised
from 31,75 to #2.00 per week at the same time,

There was, also, & notice passed around, a few
days ago, notifying wus +that our utilities are to
be raised about §l,50 per month. This, too, seem:s
rather out of proportion since we are now paying
an equal amount compared with the same size apart=-
ments in Washington,

If we get dowm to the faots, we are not paying
from §25 to §32 for one bedroom eapartments, but
rather from 330 to $37 and aré losing 2% to & hours
in transportation by streetoars

To my way of +thinking, this place is built,
not for & person of low or moderate inoome but,
rather, for persons who can afford a ocar or plaoce
no value on time,.

Although the recommendations of the Transportatim
Committee of the Citizens Association were accepted
by that group at their last mesting, the effeoct of

The Committee admitted that the present system was
costly and not self-sustaining, They offered, in
their recommendation, ways to cut this loss but did
not show that, with the present fare, there would be
no deficit under their plan, With the passage of
these recommendations, the Committee has & tool to
work with in heving our town administration become
the meker of a contract for their plan of subsidized
transportation,

Should our town underwrite this proposed service
which, scocording to the Committee, will show a small
loss until there are more bus riders, we, the tax-
paysrs, would in some way pasy for this loss so that
our fellow citizens can have limited service to and
from their work,

It is your duty, every resident of Greenbelt, to
see that the best possible type of transportation be
obtained so long as it stays within the revenue de~
rived from its operation.

TRANSPORTATION
To the Editors:

Since at the present time, tremsportation is the
main issue among our people, it becomes obvious to
disouss it, Why is it 2 major problem? Because
transportation ocosts +the residents of Greenbelt
approximately $68,000 yeerly, using $1.25 per week
as average oost to each person now commuting by
various methods, Figuring $1,600 as the average
income in Greembelt, our trensportation ocost repre=-
sents 5% of our expenditures. After food, clothing
end housing have been taken from our income that 5%
for transportetion becomes a big item and oonsti-
tutes a large percentage of the remainder. If our
cost of trensportation is raised it will in many
cases "eat" into the amount needed for food,clothing
end housing.

Why is it impractical to consider Capital Transit?

from the Annual Report of that compeny for
1957, 164% of their gross income was net profit, It
is hard to believe this company would enter into any
agreement without meintaining this objective,
Therefore, in view of the fact that they are not in
business for their health, they would like to meke a
similar profit on Greenbelters es well es anyone else.
If we could have a system operating at cost it would
meen e saving of $10,000 or more a year, rather then
en edditionel expense to us all, provided such a
system can operate as economicelly as that of the
Cepital Transit, I heve made & study of the cost
of operating ten buses between Greenbelt and Thshing=
ton and have pgood reeson to believe +the cost would
be proportionstely less, at least no more, per
pessenger than it is for Capital Treansit. If I am
wrong, at least,I have enough evidence to prove that
our Council should at least make a study to disprove
it, Such a study would at least give us conorete
information upon which we can base future plans.

What are the bases for my views? Here they are:
10 buses at a cost of $3,000 each would accommodate
from 500 to 800 passengers between the rush hours
and could be depreciated over 7 years making the
total initial cost per year ' $4,286
Interest on $30,000 less down peyment of 10%
would be per year at 8%(average $5800 2 7)---- 830

How does this total cost compare with the amount
we, &3 a whole, are now spending for transportation?
Apparently it is $1Q,000 less and could be even much
less if numerous economies were instituted, Geso=
line could be bought for 1less than is estimated,
Buses could be kept in a parking lot downtown during
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the day to save one round trip on sach. A schedule
could be maintained that would require the minimm
emount of driverts time and give the maximum amount
of services The figures set down here are wvery
liberal,

What would the fare be under this set up? It
appears as though $1.25 per week would be enough to
maintain +the service 1if a large majority of +the
people would use it,

How adequate could the service be? Needless to
say we could adjust the schedule to sult our needs.
From a survey I once made we could serve more than
60% of the residents within two or three blocks of
their work end at least 907% within 5 blocks by using
New York Avenue to 20th and Pennsylvania Avenue,N.W,.,
and during rush hours have several buses go via
Bladensburg Road to Maryland Avenue to Constitution
thence to 20th and Pennsylvania Avenue,N.W. A new
survey should be taken to tell whether these routes
are still suiteble.

Many questions will arise concerning this issue,
but none will be answered unless we put our minds
and efforts to work and thereby solve our major prob=
lem. If you don't give this your serious considera-
tion the tovm will lose its attractiveness by being
inaccessible and thereby be required to operate on
an abnormal basis with consequential detriment to
everyone, Give your views in writing to the present
transportation committee so they will Imow what to
do end resolve to support the best solution adopted,

In this article she discusses the many kinds of
brushes which may be profitably possessed by the
nation's housewives,and gives advice as to how these
brushes should be used and how kept. She covers the
subject thoroughly and at some length, and the ar-
ticle should interest Greenmbelt women in its om
right, aside from the fect that & Greenbelt woman
wrote it, even though few of +the local women are
likely to feel themselves in the position to support
the brush industry to the extent the magazine resders
ere urged to support it.

BETTER BUYERS NOTES

Fifteen leaders of the Better Buyers Club met at
the home of Mrs. Martin Miller last Thuraday after=
noon,

A very ocomprehensive report was given by Mrs.
Prendergast on the study into the subject of denti-
frices which was undertaken by her group. The group
concluded that it was impossible for the layman to
decide which brand was superior in the face of claims
made by various advertisers, or even after trying the
different brands, It went on record as favoring the
toothpowder put up by our Greenbelt druggist. For
those who do not like powder, Pearl White toothpaste
was considered a better buy. This brand was tested
and approved by the Bureau of Standards before being
purchased for use in the C.C.C. camps.

Our Store Menager, Mr. Jacobsen, gave a talk on
Fair Trade Laws and how they affect our stores, He
advised the consumer, in looking for better buys in
drug store items, to look for "N,F." or "U.S.P." on
the label. "N.F." or National Formulary is a stand-
ard of purity used by the medical and pharmaceutical
professions, "U.S.P.", or U.S, Pharmacopocia is &
standard for maintaining medical substances at a high
degree of purity and of uniform efficiency.

A point was made by those entering the discussiomn
that the consumer had no guarantee of protection in
highly advertised trade marked goods even though the
price is higher. A private brend or little known
brend may be of quite es good quality as the more
highly edvertised brends regardless of the difference
in price.

Mrs. Taylor reported on cold creem., She showed a
helf pound jar of C.D. (Cooperative Distributorts)
cold cream which sells for $0.49, The cream conteins
beeswax, mineral oil, water, borex, end perfume,

She also displeyed & vanishing cream popularly
used as & powder base thet can be made up in our own
drug store to sell for $0.65 per pound. This con=
teine stearic acid, glycerin, soda bicerbonste, po-
tassium cerbonste snd lavendar perfume,

Since her report shows all creams haeve practicelly
the seme ingredients, all of which sre very low in
cost, it was sgreed the consumer pays more for adver-
tising beautiful packages and perfume than for the
cream itself. It was decided to make further study
before recommending better buys in face creams,
