Consumers • • • Boiled In Oil

Oil - black gold - has tainted every adminie­
tration in Washington during the last 25 years. 

011, through one of the four most effective lob­
bies, is taking a dominant position now -as the na­
tional defense furor offers a cloak of inmunity. 

Oil now has its Robert E. Wilson of Standard of 
Indiana in charg~ of oil matters for OPM and thus 
Wilson has become the voice of the goveI'Il!lent before 
Congressional committees and on public rostrums. In 
the Maritime Commission, where transportation of oil 
by sea i8 an important question, M.W. Bowen, formel'­
ly of Socony Vacuum, has become the assistant direc­
tor of tanker operations. When the House Committee 
on Rules was about to report favorably Congressman 
John M. Coffee's resolution for an investigation of 
mysterious shipnents of oii by Standard of New Jel'­
sey to Japan, a secret session of the Committee was 
called hurriedly and Dean G. Acheson of the State 
Department appeared. The resolution was killed. 
Acheson recently was the attorney fpr oil in the 
Ethyl gas anti-trust case Md Ethyl gas is owned by 
Standard of New JersBy and Duponts. 

Harold L. Ickes, Secretary of Interior, and now 
oil czar as "coordinator" under an order by Presi­
dent Roosevelt, is about to set up an oil advisory 
COlllllittee. The cooperatives have fonnally asked for 
recognition on the Committee and Senator Robert M. 
LaFollette of Wisconsir. has urged Ickes to see that 
a cooperator is appointed. It is possible that con­
sumers m~ thus have some representation in Washing­
ton but the cooperative representative is going to 
have a tough job even if he is named, because it is 
certain that the oil trust will be adequately repr~ 
sented on any and all committees. 

The oil trust just won another fight in the 
House. The government has sponsored legislation to 
build pipe lines. Through this legislation, Con­
gressman Coffee said the oil trust was getting some­
thing it had wanted for 50 years, the authority of 
government to ovel'-ride the powers of states. If 
the oil trust cannot finan~ the pipe •lines, the 
governnent will do so. All that Congressmen Coffee, 
Voorhis, I~!!c and Thomas Ford of California, Meyers 
of Maryland, Oliver of Maine and V,'hite of Idaho 
asked was that pipe lines financed by the governnent 
might be owned and operated by the gover1111ent but 
Congressmen Cole of Y.aryland, Lea of California and 
Wolverton of New Jersey beat down their efforts. 
Less than 100 members of the House participated in 
this vital debate. Others were absent. Then Coffee 
and· his friends asked onl,y that such pipe lines be 
made true common carriers, available to all oil pro­
ducers, and again -they were beaten down. The oil 
trust won on all counts. 

Coffee showed that an "oil shortage" for Eastern 
consumers was being advertised now while prices were 
being raised. Yet, he showed the oil trust between 
September of 1939 and March l94i had transferred 32 
tankers or ships to foreigh registry. The "oil 
shortage" is said to be due to tanker shortage. In­
cidentally, while it is proclaimed that ~er 
shortage is "backing up oil" in Middle Western 
fields, nevertheless oil and gasoline prices have 
been increased in the Middle West. While this is 
going on in the East, owners of barge lines on the 
inland waterw~s are advising consumers they cannot 
guarantee service as the government is taking their 
ships. Government officials insist they do not want 
the barges. But the "shortage of transportation" 
had to be built up there, apparently, to cause an­
other increase 1n oil prices. Similar stories of 
transport shortage on the Pacific Coast have been 
used. 

While all this is going on, Attorney General 
Robert H. ,Jack80n has nullified Assistant Attorney 
General 'l'!lurnian Arnold's at:tacks on the oil trust. 
Jackson has notified Ickes that the big anti-trust 
suit on the oil trust will not be pushed but nego­
tiations are under way for settlement through anoth­
er one of those famous "consent decrees". Incident­
ally, ~~~kson 1s st~tement implied a complete truce 
with the oil trust. It is interesting in this con­
nection that Homer Cummings, first Attorney General 
in the Roosevelt administration and many times crit­
icisea as a conservative, was the only Attorney Gen­
eral who ever had the courage to indict and convict 
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oil trust barons and he did it over the vehement 
protest of at least one member of the present Cabi­
net. That is a story yet to be revealed. 

The Japan oil shipment incident is not dead des­
pite the fact that the House killed the proposed in­
vestigation. One of the few oil independents told 
Congressmen that 11-we have to see that Japan gets 
enough oil to fight us for two years at least if we 
go to war with her"• The agitation hae become 
troublesome enough to force Standard of New Jersey 
to put i ts publicity machine 1n full stride to ex­
plain and to try to calm the criticism. And Standard 
now has begun to explain also its secret patent li­
censes and pools with German Groups . This week Co~ 
gress begins hearings on bills to divorce pipe lines 
from t r ust domination. It is not likely that any­
thing will be done but the fires are being built 
hotter and hotter. It is possible that even the 
"national defense" blanket 111ay not smother the grow­
ing difficulties for the oil trust.

In spite of the uncalled for rise in 
price and mini..,11.lll service, particularly the food 
store, I continue to trade at home. That is, until 
Saturday June 14, when on my way home, I stopped in 
Washington at one of the chain stores. On a $12 ol'­
der I saved ~3-30 by not beying at home. 

The following is a partial list of representative 
articles, all standard brands and ~eats of unques­
tioned quality. The prices viere taken off the 
shelves of both stores on the same day.

Avoidance of the poison vine still remains the 
best method of prevention. The Indians used to eat 
a few leaves in the springtime in the belief that 
such a diet would render them immune. Certain au­
thorities have proof that there are individuals in 
1941 who harbor the same dangerous belief. Severe 
cases of poisoning have been r eported to t he U. S. 
Public Health Service from such a practice. 

The poison ivy antigen which doctors are using 
for immunization is not yet the perfect answ~ to 
the problem of complete protection. Spring injec­
tions of thi~ ~tigen UBually confer immunity for 
th!L_one sUITlll\er season but are not universall,y suc­
cessful. Sometimes ·the same antigen will be valu­
able 1n a speedy cure of the infiammation. other 
patients have received no aid from such injections. 
Protection for worlanen who have to clear up wood­
lands infested w1 th this vine, has been achieved 
with a special cream spread over the wrists and 
hands. Although not always succ~ssful the ~verage 
protection has been so high that the U.S. Public 
Health Service recommends its uaage. It is hannless, 
inexpensive and the percentage of usefulness to date 
has been encouraging. 

A simple preventative for people who have been 
out in the woods and fields is a good soapy bath or 
shower as soon as they reach home. This measure 
should be a must for all picnickers and out door 
workers for it may prevent other unpleasantnesses 
such as the discomfort of chiggers. 

Needless to say people who are not familiar with 
the appearance of poison i-vy can not carry out the 
cardinal precept of prevention, avoidance of the 
plant. Since there are other harmless vines which 
are three-leaved a verbal description of the vine 
'fiould not be SC) helpful as studying pictures of the 
plant. At the Greenbelt Public Library there are 
uncolored pictures in two books. One book which may 
be borrowed is entitled, "How to Know the Wild 
Flowers" by Parson. The other volume is a reference 
work which ~an only be studied at the library and is 
"Wild Flowers of the Alleghenies" by Harned. Every­
one who likes to stroll through the woods or who has 
children who are bound to explore neighboring wood­
land, should visit the library and study these pic­
tures and read t~ accompanying text. Our Ollll town 
authorities have carried on the vital work of up­
rooting the plant where it grows near the houses but 
the surrounding country is more than plentifully 
supplied with the vine. So equip yourself to avoid 
the plant and if you fall victim despite your pr~ 
cautions, contact your physician at once for treat­
ment. Do not depend upon current opinions and irupe~ 
stitions to relieve you of this painful inf'laamation.

'tricky Floor Facts 

TRICKS ON KEEPING FLOORS CLEAN 

CONSU11ERS 1 GUIDE, publication of the ConsUl!\ers' 
Counsel of the Department of Agriculture gives these 
hints on how to keep a shine on a well-finished 
floor: 

"To kpep floors ·clean between wax:i.ngs, use a soft 
cotton floor mop barely dampened with a mixture of .3 
parts kerosene and 1 part paraffinoil. 

''When a spot of dirt on your floor stubbornly re­
sists simple ioopping, go after it with a. pad of fine 
steel wool dipped in turpentine. · 

11 If the finish is a floor seal, you will occa­
sionally come across gray spots which have been cau&­
ed by water allowed to stand on the floor for a time. 
Sandpaper the spot airay, patch it up with floor seal 
and buf'f it smooth again w1 th steel wool. 

"Varnish ordinarily will not spot with water scars. 
But wnen it gets very dirty, it requires rat her 
drastic action. Liquid varnish rerover is first ap­
plied to the sore spot, then it is sandpapered, the 
spot is dusted clean, and finally floor va.rnish is 
applied to the wound. 

"Shellac finisred 11JSiY be cleaned with steel wool 
that has been saturated with clean turpentine. water 
spots liill come out if rubbed lightly with a soi't 
cloth that has . b!ilen moisted in a half...,,..nd-h e.U' 
mixture of denatured alcohol and .... ater."

Bare Facts 

By Phil Wexler & Norman Perlson 

As stated in our last week's col\lllll we are con­
ducting a survey of prices and quality of products 
90ld at the Food Store as compared with similar 
items sold in stores in the nearby areas. 

Below in tabular fo?'!II is our first comparison of 
three items sold by the Food Store with the same ( or 
as close to the same products) sold ·in Washington­
and nearby Maryland stcres. The stores used include 
the largest chains and n:arkets in the surrounding 
area. We are eliminating chains in which the prices 
vary greatly from store to store and instead are 
treating these stores as individual stores. 

We are keeping an enlarged chart upon which we 
will note regularly the various fluctuation of all 
items surveyed by us. Therefore we will be able·to 
ascertain after a time whether the prices given are 
subject to wide variation because of season, market 
condition or other conl3iderations. 

Vie l'lish to thank our readers for their interest 
and the very helpful suggestions we have received. 
In particular we wish to extend our very heartfelt 
thanks to the Better Buyer Grou~s who are assisting 
in our survey of prices . Henceforth we hope there . 
shall be no restriction on our sources of price in­
formation 1Jhich at first was unavoidable because of 
our limited facilities. 

(1) BUTTER 
Butter is graded by the Department of Agriculture. 

Most butter is classified but not all butter bears 
the Dept. of Agriculture score. Butter below 92 
score does not carry the Dept. of Agriculture certi­
ficate. Butter scored as 92 or 93 is graded as 
Special or Extra. Butter scored as 90 to 91 is 
graded as Standard.

If given two brands of" coffee one an ex­
penl5ive Brand-the other a cheap one, most peo1)le 
will select the one of the preferred strength re­
gardless of the prices. We are therefore listing 
most of the well-known brands by price only.
