From Flames

A fire at the home of Roy E.
Ridgely, 73-G Ridge Road, was the
scene of much damage and drama-
tic heroism last Sunday. A Christ-
mas tree in the living room was
ignited by a spark from a toy train
set that was suddenly shorted by
tinfoil accidentally falling on the
tracks. As flames filled the room,
Mrs. Ridgely shepherded her chil-
dren out the door to safety and
then dashed upstairs to rescue her
infant. Mr. Ridgely meanwhile
fought the flames with a garden
hose. Mrs. Ridgely cliinbed
through an upstairs window, her
child in her arms, to the roof of
her porch and jumped from there
to the ground. She received first
degree burns on her back and
second degree burns on her arms,
and suffered from shock. Officer
Allen brought her to Dr. Hans
Wodak who treated her and al-
lowed her to return home.

Damage to the living room walls,
according to PHA Manager Charles
Cormack who was on the scene,
amounted to about $125. The con-
tents of the room were partially
destroyed, and the damage has not
been estimated. The Greenbelt
Fire Department answered a call
from a *“box” pulled by Bobby
Brown, age 13.

This is the second fire in the past
two weeks whose origin was a
short in a wire. Mr, Cormack
peointed out that electrical equip-
ment or toys should never remain
plugged in if not in use, and that
Christmas trees should be removed
as soon as possible because of the
fire hazard they present.

The Police Department reminds
all residénts to report fires by
phoning 2011. Many fires are re-
ported to the telephone operator,
and an unnecessary delay in re-
sponding to the alarm ensues.

Anne has been a
Cooperator “reg-
wlar”  with the
exception of a
few nacessary
leaves of absence.

Anne joined the

She remembered hun-
dreds of details about hundreds of
people, and used her knowledge to
make our news stories more ac-
curate and interesting.

While news editor Anne not only
turned up an increasing supply of
news leads, but was alsa exception~
ally successful in obtaining report-
ers to cover the assignments.

Anne, as well as her husbandg,
leaves behind an enviable example
of participation in community ac-
tivity.

Her contribution to the commu-
nity and to the paper of the thous-
_ands of hours of work spent during
her eight-yvear period on the staff
is an impressive record of devotion
which few individuals in Greenbelt
can equal.

Admitted To Bar

AMrs. Lillian Keilsohn Eisner, 6-R
Hillside Road, was admitted to the
Maryland bar two weeks ago. She
is one of the few women in the
State of Maryland with a license to
practice law in three states, and
the only woman lawyer in Green-
belt.

A native of Connecticut, Mrs.
Eisner went to school in New York
and received her law degree from
Columbia University. She prac-
ticed law in New York for some
time. Later, she moved to Los
Aigeles and after being admitted
to the California bar became asso-
ciated with one of the leading at-
torneys of southern California.
She has had considerable exper-
ience in trial weork.

Mrs. Eisner is the wife of Dr.
William Eisner and will maintain
a law office at her residence.

Another Greenbelt attorney re-
cently admitted to the Maryland
bar is Abraham Chasanow, 11-T
Ridge Road. Mr. Chasanow grad-
uated from the Washington College
of Law as the youngest member of
his class after completing the
course in 2': years. He was ad-
mitted to the District of Columbia
bar in 1834, and practiced before
the Supreme Court of the United
States in 1938, This case, as well
as several of his cases in the
Court of Appeals, have been re-
ported in the Federal Law Re-
porter.

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Medical Welfare
Plan At Hospital
Is Successful

The experiment in medical wel-
fare begun early in 1947 at the
Prince Georges General Hospital
and approved by the State Board
of Health, is proving a successful
community enterprise. Medical as-
sistance to_ the county’s indigent
and medically indigent is provided
through the hospital’'s clinics.

One of the first and few eclinics
to be authorized by a State Board
of Health, the arrangement pro-
vides that a sum of $1 for every
visit of every patient certified by
the Welfare Board be paid to the
Hospital by the Health Depart-
ment.

Dr. A. K. Besley, superintendent
of the Hospital, stated that of the
1501 patients treated at the clinics
during the fiscal year ending June
30. 1947, 433 were new patiants and
1068 revisits. Of that number 139
were admitted to the Hospital for
medical care.

The cost of each clinic visit has
been estimated at $3.19. The dif-
ference between that figure and
$2.49, the actual cost to the hospital
of each visit, represents the
amount to be paid either by the
State Health Department or by the
patients thernselves. ‘

The loss to the Hospital is ap-
plied to the County Commissioners,

who appropriate $30,000 to the hos--

pital each year.

Because of this arrangement, the
Prince Georges General Hospital is
able to offer its facilities at a cost

25 percent lower than other hos--

pitals in the area, which tax their
paying patients in order to absorb
the costs of their clinic services.

The Homemaker

Fall and winter bring the sea-
son for the dark, basic dress. In
the caxe of the good style which
was wo'n last summer and which
suffered a bhit from color fad.ng
in the sun, try tinting it. The sum-
rmer dress, if it was fairly plain
and had sleeves, even cap sleeves,
can be dyved one of the dark colors
and appear to be a new garment.

The «dyes back on the market
now are reliable for the most part.
Directions for use are on the pack-
ages. It is important to know how-
ever, that if you are dyeing a print
dress, the print will remain. For
example, a dark material with a
light print which is dyed with the
background color will usually re-
tain the imprint of the design. This
often gives a very interesting effect
in shadow design, but be prepared
for it.

It is important to notice, when
buying the dye, whether the ingre-
dients are for wool, silk or rayvon.
The proper dye should be pu~-
chased for the fabric. Among the
rayvans, acetate will handle a little
differently from the others, it does
not stand the same amount of heat.
Directions should he followed care-
fully for any of the materials
which are to be dyed.

Scarves can be dyed in many
colors to match or contrast with a
costume. These might be kept in
mind for easy Christmas presents.
