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GVHC Releases
Two Pay Plan

By Ralph and Caroline Miller
Controversy over by-law provi-

sions to be adopted at next Wed-
nesday's membership meeting led
to sharp debate at the last two
board meeting of the Greenbelt
Veterans’ Housing Corporation.

Major issues were the right of em-
ployees to vote and the use of pro-
portional representation for elec-
tion of directors.

In addition to voting on by-laws

at the coming meeting, the mem-

bers will choose between ' two

monthly payment plans. One, al-
ready sent to members by mail, is
an estimate based on present PHA
operating costs and maintenance,
except for interior painting and re-

placement of equipment. The oth-
er, which will shave $4 off the

higher monthly payments, is also
based on present operating costs,
but with maintenance undertaken
by residents.

Voting Rights Upheld

Denial of voting privilege to

GVHC employees wss overwhelm-
ingly defeated 7-2 at Monday’s

board meeting. A. C. Long de-

fended his motion by citing the
danger of a large number of em-

ployees voting on a question in-
volving maintenance costs which
would necessarily affect their

jobs. President Mike Salzman
agreed. Thomas Ritchie, who de-
layed his vacation to bring up this
question and proportional repre-

sentation at a full board meeting,
scored the proposal: “When you

start chipping away at liberties
you set a dangerous precedent.
Voting rights should not be tam-

pered with.”
Refuting Long, Earl Thomas

said “Ifdanger 'exists, we must ac-

cept it rather than deny a demo-
cratic principle by withholding the

vote from any class of members.”
Ritchie cited the possible diffi-

culty of recruiting 'employees from

member-residents if voting rights
are denied.

P. R. Wins
Evidence in favor of the Hare

system of proportional representa-
tion in voting for directors was

presented by Walter R. Volckhaus-
en, present at Ritchie’s request.

Defeated at the Friday meeting

with 6 members present, propor-
tional representation was upheld

by the full board by a vote of 6 to
2, with one member abstaining.

By-Law Provisions
A twenty-five dollar membership

fee for non-residents and for resi-
dents who become members after
April 30, 1952 was incorporated in
the proposed by-laws. Another
provision states that if members
do not participate in the purchase,
their voting rights will be termi-
nated after April 30, 1952.

Other by-law provisions adopted
include the requirement of a quor-

um of 10% of the membership or
200, whichever shall be less; main-
taining polls in Greenbelt the day
following the annual membership
meeting to permit voting on di-
rectors by members unable to be
present at the meeting; and re-
duction of the board from 9 to 7
members following th'e present
term of office. Proposed but de-
feated by the board was extending
the term of office of directors to
two years.

A saving of approximately $4.00
per unit was the result of refigur-

ing costs on the basis of the break-
down authorized by the board at

its meeting of March 10, whereby

GVHC would provide minimum
maintenance. What this saving is
actually worth to the member-
owner was not discussed by the

board but will be referred to the

members for decision on Wednes-
day.

After discussing the merits of hav-
ing a GCS board member, either
officially or unofficially, approach
the Rochdale co-op about reearch
or. the Washington food store op-

portunity for Rochdale or possibly
Greenbelt,' the" boaru' vorecl
authorizing Ashelman to investi-
gate further the desirability of the
location. Those voting in favor
were: William Arntz, Charles
Bicking, Henry Walter, George
Davidsen and Walter Bierwagen;
those against: Morris Solomon, Cal
Winegarden, Sam Schwimer, Har-
Zry übkoff.

The following officers were
elected: president, Walter Bier-
wagen; vice-president, William C.
Arntz (of Takoma); secretary,
George Davidsen; treasurer, Cai-
man Winegarden.

Committees Elected

Two new committees were or-
ganized, Store Operations and
Price Policies headed by freshman
Morris Solomon; and Personnel
Policies headed by Sam Schwimer,
also a new member.
The Executive Committee is com-
posed of Morris Solomon and
Charles Bicking (Takoma) as well
as president Walter Bierwagen.
Harry Zubkoff, the successful
v. rite-in candidate, will chair Edu-
cation, and Henry Walter takes
over Membership. William C.
Arntz was nominated as GCS rep-

resentative on the board of
WCPM; George Davidsen will
serve with the Potomac Coopera-
tive Federation; and Henry Wal-
ter and Cal Winegarden are to dis-
cuss GCS paticipation in the sale
of Greenbelt with directors of
GVHC.

Each board member gave his
views on the problems and objec-

tives for the coming fiscal year.

Sam Ashelman, general manager,

reported on economies contem-
plated for operation of the thea-
ter; on the current unsatisfactory
margins in meat sales; and on a
plan for defining the responsibili-
ties of Bassett Fergueson, opera-

tions manager, and other mana-
gerial employees. There are now
254 full and part-time employees,
he said.

privileges and responsibilities.
The law permits, but does not

make mandatory, the basis of
sale outlined.)

Waltonians To Start
Lake Project Soon

Work will begin within a few
weeks on a project to recondition
the Greenbelt lake and make it a

fisherman’s paradise. The Green-
belt chapter of the Izaak Walton
League has completed plans to

drain, clean and restock the lake
with blue-gills and bass.

A complete investigation of the
needs and requirements of the lake
has been undertaken by the Mary-
land Inland Game and Fish Com-
mission, which will supervise the
reconditioning. Approval was
granted by the city council after
a preliminary hearing last Thurs-
day.

A sluice gate in the breast of the
dam will be opened and the esti-
mated 2,600,000 gallons of water
gradually drained. A net will be
provided to capture all the escap-

ing fish, including a large num-

ber of carp, considered undesir-
able for good fishing conditions.
Debris will be cleaned out by teams
of Waltonians, and volunteers
from the Lions Club, American Le-
gion, and the Boy Scouts. The
lake bed will be allowed to dry,

and some bulldozing is anticipat-
ed to regulate the bbttom’s depth
for maximum fish life.

The lake will then be filled from
a stream and “fertilizer” planted

to sustain life in the fresh “sterile
water.) Restocking will proceed
with game fish supplied by the
state on a continuing basis. Ed-
win Barry and Donald Gilbert,
state experts, will guide the Wal-

tonians and do research on the

project.
Although the lake was stocked

three times previously, this is the
first time it will be completely
drained and reconditioned.

PHA Refuses New Budget Discussion,
Denies Onus For Kindergarten Loss

Public Housing Administration slammed the door on further!
kindergarten negotiations in a letter to the city council which stat-
ed, “It seems to us that nothing can be gained from further meet-
ings on this subject,” it was disclosed at last Monday’s city coun-
cil meeting. The letter was a reply to a council bid to re-opefi

budget, negotations for funds to continue kindergarten after sum-
mer. Roy Little, Deputy Assistant Commissioner for PHA, put

the responsibilty on council for cutting the controversial service

and admitted only to keeping the overall budget figure down td
last year’s figure.

.

An outraged council expressed
vehement disagreement with Lit-
tle’s letter. “We are dealing with

a slicker who says one thing for
an hour and a half in conference
and then sends us this gobblede-

gook!” stated councilman Thomas
Canning. “Little is trying to make

fools out of the council,” added
councilman Ben Goldfaden. Mayor

Frank Lastner reiterated charges

that PHA specifically denounced
the kindergarten |service during

budget negotiations as “luxury,”

as unique, as cause for a raise in
rentals, and an added tax burden
when Greenbelt is sold to the resi-
dents.

McDonald to Investigate

The city council voted to knock
on PHA’s door again with a letter

asking for a meeting with “top

dog” John Taylor Egan. Mean-
while, city manager Charles Mc-
Donald will pursue-with, council’s

approval an investigation to deter-
mine which has the actual re-

sponsibility for approving services
to the city—council or PHA. He

will apply to the city solicitor, the
Government Accounting Office and
fff tcGget **l#
gal opinion. From Egan, it is

hoped that an answer to another
question will be forthcoming - will
PHA approve a kindergarten if
Greenbelt is not sold?

Plans to recondition the Green-
belt Lake were approved by coun-

cil after a report on the project
wa s submitted by the city mana-
ger. The Isaak Walton League is

sponsoring the improvement with
the assistance and guidance of

the Maryland Game and Inland
Fish Commission, and the help of
volunteers from the Lions Club and
the American Legion. The lake
will be drained, cleaned, fertilized
and re-stocked with, game fish. Mc-
Donald reported that improve-
ments of the lake area have been
made, including an outdoor am-
phitheater, picnic sites, and gen-

eral cleaning.
Telegram Service on Trial

Telegram service by the police
department may be discontinued
in Greenbelt, the council announc-
ed. Income from the service was
considered inadequate. It is used
mostly by collector’s agencies and
Schrom’s airport and very little
by Greenbelt Consumer Services,
the original inspiration for the
idea. Goldfaden asked that a defi-
nite decision on discontinuance be

delayed until residents can express

their opinions at the next meet-
ing. It was pointed out that tele-
grams are easily delivered by tele-
phone, and can come from Hyatts-
ville without serious inconvenience
to residents, thus freeing city em-
ployees from time-consuming tele-

gram work.
For the third consecutive meet-

ing, representatives of the North
End PTA were present. McDon-
ald disclosed a plan by the
NEPTA to sponsor the application

of “Scotchlite,” a luminous mate-
rial, to bicycles in Greenbelt. The
city will purchase the material,
make arrangements to apply the
tape for a nominal charge, and
publicize the project.

Child Severely Hurt

Three-year-dld Tommy Wertz,
of 13-U Hillside was struck by an
automobile driven by William Den-
son, 13-C Hillside, last Wednesday
afternoon.
