Schools Go Back to Virtual
With Rapid Covid-19 Ramp-up

Prince George’s County Public
Schools are virtual again until
mid-January, Chief Executive Of-
ficer Monica Goldson announced
on Friday, December 17. “In
light of the stark rise in Covid-19
cases throughout our school sys-
tem, all students will transition
to virtual learning,” she wrote.
Virtual learning will be in effect
until Tuesday, January 18.

“Educators, administrators
and support staff must be able
to deliver in-person instruction
and other activities in conditions

that prioritize their own health,
as well as the wellbeing of the
school community. The increased
positivity rates have significantly
challenged the ability to do so,
causing anxiety among many
school communities and dis-
ruption to the school day,” she
wrote. Goldson has access to in-
dividual schools’ positivity rates,
even as Maryland Department
of Health reporting of Covid-19
cases was curtailed by a network
security incident.

Obviously, the change will

disrupt the lives of families with
school-age children who now
need to be home again. It will
also change the lives of teachers,
who are required to go back to
the buildings to teach even as the
students are at home.

Emailing five teachers who
live or teach in Greenbelt, the
News Review heard that most
have mixed feelings.

“Putting the safety of the stu-
dents and their families first is

My Life in December 1941

Deanna Dawson’s front-page
article in last week’s News Re-
view brought back so many
memories for me. I loved the
photos, too. Did anybody notice
that the Co-op Food Store was
then located where the New Deal
Café is now?

I must be one of only a few
current residents of Greenbelt
who lived here that December 7.
I would have been a young teen-
ager, in my sophomore year at
Greenbelt High School. T remem-
ber that my father was listening
to a football game on the radio
that Sunday afternoon. He heard
the announcer say that many
people began leaving the stadium;
something important had hap-

pened. The next day, we gathered
around the radio to hear President
Franklin Roosevelt give his now
famous “day of infamy” speech
about the surprise attack on Pearl
Harbor. What I remember most is
that most people had never heard
of Pearl Harbor. Everyone was
asking: “Where, or what, is Pearl
Harbor?”

That Christmas, my friend Pat
Brown and I, proud of our new
accomplishments as members of
the Greenbelt Community Band
(which had been formed in the
summer of 1940), asked Mr. Van
Camp, the director of the Catho-
lic choir, if we could bring our

I just want to encourage ev-
eryone to be extra diligent during
this holiday/winter break season
about safety protocols and test-
ing before gathering with fam-
ily or friends whom you’re not
normally around. At least one
adult in Greenbelt recently tested
positive for Covid-19 despite be-
ing completely asymptomatic. A
PCR test is still considered the
most accurate, and can be fol-
lowed up with a home or rapid
response test a few hours or just
before getting together with oth-
ers. Outdoor get-togethers with
spaces between people are also
still considered safer than being
indoors.

Home tests can be purchased
online or at a local store. Urgent
care centers, county test sites
and some pharmacies are good
resources for PCR testing.

Race in Reports

Like many of my fellow
Greenbelters, I am concerned
about the proliferation of violent
crime in the city. Frequent re-
ports of shootings, carjackings,
robberies, assaults and other seri-
ous crimes are a grave concern
to all.

I have noticed a peculiar trend
recently where the victims of
these heinous crimes appear to
provide a thorough description of
the assailant(s), yet as is standard
practice, the suspect’s ethnic-
ity is not included in the News

Review’s report. An example is
the lead item in the December 9
Police Blotter — “Robbery: On
November 30 at approximately
6:28 p.m.” The last time a sus-
pect’s ethnicity appears to have
been mentioned is on November
18. But it is absent in other re-
ports prior. I find it hard to be-
lieve that the police are failing to
obtain this important information
when interviewing the victim,
but it is not relayed in the News
Review. Readers would find this
detail helpful if they were to see
people fitting the description of
the perpetrators of these terrible
crimes in their neighborhood so
they could alert the police. It
could be potentially lifesaving.

instruments and play Christmas
carols before Midnight Mass. We
persuaded Billy Baxter to come
with his cornet; Pat had her flute
and I my clarinet and we played
carols like, O Little Town of
Bethlehem and The First Noel.
Back then, Sunday Mass was
held at the Greenbelt Theater.
The altar was on the stage and
the choir was located near the
exit door to the left of the stage.
Father Fealy from Holy Redeem-
er church in Berwyn Heights
came each Sunday to say Mass.
Mrs. Madden accompanied the
choir on a little manual organ.
The parish of St. Hugh’s was not
formed until 1947, when Father
Dowgiallo was sent to Greenbelt.

I remember our town as being
very quiet in the war years that
began that December. The town
consisted only of the original
homes and the new frame “de-
fense houses.” New cars were not
made because everything went
for the war effort. Fathers were
working overtime and a few of
my friends’ mothers even got
jobs to fill the positions left by
the young men who were drafted
into the service. Sugar and other
items were rationed. I remember
my mother making black-out
curtains. My sister Joanne and I
even signed up to be airplane-
spotters. In later years, Joanne
wrote a humorous poem about

Greenbelt High School band director Paul Garret gives

that and you can read it at the
end of her obituary, page 9 of
the News Review of January 14,
2016. The poem is titled “Air-
plane Spotters, 1943.”

At Greenbelt High, there was
much turnover in teachers. Our
first principal, Mr. Sliker, had
been replaced by Mr. Barnhart,
a family man who actually lived
here in town. The popular science
teacher, Mr. Brengle, immediately
left to be an officer in the Navy.
It seemed like every few months
we had a new science teacher.
Mrs. Ditman, whose husband
was a scientist in Beltsville, was
my favorite. 1 graduated in June
of 1944. Our 1944 yearbook,
the Pylon, was dedicated to the
memory of William Peter Som-
mers, class of 1942, killed in the
South Pacific. His mother, Mrs.
Sommers, a friend of our family,
became Greenbelt’s first gold-star
mother.

It’s wonderful that we can
now read about those earlier days
in the newly digitized Greenbelt
News Review. Every time I’ve
gone into the Archives looking
to establish a date for things I re-
member, [’ve been captivated by
the number of interesting articles
of all kinds. Many thanks to all
those who’ve worked to make it
easier and more fun to read our
town paper. I’'m so proud that
I’m still listed on the masthead.

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a much larger audience, including
community members who were
never able to attend in-person
programming. Cherry explained,
“I wish I could say that we can
do all of the programming we did
prior to the pandemic, plus all the
new programming we have been
doing since the pandemic began,
but time, staffing and resources
won’t suddenly double once Co-
vid is tamed.”
Teamwork

Although Cherry handled the
bulk of the filming and editing,
he was provided some assistance
by collaborating with a produc-
tion partner, Greenbelt Access
Television (GATe). “By sharing
the shooting and editing duties,
we were able to produce a fuller
slate of offerings than either of
us could have done working
alone. Phoebe McFarb of GATe
not only filmed and edited four
of the videos, but she provided
technical assistance and a much
needed second pair of eyes,”
stated Cherry. A second collabo-
rator was Kevin Wilson of the
Astronomical Society of Green-
belt who filmed and produced the
fascinating and informative video,
The Starry Winter Sky, describing
to viewers in a clear and concise
manner how to identify phenom-
ena in the December night sky.

Greenbelters Showcased

The videos capture the passion
and generosity of Greenbelters
as they present a family recipe
or a cherished tradition, or dis-
play enthusiasm for art, fitness,
films, books and history. Cherry,
a Greenbelt resident himself,
enjoyed filming neighbors and
colleagues and described the
experience by saying it was “a
joy, seeing them light up as they
demonstrated or shared some-
thing.” Cherry loved the variety
of the series but expressed a soft
spot for the final video, A Candle
in the Window, the first video
he made from last December
and reprised this year. “I think it
succeeded in expressing both the
sadness and the hope we were
all feeling during the shutdown,
before any vaccines were avail-
able,” said Cherry.

Popular View

As of noon Friday, December
17, there had been 5,916 views
across the platforms featuring
the series: City YouTube, City
Facebook, Greenbelt Recreation
Facebook and GATe. Greenbelters
can watch Vijay Parameshwaran
in Chalk It Up to the Season as
he draws a delightful design for
Diwali or watch other videos to
learn how to make latkes or a
pine cone owl. Follow the Drink-
ing Gourd, a short film that will
delight children, highlights how
Black enslaved people escaped to
freedom by following the North
Star. For those who seek to shed
a few pounds or learn to relax in
a busy season, be sure to watch
Shape Up with a Winter Workout
or Take a Breath. There is some-
thing for everyone: enchanting
music, film recommendations,
book suggestions and much,
much more. As stated by Cherry,
“Most of all, these films affirm
the continued vitality of our com-
munity and its institutions, for
which we can all be grateful.”

speed up the process and partly
to avoid giving the impression
that a particular item might be
treated more or less seriously.
He also suggested that a derisive
response discouraged petitioners.
He noted that in the last regular
meeting in November, despite a
request to councilmembers to re-
frain from comment, a quarter of
the time devoted to petitions and
requests was taken up by council
responses. This included a minute
and a half spent “admonishing” a
resident for speaking for over five
minutes to present three requests.
Theis said that if council con-
tinues “speaking when it should
be listening,” they are “taking a
freedom for themselves that they
are not extending to the public.”
Jordan, presumably in the spirit
of Theis’s request, merely ac-
knowledged the comment.
Braden Field Baseball

Ruth White, a College Park
resident and Greenbelt baseball
coach, expressed her disappoint-
ment that requests for improve-
ments on Braden Field are not
in the new Master Plan. While
congratulating the city on its
overall maintenance and care of
the ballfields, she requested the
inclusion in the Master Plan of
a three-year schedule to upgrade
the facilities, covering equipment
improvements and regrading of
the uneven field surfaces.

Reparations

Lore Rosenthal pointed out
that she has seen no mention of
the reparations commission in
any forthcoming agendas and that
she feels it is time to get going.

GreenACES Reports

Michael Hartman was sad-
dened that the GreenACES re-
ports were put on the consent
agenda because he felt they
should get an airing but, as Da-
vis explained, the process through
which the various recommenda-
tions go means most reports be-
come subjects for a worksession
and may also be routed through
the various planning boards.

City Manager

In a reference to City Manager
Nicole Ard, a series of closed
meetings were held during sum-
mer and fall to discuss her per-
formance evaluation but no com-
ment was forthcoming during the
meeting on anything resulting
from those meetings nor was any
action taken during the closed
meetings. (However, see story,
page 1.)

Administrative Reports

Assistant City Manager Tim
George reported that staff had
kicked off preliminary budget dis-
cussions. He announced two new
public information staff, James
Wisniewski for city written mate-
rials and Leila Brown for videos,
council meetings and workshops.
George noted that active petitions
and requests will be part of the
city report in the future. He also
noted that Public Works Director
Jim Sterling was in his last few
weeks on the job. After 37 years
of service to the city, Sterling is
retiring.

Councilmember Rodney Rob-
erts questioned why asphalt mill-
ings are being dumped at the
end of Northway and George
took the action to research the
concern. In response to a ques-
tion from Councilmember Kristen
Weaver, he noted that the num-
ber of housecholds assisted by
the American Rescue Plan Act
(ARPA) funds is now in Sec-
tion 9 of the weekly city report
(editorial note: and will also be

in the News Review’s City Notes
column going forward).
Police Information

Jordan commented on the re-
cent decline in the amount of in-
formation appearing in the week-
ly police report that is posted on
the web and which forms the
basis of the weekly Police Blotter
in the News Review. (Editorial
note: editorial staff are engaged
with Chief Richard Bowers and
his staff in framing a workable
process to acquire essential infor-
mation promptly.)

The motion relating to Police
Reform Procedures for the Green-
belt Police Department was rec-
ommended for a second reading.
There had been some expectation
that it would come to a vote that
evening but some information
was missing, effectively postpon-
ing any action.

Pickleball

Council reacted positively to a
proposal to place pickleball lines
on several tennis courts to ac-
commodate the current pickleball
peak. This action would increase
pickleball courts in the city from
0 to 8.

Jordan, a well-known tennis
afficionado with a command-
ing court presence and a deadly
serve, recused himself from the
discussion.

ARPA Funding

As of December 13, 136
Greenbelt households have re-
ceived rental and utilities help
from ARPA funding, using about
$475K of the $500,000 origi-
nally funded for rental assistance.
CARES Director Dr. Elizabeth
Park requested the city transfer
money from a similar fund set
up for assistance on mortgage/
homeowner’s associations (HOA)
payments to take them through
February. This money remains
untouched, with only nine inqui-
ries and zero completed requests.
Council agreed to transfer
$300,000 from that fund to the
rental and utility assistance fund,
despite resistance from Roberts.
Discussion ensued on why the
HOA/mortgage assistance fund
remained unused with Jordan and
Councilmember Silke Pope both
noting that their respective HOAs
had not distributed any informa-
tion and suggesting higher levels
of outreach. There was also
speculation that hardship may be

more prevalent among the rental
community, with Councilmember
Ric Gordon noting that there was
generally a significant difference
in pay and employment status
between those who rent and those
who can afford to own.
Legislative Program

In building the city’s list of
legislative priorities that relate
to the state, county and school
board, city staff recommends a
small number of priorities as
the most effective approach to
capture the interest of other leg-
islative bodies. The current list
contains several items and Jor-
dan noted that the first several
things on it are all things the city
opposes. He felt that the city
would do better to stress what it
wants — the positive — rather than
what it doesn’t want. Expand-
ing on his thoughts, Davis also
suggested dividing up the list by
jurisdiction level, with city “asks”
for state, county and school board
listed separately. Though, as
Weaver pointed out, the city cur-
rently has its students going to
Greenbelt schools, Pope empha-
sized that the new developments
coming soon would escalate
school demands and that it was
important to be vigilant about
school boundaries. She did note
that Springhill Lake Elementary
was on the list for replacement in
the next few years.

There was a discussion on
the relative merits of demanding
that all new developments be all
electric — with environmentally
conscious councilmembers not
necessarily agreeing on what was
environmentally sound. Most
councilmembers seemed willing
to jump on the electrification
bandwagon, but Roberts noted
that since most electricity was
still generated from coal, elec-
trification of buildings wasn’t
yet a clean alternative and that
electric heat can be particularly
inefficient compared to natural
gas — causing the burning of even
more coal.

These recommendations were
requested by city staff to inform
them as they draft presentations
to state, county and schoolboard
officials.

State Covid Postings Resume,
Schools Close, Tests Scarce

Over the last almost two
weeks, Covid-19 data sites oper-
ated by the Maryland Department
of Health have not been posting
new data and sites that depend
on them as a source are there-
fore also posting no data. The
site experienced a server outage
as the result of a network secu-
rity incident. As of December
20, they report that 90 percent of
state-level surveillance data for
confirmed cases, persons tested
negative, testing volume and
positivity rate have been restored.
Using today’s published numbers
as a baseline, they anticipate
24-hour updates will resume De-
cember 21.

Maryland Department of
Health continues to work to re-
instate the full Covid-19 dataset
and will resume reporting more
surveillance information — in-
cluding deaths and numbers by
jurisdiction — as soon as possible,
but no specific date has been set.
Vaccine data and hospitalizations
remain current as of December
20.

Schools and Tests

With a significant surge in
students testing positive (155
on Wednesday, December 15)
Prince George’s County schools
are reverting to remote learning
until mid-January. This rapid rise
in cases spurred a demand for
Covid-19 testing, which was in
short supply after at least some
testing sites had closed their
doors by fall. The drive-through
Luminis Health test site, at 6201
Belcrest Road in Hyattsville, was
inundated with carloads of one
to five persons during its 9 a.m.
to 3 p.m. schedule on Thursday,

December 16. The site, perhaps
the closest to Greenbelt for which
no appointment is required, had
its first car arrive an hour prior to
opening and waits grew to nearly
two-and-a-half hours. The site
uses the PCR test (which takes
three days to return) but was
closed to new vehicles around
1:30 p.m. as the supply of test
kits was limited and the line al-
ready contained enough cars to
extend beyond their closing time.
Information on test sites
can be found on the Maryland
Department of Health website
(coronavirus.maryland.gov).
Click on Testing and then Find
a Testing Site Near You and
check the interactive map. For
Greenbelt, the website lists 70
test locations within a five-mile
radius and has information on
costs, whether an appointment
is needed and also offers contact
information for inquiries.

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Prowling through Undergrowth:
Artist Randi Reiss-McCormack

The cinematic flicker of pierc-
ing sunlight through a tree can-
opy or the twisted tendrils of
vines surging through space on
their own timescale might be
one way to describe to a friend
the experience of traversing a
particular landscape. Baltimore
County artist Randi Reiss-McCor-
mack shares her impressions of
walks in the woods by describing
landscape through the unusual
medium of rug tufting. Her fiber
arts and paintings are represented
in the current exhibition Prowling
the Undergrowth at the Commu-
nity Center Art Gallery.

The title piece in the show
was constructed specifically with
this gallery in mind — scaled to
fit a half-wall above the charming
wooden cubbies in this former
classroom space. Constructed
in four sections and mounted
on wood framing, the fully as-
sembled piece measures 4’ x 20,
The artwork with its soft, gently
undulating depths, is composed
of individual short fibers ap-
plied by hand to a mesh back-
ing. Reiss-McCormack created
the piece over several months in
2020, taking advantage of added
discretionary time during the pan-
demic as other opportunities were
curtailed. The piece is bright and
dynamic, an accumulation of
sensory impressions and subcon-
scious resonances of a landscape
experienced over time. More
abstract than pictorial, the piece
nonetheless teases with seeming
allusions to plant forms, water
and agricultural activity.

Reiss-McCormack is a
perennial experimenter who has
utilized many media through the
years, both in isolation and in
combination. These include paint-
ing, printmaking, photography,
beading, tufting, papermaking
and recently, embroidery. She
has created three-dimensional
constructions as well as flat and
shallow-relief works for the wall.

“Intuition is a leading force
in my work,” Reiss-McCormack
notes. “The decision to work
deeply in different media is fed
by an interest in the transforma-
tive effect that is created by the
process of each medium. The
rituals and applications of the
process have a guiding influence
and bring the work closer to
that intuitive realm.” Her work
engages the viewer in her lively
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sense of aesthetic adventure. In
the words of ArtWatch reviewer
Tom Wachanus, commenting on
a group show in which her work
was featured, her work evinces
and entices us to adopt the out-
look, “I wonder; therefore, I
live.”

The pairing of Reiss-McCor-
mack’s paintings in the current
show with her fiber work illus-
trates the artist’s grounding in a
well-developed and distinctive
visual language that carries over
from one medium to the next.
Her visual language also bridges
the diverse types of source imag-
ery that have informed her work
at different times in her career,
including vintage pop culture and
graffiti, among others.

Reiss-McCormack has been
honored with a Trawick prize
and several Maryland State Arts
Council individual artist grants
in different categories. Her work
has been published in a variety
of publications including New
American Paintings. She has ex-
hibited widely in solo and group
exhibitions across the country and
internationally. A video interview
with the artist, including studio
footage, is in production, and
may be posted as soon as this
week at greenbeltmd.gov/arts.

unequivocally the correct thing
to do,” wrote Melinda Brady,
the fifth-grade science and so-
cial studies teacher at Berwyn
Heights Elementary School. “I
am, however, deeply concerned
about how long we may be back
online and what that will mean
for my students. Virtual school-
ing doesn’t offer the same kind
of support in-person school does.
It’s not just the academics, al-
though that’s bad enough. It’s the
social-emotional cost to the kids
as well. I have several students
who have talked about how iso-
lated they felt at home.”

cancelled. ... I hope we are not
online for too long but I under-
stand that precautions need to be
taken.”

Ian Gleason, a sixth-grade
math teacher at Charles Carroll
Middle School, said the transition
will not be too hard on him.

Luminis Health Joins Doctors
Hospital for New Capabilities

Doctors Hospital on Good
Luck Road in Lanham has long
been Greenbelt’s nearest hospital.
Opened in 1975, it was the de-
fault destination for Greenbelt’s
emergency ambulance services.
Two years ago, Anne Arundel
Health System joined forces with
Doctors to create a new venture,
Luminis Health, with the intent
to keep medicine local in their
respective areas by being “big
enough to make a difference
in the communities we serve,
but small enough to continue to
provide high quality care in a
personalized way.”

The renamed Luminis Health
Doctors Community Medical
Center continues the original
hospital’s 40-year local legacy.
Its sister facility, Luminis Health
Anne Arundel Medical Center, is
also set to continue serving its
local population in the Annapolis
area.

In the Deep End

Luminis took over Doctors
Hospital just ahead of the Co-
vid-19 epidemic and, in the
ensuing whirlwind, its medical
staff rapidly joined the frontlines
as victims poured in. Today it
is still responding to Covid-19
needs and its community health
team is busy vaccinating resi-
dents through mobile clinics at
churches, colleges, community
centers, residential complexes and
barber shops in the area. To date,

it has administered more than
68,000 Covid-19 vaccines in the
county.
Behavioral Health

Thanks to a $20-million grant
from Prince George’s County,
Luminis is building a new be-
havioral health pavilion on the
Doctors’ campus. The facility
will offer behavioral health ser-
vices and patient-centered care to
residents suffering from mental
health and substance use dis-
orders. Outpatient services are
scheduled to open in summer of
2022 and inpatient services by
next December.

Goals and Initiatives

Luminis plans to submit a
Certificate of Need to bring ob-
stetrics to its Lanham campus to
address the fact that more than
80 percent of Prince George’s
mothers deliver their babies in

other counties. Luminis is com-
mitted to addressing the dispari-
ties in health outcomes for wom-
en of color and aims to eliminate
maternal and infant mortality. It
is also striving to be the employ-
er of choice in the region and has
recently launched a $29-million
employee compensation and ben-
efits program to recruit and retain
a highly qualified workforce.

In 2022, Luminis Doctors
Hospital plans to target diabetes
prevention, expand the hospital’s
surgical care team and enhance
its oncology team.

Council Okays Buddy Attick
Parking Lot Despite Tree Loss

The motion to move forward
with the contract for the long-
planned reconstruction of the
Buddy Attick Park parking lot
sparked the inevitable debate
on the destruction of trees. Al-
though all the relevant plan-
ning and advisory boards have
agreed to the plan, Councilmem-
ber Rodney Roberts mounted a
last-ditch skirmish with a motion
to table the issue to the next
regular council meeting to ensure
the public would see an accurate
tagging of the trees scheduled to
come down. The motion to table
was seconded by Councilmember
Colin Byrd but was emphatically
defeated by all but Roberts, in-
cluding Byrd, voting against.

Roberts also abruptly chal-
lenged the veracity of state-
ments by Director of Planning
and Community Development
Terri Hruby about how many and
which trees were affected, draw-
ing a warning from the mayor to
remain civil.

Councilmember Judith Davis
noted that the reconstruction of
the parking lot had two purposes:
one to improve stormwater man-

agement and the other to provide
a sidewalk suitable for handi-
capped access. The removal of
the trees, though regrettable, had
sufficient justification and was
the best available option. Hruby
noted that many alternatives were
considered in order to optimize
the various requirements and
concern for retaining trees was
always a factor in the decision.

Solar Photovoltaic Future

Residents John Lippert and
Lore Rosenthal both raised the
possibility of adding solar panels
to the parking area to generate
power for electric vehicles in the
future and Hruby said there was
no implicit barrier to that pos-
sibility.

As Mayor Emmett Jordan
started to move to the vote, Rob-
erts made a last statement call-
ing the plan a “mindless action
of cutting our trees down.” He
noted that stormwater is not the
problem causing climate change
— cutting down the trees is the
problem and deforestation is the
cause. Nonetheless, the motion to
proceed passed, with Roberts the
only dissenter.

City Notes

The city’s rent support pro-
gram reported that no eviction
notices were received for any part
of the city.

Planning and Public Works
discussed solar panel installation
at bus stops. Refuse/Recycling/
Sustainability/Environmental col-
lected 24.52 tons of refuse and
11.15 tons of recycling material
and received a $100,000 award
for their BigBelly recycling proj-
ect.

“City Manager Nicole Ard’s last
day with the City of Greenbelt
will be December 18, 2021. Dur-
ing her nearly five-year tenure,
operational improvements and
capital projects were completed.”
The statement quoted Ard as say-
ing, “I appreciate city council’s
allowing me the opportunity to
serve. I thank each city employee
for their service, particularly dur-
ing the pandemic.”

During a worksession held
Monday, December 20, Mayor
Emmett Jordan added to the mes-

sage by wishing Ard, “the best
moving forward.”

Both statements introduced
Tim George (with the city for six
months as assistant city manager)
as the acting city manager. Jor-
dan extolled George’s experience
and leadership skills and wel-
comed him to his new position.

According to a press release
from the city of Fairfield, Ohio,
Ard is on the list of qualified
individuals whose credentials are
being evaluated for the vacant
city manager position there.

Water Pipe Stalemate Remains
As GHI, WSSC, City Grapple

The Washington Suburban
Sanitary Commission (WSSC)
has offered to maintain the wa-
ter pipe system for Greenbelt
Homes, Inc. (GHI) for another
30 years, after which they pro-
pose transferring ownership to
GHI. WSSC initially accept-
ed ownership in a still-abiding
1958 agreement. This is their
best offer in a 12-year stalemate
concerning this long-standing
concern over a system that was
built in the mid-1930s to early
1940s. The system has already
experienced breakages and dis-
ruption of service, creating great
inconvenience to GHI residents.
While GHI’s ideal resolution
would be for WSSC to inspect,
repair or replace the pipes and
maintain them in perpetuity, both
city council and GHI feel that
this is an unlikely expectation
and that a negotiated compromise
will be the eventual conclusion.
WSSC proposes that this 30-year
stewardship will allow GHI the
opportunity to gather financial
reserves to replace and maintain
the pipes themselves.

City Supports GHI

At a council worksession on
December 15, GHI shared its
goals and frustrations on this
predicament, seeking city action
and support moving forward.
The city was part of the three-
party 1958 agreement including
GHI and WSSC, thus making
city approval key to future de-
velopments. Council expressed
complete support to GHI on any
next steps that it seeks to make
and will assist in getting the best
possible result. GHI hoped for
council and city legal participa-
tion at any upcoming negotia-
tions, including the signing off of
any drafted letters to WSSC,
which council has done in the
past. Encouraged by this latest
offer, GHI is expecting to use
it as a starting point for further
negotiations.

GHI is keen on starting this
process as soon as possible, as a
potential disaster looms with this
aging pipe system. WSSC gave
a recent estimate of two years
merely to plan the project before
any digging could take place.

Not So Easy

At the meeting, GHI General

Manager Eldon Ralph indicated

the adjacent and equally aged
sewer lines also need replacing.
While he said that WSSC has
not made any definitive offers on
this, they did seem receptive to
the idea.

GHI resident Molly Lester
expressed skepticism that limited
GHI staff and equipment would
be up to the task.

Councilmember Rodney
Roberts, referencing the current
memorandum of understanding
with WSSC to maintain the pipes,
complained that by allowing the
pipes to continue to fail and
only responding to emergencies,
WSSC was shirking on their role
in the agreement. Councilmember
Judith Davis countered that from
WSSC’s point of view, by simply
doing that, they are abiding by
their responsibility and don’t see
a need to do otherwise.

Meter Relocation Impact

GHI indicated that WSSC has
possible intentions of moving
all their water meters from the
homes to the curbside. Said GHI
Board President Stefan Brodd
(in a separate interview), “As
WSSC is responsible only for
water lines from the meters, if
they are moved, GHI will own
and become responsible for thou-
sands of feet, and likely millions
of dollars, of water supply infra-
structure which will affect future
generations of GHI members.”

GHI Session Planned

The GHI Board of Directors
plans to set up an open session
with the membership to share
these developments and their
strategies since, according to the
bylaws, member approval is re-
quired on any vital decisions to
the community.
