T he  board  o f  Greenbel t 
Homes, Inc. (GHI) is considering 
purchasing 121 Centerway, the 
building that houses the Co-op 
Supermarket and Pharmacy and 
Greenbelt Arts Center (GAC). A 
joint statement from GHI’s Board 
and the Co-op Supermarket said, 
for the first time in Roosevelt 
Center’s history, the owners of 
121 Centerway have expressed a 
willingness to sell the building. 
“This presents a rare chance to 
bring this cornerstone property 
under cooperative stewardship,” 
says the joint statement. A spe-
cial town hall meeting for GHI 
members to discuss the proposal 
is planned for Thursday, April 9 
at 7 p.m. in the Youth Center 
gymnasium.

GHI May Purchase Building
Housing Supermarket, GAC

The Greenbelt Co-op Supermarket; the Arts Center is located in the base-
ment, accessed from the bottom of the steps to the left (not pictured).
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Among the advantages to the 
Co-op Supermarket identified in 
the joint statement are access 
to grants and funding designed 
for cooperatives and community 
development, opportunities to 
upgrade the supermarket and 
arts center, and the potential for 
the supermarket to expand deli 
offerings, have better produce 
storage, increased seating and 
improved accessibility. The two 
organizations also suggested 
advantages for GHI may include 
income-generating assets for the 
cooperative and its members, 
strengthening Roosevelt Center 
“as a vibrant, community-driven 
commercial hub” and reinforcing 

Reading my last article 
about the Greenbelt ordi-
nance regarding proper attire 
in what is now Roosevelt 
Center (See the March 5, 
2026 issue), one might have 
thought the article was mere-
ly about shorts. However, 
women have had to stand up 
everywhere for their rights on 
issues big and small, from 
time immemorial, and Green-
belt is no exception. The 
1938 ordinance, contrary 
to many reports, prohibited 
anyone over the age of 14 
from wearing shorts in what 
is now known as Roosevelt 
Center. Women pressed for 
change.

In 1955 Frances Herling was 
in the Center wearing shorts, 
which earned her a talking to 
by a policeman, who then sent 
her home. She was incensed that 
she could not wear in the Center 
what was acceptable anywhere 
else in Greenbelt, and it incited 
her to action. She found two 
other women (whose names are 
no longer known), and in an act 
of civil disobedience they went to 
the Center clad in shorts. They

were arrested and served a few 
hours of jail time.

Karene Herling Lagrone, age 
8 at the time, answered the door 
of the Herling home and Officer 
Austin Green asked for her father. 
Officer Green looked very serious.

Officer Green informed Albert 
that his wife was in jail for wear-
ing shorts in the Center. Karene

Speed Camera along Greenbelt Road 
Raises Concern among Drivers

dale Park that was removed fol-
lowing residents’ reports of inac-
curate tickets last year (see the 
Streetcar Suburbs October 30, 
2025 issue for more.) Altumint 
is also responsible for the speed 
camera on Crescent Road be-
tween Greenhill Road and North-
way, for which the News Review 
is unaware of inaccurate ticket 
reports.

Several drivers told the Green-
belt News Review they received 
repeated tickets from the same 
camera, and did not believe the 
speeds listed on said tickets.

Kevin Pinto of College Park 
said he received a citation from 
the Greenbelt Road camera ear-

The speed camera on Greenbelt Rd near 62nd Ave
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lier this year that he be-
lieved was inaccurate. “It 
said I was going 50 miles 
per hour,” Pinto said. “This 
is impossible.”

Pinto said he paid that 
ticket because he did not 
have enough information to 
challenge it. He said a later 
citation issued to his daugh-
ter prompted him to review 
dash-cam footage from the 
vehicle.

The footage showed his 
daughter driving 35 miles 
per hour and then slow-
ing to 33 near the camera, 

while the citation listed 48 miles 
per hour. Pinto said he submitted 
the footage to Berwyn Heights of-
ficials, and a town representative 
later told him police reviewed the 
information and decided to void 
the citation.

Lee Ealley, also of College 
Park, said his household has re-
ceived roughly 10 tickets from 
the camera, sometimes only days 
apart. “It’s erratic as hell,” Ealley 
said, adding that even after he 
became aware of the camera’s 
location and adjusted his driving, 
the tickets continued to arrive.

Ealley, who drives the road

Pedestrian 
Crosswalks

It is my conclusion that the en-
gineers who developed the traffic-
calming recommendations for the 
Southway/Ridge Road intersection 
and Ridge Road pedestrian cross-
walks are not pedestrians.

A driver does not slow down 
for a speed bump until they are 
within a few feet of it. When the 
speed bump is also the crosswalk, 
the driver is slowing down a few 
feet from the pedestrian.  Numer-
ous drivers do not slow down for 
the speed bumps, which are not 
very high.

As a reminder: pedestrians 
crossing with small children and/
or dogs can be unpredictable as 
the children or pets can suddenly 
double back for no reason appar-
ent to the oncoming driver.

Basic physics would place the 
speed bump in advance of the pe-
destrian crosswalk and construct 
it high enough that the oncoming 
vehicle does slow down to cross 
over it, leaving the pedestrian 
time to reach the other side of 
the road.

Prior to the speed bump cross-
walk installations on Ridge Road, 
narrow six-inch high bars were 
bolted across Ridge in advance 

of the two pedestrian crosswalks.  
These very effectively slowed 
down vehicles approaching the 
crosswalks.  The bars did not 
remain; they were removed after 
several months.

For the past 20 years, I have 
crossed Ridge Road daily as a pe-
destrian and have driven it daily 
in my vehicle.  As a pedestrian, 
with those bars installed, I knew 
I would have time to reach the 
other side of the road before the 
driver resumed speed and reached 
the crosswalk. As a driver, I could 
navigate those six-inch-high bars 
with no difficulty or damage to 
my vehicle.  

Those speed-controlling bars 
must be both more effective and 
economical than the investments 
proposed for the Southway/Ridge 
Road intersection and raised 
speed bump crosswalks elsewhere.  

Pedestrians have the right-
of-way.  The speed-control bars 
worked.

Few women today would choose to wear these outfits to 
rake leaves, but at least Eugenia Horstman, left, and 
her sister-in-law Martha Likens are dressed to run an 
errand in the Center at a moment’s notice. Circa 1952
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in the News Review in 
2001. None of them 
recount the resolution 
of the issue, though her 
obituary says the act led 
to the prohibition being 
eliminated.

Konrad Herling was 2 
at the time but certainly 
heard the family stories. 
He said that his father, 
Al, “who was never shy 
about expressing his 
opinion,” went to a city 
council meeting to dis-
cuss the issue, threatened 
a lawsuit and the coun-
cil voted unanimously, 
though whether that was 
to repeal the whole or-
dinance or amend it to 
take out shorts could not 
be verified in the News 
Review archives nor con-
temporary city council 
minutes.

Frances said the po-
liceman who arrested her 
apologized in 1992.

The famous shorts, 
now in the Greenbelt 
Museum’s collections, 
were below the knee and 

baggy, sometimes called Bermuda 

shorts. Lagrone said her mother 
never wore anything clingy.

Whatever and whenever resolu-
tion took place, we can thank the 
heroines, or sheroes, who opposed 
the ordinance and finally achieved 
the change that legally allows the 
wearing of shorts in Roosevelt 
Center.

The GHI and Supermarket 
boards have not made any deci-
sions or promises, they stressed 
in their joint statement. “The goal 
of the Town Hall is to ensure all 
members understand the finan-
cial realities, risks and possible 
benefits of this purchase,” they 
stated. A GHI membership vote 
to authorize the purchase will 
be scheduled if interest is high 
enough after the town hall. 

Details of the town hall are 
being developed, but Co-op Su-
permarket General Manager Dan 
Gillotte said he anticipates the 
supermarket and pharmacy will 
make a presentation or a joint 
presentation will be given. He 
was unable to comment on the 
potential price of the purchase 
on Tuesday. 

Gillotte said the supermarket 
and pharmacy have long wanted 
to purchase the building or have 
another landlord and, with the 
current owner potentially ame-
nable, he worked with GHI, creat-
ing their proposal last week. It’s a 
purchase that he believes would 
be mutually beneficial to the two 
cooperatives. He described this as 
“a potentially very exciting mo-
ment for our co-ops!”

For the Co-op Supermarket 
and Pharmacy a better landlord 
relationship will mean improved 
store possibilities, including fair 

rent and future building improve-
ments for which their current 
lease requires the store to bear 
the costs, said Gillotte. He sees 
potential for improved sales and 
presentation; better lighting and 
atmosphere; properly sized, de-
signed and planned departments; 
improvements in refrigeration and 
equipment; better gathering spaces 
and seating; and the ability to bet-
ter serve current customers and 
attract new ones.

GHI members are asked to 
attend the town hall meeting to 
learn more. They are also invited 
to email questions in advance of 
the meeting to info@greenbelt.
coop or replytoghi@ghi.coop, no 
later than Sunday, April 5. A no-
tice was sent to GHI members via 
email on Tuesday, March 24, and 
will also be distributed by mail.

“We really believe this is a 
once-in-a-generation opportunity 
for a mutually beneficial real 
estate transaction to take place 
that brings community ownership 
to our jewel at Roosevelt Center.” 
said Gillotte. 

At its March 9 regular meet-
ing, the Greenbelt City Council 
approved a resolution annexing 
Beltsville Agricultural Research 
Center (BARC)/NASA Area 3, 
finalized the changes to its stand-
ing rules and authorized purchase 
of fleet management software for 
use by the Department of Public 
Works.

Annexation
Three areas of BARC were 

under consideration for annexa-
tion on the agenda, but two were 
removed for further discussion. 
There had been a public hearing 
before the council meeting (see 
the March 12 issue).

Council unanimously approved 
the remaining resolution to annex 
BARC/NASA Area 3, bounded 
by Greenbelt Road, Soil Con-
servation Road, the Baltimore-
Washington Parkway and Beaver 
Dam Road.

Under state law, Director of 
Planning and Community Devel-
opment Terri Hruby said, there 
is a 45-day period during which 
interested parties could seek to 
petition the legislation to referen-
dum. After that period, the city 
must follow a state-mandated pro-
cess with the state and the county 
to have the land recognized as 
within the City of Greenbelt. 
Councilmember Frankie Fritz 
pointed out that the legislation 
will merely change the municipal 
boundaries; the city will not be 
purchasing the land.

Under Petitions and Requests, 
resident Bill Orleans had called 
upon council to provide more 
information from the closed ses-
sions they held to discuss the an-
nexation. As is council’s normal 
procedure, this petition was not 
discussed at the meeting.

Standing Rules
Council continued reviewing 

the proposed changes to its stand-
ing rules. Councilmember Kristen 
Weaver’s proposal that “Persons 

Council Dealt with Annexations,
Standing Rules and Questionnaire

desiring to speak on a matter be-
ing considered by the Council at 
a regular meeting shall sign in or 
fill in a comment card …” gener-
ated prolonged discussion. The 
proposal makes a sign-in sheet 
optional for worksessions and 
public hearings.

Among the benefits cited for 
this change were better meeting 
management (Weaver) and provid-
ing the city clerk with the correct 
spelling of commenters’ names 
(Mayor Emmett Jordan).

Councilmembers Daniel le 
McKinney and Amy Knesel both 
liked the idea of having a com-
ment card available where people 
who could not stay for the entire 
meeting could still provide com-
ments. McKinney said that more 
consideration is needed of how 
the sign-in process would work, 
adding that council needs to fig-
ure this out before doing it.

Knesel suggested changing 
“shall sign in” to “may sign in.” 
With this change the proposal 
passed unanimously.

Weaver withdrew her proposal 
to create a provision to address 
conduct unbecoming a council-
member outside of a public meet-
ing.

Also unsuccessful was Council-
member Jenni Pompi’s proposal 
to eliminate the requirement that 
resolutions have two readings, 
which was voted down on a 3 
to 4 vote with Councilmembers 
Silke Pope, Fritz, McKinney and 
Jordan opposed.

Staff will prepare a resolution 
implementing the changes ac-
cepted by council to be formally 
acted upon by council.

License Plate Readers
Under Petitions and Requests, 

resident Christine Wilkin of the 
Greenbelt Resistance Network 
asked council for more informa-
tion about how information gath-
ered by the city’s various security 
cameras and license plate readers 

would be used and shared. Resi-
dent Lore Rosenthal supported 
this request. Council had already 
received a letter with the net-
work’s 11 questions.

City Manager Josué Salmerón 
said he would be bringing a pro-
posal to council in the near future 
seeking to purchase more cameras 
as the Police Department had 
been able to reduce the imple-
mentation costs of the recently 
purchased devices.

Other Actions
As part of the consent agenda, 

council authorized the city man-
ager to execute a contract with 
RTA for the purchase of f leet 
management software at an an-
nual cost of $12,365. In addition, 
the contract provides for a $5,511 
start-up fee and a $3,091 fee to 
cover the last three months of the 
current fiscal year.

Council also received a report 
on the community questionnaire 
results regarding preferred uses of 
the Greenbelt Armory. The most 
often stated preference was to use 
the property for municipal center/
mixed use (320 respondents), fire 
station was second (216) and resi-
dential/mixed use was next (176). 
The respondents to the question-
naire were 71 percent from the 
core of Greenbelt with 21 percent 
from Greenbelt East and 8 per-
cent from Greenbelt West.

Prince George’s County Pub-
lic Schools (PGCPS) will not 
have to extend the school year 
late into June after the state ap-
proved the county’s request for a 
waiver of the requirement of 180 
instructional days on March 24. 
The county has already adjusted 
the calendar to make up for some 
lost instructional time, including 
adding two Muslim holidays as 
instructional days (see the Febru-
ary 25 issue). 

Under the latest school calen-
dar, the last day of school will 
be Thursday, June 18, later than 
the original school calendar but 
a week earlier than what it would 
have been without the waiver. 
Instead of adding additional days 
beyond June 18, PGCPS will ex-
tend the length of the school day 
by five minutes for the remainder 
of the school year after Spring 
Break (from April 7 through June 
18) in order to meet Maryland 

learning requirements. Previously 
scheduled early release days on 
March 27, April 22 and June 18 
will now be full school days. 

T he  change  comes  a f te r 
schools in the county lost in-
structional time this winter due 
to closures and delayed open-
ings and had no approved plan 
for virtual learning days when 
they closed for over a week at 
the end of January. The county 
had prepared a backup plan that 
would have moved the last day of 
school to June 24 if the waiver 
was denied, but that option is no 
longer needed. 

An updated school calendar re-
flecting these changes is expected 
to be shared soon with parents 
and staff.

multiple times a day, said most ci-
tations listed similar speeds, often 
close to the minimum required for 
a ticket. Maryland law allows for 
speed cameras to issue citations 
only when a vehicle is traveling at 
least 12 miles per hour over the 
posted speed limit. 

Over time, the repeated fines 
became frustrating, he said, even 
if each citation was relatively 
small. “I’m not Rockefeller,” he 
said. “When you pile up $40 at a 
time, it adds up.”

Ealley said he paid most of 
the citations rather than contest-
ing them. Speed camera citations 
are civil violations, and drivers 
who wish to challenge them must 
request a court date. 

The Greenbelt Road camera 
generates, on average, 930 cita-
tions per month and has the 
third highest volume of Berwyn 
Heights’ four active cameras, ac-
cording to Altumint. Town offi-
cials told Greenbelt News Review 
that in 2025 the speed cameras 
produced $759,710 in revenue for 
the town. 

Pinto said his concerns about 
the Greenbelt Road camera were 
shaped by pr ior exper iences 
with speed cameras operated by 
the same vendor in other parts 
of Prince George’s County. In 
the Riverdale Park area, Pinto 
said he received multiple tickets 
from speed cameras installed 
by Altumint. In those cases, he 
spent significant time analyzing 
video evidence, timestamps and 
roadway markings to calculate 
his speed. “I don’t mind suffering 
the consequences when I do 
something wrong,” Pinto said. 
“But I definitely don’t want to 
pay for something that I know I 
didn’t do.”

Pinto emphasized that he does 
not believe every speed camera 
citation is inaccurate, noting that 
his family has paid tickets in 
cases where dash-cam footage

confirmed the recorded speed. 
But he said his experience has 
left him concerned about how dis-
putes are handled and how much 
responsibility falls on drivers to 
disprove citations they believe are 
incorrect. 

In documents provided by Ber-
wyn Heights officials, vendors for 
the town’s Automated Red-Light 
and Speed Camera Enforcement 
Program are responsible for pro-
viding a complete turnkey system, 
including installation, operation, 
maintenance, calibration, image 
review, citation processing and 
customer service support. 

The town has cited safety 
concerns along Greenbelt Road 
as justif ication for automated 
enforcement. Off icials noted 
that crash rates along that road 
are significantly higher than the 
state average, with 13 injury 
crashes and 63 property-damage 
crashes recorded between January 
2024 and April 2025 between 
Greenbelt Station Parkway and 
Kenilworth Avenue.

The Greenbelt City Council 
has authorized the implemen-
tation of automated stop sign 
enforcement and the installation 
of the cameras has begun. These 
cameras will be placed at various 
locations throughout the city to 
improve driver compliance with 
traffic laws and enhance the over-
all safety of residents, pedestrians 
and motorists, said an announce-
ment from the city.

Once the cameras are installed 
and the testing phase is com-
plete, the city will enter a warning 
phase before issuing any citations. 
The warning phase is scheduled

to run from April 1 through April 
30. This warning period is intend-
ed to educate drivers, encourage 
safer driving behaviors and reduce 
dangerous violations at stop sign-
controlled intersections.

The city says that by increas-
ing adherence to stop signs, the 
automated enforcement program 
is expected to reduce crashes, im-
prove pedestrian safety and create 
safer neighborhood streets for all 
roadway users. 

Following the warning phase, 
drivers who receive citations can 
expect fines of $40, Public In-
formation and Communications

The three officers are listed as 
co-defendants and their initial ap-
pearance in the case is scheduled 
for April 3.

Gerald Allen Briscoe
Briscoe, 27, joined Prince 

George’s County Police Depart-
ment (PGPD) in 2023 and has 
been charged with four counts 
of misconduct in office and one 
count of conspiracy to commit 
misconduct in office, all stem-
ming from an offense on March 
10, 2024, according to court fil-
ings. In addition to the charges 
in which he is a co-defendant 
with Alston and Green, Briscoe 
was also charged with attempt to 
commit misconduct in office and 
theft between $100 and $1,500 
with an offense date of Novem-
ber 27, 2025. His trial for that 
attempted misconduct and theft 
charge is scheduled for March 30. 
Briscoe was suspended in March 
2025, a criminal indictment was 
filed in December 2025 and he 
was separated from the PGPD in 
February 2026.

A Gerald Briscoe with the 
same middle name and date of 
birth also has open charges from 
a 2019 arrest in Kent County for 
“reckless driving” and “wanton 
and willful disregard for safety of 
persons or property,” driving 103 
miles an hour in a 55 zone, ac-
cording to Maryland case records.

Timothy Green
Green, 32, joined PGPD in 

2015. He has been charged with 
two counts of misconduct in of-
fice and one count of conspiracy 
to commit misconduct in office, 
with an offense date of March 28, 
2024, two weeks after the offense 
date of Briscoe and Alston. He is 
the only one of the three officers 
not to have been separated fol-

lowing the charges. He remains a 
current officer but was suspended 
in June 2025 and is currently 
on military leave, according to 
PGPD. 

Sierra Laurin Alston
Alston, 33, joined PGPD in 

2023. According to court doc-
uments accessed by the News 
Review, she has been charged 
with three counts of conspiracy 
to commit misconduct in office 
and one count of solicitation of 
misconduct in office, all with an 
offense date of March 10, 2024, 
matching one of Briscoe’s offense 
dates. She was suspended from 
the police department in October 
2024 and separated in December 
2025.

Previously, in October 2024, 
Alston appeared in court in Vir-
ginia in connection with a rental 
car theft scheme at Reagan Na-
tional Airport. The investigation 
was of 30 vehicles stolen from 
a rental car lot at the airport. 
According to news reports at 
the time, digital and physical 
evidence appeared to directly 
connect Alston to three stolen 
BMWs. Multiple news outlets re-
ported that Alston’s police jacket 
and documents were found in one 
of the stolen cars, her social me-
dia account was connected to the 
entertainment system of another 
of the stolen cars and she was 
recorded using a third BMW by 
Washington, D.C., police via body 
camera footage. Court documents 
showed, in addition to evidence 
connecting Alston to using the 
BMWs, her phone data placed 
her at the airport at least three 
times during the period in which 
they were stolen, according to 
ABC 7 News. 

That station also reported that 
one of the cars was found parked 
outside Alston’s home and she 
told investigators she didn’t live 
there. According to Fox 5 News, 
authorities said the car Alston 
was seen driving in D.C. had 
been abandoned, and she was 
charged with improperly using the 
vehicles rather than theft of them. 

The Washington Post reported 
Alston faced three felony counts 
of unauthorized use of a motor 
vehicle and was suspended with-
out pay. In March 2025 charges 
against Alston related 
to the stolen rental ve-
hicles were dropped.

The Greenbelt Police Depart-
ment (GPD) was proud to part-
ner with Metro Transit Police 
for Blue Lights Nights on March 
20 and March 21. This joint 
initiative was not a police surge 
or targeted enforcement effort, 
but rather a community-focused 
operation aimed at strengthen-
ing relationships while increasing 
police visibility in areas experi-
encing higher crime, said GPD. 

The department reports that by 
fostering positive interactions 
and maintaining a visible pres-
ence, officers worked to build 
trust, engage with residents and 
suppor t  safe neighborhoods 
throughout  the community. 
GPD thanked Metro Transit Po-
lice for their partnership and com-
munity members for their contin-
ued support in working together 
to keep our community safe.

1980s and remained in Vail for 
12 years where he developed a 
love for skiing.

Upon his return to Greenbelt, 
Chris was a stalwart member of 
the AA Recovery Community, 
marking 34 years of sobriety, a 
testament to his strength, per-
severance and the support he 
offered to countless others. His 
involvement with the local Green-
belt Step Club was a source of 
pride and fulfillment, where he 
found a second family and a 
mission that he embraced whole-
heartedly.

He dedicated the last 19 years 
of his professional life to the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, where 
he served with a passion for the 
outdoors and wildlife. His love for 
nature was abundant. He loved 
the water and his boat and being 
active in the outdoors. An avid 
fisherman, Chris found peace on 
the water, casting his line into the 
serene depths, reflecting on life 
and sitting in the quiet moments. 
He was anticipating his retirement 
this November as he planned the 

next chapter of his life.
Christopher was a man whose 

strength didn’t come from be-
ing untouched by life, but from 
surviving it. There was a quiet 
heaviness in his eyes, the kind 
that only appears after you’ve 
carried more than your share of 
storms. Yet beneath that weight 
lived a gentleness he didn’t show 
easily, a softness he protected.

In the spring of 
2023, a student at 
Eleanor Roosevelt 
H ig h  Schoo l  ap -
proached me about 
being the sponsor 
of their school club. 
A few students had 
been setting up a net 
on the grass behind 
the school and play-
ing volleyball (VB), 
and the school told 
them that their club 
would need a spon-
sor. I was beginning 
my transition from 
being the varsity girls 
VB coach to being 
a volunteer assistant 
so it seemed like the 
right time to add something new. 
The Outdoor Volleyball Club was 
born.

At first, I quietly watched the 
(mostly) boys play and interject-
ed a few rule clarifications and 
taught a few skills. It didn’t take 
long, though, until the quality of 
play really improved. While play-
ing on the grass can be fun, we 
rented indoor courts a few times 
to be able to play without the 
outdoor elements (sun, wind, wet 
grass, cold). Playing indoors accel-
erated everyone’s improvement, so 
I started to look for other schools 
to play against.

The Games Begin
Prince George’s County doesn’t 

sponsor boys volleyball as a var-
sity sport (the only public school 
district in Maryland that does 
is Montgomery County). A few 
schools that I called wondered 
why we weren’t playing against 
clubs at other Prince George’s 
schools – but I didn’t know if any 
existed (I don’t think there’s a 
centralized club coordinator in the 
school district). So I used my con-
nections as a longtime girls coach 
and finally found that Calvert Hall 
(in Towson) would play us in Oc-
tober 2024. They’re very good – 
we got crushed, but learned where 
we needed to improve.

In the spring of 2025, the 
boys played at D.C. International 
School. They were at our talent 
level so it was disappointing that 
we played poorly. It was another 
learning experience. In the fall 
of 2025, we played Calvert Hall’s 
junior varsity team (another op-
ponent at our talent level – and 
we finally won a set) and the 
Landon School in Bethesda (we 
won another set).

On March 11, the team went 
to Rockville and played Charles 
E. Smith Jewish Day School. And 
we won all five sets. We have one 
more match scheduled on April 
10 in Gaithersburg against Cov-
enant Life School.
